Callahan County deer 
season open Nov. 2

Landowners and sportsman are 
reminded that the general deer 
hunting season in Callahan 
County will begin on Saturday,
November 2, 2002 and run 
through Sunday, January 5,
2003.

As in the past, no special 
antlerless deer permits or tags 
will be required for harvesting 
antlerless ( doe ) deer in Calla­
han County. Only the appropri­
ate tag from the required hunt­
ing license will be necessary.

Annual fall deer surveys are 
conducted during August and 
September each year to deter­
mine overall deer density, repro­
duction and sex ratios. Because 
it is impossible to survey each 
individual ranch, standard sur­
vey lines are established and 
conducted each year. By col­
lecting this trend information 
over a period of years, it is im­
possible to make density esti­
mates and general harvest rec­
ommendations for a particular 
area.

It should be stressed that these 
harvest recommendations are

very general. Deer densities may 
vary greatly in a given area, 
even between adjoining ranches. 
A ranch which is overstocked, 
overgrazed, and/or over hunted 
will not support as many deer as 
a well managed ranch where 
selective harvest is practiced.

Therefore it is important for 
each landowner to look closely 
at his existing deer herd and 
decide how many deer need to 
be harvested, if any. The bag 
limits established by the Texas 
Parks and Wildlife department 
are intended to be used as broad 
guidelines, which will accom­
modate most areas of the 
county. Even though the legal 
bag limit in Callahan County is 3 
deer limit 1 buck, there are sev­
eral areas where few if any deer 
need to be removed. The land- 
owner can and should make the 
final decision as to how many 
deer and what sex may be taken 
from the property.

Cross Plains 
man found 
guilty of assault 
on a child

A 37-year-old Cross Plains man 
was found guilty of aggravated 
sexual assault of a child before 
42nd District Court Judge John 
Weeks, according to Callahan 
County Attorney Allen Wright.

Timothy Dill, 37, of Cross Plains 
was set to go before a jury Tues- 
day morning, October 15 until 
pleading guilty to the crime and 
the Jury was waived. Wright said 
although he pled guilty to ag­
gravated sexual assault of a 
child. Dill refused to stipulate 
the evidence presented against 
him and requested a presen­
tence investigation.

County Attorney Wright said 
the evidence against Dill was 
presented to 42nd District Judge 
John Weeks and he was found 
guilty. Judge Weeks is expected 
to determine the sentence for 
Dill within the month. Wright 
said the evidence against Dill 
was presented to Judge Weeks 
by noon Tuesday. Shane Deel 
represented Timothy Dill before 
Judge Weeks.

This was the theme 
Nancy Robinson Masters used to 
keep her audience inspired and 
amused Tuesday evening, Octo­
ber 15, at the Community Center, 
when the Friends of the Cross
Plains Library sponsored their 
quarterly Meet the Author 
evening.

A pilot and writer, Ms. Masters 
is the author of numerous books 
for adults and children. She grew 
up on a cotton farm in Jones 
County during the drought of the 
1950's. She says much of her suc­
cess today can be credited to the 
values, patriotism, and work ethic 
she learned during those hard 
years. Certainly, she learned to 
laugh at trouble, for many of her 
funniest and most inspiring sto­
ries are about being "...not just 
broke—we were poor people!" 
She remembered that their house 
had one light bulb, and when it 
burned out, there wouldn't be an­
other one —there was no money. 
Every evening, though, that light 
burned for one hour while the 
family read books from the local 
library.

One of Ms. Masters' best stories 
is about her first day at school. 
Her mother had said they had no 
money to buy school supplies that 
year. Ybung Nancy could already 
read and write and had her own 
library card, so her mother told

her to go to the library and check 
out the biggest, heaviest book she 
could carry, and take that to 
school on the first day. "If anyone 
teases you about not having 
school supplies, you hold up that 
book and say,' I can read and I can 
write, and I live in the United 
States of America, and I'm rich!"’ 

Of course, one little boy just had 
to pipe up, "Hey, Nancy 
Robinson, where's your school 
supplies?" Nancy did as her 
mother had told her, than went to 
the blackboard and wrote her 
name in cursive. She sat down 
next to the little boy, who whis­
pered, "Nancy, if you'll show me 
how to write my name in cursive. 
I'll give you a pack of crayons." 
Then a little girl offered a tablet, 
another pencils, etc. for the same 
demonstration. By the end of the 
day, Nancy had her very own 
school supplies. "I learned about 
the free enterprise system!" she 
said.

Ms. Masters demonstrated with 
a sheet of paper how few people 
worldwide can read and write— 
only about 1/32 (just over 3 per­
cent) of 6.2 billion people are 
literate. "If you can read and you 
can write, and you live in the 
United States of America, you're 
rich!"

I remember the "firing range" when I was in the army. That was 
back when we used M-1 rifles and the targets were quite a 
distance from where we were firing our weapons. Those on the 
firing line were only a few feet apart (10-15?) so the targets were 
the same distance apart — but a hundred or more yards down 
range. It was not too unusual for someone to get mixed up at 
which target was theirs and be aiming at, thus hitting (or miss­
ing!), the wrong "bull's eye."

Remembering last week's "Breakthru," for those who claim to 
love God, it should be our number one aim to please Him. It's like 
in shooting at that target — our number one aim is to hit the 
"bull's eye." And in worshipping God, our number one aim is to 
please Him — that's "hitting the bull's eye." Pleasing Him is 
actually our aim in regard to all of life, including our private/ 
personal and public/corporate worship.

But at least two problems sometimes stand in the way of 
pleasing God— even "aiming to please God":l) We are tempted 
to shoot at pleasing ourselves rather than pleasing God — 
sometime without even realizing it. 2) We may think we know 
what pleases God when it doesn't really please Him It may be 
because we are "shooting at the wrong 'bull's eye.'"

hard-h itting  anti-D W I cam paign Generai Election now underway (ECross Plains Review October 24, 2002V
ABILENE, Texas - Starting this 

week, 23-year-old Jacqueline 
Saburido is appearing in the 
hardest-hitting anti-DWI televi­
sion PSA ever aired in Texas.

Formerly a self-described “av­
erage college kid” who enjoyed 
swimming, flamenco dancing 
and spending time‘With family 
and friends, Jacqueline survived 
a fiery drunk driving crash in 
Austin three years ago which 
left her badly burned and disfig­
ured. Because she passionately 
wants to make a contribution to 
reducing drunk driving crashes, 
she agreed to appear in new 
television commercials spon­
sored by the Texas Department 
of Transportation (TxDOT) and 
the Texas Department of Public 
Safety (DPS) that began airing 
statewide on Monday, October 
7.

“Texas still leads the nation in 
alcohol-related traffic fatalities,” 
explained TxDOT Deputy Ex­
ecutive Director Steve Simmons. 
“And that’s why, even though 
some may find these images 
disturbing, we are grateful to 
Jacqui for her willingness to help 
grab the attention of Texas driv­
ers, especially teens and younger 
adults, and get them to focus on 
the frightening consequences of 
drinking and driving.”

According to the National High­
way Traffic Safety Administra­
tion, more than 1,800 people 
were killed on Texas streets and 
highways in 2000 in crashes 
involving alcohol.

The DPS reports that on aver­
age, one person is hurt every 21 
minutes in an alcohol related 
crash, resulting in more than 
25,000 injuries every year. Ar­
rests in Texas for driving while 
intoxicated top 90,000 annu­
ally.

“Teens and young adults are 
the most likely to be involved in 
drunk driving crashes,” said

John Posey, president of Moth­
ers Against Drunk Driving-Heart 
of Texas Chapter. “Underage 
drinking is also a serious prob­
lem, and that’s why we support 
this new campaign and applaud 
the courage and conviction of 
Ms. Saburido.”

The new TV PSA is chilling in 
its power and simplicity. Jacqui 
is sitting in a chair holding up, in 
front of her face, aframed photo 
of herself prior to the crash. By 
any standard, this is the picture 
of a beautiful young woman. 
Continuing to hold the photo in 
front of her face, she says: “My 
name is Jacqueline Saburido. 
This is a picture of me before 1 
was hit by a drunk driver, before 
the car caught fire, before two of 
my friends died, before I needed 
more than forty operations. This 
was me when my life was just 
like anyone else in college. ” Then 
she lowers the photo, revealing 
her now badly burned and dis­
figured face — nose and ears 
missing. She then says, “This is 
me after being hit by a drunk 
driver. ” The commercial finishes 
with the announcer saying, 
“Don’t drink and drive...ever.” 

TxDOT also has set up a spe­
cial Web site for parents who 
want pointers on how to talk to 
their kids about drunk driving or 
about the new television com­
mercials. The Web address is 
www.texasdwi.org.

The anti-DWI campaign will 
also include radio and billboard 
messages as well as posters dis­
tributed to schools and work­
places across Texas. The cam­
paign is cosponsored by Moth­
ers Against Drunk Driving, the 
Texas Department of Public 
Safety, Texas Alcoholic Bever­
age Commission, T exans Stand­
ing Tall, the Partnership for a 
Drug Free Texas and the Texas 
Commission on Alcohol and 
Drug Abuse.

One skunk 
tested positive 
for rabies in 
Callahan County

The Texas Department of 
Health reported one skunk was 
diagnosed with rabies during the 
month of August 2002.

The Texas Department of 
Health's Zoonosis Control Divi­
sion tested one skunk, one dog, 
two cats and one equine during 
the month for rabies. The skunk 
was the only animal to turn up 
positive for the disease.

During the month of August 
statewide, 77 animals were re­
ported positive for rabies with 
skunks and bats reporting the 
most rabid reports. There were 
34 skunks testing positive and 
30 bats testing positive for ra­
bies in August. The Department 
of Health also reported six fox, 
one dog, three cats, two bovine 
and one bobcat tested positive 
for rabies in August.

This is an increase of 351,574 
over the official tally for the March 
12th primary election. By way 
of comparison, 12,365,235Tex- 
ans were registered to vote in 
the November 2000 general elec­
tion. Between March and No­
vember of 2000, 752,474 new 
voters were added to the rolls.

“1 am delighted that eighty- 
one percent of eligible Texans 
have made the decision to reg­
ister to vote. Voting is both a 
privilege and a responsibility, 
and I fervently hope that Texans 

‘ will now follow through and take 
those voter registration certifi­
cates to the polls,” said Secre­
tary Gwyn Shea.

Texas enjoys one of the high-
* est rates of voter registration in 
the nation. The state pioneered

.motor-voter and instituted on- 
 ̂line access to printable registra­
tion applications, both aimed at 
increasing voter registration 

' rates.
‘ Secretary of State Shea serves 
as the Chief Election Officer for 
the State of Texas. In that ca­

pacity, she implemented a year­
long strategy to increase voter 
awareness and participation. In 
the spring, she spoke to gradu­
ating seniors and distributed 
voter registration cards to every 
high school in the state. This 
past summer, she visited mili­
tary installations across Texas, 
exhorting young soldiers, sail­
ors and airmen to register to 
vote. She also spoke with em­
ployees of various Texas busi­
nesses, urging them to make 
time in their busy schedules to 
participate in the upcoming elec­
tion.

“The people we elect in No­
vember will be representing Tex­
ans and their families on the 
federal as well as the state and 
county levels. We as a nation, 
and a state, are going to face 
difficult decisions on a range of 
issues during the coming year. 
Folks need to understand that 
by not voting, they are letting 
someone else make the deci­
sions for their family,” Shea said.

Early voting began October 
21st in Callahan County, and 
continues through November 
1st. On Election Day, Novem­
ber 5th, polls will be open from 
7 a.m. to 7 p.m. Secretary Shea 
will be issuing a voter turnout 
projection towards the end of 
the early voting period.

i “Under Texas law, it is a class 
Ĉ misdemeanor to place any 

“sign on state highway right of 
way,” Marvin Rogers, Callahan 
iCounty maintenance section 
'supervisor, said. “Violators can 
face fines of up to $500 per sign. 
-However, it is legal to place a 
campaign sign on private prop­
erty adjacent to state highways 
^with landowners’ permission,” 
“Rogers added.

Restrictions require that signs 
l>e constructed of lightweight 
Material and limited to 50 square 
feet in size. Signs must be re­
moved within 10 days after an 
election.
^ Officials with TxDOT say the 
•laws are intended for the safety

of the traveling public.
“These laws Increase safety on 

Texas roads, ” said Mike Behrens, 
TxDOT executive director. “They 
help save lives by limiting the 
number of potential distractions 
and obstacles along state roads.”

Callahan County maintenance 
personnel may immediately and 
without prior notice remove a 
sign placed on state highway 
right of way, if the sign is not 
authorized by state law or ap­
proved by the department. Signs 
found to be potential safety haz­
ards will be removed immedi­
ately. Violators may also be 
charged for removal of Illegally 
placed signs.

Texas is subject to the Federal 
Highway Beautification Act of 
1965. Under federal law, if the 
state fails to control signs visible 
from interstate and other feder­
ally funded highways, Texas 
may be subject to loss of up to 
10 percent of its federal trans­
portation construction funds.

County's unemployment 
rate drops to 4.1%

The unemployment rate in 
Callahan County for the month 
of September 2002 fell one- 
tenths of one percent to 4.1% 
from August's 4.2%, according 
to jobless figures released Mon­
day, October 14 by the Texas 
Workforce Commission.

Of the 7,142 civilian labor 
force in Callahan County, 6,846 
were employed during Septem­
ber 2002, and 296 were unem­
ployed, giving the county an 
unemployment rate of 4.1%. 
The county's unemployment 
rate one year ago in September 
2001 was 3.8%.

Callahan County's unemploy­
ment rate was 4.2% in August
2001. Of the 7,193 civilian labor 
force in the county during Au­
gust, 6,893 had jobs while 300 
or 4.2% were unemployed.

Previous monthly jobless rates 
in Callahan County included: 
4.4% in July 2002, 3.9% in 
June, 3.1% in May, 3.3% in 
April, 3.5% In March, 3.8% In 
February, 3.8% In January
2002, 3.3% in December 2001, 
3.6% in November, and 3.6% In 
October, according to the un­
employment figures.

Big Country area counties, 
bordering Callahan County, 
and those counties' unemploy­
ment rates for September 2002 
include: Brown, 4.2%; Cole­
man, 6.6%; Eastland, 3.6%; 
Jones, 4.2%; Runnels, 3.9%; 
Shackelford, 3.6%; Stephens, 
6.2%; and Taylor County, 4.4%.

The Texas actual series unem­
ployment rate continued its de­
cline for a second consecutive 
month by dropping three-tenths 
of a percentage point from a 
July rate of 6.6 to 6.3 percent in 
August. August's rate is the 
highest Texas has experienced 
for the month since 1994 when 
it also reached 6.3 percent as 
Texas was emerging from the 
1991-92 national recession. 
The over-the-month decrease 
matches the average three- 
tenths of a percentage point re­
duction that is typical between 
July and August. Nationally, 
the United States unemploy­
ment rate dipped by three- 
tenths of a percentage point to 
5.7 percent in August after re­
maining unchanged the previ­
ous two months. This is the fifth 
consecutive month that the 
state rate has tied or been higher 
than the national rate.

Of the 10,747,400 civilian la­
bor force In the state, total em­
ployment was 10,074,100 In 
August. The total number of 
unemployed in August 2002 
was 673,300. The state's unem­
ployment rate during the same 
month last year was 5.2%.

The United States unemploy­
ment  rate was 6.6% in 
August 2002. The nation's un­
employment rate for the previ­
ous month of July 2002 was 
6.0%. The United States unem­
ployment rate one year ago in 
August 2001 was 4.9%.

National School Bus 
Safety Week Oct 20-26 
Promoted by DPS

National School Bus Safety 
Week runs from October 20-26 
as school districts and law 
en fo rcement  combine to 
highlight important safety 
issues.

In many locations this year, 
DPS troopers will be running 
special enforcement operations 
targeting dangerous driving 
around school buses. Motorists 
can be fined up to $1,000 for 
passing  a bus while its 
alternately flashing red warning 
lights are activated.

"A school bus is carrying our 
most precious cargo, and other 
drivers should treat them 
accordingly," said Charley 
Kennington, DPS program 
administrator for school bus 
transportation.

Statistics show that students 
are most likely to be injured or 
killed when boarding or getting 
off school  buses .  Three

students died while getting on or 
off school buses in 2001 and 
2002.

"This also is a time for school 
districts to reinforce safe bus 
driving and loading and 
offloading procedures," said 
Kennington. "Nearly half of all 
students hit are struck by the 
bus shortly before, during or 
after boarding or exiting the 
bus."

Even with 1.4 million Texas 
children riding school buses 
daily, they remain one of the 
safest forms of transportation­
accounting for less than one- 
half of one percent of all traffic 
crashes.

There have been no student 
fatalities on Texas school buses 
since 1991, but the numbers of 
injury producing wrecks during 
that same time period increased 
41 percent, while injuries rose 
63 percent.

Ecstasy Use Increases

The In Home Rx program's 
main purpose and goal is to de­
velop public awareness that there 
are assistance options that allow 
those who are troubled with se­
vere breathing conditions to re­
main independent in their own 
homes. Without this awareness 
and assistance, the family may 
prematurely choose a nursing 
home, or make an unnecessary 
retail purchase of breathing medi­
cations and Nebulizers.

Tobacco use by Texas stu­
dents decreased significantly 
since 2000, according to a sur­
vey released today by the Texas 
Commission on Alcohol and 
Drug Abuse.

Use of tobacco has continued 
to decline over the past four 
years. The percentage of stu­
dents reporting they had used 
tobacco in the month before the 
survey fell 19 percent since 2000 
and 31 percent since 1998.

"The survey demonstrates that 
the state’s efforts to reduce teen 
tobacco use are working," said 
Dr. Dave Wanser, executive di­
rector of the Texas Commission 
on Alcohol and Drug Abuse.

However, use of the club drug 
Ecstasy, which is popular on the 
rave scene and with young 
people, is cause for concern due 
to the risks associated with it. In 
the short term. Ecstasy causes 
chemical changes in the brain 
that lead to severe depression 
and memory problems. There is 
growing concern that long-term 
use of Ecstasy could lead to 
permanent brain damage. Indi­
viduals who use Ecstasy are also 
at fairly high risk of heart or 
kidney failure. Since 2000, Ec­
stasy use has increased by 63 
percent. TCADA has planned a 
campaign for the spring of 2003 
targeting Ecstasy use.

"1 am quite concerned about 
the explosion of Ecstasy use in 
the past two years," said Wanser. 
"We must find ways to educate 
Texas teens and their parents 
about the dangers associated 
with this drug. Our awareness 
campaign was already in the 
planning stages, but the results 
of this survey underscore the 
need for it."

About 238,000 Texas students 
in grades 4-12 participated in 
the survey, the largest of its kind 
in the nation. TCADA has been 
conducting the statewide sur­
vey every two years since 1988. 
Among other findings:

• Alcohol continues to be the 
most widely used substance 
among Texas students in grades 
7-12 with 71 percent of students 
reporting they had used alcohol 
at some point in their lives. This 
percentage has remained rela­
tively steady in recent years; 
past month use dropped 4.4 
percent since 2000.

• Marijuana remained the most

commonly used substance 
among students after alcohol 
and tobacco. 32 percent of all 7- 
12 graders in 2002 reported 
having smoked marijuana at 
some point in their lives, the 
same as in 2000. Past-month 
use of marijuana was 14.4 per­
cent in 2002, compared to 13.7 
percent in 2000.

• The percentage of 7-12 grad­
ers reporting they had ever used 
any illicit drug remained stable 
in 2002.

• Among 7-12 graders, inhal­
ants declined for lifetime use but 
remained steady for past-month 
use. The overall rate for lifetime 
use in 2002 was 18 percent and 
the past month use was 7 per­
cent.

"The survey shows us that 
some teen drug use has de­
clined while some has remained 
relatively steady," Wanser said. 
"While we did not see the same 
level of reductions as we did in 
2000 and even gave a little 
ground in a few areas, it is im­
portant to note that overall sub­
stance use by teens has de­
creased 19 percent in the last 10 
years, driven by reductions in 
tobacco gind alcohol use."

Particularly promising declines 
were noted among students in 
grades 4-6. Use by this age group 
decreased for all substances. The 
following results were seen 
among elementary students:

'• In 2002,15.9 percent of stu­
dents reported they had used 
alcohol in the past year, a 21.3 
percent decrease from 1998. 
Alcohol use among this age 
group has shown a steady de­
cline throughout the past de­
cade.

• The percentage of students 
who said they had used tobacco 
in the past year decreased 34 
percent In 2002 to 4.8 percent 
from 7.3 percent in 2000.

In 2002, 1.7 percent of stu­
dents said they had used mari­
juana in the past year, a drop of 
19 percent from 2000. Mari­
juana use among this age group 
has fallen 35 percent since 1998.

The percentage of students 
who said they had used inhal­
ants fell 17 percent from 2000 to 
6.5 percent in 2002.

Commercial feast . .
A TV commercial was filmed 

on-location at a landmark prop­
erty MyKeeper and I were visit­
ing. Ontil then, I figured ad film­
ing took about five minutes.

Early in the morning, the pro­
duction crew advanced. Trucks 
pulled up to the curb. And cars, 
dozens of them, and vans. Within 
a half hour, busy people 
swarmed the place. They didn’t 
just fit into the background, they 
took over the place. A kind of 
chaotic order ruled the day, com­
posed of crew, directors, actors, 
props, and scenes.

A huge semi brought a selec­
tion of glittering new cars - the 
stars of the “show.- Actually, a 
bevy of stars from which to pick 
one.

The chuckwagon arrived first, 
flanked by a couple of carloads 
of cooks and waiters. That was 
our first clue this was more than 
a five-minute production.

All morning long, while the 
mid-day feast was being pre­
pared, costumes were shaken 
out, actors rehearsed, scenes 
were set, directors sat in their 
chairs, lights and cameras and 
cords and wires were placed and 
tested and tested and tested.

After logistics were checked 
over and over, the first car was 
lowered to the ground like a 
breakable ceramic. Drivers took 
turns making trial runs. Techni­
cians marked critical increments 
of acceleration and speed and 
timing along the roadway. The 
mood was festive. Activity was 
broken by frequent waits for re­
visions and adjustments. In con­
stant motion were the fine arts 
shovelers and sweepers who 
sculpted the stretch of road to 
perfection.

Suddenly all joviality ceased. 
The entire set was focused, seri­
ous, ready. A mock “take” was 
in process. The scene was di­
rected, stop watch in hand. The 
set went silent. The driver 
watched for the start signal. A

crewman reached out to polish 
a smudge on the glistening 
fender. The countdown began 
anew—three, two, one—the 
director’s hand went down. The 
car moved, built up speed and 
BOOM! A firebomb billowed red 
a second behind the car.

Cameras caught three angles 
of the shoot. A few more test 
runs were shot before the final 
take, complete with the explo­
sions that echoed for miles and 
drew the curious.

Lunch was the only lure strong 
enough to break their concen­
tration. The food was sumptu­
ous and exotic, served on deco­
rated tables shaded under huge 
canopies. MyKeeper and I ate 
with the cornpany, talked with 
them. It was a long lunch hour 
and a noisy, glamorous time.

After lunch, a few more 
changes were made. Produc­
tion settled to a hum, a rush to 
finish matched with a care to 
timing and safety.

I can’t watch a commercial 
anymore without imagining all 
the casting, set design, script­
ing, prop gathering, travel and 
lodging arrangements it took to 
get to the one long day of film­
ing. A commercial is a major 
production requiring the same 
planning and detail as a whole 
movie, a costumed ballet, a 
weekend parade and festival.

Months later, we saw the com­
mercial on TV. That day on the 
property had been only one of 
four on-location sites spliced in 
the cutting room. The zoom and 
the boom from our shoot ap­
peared as a two-second flash on 
the screen.

1 know the ad was designed to 
sell cars, but all it does is acti­
vate my salivary glands. In me, 
it jogs the memory of the feast in 
the middle of the long day that 
created the two-second spot in 
a one-minute commercial.
