On November 9, Southwestern Bell Telephone Company
filed a tariff which proposes to prevent local exchange calling over
interstate, unrestricted, multi-jurisdictional, WATS Access Lines
(UWALs) and intrastate WATS Access Lines (WALSs).

UWALSs are provided to interexchange carriers for their
use in the provision of interexchange interstate and intrastate
long-distance and WATS-type services. Similarly, WALs are
designed for use in the provision of interLATA and intralLATA WATS
services.

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What about
high blood pressure?
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1985 Statistics (estimates)

o Mortality: 30,700 deaths.

o Prevalence: 59,130,000 Amer-
ican adults and children have high
blood pressure or are being treated for
hypertension by a physician.

o Race: Black Americans have
almost a 33 percent greater chance of
having high blood pressure than
whites.

What is blood pressure?

Blood pressure is the force exerted
by the blood against artery walls. The

heart creates this pressure as it pumps

blood.

When the heart contracts, it pumps
blood into the arteries. The small
arteries (arteroles) of the body offer
resistance to the flowing blood. The
higher the resistance, the greater the
pressure required from the heart to
propel blood.

The elasticity of the walls of the
arterioles allows these small vessels
to expand or contract according to the
ever-changing rate of blood flow.
This keeps the blood pressure
surprisingly constant in  normal
people. When the arterioles remain

- contracted or lose their elasticity, for

whatever reason, the increased
resistance leads to high blood
pressure.

How is blood pressure measured?

Blood pressure is measured with a
quick, painless test using a medical
instrument which is called a
sphgmomanometer. A rubber cuff is
wrapped around a person's upper arm
and then inflated with air. When the
cuff is inflated, it compresses a large
artery in the arm, momentarily
stopping the flow of blood.

As the air is released in the cuff
and the blood starts to flow, a doctor
or other health professional listens
with ‘a stethoscope to the sound of the
blood pulsing through the artery.
While listening and watching the
sphgmomanometer gauge, the doctor
then records to measurements. These
are 1) the maximum pressure of the
blood flow when the heart beats (the
systolic pressure), and 2) the
minimum pressure of the blood flow
between heartbeats (the diastolic
pressure). Blood pressure is measured
in millimeters of mercury, which is
abbreviated mm Hg.

A typical blood pressure reading
for an adult might be 127/78 mm Hg,
although this reading varies depending
on age and other factors. (Normal
blood pressure is defined by a range of
values, so don't be alarmed if your
reading is somewhat higher or lower.)
The first, larger number is the

systolic pressure; the second is the .

diastolic pressure.

The important point to remember
is that the harder it is for the blood to
flow, the higher the numbers will be.

What is high blood pressure?

Medical scientists have determined
a norm for blood pressure after
studying the blood pressure of many
people over many years. When blood
pressure increases above this upper
limit and remains elevated, high
blood pressure (or hypertension)
exists.

High blood pressure in adults is
defined as a systolic pressure greater
than or egual to 140 mm Hg and/or a
diastolic pressure greater than or equal
to 90 mm Hg.

Why is high blood pressure bad?

Elevated blood presssure indicates
that the heart is working harder than

normal and that the arteries are under
a greater strain. This may contribute
to heart attacks, strokes and
atheroscierosis. In effect, the heart has
to work harder to generate enough
pressure to force the blood through
the arteries and supply the body's
needs. If high blood pressure isn't
treated, it may get harder and harder
for the heart to pump enough blood
and oxygen to the body's organs and
tissues to meet their needs.

When the heart is forced to work
harder than normal for an extended
time, it tends to enlarge. A slightly
enlarged heart may function well, but
a significantly enlarged heart has a
hard time meeting the demands placed
upon it.

Arteries and arterioles also suffer
the effects of elevated blood pressure.
Over the time they become scarred,
hardened and less elastic. Some
hardening and loss of elasticity occurs
naturally as people age, but elevated
blood pressure speeds up this process.

Arterial damage is bad because
hardened or narrowed arteries may not
be able to supply the amount of

~ blood the body's organs need. And if

the body's organs don't get the
oxygen and nutrients they need, they
can't function properly. Hypertension
also accelerates atherosclerosis.
There's also the risk that a blood clot
may lodge in a narrowed artery,
depriving a part of the body of its
normal blood supply. The heart, brain
and kidneys are particularly likely to
be damaged by high blood pressure.

Why does the mortality from high
blood pressure appear to be so low?

The mortality figures for high
blood pressure are deceptive. For
example, the figures at the top of this
article indicate that relatively few
people die from a disease afflicting
almost 60 million people. That's not
the whole story, though, because
high blood pressure damages body
organs and blood vessels.

Many people die from heart attacks
and strokes that directly result from
hypertension. These deaths aren't
listed as deaths from high blood
pressure; they're listed separately as
deaths from heart attack and stroke.

The result is that high blood
presssure may not at first appear as
dangerous as it is. Because of the
disguised mortality figures, and more -
importantly because it's possible to
have high blood pressure for years
without knowing it, this disease has
earned its reputation as a silent killer.

The elusive House Bill 1, the
long-awaited workers' compensation
reform bill, has finally been filed.
Several "hired gun" lobbyists had

embarrassed their clients by
organizing a letter-writing campaign
in support of specific provisions of
HB 1 weeks before such a bill
existed. As it turns out, some of the
measures called for in the letter-
writing campaign were not included
in the filed version of HB 1. At any
rate, responsible legislators always
insist on carefully studying a major
piece of legislation before vowing to
support it.

Among the elements I insist on in
any workers' compensation reform
package are provisions which would
result in a significant rate decrease for
small businesses and action to get
small employers out of the "assigned
risk pool". Workers' compensation
rates are a substantial drain on small
businesses in this state, and I intend
to work to bring relief to business
operators ‘in the 30th district. I am
developing two bills to address the
specific disadvantages of small
businesses that will result in tangible
rate reductions.

Now that the mysterious HB 1 is
in print, I intend to go over it
thoroughly and support all
components of the package that
improve the climate for business and
workers in our state.

For many school districts, the
teacher career ladder has been perhaps
the most unwelcome legacy of the
infamous HB 72.
