First person in Haskell County
to vote for Rick Perry for
agricultural commissioner when
absentee voting opened last
Wednesday morning was the
candidate's grandfather.

It wasn't surprising that 86-year-
old Hoyt Perry would be supporting
his grandson, but there's more to
the story.

In order to cast his "favorite
grandson" ballot, the elder Perry had
to vote Republican---something he
had never done before.

Perry doesn't recall the first
election in which he voted. "I
suppose it was when I was 21,"
said the retired farmer, who was
born in 1903. That would mean he
would have been 21 in 1924, the
year Democrat John William Davis
lost the presidency to incumbent
Calvin Coolidge.

The candidacy of Rick Perry, the
three-term Democratic state
representative who switched his
affiliation to the Republican party

. before filing as a candidate for the

state office, is responsible for an
unprecedented interest in local
GOP politics. Because of Perry's

candidacy, Haskell County is-

having a Republican primary this
year for the first---or second---time
in its history.

Republican
primary
at bank

All persons voting in the March
13 Republican primary election in
Haskell County will cast their
ballots in the community room of
the First National Bank. Those
voting in the Democratic primary
will vote in their regular precinct
polling places. :

Any registered voter may vote in
either the Republican or Democratic
primary, but not in both.

In the primary runoff elections,
voters must vote in the same party
they did in the first primary, but are
not required to vote for any
particular party in the November
general election.

When a voter goes to vote in the
first primary, an election official
will mark his or her voter
registration card either "Democrat”
or "Republican.” He or she will
then be identified to vote only in
that party's runoff. As always, a
voter may vote Democratic,
Republican or a "split ticket" in the
general election.

The absentee voting period
opened Wednesday of last week and
will remain open until Friday,
March 9.

Under a 1987 state law that
relaxed absentee balloting
requirements, registered voters need
not give a specific reason for
casting in-person, absentee ballots.

- They merely have to appear in

person at the county clerk's office
to cast absentee ballots.

Absentee voting also can be
done by mail by requesting a ballot
from the county clerk. March 6 is
the final day to request a mail
ballot. To vote by mail, a voter
must give a reason for not being
able to vote on election day.

Oldtime fans remember when the
Wink Wildcats were the terrors of
high school football in West Texas.

But few recall that the 1939
Wink team changed the economic
fortunes of a couple of West Texas

© towns over a game that was never

played.

Gene Dow, publisher of the
Seminole Sentinel who grew up in
Wink, related the story in a recent
column.

Dow said there was an intense
football rivalry between Wink and
Pecos back in 39 and the game that
year would determine the district
championship.

"However, prior to the game, the

Pecos coach came across
information that five Wink players
were being roomed in the back of
the band hall when they elected to
remain in Wink and play football,
rather than join their parents who
had been transferred elsewhere by
oil companies," wrote Dow.
" Wink already was being
suspected of having a better football
player recruitment program than
most colleges today. The incident
was reported to the UIL and Wink
was forced to forfeit the game,
giving Pecos the championship by
default.

Folks in Pecos were ecstatic
about their championship and the
coach was a hero. But folks in
Wink took their football seriously.
The Saturday after the game that
wasn't -played, the fans of Wink
decided to fight Pecos in another
way.

They formed a caravan of trucks
and cars over a mile long and drove
to Pecos with economic mahem in
mind. Pecos was rapidly developing
as a regional shopping center in
those days. The mad Winkites lined
up at the Pecos banks and withdrew
all their boomtown money, then
went from store to store and closed
their accounts and cancelled their
orders.

The action placed a severe
hardship on the city of Pecos, and
within a short time, the Pecos
football coach lost his job. Wink

citizens bought three-day-old bread

out of Abilene and did without milk
to keep from buying in Pecos.

A contankerous bunch of sore
losers, the people of Wink didn't
like Kermit either, suspecting a rich
rancher had pulled strings in Austin
to get the county seat for Kermit.
That's why they shopped and
banked in the more-distant Pecos to

start with.

But this was football---this was
serious. Pecos had cost them the
district championship, a far more
important issue than the theft of a
courthouse. So until Wink could
get its' own bank, the citizens
banked in Kermit and shopped in
Odessa.

Kermit became the dominant
community in Winkler County and
the rich oilfield dollars of Wink

helped promote Odessa to become a _

regional shopping center in the 40s.
Pecos, on the ther hand, lost its
edge as a major shopping center of
its. time.

And Wink dwindled to a mere
wide spot in the road. All over, a
game that was never played.

The steady growth of Haskell National Bank was accelerated by the rapid
influx of people hunting the proverbial "greener pastures" - pouring into the
county over the two new railroads.

The first public school was conducted in the south part of town (Old South
Ward site) in 1885. By 1890, 135 pupils were enrolled and the age-old problem
of overcrowding and taxation problems arose. Trustees in 1904 - R. E. Sherrill,
G.R. Couch, Sr., and Levi McCullom recommended a school tax raise from 15¢
to 20¢, and a new building was erected in 1905, with T. L. Cunningham as

superintendent. Enrollment increased to 450 by 1907.
