Sales tax receipts
take another drop

Sales tax receipts in Haskell
took another dip this week when
the City of Haskell received its
check from the state comptroller for
its share of taxes collected in
January.

The check, in the amount of
$8,202.40, was down by 16.53
percent from the check for
$9,827.11 received for the same
period last year. j

For the first three months of this
year, Haskell has received
$38,160.11, or 14.2 percent less
than it received for the first three
months of 1989 when collections
were $44,478.19.

Only other Haskell County city
to receive a check this month was
Rule, which got a check for
$1,199.02.

Neighboring Stamford saw its
tax rebate drop this month to
$12,057.15, down slightly from
last year's $12,241.49. But for the
year, Stamford is nearly 25 percent
ahead of a year ago, having received
$55,175.86 in the three months
this year compared to $44,220.00
last year.

Statewide, tax rebates to all
cities was up nearly 13 percent over
those of March of last year.

Perry leads field in state race

Haskell County voters elected a
new county clerk and gave a hearty
endorsement to a local candidate for
state commissioner of agriculture in
Democratic and Republican
primaries Tuesday.

Former County Clerk Rhonda
Moeller won the Democratic
nomination for that office by a
scant 8-vote margin over Woodrow
Fraizer, who has held that office for
nine years. Her victory, by a vote
of 649-641, is tantamount to
election since she will face no
Republican foe in November's
general election.

Rick Perry, the Haskell state
representative running as a
Republican for state commissioner
of agriculture, carried his home
county by a landslide, getting 245
votes to only 6 for Gene L. Duke
and 5 for Richard Mclver. Early
unofficial returns statewide gave
Perry 226,127 votes to 149,894 for
Mclver and 108,251 for Duke.
Perry's vote represented 47 percent
of the total, throwing him into the
April 10 runoff with Mclver, whose
vote was 31 percent of the total.

For the most part, Haskell
County voters went along with the
state winners.

Clayton Williams, who won the
Republican nomination for
governor without a runoff, received
195 votes in Haskell County. Kent
Hance had only 24 and Tom Luce
got just 13. Four other candidates
received 21 votes between them.

In the Democratic primary, Jim
Mattox was the favorite here,
getting 514 votes to Ann Richards'

Cook wins
Demo race

John Cook of Breckenridge
apparently won the Democratic
nomination for District 64 state
representative Tuesday.

Early returns from seven of the
eight counties in the district gave
Cook 6,564 votes, to 2,540 for
Mike Smiddy of Mineral Wells and
2,042 for Ken Lane of Haskell.

Cook's vote total represented 59
percent of the votes cast.

AUSTIN-Capitol halls , more
than murmured last week after
four liberal lawmakers walked out
in protest of a joint session address
by U.S. Secretary of Education
Lauro Cavazos.

Cavazos, a native of  Corpus
Christi and former president of
Texas Tech University, told legis-
lators gathered to equalize pubic
school funding that more money is
not the solution to education woes
— and that basic changes in the
system are needed.

The majority of lawmakers,
Democrats ready to follow Lt.
Gov. Bill Hobby’s massive new

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tax- and spending plan, found
themselves squeezed between their
leadership and Texas Republicans
in the White House.

Protest Walkout

Incensed, state Sen. Carl Parker,
D-Port Arthur, led the protest
walkout and had plenty to say out-
side.

Parker will quarterback Hobby’s
bill through the Senate, and if Sec-
retary Cavazos shot his new spend-
ing plan full of holes in his speech,
Parker more than paid him back in
media barbs.

Parker thinks Cavazos has back-
shot every public school kid in the
state.

Party Crasher
Sen. Carlos Truan, D-Corpus
Christi, did ' more than that:

he crashed the secretary’s post-
speech press conference to say:

“I feel betrayed and I feel
embarrassed that the secretary of
education — a minority from
Texas — would not take a more
aggressive position regarding the
needs of education.”

Others, including Sen. Hector

- Uribe, D-Brownsville, and Rep.

Eddie Cavazos, D- Corpus Christi,
echoed Truan’s jabs, and Parker
summed his anger: “That wasn’t a
speech for education; that was an
apology for Republican policy.”
Secretary Cavazos, who said
he had given the speech dozens
of times, including congressional
committee meetings, commented
that “no one has been angry with
me until this came up the other
“It saddens me — not because
it was a personal attack — but

because people I have so much
respect for take that kind of tactic,
in front of television cameras and
reporters.”

Bump The Lid
Some Democratic members pri-

vately agreed with Cavozos, but
few will openly oppose Hobby and
Speaker Gib Lewis.

White is now fighting charges
that he enriched himself as gov-
ernor by appointing individuals to
key boards who steered millions
of dollars in business to companies
that hired White’s former Houston
law firm.

White and Mattox have been
saying that Richards cannot win
in November, but she found an
unlikely ally last week, who all but
defused the drug issue.

Clayton Williams, at this point
the GOP frontrunner, said he
thinks Richards has answered the
question and that they ought to
lay off her on that. He said he
won’t use it as an issue. Of course,
someone else may bring it up.

Do you remember what you
weighed when you were 18? Or 22
or 26?

If you are now approaching or
beyond your middle years, you may
have rosy memories of your former
weight, concluding that there is
some magic ideal weight that you
should maintain all your life.

Surprise! More than 10 years of
research by Dr. Reubin Andres and
his colleagues at the Gerontology
Research Center of the National
Institute on Aging leads us to a
very different conclusion.

The findings, confirmed recently
in the Framingham, Mass., Heart
Study and the Harvard University
Alumni Study, show this: People
who gain a moderate amount of
weight steadily throughout their
adult lives have lower mortality
rates than people who gain no
weight at all.

In other words, if your weight
was within normal limits when you
were a young adult, it is normal,
healthy and conducive to a longer
life to gain some weight as you
age.

How much? The researchers say
about six pounds per decade appears
to be optimum unless you have
diabetes or cardiovascular disease or
a family history of heart problems.

DEALING WITH THE IRS

The average taxpayer probably doesn't care how many divisions
there are within the IRS or how the work gets allocated to the various
departments. But if you're a taxpayer who has reason to correspond with
the service, there are a few things to keep in mind.

The two main units you will have contact with are the audit branch

tax returns. and determining the correct income tax. The collection
branch has several duties, one of which is the collection of unpaid taxes.

Contact from the IRS can be done by phone, correspondence, or in |}

person.

It is important to take any contact from the IRS seriously and to
respond at once. What may seem like an almost casual first contact from
a "lower level" employee of the IRS should be treated by you as a
significant eveni. Also, don't ignore computer-generated notices from
the IRS.

Keep a record of all contacts with the IRS including dates, IRS
employee names, telephone numbers, and written correspondence to
and from the IRS. Itis difficult for any accountantto assist you in dealing
with the IRS unless a complete chain of events and appropiate corre-
spondence identification numbers are maintained.

If the IRS requests items such as cancelled checks, bank statements,
receipts, or other documentation, send copies. Keep the originals in your
records; you may need them again.

Use certified mail or return receipt requested when sending docu-
mentation to the IRS and when mailing anything with a deadline.

The IRS can and does make mistakes so don't assume thaty their
notices or calculations are always correct. Have any IRS notice re-
viewed by your accountant so that you do not pay more tax than you
legitimately owe.

If your African Violet isn't
blooming properly, make sure it is
getting the correct amount of light.

‘Too much light or too little light

can interfere with flower
production. A plant receiving
insufficient light will have dark-
green leaves supported on long,
weak stems. Too much light will
give the leaves a yellow appearance.
In the winter it would be best to
place the violet plant in a south or
west-facing window, in a east or
north facing window during the
summer.

People are saying the aphids are
on their plants. If you have these
little sucking insects, infestations
cause distorted growth and leave a
sticky residue that will bring
disease and ants. You can control
with alcohol and water in a spray,
or insecticidal soap, malathion,
Diazinon, or Orthene applied by the
label directions.

If your old garden hose has
sprung a few too many leaks, don't
use it; make additional holes with
an ice pick and you will have a nice
soaker.

Pour a little household bleach on
weeds that crop up between flag-
stones or in gravel.

Control garden snails or slugs
without dangerous chemicals by
filling a shallow pan with beer and
leaving it overnight. The beer
attracts the pests, which will then
crawl in the pan and drown.

A good spray for indoor plants is
to take 5 drops of dishwashing soap
to a quart of tepid water and spray
the leaves once a week.

If you have those pesky white
mealy bugs, carefully dab the
affected areas with a cotton-tipped
swab soaked in alcohol. Do lightly
when touching the leaves, because
the alcohol will burn the leaves.

Cooled water from boiled eggs,
potatoes or vegetables is great for
plants. It is loaded with minerals.

Cats hate citrus fruit, so put
orange peelings where you don't
want cats.

If you have trouble with ants,
put cucumber peels where they
enter; the ants will leave. :
