To Russia . . . with love

Their interests and ages vary, yet
Haskell children Cindy Henry,
Jimmy Johnston, Harrison
Druesedow, Kelli Cunningham,
Kyle Michaels, Ross Hairgrove and
Macy Robison share something in
common.

They are but a few of many
others like them who are learning
together, through efforts of their
parents, friends and fellow members
of their church family, what it
means to care and actually share
with others less fortunate.

Somewhere in Moscow parents
will soon be preparing meals for
their children with rice, soup, pasta,
canned meats and other foods sent
them by members of the First
United Methodist Church of
Haskell, as part of the emergency
food lift presently underway
through the United Methodist
Committee on Relief (UMCOR).

In this effort the local church is
responding, along with United
Methodist congregations
throughout the United States, to an
appeal for Soviet aid. Continued
media reports from the former
Soviet Union, especially since price
controls were lifted Jan. 1, have
highlighted the long lines for and
the high prices of the limited
amount of food available there. The
elderly, whose fixed pensions have
become almost worthless, are
among the most vulnerable.

Food distribution is being done
through a coalition of
denominations and lay groups led
by the Russian Orthodox Church.
These include the Korean Methodist

Methodist
throughout the United States are
being collected at UMCOR's
warehouse in New Windsor, Md.
The first parcels were distributed to
families with invalid children; a
center of lost and abandoned
children; single mothers; children
with handicapping conditions and
with refugees.

. meat and -powdered milk; two
pounds of shortening and one pound
each of dehydrated soups, tea,
dehydrated fruit juices and dried
beans.

"Through the cooperation of

local grocer, Sam Bitner, with bulk
orders, we can stretch the $36 per
box to buy more food," Roberson
said.
boxes will be packed here and
carried to the Old Main Building at
McMurry University in Abilene by
Wednesday, April 1, where they
will be sent to New Windsor to
await shipment to Moscow."

"The reinforced cardboard

Not only food, but also words of

comfort and support, along with the
return address of the church will be

included in each box. When the
local Administrative Council, with
Dr. Tom Hairgrove, chairman,
learned of the great need in
Moscow, and that the food would
be distributed ecumenically (not
through any political or
governmental agency), really
getting into the hands of the
people, they responded by joining
in what has been described as a
"living parable of the church really
at work in the world."

By donating to the effort, wnth
the gift of boxes, individuals,

families, Sunday School classes and
study groups of the United
Methodist Church are saying, as
one member said, that "we want the
Soviet people to know there are
Americans who care about them
during this hard time of transition,
and who want to share some of
what we have with them."

The food lift is not restricted to
church members. Anyone who
wishes to contribute may contact
Roberson or the First United
Methodist Church office.

When giving her own donation;
one member said, "I know this box
won't cure all the hardship, but it is
the 'cup of cold water' that I can
give, and it makes me glad." =

With hundreds of nuclear

Judge denies injunction

A request for an injunction to

__prohibit the City of Haskell from

proceeding with plans for a new
city hall was denied Friday.

Visiting 42nd District Judge J.
Neil Daniel ruled that the City "has
followed the law and done nothing
illegal."

The judge's ruling followed two
hours of arguments and testimony
from attorneys and witnesses for the
City and the petitioning Concerned
Citizens group which had brought
the suit.

Gary Conally of Hamlin,
attorney for the plaintiffs, had
argued that the city had disregarded
the wishes of the citizens in going
ahead with plans for the new
building after voters had rejected a
proposal to use certificates of
obligation to finance the structure.

He also alluded to a budget
amendment passed by the city on
the previous evening whereby the
city changed an item calling for
$400,000 in lease-purchase funds to
a $400,000 expenditure from the
reserve.

Conally also argued that by
using present reserves to finance
construction of the building, the
city would be depleting emergency
funds which had been built up
largely through earned interest on

Editor: Recently, a number of
area residents have asked me if the
travel bargains being promoted at
fairs, on TV, telemarketing and

other forms of advertising are

reliable or not. I contacted several
nationally known cruise lines and
airlines for their information on
these promotions.

They warned that they are not
accepting these promotion packages
and will not be associated with
them.

Travel and tour wholesale
operators have been warning retail
agents through trade publications
not to get involved in these
unlawful scams now being
promoted. At the present time,
legal action is pending by the State
of Wisconsin against an agency

who has been a advertising -

throughout the United States and
allegedly has bilked thousands of
consumers for millions of dollars in
the purchase of vacation packages

and cruises.

A warning has been given to
remind people to be cautious when
told they must purchase
memberships, or purchase a coach
airline ticket, or to pay for nights
in a hotel in order to receive travel
vouchers. Never give a credit card
number over the telephone to an
unknown business. If it sounds too
good to be true, it is---not true.

Unsuspecting travelers have been
known to end up paying $1,300 for
a vacation they thought they were
buying for $99. The Wisconsin
attorney general's office estimates
that 15,000 or more vouchers were
sold for cruise vacations for two at
prices from $399 to $549.
Consumer losses were
conservatively estimated between
$3 million and $5 million,
according to the attorney general's
press secretary.

You should always do business
with the people you know and can
trust.

The wildflowers are so pretty
now. "To see a world in a grain of
sand and Heaven in a wild flower"
is a quote I think is very
appropriate now.

Any time now, we may have a
few 50-degree days which give a
hint of spring, even though we may
yet have the worst snowstorm of
the winter.

Some nesting birds will soon be
migrating back from Central and
South America.

I hope you have studied your
catalogs and have your seed orders
made out. It is nice to try, at least,
one flower that will be new to your
growing experience with knowledge
that it will grow well in this area.

Now that tender young growth is
beginning on many plants, be on
the lookout for aphids. Spray with
malathion as soon as noticed,
following label directions very
carefully.

Perenials may be called the spark
plugs of the garden. They provide
masses of color, especially in
summer and fall when most shrubs
are out of bloom. Here are a few
that require little maintenance:

Irises: They are hardy, easy, and
need little shade. They love sun,
well-drained soil with a little lime.

Daylilies: Adaptable, easy and
hardy. Sun or part shade is needed.

Chrysanthemums highlight a
fall garden. Plant in full sun, pinch
until July. Feed them with liquid
fertilizer every three weeks.

Phlox is the backbone of the
summer border. Dust with sulfur to
control spider mites, and mildew.

Dianthes or pinks provide long,
fragrant blooms. Well-drained light,
soil and full sun is required.

Petunias are favorites
everywhere, and can take heat, full
sun or partial shade.

Caladiums are not perrenials.
They give color in shade. Slow
sprouting tubers are best started in
indoors in March or April in peat
moss and sand. Plant outdoors in
late March or April, after danger of
frost is over.

A cluster of plants that will give
a spring symphony of beautifully
attractive colors and tones may be
placed in front of a shrub or beside
arock.

Every year at this time, I make
myself a quiet promise which every
gardener makes each spring:

"I'll keep faith and I'll work hard;
this place will grow beautifully in
time."

‘Developing

capable
people

As a child develops the
perception that "I am capable”, "I
am important” and "I am powerful,"
he begins to take responsibility foi
his own actions. He is able to
involve himself in practicing intra-
personal skills.

Intra-personal skills include self-
assessment, self-control and self-
discipline which must be required
by the environment and encouraged
through active teaching.

A child who is unable to view
his behavior is not likely to feel he
has any control over his actions or
to set limits for himself. This child
will look to others to set the
limits. Unfortunately, every time
someone else sets the limits, the
message is, once again, that he is
not capable of doing so by himself.
So the cycle continues. Parents or
teachers who want to make a
difference have to structure their
own attitudes to allow the
environment to prevent or correct
the child's self-destructive behavior.

Parents and teachers who listen
to understand rather than to judge
and who give credit rather than
criticism help the child feel good

about looking into his own
behaviors.

The first step is the "I feel"
process. We call this self-

assessment. The child needs to
know that these feelings are okay
and that experiencing them is not
wrong. Whenever parents or
teachers want to teach self-
assessment, they must allow the
child to have ownership of his
feelings. If the child says, "I hate
my teacher" he may, at least for the
moment, really hate the teacher

Self-control looks at one's
behavior in relation to the feelings
about the situation.

While parents/teachers explore
the feclings a child has, there will
be an opportunity to explore ways
of dealing with the feeling in the
most appropriate way. The child
will necd help in learning not to be
responsible for having the feeling
but, instead, to be responsible for
controlling the feeling by directing
it to appropriate action.

Once the child is encouraged to
recognize his feelings and to
recognize the relationship between

.feelings and actions, he can begin

to develop self-discipline. Self
discipline means the ability to put
aside things they "want to do"” in
favor of things they "have to do."
As a child is able to choose to do
the things that need to be done
before those that he wants to do or
those he fecls like doing, he learns
to develop the responsible pattern
of assessing situations and seiting
priorities.

This again is learned through
practice and experience. Parents and
teachers must be patient and give
encouragement as the child makes
progress so that he can begin to
learn to assess how he feels and
what he wants to do wiih those
feelings. From this the child can
learn how to affect the outcome. He
can explore alternatives to what he
did that might have made the
situation work out differently.

If you would like to learn more
about developing self assessment,
self control and self discipline,
make plans to attend the first
mecting in a series on "Developing
Capable People” to be held next
Thursday, March 26, at 7 p.m, in
the county extension office kitchen
located at 101 S. Ave. D in
Haskell.

"I was making good
money where I was at but the threat
of always being laid off and the
insecurity of the job was enough
for me to make a change.

"Basically I'm a real stable
person. I've only had three jobs in
my life," said the 33-year-old
nursing student.

And what a change it has been.
Not only did he go from working,
to going back to school full time
for the first time in 15 years, but he
also goes to school with 13 other
students---all of them women.

"They do give me a hard time
and they tease me but they really do
appreciate me---I can do any of the
heavy stuff or things that are just
easier for a man,"” he said with a
-smile.

And smile he does often even
though he still has until August
before he finishes school.

"I like what I used to do but I
really like what I am doing now. I
have always liked working with my
hands, particularly on cars and with
wood but by doing this I still get to
work with my hands.

"I am enjoying school a lot
more than I thought I would. I like
the people and it is a lot of fun."

According to Howard, the big
advantage will come when he
graduates. "With the Ranger
program you go to school from
8:30 a.m. until 3 p.m. every day
but you finish in a year. In a year I

can name what I want to do. This
field is wide open---I was surprised
at the demand.”

Howard said that this wasn't just
something he jumped into. "I
researched it pretty good before I
took that final step."

And Howard had plenty of
research material since his mother,
as well as his late grandmother, was
an LVN.

With almost seven months of
school under his belt Howard is

quick to admit that nothing in the

field of nursing intimidates him.

"The hands-on part doesn't
bother me. The biggest change and
the hardest has been coming home
after school and doing homework.
When I worked in the oilfield I
could come home and do work
outside or whatever I wanted. But
with this you have to read a lot,"
which he admits is the one thing he
was less than thrilled with. "It takes
a lot of discipline because there is a
lot of testing. You definitely have
to manage your time well."

Howard is not the only one
going through big changes---his
wife Louisa and his son Chris and
daughter Holli also had to adjust.

"They were used to me being
gone all day and their mother being
home. Now I'm home more and she
is at work. It's really been a
different world for them," he said.
"But is has been a real learning
experience,” he said with a positive
note in his voice.

As to what the future holds for
Hollis Howard...Well, it seems he
holds his own future even in times
of obvious economic hardship.

EMPLOYEE OR INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR?
Why is the distinction important?

Do you have anyone working for your business from whom
you withhold no payroll taxes? Perhaps this person works only
occasionally doing odd jobs around your business. Exercise
Caution! The IRS can deem someone you call an independent
contractor an employee if your working relationship doesn’t
pass certain tests.

What does this mean to you? If the IRS reclassifies as wages
amounts you paid as contract labor, you will be subject to payroll
taxes and interest and penalties on those taxes. This can add up
to a considerable amount; it may even be enough to threaten the
existence of your business.

The tax courts look to your right to control the worker to
determine if an employee relationship exists. Do you set the
worker’s hours? Is the worker’s pay based on time spent rather
than on the total job? Do you furnish tools and equipment to the
worker? Have you trained the worker? Does the worker make his
services available to the general public? Do you pay the worker’s
travel and business expenses?

If you answered yes to any of these questions, it could very
well be that your worker is an employee subject to employment
taxes on his or her earnings.

As a general rule, if you only hve the right to control or direct
the result of the work and not the means and methods of
accomplishing the result, the individual may qualify as an
independent contractor. You do not have to withhold or pay
payroll taxes on payments made to independent contractors.
