Soil tests 
for producers 
being given

Free soil tests for producers in 
the Seymour Aquifer Water Quality 
Project are now being given 
through the sponsorship o f the Soil 
Conservation Service and the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service. The 
tests will continue through March 
6.

S o il sam ple bags and 
information sheets can be picked up 
at SCS, ASCS and county 
extension service offices in Haskell 
and Knox counties.

They also are available at 
Benjamin Fertilizer and Terra in 
Knox City; Allison Farm Supply 
in Rule; Missel Brothers Fertilizer, 
Q uality Im plem ent, Parker 
Implement, Farmers Grain Coop 
and Knox Prairie Coop in Munday; 
Farmers Gin and Home State Bank 
in Rochester; O'Brien Coop Gin; 
and Rhineland Coop Gin.

Soil samples should be returned 
to any o f  the participating 
businesses, SCS and extension 
service employees will send in the 
sample and results will be mailed to 
the producer.

Soils are being tested for 
nitrogen, phosphorus, potassium, 
calcium , magnesium, sodium, 
sulfur, salinity and pH.

The Seymour Aquifer Project 
also gives fl̂ ee water tests. The 
water sample will be tested for 
nitfates and salinity. Water samples 
can be left at the Soil Conservation 
Service offices in Knox City and 
Haskell.

Welfare programs in Haskell 
County 1992 received $3,824,563 
in state funds, according to David 
Maberry, regional administrator for 
the Texas Department o f Human 
Services.

Medical assistance had the 
biggest impact, with $527,554 
spent for families and children and 
$490,265 for the aged and disabled 
for h osp ita ls , p h y sicia n s , 
laboratory, X-ray and other services.

Also, $52,990 was spent for

families and children and $250,543 
for the aged and disabled in Haskell 
County for prescribed medicines.

N ursing hom e costs  o f  
approximately $1,315,764 were 
paid for aged and disabled residents. 
Community care for aged and 
disabled spent $217,759.

Food stamps worth $794,965 
were issued for the fiscal year which 
ended Aug. 31, while Aid to 
Families with Dependent Children

(AFDC) totaled $174,723. Food 
stamps mare funded entirely by the 
fedei^ government, while the Texas 
Department o f  Human Services 
determines eligibility o f  applicants 
and issues the food coupons.

State and federal governments 
share in the cost o f  AFDC to 
families where needy children are 
deprived o f  support because o f  the 
absence or disability o f one or both 
parents.

Joyce and Ada worked on 
costume repairs, working 18 hours 
a day. They took care o f  the repair 
needs o f  the skaters’ costumes. 
They had ringside seats and many of 
the repairs were made while the 
costume was on the skaters.

Many amusing incidents will be 
remembered. They made repairs 
with needle and thread, safety pins, 
Scotch tape and rubber bands. The 
skaters were congenial and grateful 
and they made many friends among 
them.

The Popes and Hesters had 
rooms on the 19th floor o f  the 
Hyatt Hotel. At 3:30 a.m. o f  the 
last night there was a false fire 
alarm. Fire trucks surrounded the 
building.

The Rule Co-op Gin donated 
two T shirts for door prizes. The 
Farmers National Bank donated 
money for supplies for Joyce and 
Ada.

The skaters are a very dedicated 
group. The expenses are so high 
that many are prohibited from 
becoming contest skaters.

Rural housing loans for very- 
low and low income applicants are 
available through county offices o f 
the Farmers Home Administration 
(fm H A), Larry McDaniel, Haskell 
County FmHA supervisor, said this 
week.

Pom e ownership loans may be 
used to buy, build, improve or 
repair rural homes and to provide 
adequate water and waste disposal 
systems. Homes may be built on 
individual tracts or in subdivisions.

Funds may also be used to 
m o d e r n iz e  h o m e s  —  add  
improvements such as bathrooms, 
central heating, modem kitchens 
and other improvements. Borrowers 
may buy an existing house and lot 
or buy a site on which to build a 
home.

Loans may be made for up to 
100 percent o f  th appraised value o f 
the site and the new home. Interest 
rates for this type o f  loan are 
presently 7.75 percent with 33-year 
terms. Monthly payments are 
subsidized with the amount o f  the 
payment dependent on the 
borrower's annual income.

Homes will be modest in size, 
design, and cost but adequate to 
meet the family’s needs. New 
homes average about 1,050 square 
feet o f living area.

In addition, FmHA guarantees 
home ownership loans made to 
applicants o f  low or moderate 
in com e. G uarantees o f fe r  
opportunities to families who are 
unable to afford a commercial loan 
without a guarantee. These loans 
may be made for up to 100 percent 
o f the value o f the property and are 
made for terms o f  30 years. The 
interest rate is based on the Federal 
National Mortgage Association rate 
with maximum loan amount in 
most counties o f $67,500.

McDaniel said FmHA assists 
rural America by guaranteeing 
private sector loans and by 
providing temporary, supervised 
direct loans to farm and housing
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borrowers who have a reasonable 
chance for success, and whose 
current needs cannot be met at 
reasonable rates and terms by 
commercial sources.

"Applications for assistance may 
be obtained at the FmHA office at 
1203-B S. Ave. E in Haskell," 
McDaniel said. The office is open 
from 8 am. to noon and from 12:30 
to 4:30 p.m. Monday through 
Friday.

Huge vitamin C 
dosages dangerous

If you're trying the prevent a 
cold, taking huge doses o f vitamin 
C may cause more problems than 
the virus you're trying to avoid.

Researchers at Arizona State 
University found that two people 
com plaint o f chronic diarrhea after 
taking 500 milligrams o f  vitamin 
C daily. Although the amount 
given was eight times the 
recommended daily allowance, it is 
commonly found in just one pill.

When researchers increased the 
dosage to 2,0(X) milligrams a day, 
two more people complained o f dry 
nose and nosebleeds. The sample in 
the study was small— nine men and 
women— yet, any supplement may 
cause problems if not taken as 
recommended, said Dr. Mary 
Kinney Bielam owicz, nutrition 
specia list with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service,

"Many people have a habit of 
taking vitamins on an empty 
stomach, when most labels will tell 
you to take them with food," she 
said. "The high acidity in vitamin 
C can especially cause stomach 
problems."

For those who think vitamin C 
can help prevent the cold virus 
during bad weather, Bielamowicz 
recommends getting it naturally by 
eating foods high in the vitamin.

Fruits rich in vitamin C are 
oranges and orange juice, grapefruit 
and grapefruit ju ice , lemons, 
strawberries, berries and papaya. 
Raw vegetables that provide good 
sources o f the vitamin are greens, 
broccoli, tomatoes, cabbage, green 
peppers,* brussels sprouts and 
cauliflower.

"Vitamin C is destroyed by heat, 
so ordinarily, you should eat 
uncooked fruits and vegetables to 
meet nutritional needs.

Bielamowicz said people cannot 
cure colds, but can help prevent 
them by following these steps:

 ̂Protect your health by eating a 
balanced diet and getting plenty o f 
rest.

H Avoid being around those who 
have colds, especially when they are 
coughing and sneezing.

f  Don't use items that may have 
been contaminated by someone 
with a cold.

"If you do come down with the 
symptoms o f a cold, drink plenty o f 
liquids and take cold medications 
that you know work for you," 
Bielamowicz said. "See you doctor 
if you have high fever, severe 
headache, chest pains or other 
symptoms."

February is the month to prune 
roses. good pruning shears that 
will make clean cuts. Remove dead, 
dying and weak canes. Leave four to 
eight healthy canes. Cut back from 
18 to 20 inches from the ground. 
Seal cuts with a rose sealer.

Be in no hurry to prune until 
late February or early March. By 
then, buds should be swelling and it 
will be easier to distinguish any 
damaged tissue. With our mild 
winters, a sudden freeze may freeze 
many plants.

lliis  month is a good time to 
fertilize fruit and nut trees. Be sure 
and read carefully everything on the 
fertilizer sack.

Roses are thirsty plants that 
require a lot o f water. As a general 
rule, roses should be watered once a 
week throughout the growing 
season. .

Morning is the best time to 
water roses because leaves dry 
quickly, preventing diseases from 
developing.

Most roses require regular 
feeding. Nitrogen, phosphorus and 
potassium are the primary nutrients 
roses need for proper growth. It is 
best to fertilize once a month 
throughout the growing season.

Tw o o f  the most popular 
methods o f  pest protection are 
spraying and du' t̂ing.

The most feared enemies are 
aphids and mites. Mites are almost 
invisible. They can be delected by 
finding fine webs on the underside 
o f the leaves.

If your houseplanis have had a 
problem with leaves turning yellow 
and dropping, they may not be 
getting enough light; during the 
winter this often happens. 
Overwatering may also cause leaf 
drop. Check for spider mites under 
the leaves.

Now is the lime to start indoors 
some o f  the warm-weather annuals, 
such as co leu s, impatiens, 
marigolds, petunias, zinnias and 
begonias. Starting your own seed 
might seem like a lot o f  trouble, 
but you’ll have a greater selection 
o f plants and you'll save a lot o f 
money.

Those clear plastic food  
con ta iners you get from  
supermarket delicatessens or 
bakeries make idea seeding trays. 
Just fill the container bottom with 
potting soil, sow your seeds, 
moisten the soil and cover to retain 
moisture. Once the seeds sprout, 
uncover the tray. Transplant the 
seedlings when their first set o f true 
leaves appear.

I am a bird lover. Therefore, I 
have a tasty treat for the birds I 
want to pass on to you:

1 1/14 pounds suet.
1/2 cup each o f  crushed peanuts, 

sunflower seeds, cracked corn - 
kernels.

Melt suet in oven or saucepan 
(yields about 2 cups liquid fat).

Stir in peanuts, sunflower seeds 
and com.

Spoon into 4 cup heart mold or 
2 cup molds, insert a drinking straw 
at the lop for hole.

C(X)1 in refrigerator until solid.
Un-mold, remove straw, thread 

with a siring, lie to a shaded tree 
branch.

THE $125,000 GAIN EXCLUSION
When a taxpayer sells his principal residence for a gain, he can defer 

taxes on that gain by purchasing another home of equal or greater value 
within two years. Over a lifetime, a taxpayer can accumulate a sizable 
amount o f deferred gain on residential sales.

However, there is a way taxpayers can permanently avoid income 
tax on such accumulated gains. Taxpayers can exclude up to $125,000 
o f gain on the sale o f a principal residence if they meet the following 
tests: (1) the taxpayer, or his or her spouse, is 55 or older at the time the 
home is sold, and (2) the taxpayer owned and lived in the home for three 
out o f the last five years.

A taxpayer can use the exclusion only once in a lifetime. Therefore, 
before making the election, there are certain questions you should con­
sider.

For example, is it possible you may have a larger amount o f gain to 
defer on a later home sale? If so, you may want to save your election. 
Once you use any part of the exclusion, you can never make the election 
again.

Is your replacement residence the last home you intend to own? If so, 
consider taking the exclusion, even if there’ s only a small amount of 
gain.

Also, if you are planning to marry, and either or both o f you own a 
home, you should consider selling both homes before the wedding. This 
allows each o f you to exclude up to $125,000 o f gain (up to $250,000 
total). After the wedding, you are considered one taxpayer for purposes 
o f the election, limiting your total exclusion to $125,(X)0.

The $125,000 exclusion is particularly beneficial to taxpayers at re­
tirement age when, quite often, they sell a larger family home and 
purchase a smaller, less expensive residence.

'N O T  A SH A M ED '
The Apostle Paul uses 

three wonderful phrases in 
Romans One: "I am debtor” 
(Ver. 14), "I am ready” (Ver. 
15), and "I am not ashamed” 
(Ver. 16).

As God’s appointed Apos­
tle to the Gentiles, Paul de­
clared: "I AM DEBTOR 
both to the Greeks and to 
the barbarians; both to the 
wise, and to the unwise.”

The gospel now was no 
longer to be confined to Is­
rael, but was to go to all 
nations, and Paul felt him­
self a debtor to proclaim it, 
first because Clod had ap­
pointed him to do so, and 
second, because he held in 
his hands that which would 
save the lost. He was mor­
ally obligated— and so are 
Christians today.

Notice: the Apostle did 
not say, "I am debtor, but” 
and then begin to give a 
thousand excuses, as so 
many Christians do. He 
said: "I am debtor.. .  SO.. .” 
and his fidelity to his call 
is seen as he adds: "So, as 
much as in me is, I am ready 
to preach the gospel” (Ver. 
15).

Oh, that the millions of

Christians today would join 
Paul and say: "I  AM  
READY to preach the gos­
pel with all that is in me.”

But in Verse 16, the 
Apostle explains why he 
was ready to put his all into 
proclaiming the gospel to 
the Gentiles:

"For I am not ashamed of 
the gospel of Christ, for it 
is the power of God unto 
salvation to every one that 
believeth; unto the Jew 
first and also to the Greek 
[Gentile or Nations].”

Many thousands of Jews 
had already come to trust 
Christ as Savior, but the 
news of Christ’s finished 
work of redemption was—  
and is— "the power of God 
unto salvation to EVERY 
ONE that believeth.”

Surely there is no other 
way. None of the pagan re­
ligions can give the assur­
ance of salvation. They all 
represent efforts to find or 
earn salvation. Only the 
gospel, the good news of our 
Lord’s payment for sin can 
give us the knowledge, the 
assurance and the joy of 
salvation from sin.

CLEAN AIR ORDINANCE 
ORDINANCE NO. 8-20

An ordinance for the City o f 
Haskell, Texas, with regard to 
health o f city employees, pertain­
ing to smoking in buildings owned 
by, or under control o f  the City o f 
Haskell; providing for a penalty; 
providing for a savings clause and 
a penalty clause; and providing for 
publication.

WHEREAS, the Surgeon Gen­
eral o f  the United States has re­
ported that inhalation o f  tobacco 
smoke involuntarily can cause 
disease, including lung cancer, in 
healthy non-smokers; and

WHEREAS, the City Council 
o f  the City o f Haskell believes that 
its employees should have the right 
to choose for themselves on an 
individual basis whether to smoke 
actively or passively; and

WHEREAS, it is the desire o f 
the City o f  Haskell to balance the 
interest o f  its employees who 
smoke against the potential hazard 
to its employees who are non- 
smokers in a manner that will re­
sult in the minimum possible bur­
den on those persons regulated 
while still meeting the duty to 
protect the health o f its employees.

Now Therefore be it ordained
by the City o f  Haskell, Texas;

Section 1-SM O K IN G  IN 
BUILDINGS OF CITY OF HAS­
KELL

A. Definitions.
The following definitions shall 

apply:
1) City ’ s buildings means all o f  

the enclosed area that is used by the 
City and its employees and general 
public, including but not limited to 
all or any part o f the building used 
for any o f the operations of the 
City, such as the City Hall, Police 
Station, Municipal Court, Fire Sta­
tion, City Maintenance Facilities, 
and Waste Water Treatment Plant.

2) Smoke, Smokes or Smoking 
includes:

a) Carrying or holding a lighted 
pipe, cigar, or cigarette o f any kind, 
or any other lighted smoking 
equipment or device, or

b) The combustion o f any cigar, 
cigarette, tobacco, or similar ar­
ticle, or any other combustible 
substance in any manner, or in any 
form; or

3) Emitting or exhaling the 
smoke o f a pipe, cigar, or cigarette 
o f  any kind.

B. Offense; Penalty.
1) Aperson commits an offense 

if in a City building the person 
smokes and fails, or refuses, to 
extinguish smoking materials or 
move outside the building upon 
request by any person to do so.

2) Any person convicted o f 
violating this provision shall be 
guilty o f a Class C Misdemeanor, 
punishable by a fine o f  not less than 
one dollar ($1.00), nor more than 
one thousand dollars ($1,000) as 
set by a judge or jury.

C, Signs.
Signs shall be visibly placed at 

each public entrance to city build­
ings to notify persons entering the 
premises that smoking is prohib­
ited. This provision does not in­
clude exits used exclusively as 
emergency exits.

Section 2-PENALTY 
That violation of any provision 

o f  this ordinance shall be deemed a 
misdemeanor punishable by a fine 
o f not less than One Dollar ($1.00) 
nor more than One Thousand Dol­
lars ($1,000).

Section 3 -  
SAVINGS CLAUSE 
That should any section, para­

graph, sentence, clause, phrase or 
word o f  this ordinance be declared 
unconstitutional or invalid for any 
reason, the remainder o f  this ordi­
nance shall not be affected thereby. 

Section 4-PUBLICATION 
That the City Secretary is 

hereby authorized and directed to 
cause publication- o f  the descrip­
tive caption o f this ordinance as an 
alternative method o f  publication 
provided by law.
