Get big victory over Hamlin

Riding high on the heels of last
week's 14-12 upset of Hamlin, the
Haskell Indians travel to Stamford
Friday night to close out their 1993
football season.

Neither team remains in the
running for the playoffs, but there's
plenty of incentive on each side in
this long-standing rivalry. .

The Indians need a victory to
assure themselves of a winning
season. After nine games, they
stand 4-3-2. :

Stamford, which won its first
five games before dropping three in
a row, stands 6-3, following last
week's 54-0 rampage against
Hawley. And the Bulldogs still
remember Haskell's 34-27 win over
them last year.

Leading the Bulldogs is Chris
Gardner, one of the top backs in the
area. As a junior last year, Gardner
rushed for 1,271 yards and scored 15
touchdowns on his way to all-
district honors.

In nine games, the Bulldogs
have scored 257 points, while the
Indians have racked up 148. But on
defense, the Indians have a big edge,
yielding just 97 points, compared
to Stamford's 131.

Haskell isn't going to forget this
game for a long time.

It'll probably be even longer
before Hamlin forgets it.

When the final gun sounded at

frigid Indian Stadivm Friday night, -

the Indians had wrapped up a 14-12
verdict over the previously unbeaten
Pied Pipers and had derailed, at least
temporarily, Hamlin's rush to the
district 7-2A championship.

The victory boosted the Indians'
record to 4-3-2 (2-3-1 in district)
and paved the way for Haskell to
post a winning season if it can get
by Stamford in the season finale
this Friday.

Credit this smashing upset to a
fired-up defense which kept the
Pipers bottled up in their own end
of the field during most of the
contest, which was played in
freezing weather and a stiff north
wind.

Although Hamlin held a wide
statistical edge, the statistics don't
reflect the efforts of the Indian
defense which didn't allow the Pied
Pipers to cross their own 34-yard
line until the Indians already held a
14-0 lead. Most of Hamlin's offense
was gained during two long
touchdown drives later in the game.

And it was the defense which
scored one of the Indian touchdowns
and the defense which set up the
other. :

Jonathan Tatum's two
intercepted passes led to both Indian
touchdowns within a 27-second
span in the second quarter.

The first came when he stole a
Hamlin pass at the Piper 25.
Shortly thereafter, Mart Guess fired
a 7-yard scoring pass to Robert
Huff for the game's first score. A

Personal finances is a topic many people feel more comfortable
discussing with paid professionals than with their own family. How-
ever, some level of information should be shared with family members
if you want to create a successful estate plan.

If you have a particularly large estate, your legal, financial and
accounting advisors can assist you in explaining the rationale behind the
various parts of your estate plan. Don’t let them do all the explaining,
though. It’s still your plan—and your children.

Discussing personal finances is not easy for some people, but your
discussion could reduce bitterness and misunderstanding later on, and
it may well lead to some helpful ideas.

Stenholm unveils plan
for additional budget cuts

Congressman Charles Stenholm
has joined with over 30 members of
the U.S. House of Representatives
in unveiling the details of a
bipartisan plan to cut $100 billion
in fedcral spending over the next
five years.

Democratic and Republican
members revealed the details of a
bipartisan proposal which will be
offcred as a floor amendment to the
President's budget rescission
package which is cxpected to be
considered by the full House in
about two wecks.

Stenholm, as an agriculture
subcommittce chairman and co-
chairman of the Rural Health Care
Coalition scrved as chair of the
Agriculturc/Health Care Task Force
that developed 40 percent of the
proposal's budget savings.

"The plan we presented includes
$24 billion in discretionary

savings, $50 billion in mandatory

savings, and $27 billion in
personnel savings," said Stenholm.
"Most importantly, it guarantees
that all of the cuts go to deficit

reduction, rather than being spent |

elsewhere."

Among thc more than 80
proposals for cutting federal
spending are the following:

--cutting the federal workforce by
252,000,

--reducing  congressional
“franking” or mailing privilcges by
20 percent,

--cutting Whitc House funding,

--strecamlining USDA and HUD
ficld offices,

--reducing foreign aid,

--rcducing funding for the NEA
and Humanities, and

--climinating unnccessary boards
and commissions.

"The savings we propose are
reasonable and necessary if we are
to cscape the cver-rising debt
escalator which continues to carry
our children farther and farther away

Stickers

to reduce
thefts

Introducing the latest in anti-
theft devices from Texas:

The Texas Department of
Transportation (TxDOT) is issuing
a new vehicle registration sticker---
for placement inside windshields
instead of outside on license plates.
The program begins with
registrations expiring in January.

The sticker is larger and of a

different design. Its main purpose is -

to deter theft---bringiig up another
important feature.

If the sticker is peeled off the
windshield, the word "VOID"
appears on it, making it a useless
scrap of paper. It's not even worth
stealing. ]

Last year, 568,885 replacement
plates and stickers were issued.
TxDOT estimates that 60 percent of
replacement sticker issued were due
to theft. At $5.30 per replacement,
replacing the stickers cost the
public $1.8 million and a lot of
time and aggravation.

"When word gets out that these
stickers are useless when peeled off
the glass, incidence of stolen
stickers will drop quickly, as will
the cost of replacing stolen
stickers," said Jerry Dike, director
of TxDOT's Division of Motor
Vehicle Titles and Registration.
"But the savings won't stop there.
If all stolen stickers were used on
vehicles that would otherwise be
legally registered, state and county
revenue losses could exceed $17
million. Recouping these losses
could mean savings passed on for
use on other projects.”

The 72nd_Texas Legislature
passcd a law in 1991 mandating the
sticker change to lower vchicle
registration theft.

Grazing
period
now open

The official grazing and haying
period opened Nov. 1 for acreage
conservation reserve (ACR), or land
designated as conserving use (CU)
for payment under the 1993 acreage
reduction programs.

"Farm program participants will
be authorized to hay or graze their
ACR and CU acreage," said Glenn
R. Brzozowski of the Haskell
County ASCS office.

Farmers are not' permitted to
graze ACR or CU for payment land
during the five-month non-grazing
period set by the State ASC
committee. The non-grazing period
in Haskell County runs from June
1 to Oct. 31.

The 1993 farm program
enrollment report showed that
almost 100,000 acres of Haskell
County cropland was diverted from
production to ACR or CU for
payment. "This acreage has since
been planted to cover corps such as
grasses, legumes, small grains or
put into approved conservation
practices,” Brzozowski said.

Now that the prohibited grazing
and haying period will be passing,
Brzozowski -cautions farmers
against overgrazing the acreage so
as to maintain sufficient cover to
prevent wind and water erosion.

The ASCS official said
producers must comply with
grazing and conservation
regulations as stipulated in the
program contract to maintain farm
program benefits. Those who fail to
do so will be out of compliance and
could lose payments and other
program benefits.
