schools. :

"This program helps you get
organized, gives responsibility and
supplies good references," said
Malinda DeLaSantos of Haskell, a

student. 1

In addition to classroom and
work experience, the program
included vocational and cultural
enrichment activities. Students have
toured the Paint Creek power plant,
the Environmental
Recovery/Recycling Center at
Stamford, the Texas A&M
Vegetable Research Center at
Munday, the Grace Cultural Center
in Abilene, Buffalo Gap Historic
Center, Dyess Air Force Base and
Texas State Technical College.

A new component of the grant
this year is the reading program.
High school students in this
program attend reading class in the
morning and tutor elementary
students in the afternoon. "I think
the older students have had a
positive influence on the
elementary students they teach,"
said Janna Brendle, reading
coordinator.

"This program requires the
cooperative efforts of personnel
from the West Central Texas
Council of Governments, the non-

profit agencies and the schools

involved," said Billie McKeever,
program director. "By working
together, we are able to offer this
program to help students develop
the skills they need to become
productive members of society."

TUBERCULOSIS HAS BECOME
THE COMEBACK PLAGUE

When did the incidence of TB begin to rise?

Until the middle of this century, tuberculosis was a com-
mon and often fatal illness. Between 1953 and 1984, the
disease decreased an average of 5 percent a year and the Center
for Disease Control published the goal of eliminating the
disease in the United States (less than one case per million
people) by the year 2010. However, from 1985 to 1992, more
than 51,000 new cases were reported, an increase of 20 percent
and a clear indication that the disease is not retreating.

Why is the disease increasing now?
Three major factors contributing to the increase of tuber-

culosis in our socjety are:

1. The increased number of immunodeficient people at
risk for infection. The higher incidence of AIDS and of
other immune-system suppression is associated with

" thisrise.

2. Increased immigration from countries with high tuber-
culosis levels continues to introduce new exposure into

the country.

3. Poverty, homelessness, substance abuse, and lack of
medical care have always contributed to the success of
tuberculosis in invading and thriving in a society.

How is tuberculosis transmitted?

TB is transmitted when an individual infected with the
Mycobacterium tuberculosis germ coughs, sneezes, talks, or
shouts, and a fine spray of droplets containing the germ is
expelled into the air and is inhaled by an uninfected person.
Tuberculosis cannot be transmitted by sharing food, drink, or
eating utensils with someone who has tuberculosis.

What steps are being taken to control tuberculosis?

The increased incidence of tuberculosis in many Texas
counties prompted a study by the state Tuberculosis Elimina-
tion Division that has identified high-risk counties. Women,
Infants, and Children clinics in these counties have begun to
provide TB skin testing along with the routine childhood
immunizations. Employers have been urged by the Occupa-
tional Safety and Health Administration to redouble screening
and protection programs for health workers. Early detection
and prompt treatment remain the primary weapon in the fight
against TB, and we find that we still have rounds to fight.

Editor: Reasonable health-care
insurance reform can be done
without crippling the world's best
health-care system and without

further surrender to federal
dependency and national
bankruptcy.

Congress and the President could
provide all citizens access to good
health-care insurance by
consolidating Congressional and
White House health-care coverage
with all other civilian federal
employee medical insurance plans
to one mega-group in which every
citizen may elect to participate on
the same basis as our employees.
