Ginners are getting ready for an
estimated 1,865,000 bale cotton
crop in the South Plains this year.
There are plans to spend nearly
five million dollars for about 16
complete new gins and new equip-
ment for 12 existing gins.

Most cotton men temper their
estimates of the South Plains crop
—also whether all gins and equip-
ment will be built according to
contract—with an “If it rains.”
There are few more than 300
gins already on the South Pliains.
Sixteen new ones are under con-
tract. Several of these are being
built. Others will be built as soon
as materials are delivered.

Salesmen of gin equipment re-
port that about $1,900,000 will be
spent for new gins.

They say also that the adding of
new gin units and fill-in machinery
to present gins will be an invest-
ment of $2,995,000.

Eleven new outfits and build-
ings to house them will be added
to present gins. In each case they
will about double capacity of the

gin. Including buildings, each will
cost about as much as a new gin

Equipment salesmen say more
money—$4,900,000—may be invest-
ed in South Plains gins this year
than in any other season. They do
not expect the heavy cotton year
of 1949.

They say many farmers are
turning to cotton this year be-
cause of a poor wheat crop. The
change from wheat to cotton is
most marked in the Northwestern
part of the South Plains. In this
section insects and drought have
cut into wheat.

New cottonseed oil milling fa-
cilities will be built or added in
Lubbock. The Lubbock Cotton Oil
Company plans a new oil extract-
ing unit already under construct-
tion at the Plains cooperative oil

Worried Over Decrease In The
Number Of Farmers In The U. S.

Editor's note: The Sand H.ll
Philosopher on his Johnson
grass farm discusses farming
this week, which he has to do
mostly from the theoretical
side, if you ask us.

Dear editar:

I read in a copy of the Journal
which my neighbor had wrapped
up some fresh vegetables in and
brought me, a good neighbor with
a good garden is hard to beat, I'd
raise one myself but there ought
to be somebody left for neighbors
to take fresh vegetables to or too
many greens would go to waste,
where the experts in Washington
have been studyin the census
figures and have discovered only
16 per cent of the nation’s popula-
tion is now farmin.

Accordin to them, this is a
fine tribute to the ability of
farmers- to produce more per
man, but is a serious thing in
that not enough young men are
being drawn back to the farm.
“It takes farm life to build a
nation’s moral fibre,” the ex-
perts said, which ain’t necessar-
ily borne out by the facts, as
I understand most office-holders
come from forms or at least
claim they do.

But I am frank to say I ain’t
disturbed and I will appreciate you
gettin word to them experts not
to worry about the number of
farmers while they still got Korea
on their hands. You give a expert a
situation like that—the sudden
knowledge the number of farmers
is decreasin—and he’ll come up
with a solution that will wreck
the country. First thing he’d want
to do after gettin his bureau
established is artificially increase
the number, whereas the number
of farmers is determined by eco-
nomics, what city jobs are payin,
how hot the sun is, ete. You take
this farm of mine out here, the
last thing it needs is somebody else
to support. It ain't half supportin
me like it. is.

The number of farmers in this
sovntry ought to be Jéift up to
nature, the Same as the number of
barbers is. times a given
town will have too many barbers,
some times not enough, but either
sietuation don’t last long, some-
thing which no expert could figure
out because it's too simple takes
place, and before long the thing
has leveled off, either some bar-
ber takes up farmin or some farmer
takes up. barberin, whichever way
the situation is leanin in. The same
thing is true of blacksmiths and
five-and-ten-cent stores and beauty
parlours and fillin stations and
meat markets and school teachers
and candidates for county office.

1 don’t care if 16 per cent or 2
per cent of the population is still
farmers, we can still raise more
stuff than most town birds can pay
for.

BABSON PARK, MASS., April 27
I have a conviction that the draft,
education and the welfare of our
country are inseparable. I wonder
if the draft planners in Washing-
ton realize how important educa-
tion is to our survival.

COUNTRY CLUB COLLEGES

But merely ‘“going to college”
does not necessarily mean getting
an education. In marny cases it
means four more years of loafing.
No wonder the only institutions
which are holding their own in
enrollments are Negro colleges-
the colored people appreciate edu-
cation—while theological schools
show an increase of 15.2% for 1950
over 1949. The real reason why
some Liberal Arts colleges are
having such a hard time getting
students is not due so much to
the draft, but to the fact that so
many employers don’t want young
men from he Ivy colleges. This in
part explains why enrollments in
men's colleges for 1950 were 9.3%
below 1949, compared with a drop
of only two-tenths of 1% in
women'’s colleges.

Large private universities in the
midst of building and expansion
programs must now curtail sharply
any further outlay. Some Liberal
Arts colleges that cater solely to
men may be forced to close for two
or more years or offer accelerated
work. If not heavily endowed, they
may close their doors for the last
time this coming June unless Uncle

Sam soon gives them a helping
hand by subsidizing accelerated
work.

1951 ENROLLMENT

Too many Four Year Ivy colleges
are not only wasting a year of
student’s time and money, but are
actually training them to be
Drones rather than workers. To
overcome this handicap, an inter-
esting experiment is to be tried at
Eureka, Kansas, the center of the
U. S. Here a Fifty Weeks Course
of 40 hours a week (the same as
the young man would work if en-
gaged in industry) will give a
student in these fifty weeks all
he would get his last year of high
school and his first year in college.

To me the best part of the
“Eureka Plan” is that it trains
students to work instead of play
Probably few students will ac-
cept the opportunity, but those
who do will be in great demand
for executive jobs by industry
if not drafted, or by the armed
forces if drafted.

; Some Yirus Diseases "City Slickers”
They Seem To Spread Better There

(Prepared by the State Medi-
cal Association of Texas)
Many of the virus diseases seem
to be ‘city slickers” creating epi-
demics in heavily-populated areas
‘and spreading slowly if at all in
rural communities. Sometimes that
is good and sometimes it isn't; it
wasn't good during the last war
when so many young men from
small towns and farming country
got the mumps because they had
never been exposed before.

The mumps, like most of the
childhcod diseases, usually are a
minor affair in healthy children.
In adults, however, they become
more serious and created a lot of
suffering among the servicemen

% in camps during World War IIL .

The mumps cause a swelling in
those glands that feed the saliva
to the mouth, mainly those paro-
tid glands right in front of the
ear. Anything that makes the
mouth water causes more conges
tion in those sore glands and any
movement of the jaws seems to
make them hurt worse. It's more
of a hurting real

disease than a
sickness in children; but in adults
when it spreads to the sex organs
it is a real sickness in addition to
a lot of pain and swelling.
Patient Needs Rest

You need rest in bed with
mumps and lots of liquids to
drink. Hot or cold packs to the
swollen area will make the pain
seem less; sometimes hot packs
do the trick and sometimes cold
packs seem to give the most re-

lief.

One case of mumps, even if on
one side only, usually makes you

f ' mmune to the disease. There are
other diseases of the salivary
glands that may cause swelling
quite similar to mumps; some-
times people who thing they are
getting the mumps a second time
may be mistaking another kind
of swelling of those glands for the
mumps.

Polio Likes Cities, Too

Poliomyelitis is another virus
disease that seems to attack more
often in cities than in country

‘xrons How polio spreads and how
you can develop immunity to it
are two of the big research prob-
fems under study now.

Much has been learned about
polio from such research studies
in the past. It is known now that
many people get polio without
ever knowing it. Since there are
different kinds of polio, however,
getting one kind doesn’t mean you
are immune to polio.

Polio is considered as contagious
as the measles, but it doesn’t show

(,J[) as definitely as a sickness like
the measles does. Many people may
have an upset stomach or passing
illness of some sort without real-
izing they did have polio.

Others become ill enough with,

the disease that it is recognized
but they have no crippling ef-
fects. Those who become crip-
pled are a small percentage of
the actual numer of persons who
do get the disease, knowingly
or unkknowingly, during an out-
break.

There are two main types of pol-
io, called spinal and bulbar. The
kind called bulbar affects the
breathing and swallowing sys-
tem largely and is the cause of
nearly all deaths from polio; bul-
bar polio rarely is crippling, how-
ever. ‘The spinal type of polio is
the crippling kind and rarely caus-
es death; this kind is much more
common than the bulbar type.

Many sources of spread of the
polio germs are suspected but no
yne definite thing has been estab-
lished as the cause. Psittacosis,
however, another serious virus dis-
ease, is the known to spread from
birds. Known as parrot fever, psit-
tacosis also affects other birds and
can spread to persons who breathe
the virus into the lungs. It is be-
lieved that one person can give the
germ to another, also, so that isola-
tion of a person suffering from the
disease must be part of the treat-
ment.

‘pSntEl(‘()Sih is much like virus
atypical pneumonia. In fact, labor-
atory tests are frequently neces-
sary to tell the difference btween
the two diseases, they have so
much the same effect upo you.

A virus is known to cause psit-
tacosis but the virus is a strong
suspect in atypical pneumonia. It
is called atypical because the “a”
stands for ‘“not”, meaning it is not
the typical pneumonia. Your chest
makes funny sounds in the doct-
or's stethoscope when you have
obar pneumonia but with atypical
pneumonia the sounds are pretty
normal; it takes x-ray pictures us-
ually to tell for sure whether the
sickness you feel is atypical pneu-
monia.

Though psittacosis and atypical
pneumonia may frequently make
you feel about the same way,
there is a big difference in the dis-
eases,

Notaries Must
Qualify By June 1

County Clerk M.
received notification from the of-
fice of Secretary of State John
3en Shepperd on the procedure to
be followed in the reappointment
of qualified notaries public whose
terms expire June 1, and the ap-
pointment of new notaries.

The reappointment of all pres-
ently qualified notaries of Bailey
County will be made by Secretary
of State Shepperd by May 20, and
each reappointed notary must
qualify with the County Clerk on
June 1, file oath and bond and pay
the statutory filing fee to the
Clerk in order to serve as a quali-
fied notary for the new term, June
1, 1951 to June 1, 1953. After all
reappointed notaries have qualified
the clerk will forward Certificates
of Qualification and filing fees to
the Secretary of State. Indvidual
notaries are not to send money to
the State office.
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Terms of all presemtly qualified
notaries expire on June 1, and a
notary cannot qualify for the 1951~
53 term before that date, irrespec-
tive of reappointment or new ap-
pointment.

Persons applying through the
County Clerks for notary appoint-
ments for the first time will re-
ceive appointments, effective on
the date of qualification. A Certifi-
cate of Appointment on each per-
son applying for the first time will
be sent to the Secretary of State
for approval and then returned to
the County Clerk, after which the
person will be notified to appear
within 10 days to qualify before
the Clerk.

In the instructions received from
Shepperd, he stated, “An applica-
tion must be 21 years of age or
older and a resident of the county
in which he intends to act as a
notary. It is important that the
name of the applicant be
and that this name be used
all documents signed by the
person. He must also give his cor-
mailing address.

Washing painted woodwork gen-
erally is scheduled for spring clean-
ing time. To protect and save the
paint, here are some suggestions:

Any paint can be damaged by
strongly alkaline soap or other
cleansers, abrasive powder and
rubbing. Coarse scouring powder
and strong cleansers remove or
roughen the smooth outer surface
of the paint so that then it soils
faster and is more difficult to
clean. Strong alkali can weaken
and also discolor paint, It is wise
to try out any new cleaning prep-
aration on an inconspicuous part of
the paint first, carefully following
directions that come with it as to
how much and how to use.

A mild neutral soap is satisfac-
tory for washing paint, If scouring
is necessary, finely powdered whit-
ing is suggested because it is one
of the finest abrasives and is in-
expensive by the pound at paint,
hardware or drug stores.

In washing paint, it is important
to wash only a small area at a
time and rinse carefully before
moving on to another area. Even a
mild soap contains some alkali that
will eventually injure paint if left
on it. Directions for some commer-
cial paint cleaning preparations
suggest that no rinsing is needed.
Yet many are highly alkaline and
will damage the surface if left on.
Some cleaning solutions make the
paint soft while it is wet and then
rubbing can damage it. With such
cleaners there may be less damage
from leaving a very little cleaner
on the surface than from rubbing
while rinsing. Be sure to use only
the amount of cleaner suggested in
the directions.

Some of the new detergents, like
soap, are alkaline; qthers are
slightly acid or neutral. They are
satisfactory for washing pa.inted
surfaces in the kitchen or wherever
a greasy film has formed.
