L t  Gov. Bob Bullock has asked 
lawmakers to review the state's 
school funding law and look for a 
fairer way to pay for public 
education.

Bullock said the so-called Robin 
Hood law that purported to take 
from rich school districts and give 
to the poorer districts actually take 
from some relatively poor districts.

Under the law, 91 of the 1,044 
school districts in Texas must share 
an estimated $350 million in taxes 
with needy school districts. But, 
according to statistics used by 
Bullock, 54 of those 91 school 
districts have per-capita personal 
income below the state average of 
$19,716.

"This pokes a hole in the idea 
that many so-called rich districts are 
filled with rich people. Property 
wealth that can come from a major 
industry, a plant or oil wells does 
not always mean the people are 
rich.

"That is as good a reason as any 
to re-examine the state’s Robin 
Hood school funding law. It's good 
evidence that the system is not the 
fairest way to fund education," 
Bullock said.

L ottery  Profits for 
Education

Bullock's spokesman, Mike 
Hailey, said the lieutenant governor 
supports the idea of dedicating 
lottery profits to the funding of 
public educaticm.

In a nutshell, Hailey said, about 
60  percent of the net lottery 
proceeds go to education now, with 
about two-thirds of that going to 
public education and the rest to 
highOT education.

If the projected $2.7 billion in 
1996-97 lottery profits goes to 
education in the 1998-99 biennium, 
the other programs currently 
receiving 40  percent would need 
another $1.1 billion to be funded at 
the proposed budget bill level.

"The Legislature could just 
make the shift or it could come up 
with an additional $1 billion to 
keep Peter h^py."

"One way or another, education 
would get the state's take on the 
lottery as lots of Texans have 
presumed it would all along," 
Hailey said.

7 of 10 Played Lottery
The Texas Lottery Commission 

reports that seven out of 10 adult 
Texans bought at least one lottery 
ticket last year.

The twice-weekly Lotto Texas 
game was the most popular.

The Victoria area topped all 
other areas in lottery participation 
with 79 percent of adults buying 
tickets.

W ater Law  Rewrite Filed
Sen. J.E . "Buster" Brown, R- 

Lake Jackson, has filed a rewrite of 
Texas water law that has no 
provision overhauling the rule of 
capture.

The rule lets landowners pump

as much water as they wish, 
regardless of its effect on 
neighboring wells.

Brown predicted, however, that 
lawmakers would debate the rule of 
capture as part of a broader 
reappraisal of state water law, 
the Austin American-Statesman  
reported.

Related issues expected to be 
raised include:

•Transfers of water from one 
river basin to another;

•Drought planning and 
conservation;

•Financial assistance to small 
water systems;

•State bonding authority;
•Surface water management; and
•Water resource studies.

Slamming the Slam m er's  
D oor

Sen. John W hitm ire, D- 
Houston, filed a bill last week that 
would make it harder for state 
prison inmates to be released early.

"W e're going to slam the 
revolving door in Texas prisons," 
said Whitmire, chairman of the 
S en ate  C rim in al Ju s tic e  
Committee.

If passed into law, the 
legislation would discontinue the 
1977 "mandatory supervision law" 
that automatically free some 
inmates before they serve their full 
sentences. The system rewards 
inmates with credits for good 
behavior.

"Automatic release based on a 
mathematical formula is nuts...and 
must be stopped," Whitmire said.

O ther C apital Highlights
• Gov. Bush has named three 

nominees to the University of 
Texas System Board of Regents. 
The nominees are: Tony Sanchez, a 
Laredo oilman, civic leader and 
philanthropist; Patrick Oxford, a 
lawyer from Houston and A.W. 
"Dub" Riter, a retired bank 
chairm an from Tyler. The 
appointments, all for six-year 
terms, are effective Feb. 1, subject 
to Senate confirmation.

• Legislation aimed at halting 
the Republic of Texas’ use of 
phony court judgments and 
property liens could get quick 
attention form the Legislature.

Recently, a 42-year-old Texas 
woman was brutally assaulted in 
front of her home by a would-be 
robber. Even wOTse, her two young 
children witnessed the assault. As a 
direct result of the attack, the 
victim of this violent crime 
suffered massive head injuries and 
severe psychological trauma. She 
was unable to work for more than 
two years.

No amount of money can erase 
the physical and emotional blows 
she and her family suffered. But her 
financial burden can be lessened. 
The Crime Victims' Compensation 
Fund, which my office administers, 
exists for just that purpose. For an 
innocent victim like this mother, 
money may be available to pay 
medical expenses or legal fees, 
make up for lost wages and cover 
other costs.
Crim inals m ust pay

To fund compensation for 
innocent victims or their survivors, 
court clerks in every county collect 
fees from offenders. Additional 
funds com e from prisoners’ 
probation charges, voluntary 
donations, court-ordered payments 
for losses and matching f êderal 
funds. Legislative changes made 
during the 1995 session increased 
benefits to crime victims and their 
families. Benefits now come closer 
to meeting the true cost of the 
crime to the victim.

E ffic ie n t and e ffe c tiv e  
administrative procedures stretch 
the fund's dollars. For example, my 
staffs stringent reviews of medicd 
charges saved money last year. Our 
new procedures for processing 
claims mean speedier payments 
both to crime victims and their 
doctcx^.
C rim e victim s benefit

W e often get feedback from 
beneficiaries of the fund. The 
family of one crime victim wrote 
us, saying, "With the help of your 
Crime Victim Compensatitxi Fund,

we were at least able to get a 
headstone for our son's grave. For 
families like ours that cannot afford 
life insurance, this program helps 
ease the burden." Last year, the 
fund paid more than $2 million in 
burial benefits.

Survivors of homicide victims 
were also spared the trauma of 
cleaning the crime scene. The fund 
can pay eligible costs for removing 
gruesome reminder of the crime 
from the scene.

Texas
Senate
Review

The Senate convened on Tues., 
Jan. 21, to discuss several Senate 
resolutions (SR). Among these was 
SR 36 sponsored by Senator Carlos 
F. Truan of Corpus Christi which 
recognized a visiting delegation 
from Brazil. The senators and Lt. 
G overnor B u llo ck  warmly  
welcomed the seven foreigners to 
the Senate floor who wished to 
observe the Texas Legislative 
System.

At a press conference. Senator 
John Whitmire of Houston and 
Senator Jerry Patterson of Pasadena 
described a bill that will be brought 
in front of the Senate which will 
abolish the mandatory release of 
Texas inmates. Mandatory release 
of criminals was originally created 
in order to alleviate the stress of 
overcrowded prison systems in the 
early 1980s. However, since Texas 
prison capacity has tripled in the 
last five years, overcrowding is no 
longer the issue. Mandatory release 
allows many dangerous criminals 
to be released from prison 
automatically before completing 
their sentences. According to this 
bill, inmates would not be released 
early unless a parole panel 
determines they do not pose a threat 
to public safety. "This is one of the 
last major flaws in the criminal 
justice system," said Senator 
Whitmire, chair of the Senate 
Criminal Justice Committee. "We 
have people in the pipeline that are 
being released. People that all of us 
would agree should not be on the 
streets of Texas."

On Wed., Jan. 22, Lt. Governor 
Bob Bullock and Senator J.E . 
"Buster" Brown of Lake Jackson 
held a press conference to discuss 
Senate Bill (SB) 1 which proposes 
a comprehensive water management 
plan. "With this bill, we're trying 
to equip the local communities 
with the tools they need to address 
their (water) problems," said 
Senator Brown, the bill's sponsor 
and chair of the Natural Resources 
Committee. Texas is one of only 
three Western states without a 
c o m p r e h e n s iv e  d ro u g h t  
management plan. Since 1957, 
water management plans have been 
brought before the Legislature but 
never any acti(xi taken.

SB 1 addresses Texas water 
policy in many areas including 
drought response management, 
financial assistance to local 
governments, small community 
assistance, and surface and ground 
water supplies. Three and a half 
years and 350,000 staff hours went 
into the study and development of 
this plan. "Until we're better able 
to get out and predict Mother 
Nature, we must rely on our own 
powers to make sure that each and 
every drop of watCT in this state is 
used beneficially."-SenatOT Brown.

On Thurs., Jan. 23, the House 
of Representatives passed SB 97, 
the stalking bill. After being 
discussed in a special House 
committee, two amendments were 
added to the bill and sent to the 
Senate for ai^roval. The Senate did 
not concur with one of the House 
amendments which redefined who 
would be considered a victim of 
stalking. The amendment states 
that anyone in a household, related 
or not, would be considered a 
victim of the stalking act. Fort 
Worth Senator Mike Moncrief, the 
bill's sponsor, believes that this 
definition of "household" is too 
broad considering it could include 
large housing facilities such as 
dormitories and fraternity and 
sorority houses.

T herefore, a conferen ce  
com m ittee made up o f six 
members, three from the Senate and 
three from the House, will meet on 
Mon., Jan. 27, to redefine the 
terms of the bill. "I’d much rather 
take a few more days and do this 
right," said Senator Moncrief. "I 
don't want to send a weak product 
or a product full of holes to the 
governor for his signature just to 
say we got a stalking bill on the 
books."

At home, the best crime 
prevention measure is to lock 
doors and windows. You can 
also:

•Try to see who’s there before 
opening your door. Look  
through a peephole or a safe 
window. Ask any stranger to tell 
you his or her name and to show 
proof that he or she is from the 
identified company or group. 
Remember, it is okay to keep 
the door locked if you are 
uneasy.

•Make sure locks, doors and 
windows are strong and not 
easily broken. A good alarm 
system can help. Many police 
departments will send an officer 
to your home to suggest 
changes to improve your 
security.

•Mark valuable property by 
engraving it with your 
driver's license or state  
identification number (available 
from your state m otor 
vehicle administration.) Keep 
photographs of hard-to-engrave 
items. List expensive items 
such as jewelry and silver and 
store the details in a bank safety 
dqxisit box.

On the street, stay alert at all 
times, even in your own 
neighborhood. Walk with a 
friend when you can. Try to stay 
away from places such as dark 
parking lots or alleys.

•If you visit the bank often, 
vary the time of day you go.

•Don't carry a lot of cash. Try 
not to carry a purse. Put your 
money, credit cards or wallet in 
an inside pocket. If you are 
stopped by a robber, hand over 
any cash you have.

•Don’t dress in a flashy 
manner. Leave good jewelry and 
furs at h<xne.

Money and property crimes 
come in many forms. Seniors 
may fall victim to consumer 
fraud such as con games or 
insurance scams. Even family or 
friends can sometimes steal from 
seniors.

•Don't take money from your 
bank account if a stranger tells 
you to. In one common scam, a 
thief pretends to be a bank 
employee and asks you to take 
money out to "test" a bank 
teller. Banks do not check out 
their employees in this way.

•Stay away from deals that 
are too good to be true. Beware 
of deals that ask for a lot of 
money up front.

•Dcm’t give your credit card or

bank account number over the 
ph(xie to people who have called 
you to sell a product or ask fw a 
contribution.

Ads are misleading
Life insurance ads that 

critic ize  Social Security  
survivors benefits as inadequate 
are misleading. Social Security 
District Manager Ken Hargis 
stated. "To the extent that these 
ads indicate that people who pay 
Social Security taxes get little 
protection for their survivors, 
they are really way off," Hargis 
stated.

In seeking to sell life 
insurance, the ads cite Social 
Security's lump sum payment of 
$255 paid to the widow or 
children of the deceased worker. 
One TV ad notes "that’s not 
even enough to bury you."

"Social Security does not 
provide burial insurance. It 
provides a monthly benefit to 
your survivors that replaces a 
substantial proportion of your 
monthly earnings," Hargis said.

"The value of Social Security 
survivors benefits for an average 
wage earner who leaves a spouse 
and two children is equivalent to 
a $ 2 9 5 ,0 0 0  life insurance 
policy. The average monthly 
payment of a family consisting 
of a widow(er) with two childr^ 
is about $1,350 per month. And 
Social Security payments 
increase based on the annual 
cost-of-living index-something 
few private insurance plans 
offer," he said.

"Because most people don’t 
like to think of dea^, they don't 
always have a plan to cover their 
family in case of their death. 
When you’re working and 
paying Social Security tax, it 
can be comforting to loiow diat 
you can count on Social 
Security survivors benefits for 
your family," he said.

New drug to help improve daily life of Alzheimer's patients
Aricq)t, a new drug ^)proved 

fo r A lzheim er's d isease, 
improves the symptoms and 
daily functioning of many 
patients.

"In the more than 900 mild 
to m odm te Alzheim^'s patirats 
studied nationwide, 80  percent 
showed improvement or didn't 
get any w orse," said Dr. 
Rachelle Doody, clinical director 
of the Alzheimer's Disease 
Research Center at Baylor 
C ollege of M edicine in 
Houston.

Aricept was tested for five

years in clinical trials involving 
more than 30 centers in the 
United States. Approved by the 
Food and Drug Administration 
in late November 1996, it is 
expected to be available in most 
pharmacies by mid-January or 
early February.

Doctors measured Aricept's 
effectiveness by using standard 
Alzheimer's memory evaluation 
tests and by interviewing 
patients and caregivers to assess 
changes in daily functioning.

"With the drug, we saw 
patients who became more

att^ti'  ̂to their surroundings or 
who r icked up on old routines 
they iad forgotten," said Doody, 
who lead several clinical trials at 
Baylor.

The drug contains an enzyme 
that blocks the breakdown of 
acetylcholine, a neurotransmittra* 
in the brain.

"Acetylcholine is associated 
with memory and learning and is 
deficien t in A lzheim er's  
patients," she said. "Blocking

the breakdown helps patients 
keep more acetylcholine in the 
brain."

The medication is taken once 
a day and has few side effects.

"Less than 10 percent of all 
the patients studied had to stop 
taking it because of side effects," 
Doody said. "Mild side effects 
included nausea, diarrhea and 
vomiting that often went away 
on their own."

While it cannot stop the

progression or make a patient 
return to normal, Doody feels 
the treatment will be beneficial 
to a great number of patients.

"With the improvement of 
symptoms or just the slowing 
of decline, Aricept brings an 
improved outlook for many 
patients and their families," she 
said. "This is not a cure, but it 
may provide relief while we 
await a definitive treatment for 
Alzheimer’s."

"Throw out the word 
'exercise' and concentrate on 
activity," said Protas. "Many 
people are intimidated by 
exercise. Concentrating on being 
active is the key."

W alkin g  around the 
neighborhood, gardening or 
playing a game of horseshoes 
can all improve fitness level. 
Doing some activity that you 
enjoy for 20 to 30 minutes three 
times a week can make a l ^ th y  
difference.

or vitamin D, regardless of the 
time of year or where they live.

Adults need 1,000 milligrams 
of calcium and 40 0  to 800  
international units of vitamin D 
every day, with the level of 
calcium increasing to 1,500 mg 
for postmenopausal women and 
men older than 65, according to 
HeUer.

"Dairy products are the best 
sources of dietary calcium,” 
Heller says. "Vitamin D is 
present only in a few foods, 
such as liver or milk fortified 
with vitamin D. Try to get as 
much calcium from food as 
possible and then, if your 
physician recommends it, t ^ e  a 
calcium  and vitam in D 
supplement”
