Planning and preparing daily 
family meals can seem like a full- 
ti"^e job.

“Most people think that eating 
you favorite foods and getting the 
nutrition that you need are two 
separate things,” said Robin Pruitt, 
a nutritionist with Outreach Health 
Services. “In fact, eating what you 
like and eating well can be the 
same thing.”

What’s the secret to healthful 
eating? “There isn’t a secret,” says 
Pruitt. “It’s about knowing the 
facts and making smart choices.”

There are several dietary 
guidelines, provided by the 
American Dietary Association’s 
Complete Food and Nutrition 
Guide, that can help consumers 
make better decisions when 
choosing the foods we eat

These guidelines were develq)ed 
by the U. S. Department o f  
Agriculture and are summed up in 
the following seven statements:

• Balance the food you eat with 
physical activity -  maintain or 
improve your weight.

•Choose a diet with plenty of  
grain products, vegetables and 
fruits.

•Choose a diet low in fat, 
s Hurated fat and cholesterol.

•Eat a variety of foods.
•Choose a diet moderate in salt 

and sodium.

•Choose a diet moderate in 
sugar.

•If you drink a lcoh o lic  
beverages, do so in moderation.

In addition to these seven tips, 
healthy eating is made easier by 
following the Food Guide Pyramid. 
This visual representation outlines 
the building blocks of healthy meal 
planning, and offers a dietary 
framework for men, women and 
children over the age of two.

“Learning how to eat the right 
kinds Of foods takes a little 
practice, but it is well worth the 
effort in the long run,” Pruitt said. 
“Because eating right, especially 
for children, has direct connection 
to development and health later in 
life.”

There isn’t one food that gives 
you body all the nutrients it needs, 
she explained. That’s why 
understanding the nutritional value 
of foods, and eating a combination 
of those foods, is so important.

Gov, George W. Bush is 
seeking millions o f dollars to 
expand teaching programs and 
assist students who are failing in 
school.

In an address to school 
adm inistrators attending a 
conference in Austin last week, 
Bush called on the state Legislature 
to spend about $200 million to 
help failing youths and their public 
school teachers.

Bush said the sum should be 
spent as follows:

•$108 m illion in the next 
biennium for remedial programs, 
such as summer school, for 
students in kindergarten through 
third grade whose reading skills 
aren’t up to par;

•$83 million for academies to 
train teachers in reading education; 
and

•$12 million for assessments to 
determine whether kindergarten, 
first-and second-graders are ready to 
read.

“During our next budget cycle, I 
will insist that the state continue 
to prioritize school funding and 
direct the lion’s share o f new 
money to our schools,” Bush said.

M olesters R elease Upheld
The Texas Court of Criminal 

Appeals affirmed last week that 
dozens of convicted child molesters 
are eligible for an early-release 
program -  and would have to be 
released  im m ediately under 
mandatory supervision -  because of 
a glitch in a law written by the 
state Legislature five years ago.

When , the law was revised in 
1993, the crime of indecency with 
a child was not included on the list 
of crimes for which offenders were 
ineligible for an early-release under 
mandatory supervision program. 
The omission was discovered in 
1996, after a convicted molester 
challenged his having been barred 
from the program.

“What this means is that w e’re 
going to have to release these 
people at some point,** Glen
Castlebury, a spokesman for the 
Texas Department o f Criminal 
Justice, was quoted in the Austin 
American-Statesman. “But w e’re 
going to do that only after we 
make sure they are going to be 
under proper supervision.”

Prison officials had appealed a 
November ruling by the court that 
felons were eligible for release. The 
court’s ruling overturned earlier 
decisions against early release by 
Texas Attorney General Dan 
Morales and state prison officials.

Insurance Rates M ay Rise
An insurance industry group, 

the Texas Insurance Organization, 
last week recommended a 5.2 
percent overall increase statewide 
for homeowners’ insurance to go 
into effect in November,

But, the O ffice o f Public 
Insurance Counsel recommended an 
average statewide decrease of 8 
percent in the hom eow ners’ 
benchmark insurance rate.

Insurance companies that must 
abide by the rate can charge 
between 30 percent above or below 
the benchmark rate.

T he T ex a s  In su ran ce  
Organization also is suggesting a 
3.3 percent overall increase 
statewide for renters insurance.

Two administrative law judges 
are to  c o n s id e r . the  
recom m endations and other 
ev id en ce  next month and 
recommend new benchmark rates to 
Insurance Commissioner Elton 
Bomer, who sets the rate.

It is 
important for parents to read and 
follow their owner’s manual and 
safety seat instruction.”

Lucila Torres, safety education 
officer with the Texas Department 
o f Public Safety says many 
children who cannot see from the 
back seat, because they sit so low, 
find ways to unbuckle the belt, and 
are no longer riding in a safe 
manner.

Lou Gilly advises parents to be 
firm and consistent if a child tries 
to unbuckle. Talking to them in a 
firm, serious voice, **Show the 
child that you will not drive the car 
until everyone is buckled up.” she 
said.

The ABC’s of child passenger 
safety are: Air bag safety. Buckle 
everyone. Children ride in the back.

The greenness of our daughter’s 
Los Angeles area back yard during 
the Christmas/New Year holidays 
seemed almost unreal to me. For 
any West Texan, December and 
January are not palm frond, 
crimson hibiscus, ripe lemon, 
yellow daisy, red rose, green grass 
kinds of months. But out there 
i t ’s as com m on to their 
expectations o f winter as brown 
Bermuda grass, dried pecan burrs 
and bare-bone branches are to us.

Mama would have loved it  Dad 
used to tell her, **Bless your sweet 
little hide, you do love a green 
leaf.” (He was always blessing 
someone’s **hide”. It was one of his 
special terms of endearment; a 
virtual wrap-a-round hug.)

Even the trees in stories and 
poems were special for her. From 
Joyce Kilmer’s **leafy arms” lifting 
to pray, to the ’‘spreading chestnut 
tree” under which the village 
smithy stood, she would quote to 
us at length.

Lennie May Wiseman grew up 
in rural Bell County with an 
abiding love for all things growing.

In 1917 she married Herbert 
Homesley, who had an abiding love 
for all things automotive, and a 
young man’s yen to “go West”. 
She never got over missing the 
elms, cedars, cottonwoods, post 
oaks and sumacs (which she called 
“shoemakes”), when Dad moved us 
from Waco to the flat Panhandle 
South Plains in 1929.

Later she described the depressed 
feelings of a young wife, mother of 
three, who thought that she was 
being moved to the “ends of the 
earth”; away from family and the 
“green hills o f home.”

Dad and a friend moved us in 
two trucks that they would use to 
haul wheat during the fall, before 
going into the automotive repair 
business later. Five years old, 
about all I remember about the trip 
is Mama crying about the bare, 
dusty landscape the further west we 
went, losing a mattress in the high 
wind, and breaking off the mirror of 
her prized dresser when Dad drove 
the truck under a filling station 
overhang.

The stucco house we bought in 
Abernathy in 1930 had nothing 
growing around it except some 
Pink Radiance rose bushes in front 
of the porch and three black-walnut 
trees standing on the far side of the 
chicken yard. During the next 
twelve years Mama gardened and 
“put out” everything growing she 
got hold of.

Someone gave her a little, bare- 
root elm sapling that laid up 
against the side o f the house for 
about a week waiting for Dad to get 
time to plant it for her. A young 
vagrant, who came to the back door 
one morning asking for a meal, 
volunteered to plant it near the back 
porch while she cooked him some 
breakfast

The sad looking tree responded 
and thrived during the 1930’s sand 
storms, becoming a real shade for 
the house and yard, and one of 
Mama’s favorite stories. When we 
moved to Lubbock in 1942, it war 
huge; one of the things she hated 
most to leave.

She always had a special tree 
where-ever she lived. Moving to 
Brownwood in 1950, they built a 
new home. An acorn planted there 
by a green-thumb grandson, who 
knew she’d be pleased at his effort, 
finally became a yard-covering, 
magnificent oak tree.

A poem she wrote about her 
trees and her wish to be buried near 
a little tree, was read at her funeral 
in April, 1982. Unbelievably, near 
the cemetery plot they had bought 
years before, a young, tender-green 
tree stood, just waiting to bless her'' 
resting place as she had wished.

Now, when I can, I like to sit 
on the little stone bench under its 
shade and think of how she’d like 
the way it worked out.

I wish I could be there today, 
and tell her how she’d have lo v ^  
seeing California in December. 
“Bless her sweet little hide,” as Dad 
would s?y, “she did love a greet 
leaf.”

World War II, Haskell County 
native. Rev. Truett Kuenstler, who 
grew up and now lives in the Paint 
Creek com m unity, served as 
Shipfitter, 3rd Class, on the aircraft 
carrier USS Cabot.

The carrier survived direct hits 
by kamikaze p ilots, dodged  
Japanese submarines and dive 
bom bers, w eathered deadly  
typhoons in the South Pacific and 
hurricanes in the Atlantic.

Nicknamed the “Iron Woman” 
by famed war correspondent Ernie 
Pyle, the Cabot is the last of nearly 
100 fast, light carriers that helped 
w in the war. Earning an

outstanding record taking part in 
nearly every major naval battle in 
the Pacific, including the famous 
Marianas Turkey Shoot, the battle 
of Leyte Gulf and the invasion of 
Iwo Jima, the Cabot’s pilots shot 
down 252 enemy aircraft, destroyed 
96 on the ground and sunk or 
damaged 265 Japanese ships. Its 
gun crews downed another eight 
attacking aircraft.

Now moored in a channel at 
Port Isabel, its hulk still ringed 
with anti-aircraft guns and radio 
and radar antenna, the retired ship’s 
future is undecided and may include 
a final trip to a scrap yard.

Some fiercely loyal veterans 
and others are interested in 
preserving the carrier as a museum. 
But red-tape, non-existent funds 
and approations plague the 
the effort. At this point, only one 
hope remains for saving the Cabot 
A planned lakeside museum in 
Chicago wants to make it a 
centerpiece of an American industry 
exhibit.

Failing that, the Cabot will 
make its last voyage to the scrap 
yard at nearby Port of Brownsville, 
to be disassembled.

Members of the former crew 
have been invited for the short 15 
mile ride to the Cabot’s final 
destination. When the date is 
announced. Rev. Kuenstler, who is 
retired after 45 years pastoring 
Southern Baptist churches, plans to 
be on hand to make this trip.

Inform IRS of any 
address changes

According to the Internal 

Revenue Service (IRS), some $62 
billion worth of refund checks have 
not been delivered to taxpayers. 
The IRS indicates that some checks 
are for more than $10,000.

Why?
Because taxpayers have not 

informed the IRS of a new address, 
said Dr. Lynn W hite, a 
consumer/family science specialist 
with the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service. Simply filling

out an address change with the post 
office will not assure forwarding of 
documents that could involve 
money, such as documents from 
the IRS or a bank or other financial 
institution. White said.

If you think you are due a refund 
you have not received, call 1-800- 
TAX-FORM for IRS Form 3911, 
Taxpayer Statement Regarding 
Refund. To notify the o f a new 
address, file Form 8822, Change of 
Address.

W H A T ’S  N E W  IN  T A X -C U T T IN G  F O R  1998?
Last year. Congress enacted a new tax law, and many 

provisions first take effect in 1998. While you are pulling together 
your tax Information for 1997, it’s not too early to start planning for 
this year.

•If you have children in college, you could be in line for some 
significant tax breaks. The new “Hope” tax credit is worth up to 
$1,500 per child during freshman and sophomore years, and the 
“lifetime learning credit” (which becomes effective July 1 ,1998) 
can provide up to $1,000 per year thereafter. Since academic 
years and tax years seldom coincide, you may need to start 
planning early to ensure proper timing of your tuition payments.

•If tax considerations have kept you from selling your home, 
1998 could be the yearto act. Couples are now eligible to exclude 
up to $500,000 of home-sale profit, while singles may be able to 
exclude up to $250,000.

•For each child under age 17, you may be eligible tor a tax 
credit of up to $400. By filling out a new Form W-4 as soon as 
possible and giving it to your employer, you may be able to adjust 
your withholding and receive a portion of your credit in each 
paycheck. Otherwise, you won’t see the benefit until next year 
when you tile your 1998 tax return. (You can also adjust your 
withholding if you expect to claim either of the education credits 
discussed above.)

•A number of new tax breaks are subject to income limitations, 
including the education and child credits. You might want to start 
planning to deter some income from 1998 to 1999, it possible, in 
order to meet this year’s limits.

Free soil testing o ffered  
to farm ers , gardeners

The N atural R esou rces  
Conservation Service and the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service are 
sponsoring a free soil testing 
program for farmers, ranchers, and 
gardeners in Haskell and Knox 
Counties for the Seymour Aquifer 
Water Quality Project.

Since 1992 the number of soil 
samples submitted during the free 
soil sampling programs have 
shown an increase from 115 
samples were sent in the first year 
to 316 samples submitted in 1997,

The soil sample should be taken 
from a uniform area of the field. 
Take 10 to 15 small sample cores 
to a depth of six inches for each 
field to be tested. Mix the samples

in a composite sample to be sent 
in for analysis.

Be sure to f ill out an 
information sheet to send in along 
with the sample. The information 
sheet asks about the type of crop to 
be grown and the yield goal of the 
crop.

The soil sample will be tested 
for pH, nitrogen, phosphorus, 
potassium, calcium, magnesium, 
sodium, sulfur, and salinity.

S o il sam ple bags and 
information sheets can be picked 
up at the Seymour Aquifer Project 
office, 900 South Ave. E in 
Haskell.

If ever a month needed a 
scapegoat, February does. W e’ve 
been so blessed to have some nice 
sunny days in January. The cold 
sometimes chills us to the very 
marrow. If it were close to March 
we would blame it on “Sir 
Groundhog.” We can be consoled 
by the thoughts o f a well-worn 
sweater and a well-stocked pantry 
warming the bleak days of winter.

It is time to remember that the 
sooner trees and shrubs are planted, 
the stronger they will be when they 
leaf out to withstand summer heat.

Now you can plant and prune 
rose bushes, and apply dormant 
spray; also plant root vegetables, 
as asparagus, rhubard, and horse­
radish. It is also time to feed your 
azaleas and add peat moss as a 
mulch.

Of we are given a few warm 
days to soften the frozen crust; it is 
a good time to turn the compost 
pile. Build your compost by the 
season, not a book. Heap it as the 
garden delivers stems of irises, 
excess tomatoes or squash. You 
can toss in a few sticks for aeration 
during the pruning time in early 
spring.

You may think where the 
passerby turns up his nose, the 
gardener smells goodness and a 
healthy future.

If all the things that can make 
your garden a success is to loosen 
the soil, and to cultivate it. Before 
you plant your seeds and plants, 
trees or shrubs, make sure your 
soil is in the best possible  
condition.

The soil must be dry before you 
work with it. Wet soil cannot be 
turned. To test the soil, pick up a 
handful and squeeze it in your 
palm. Then drop it. If it breaks up, 
you can work it. If it doesn’t break, 
you had better wait.

Lift and turn the soil over with 
a fork. Organic matter, such as 
sphagnum peat compost, chopped 
leaves, and pine straw does a good 
job of loosening the soil when 
worked in.

Take your soil and have it 
tested. The County Extension 
Agent will teU you what to do.

By the end o f February or 
middle of March, prune your 
everbloom ing roses, such as 
hybrids, teas and floribundas. In 
our area March is a good time. 
Remove dead or weak canes, leave 
3 to 5 healthy canes, and cut them 
back to about 18 to 24 inches. 
Wait until after spring blooming 
has finished to prune climbers and 
once blooming types.

The last o f February is a good 
time to set out petunias for spring 
and summer blooms.

C o leu s , b e g o n ia s , and 
geraniums thrive during the cool 
months of late winter and early 
spring. So plant now or soon.
