Gloucester, Mass.,, July 27.—
Everyone should make a,will.
I seriously mean this. Too 'many
people have died unexpectedly
especially in connection with
automobile accidents. Statistics
show that more Americans have
been killed by automobiles the
past year than have been killed
in Korea. You may live a long
life, but you may die next week.
The important thing is not to
die without a will whatever your
age. Let me give you seven reas-
ons for this:

APPOINT YOUR OWN
EXECUTOR

Reason 1. To be sure of a
friendly executor and to avoid
having some judge appoint some
friend of his as an executor with
whom you might not be satis-
fied you can appoint your own
executor by making a will. I
have appointed a Trust Company.

Reason 2. If you die without
a will and the court is obliged
to disburse your estate it may
run up a lot of costs including
the necessity for a bond. These
costs can be eliminated largely
by making a will and appoint-
ing your own executor. You can
provide that the executor may
give your beneficiaries property
or securities at a fair value in-
stead of cash, under certain cir-
cumstances.

Reason 3. By making a will
you can give your executor cer-
tain other discretionary powers,
like deciding what property to
sell, and the power to do other
things which a court appointee
would not do. You can directly
will certain articles of furniture,
clothing, etc. to definite people
and do the things that you want
to do as you would want them
without the fear of litigation.

Reason 4. If a court should
liquidate your estate it may sell
property hurriedly or during a
depression. By making a will you
can give your executor time and
enable him to use his judgement
and consult other people. This
privilege may save your estate
theysands of dollars.

CONSIDER LEAVING MONEY
IN TRUST

Reason 5. By making a will,
you can arrange to leave money
in trust so that your widow or
husband may have the full in-
come during his or her lifetime
and then have it go to the child-
ren or other people. You may
wish to distribute your property

among your children in unequal
proportion as one may be dis-
abled or handicapped. To do this
you must make a will.

Reason 6. If the estate goes to
a court-appointed executor it
may take two years or more in
being settled and your wife and
family may have nothing on
which to live during this period.
By making a will you can auth-
orize your executor to pay your
wife a certain amount each
month pending settlement of
your estate or giving her money
if an unexpected illness, or other
unexpected troubles should come.
You always can make changes
at ‘any time by proper codicils.

Reason 7. I hope you will have
some church or charities, as well
as friends, to whom you wish to
make a gift. This can be done
only by executing a will. Really
all of us should remember some
church in our wills. The only
hope of this old world is religion
and the church holds the key and
is the doorway thereto. AN this
nation has, democracy, education
and hospitals, we owe to the
church. Let us uphold the lad-
der by which we have . climbed.

CONSULT A GOOD LAWYER

Don't try to make your own
will to save $50; but go to a good
lawyer. Make a list of the gifts
you desire to make and whom
you want as executor and give
this material to your lawyer,
who should be a resident of your
state. Then he will put it in leg-
al shape.

He will explain to you that
three witnesses must see you
sign and that these witnesses
better be people who are NOT
mentioned in the will, There al-
so are some other technicalities
which your lawyer will explain
to you. The laws of different
states differ. Have his clerk
make three typewritten carbons
of the finished will.

After you sign the original
copy at the lawyer’s office, you'd
better let your suggested exe-
cutor read it so as to ask you
questions if anything is not clear.
Then leave it with your bank
and get a receipt therefor. You
can put a carbon copy in your
safe deposit box for future ref-
erence by yourself; also you can
give a carbon copy to your law-
yer and to your executor if you
wish.

Even if you now have only
very little money, you should
make a will. It is the best pos-

sible investment for you.

WATER CONTROVERSY

Ground water users all over
the West Texas area will watch
with interest the hearings of the
State Board of Water Engineers
at Plainview August 9. The board
after hearing arguments, will de-
cide whether or not to call an
election for the creation of a
ground water district.

The hearing is the culmination
of a controversy which has raged
with more or less intensity for
several years not only at Plain-
view, but in other parts of West
Texas. As is usually the case
wherever the use of natural re-
sources is involved there is much
to be said for and against the
creation of a control agency.

Wide publicity has been given
the hearing, and an attendance
sufficient to give the matter a
thorough airing is practically as-
sured. The Plainview Herald as
a public service, printed many
extra copies of an edition carry-
ing details of the meeting and
distributed them throughout the
area.

In a page 1 editorial the Herald
set out the issue in these words:
“It is not that the Herald is tim-
id about expressing an opinion,
but rather that it is difficult to
determine what is best in the
public interest. For the creation
of a district we see these likely
benefits:

‘1, Limited control of the
ground water of the area would
be placed in a district governed
by local directors, of the people’s
own choosing. This would be pre-
ferable to control, by the state or
foreseeably by .the federal gov-
ernment on account of the limit-
ed interstate character of the
ground water.

“2. It has been the history of
|,f:r0und water irrigation areas
that with more general or pro-
longed use of the water the table
lowers and cooperative action is
needed for all to obtain the best

and greatest benefit from the
water,
“3. There is some possibility

that cooperative recharging ef-
forts may be of value.

“4, Educational benefits under
direction and guidance of a re-
gional district might prove high-
ly beneficial.

“5. Curtailment of waste would
be more positive.

“6. Requirement of spacing of
future wells on a scientifically
arrived at basis might be bene-
ficial to the man now using
water from existing wells as well

J. A
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as his neighbor or future neigh-
bor.

“Against the creation of a
water district is the argument
that the water belongs to the
land owner anyway and that
there is no danger ever of state
or federal government wresting
the title from him or of enact-
ing legislatfon, that would regu-
‘lale its use or otherwise control
it

“Another argument a ga inst
creation of a district is its taxs
ing power, limited to 50 cents

on the hundred valuation, al-
though all taxes would be levied
for specific purposes and could
be levied only after a majority
of the water users had so voted.”

Like the Herald we think we
will withhold any pro or con
opinion other than to pass on to
our readers the importance of the
Plainview hearing as a possible
solution to the problem.—Amaril-
lo News.

A ceiling price regulaion for
the billion dollar canned vege-
tables industry which will per-
mit price adjustments for
changes in raw materials costs
and some other costs was issued
by the Office of Price Stabili-
zation, the district office said
yesterday.

Approximately 2,400 vegetables
canners throughout the nation
are affected. The Regulation, CPR
55, became effective on any day
the packer selects, up to and in-
cluding August 5, 1951.

While it establishes a method
for calculating ceiling prices at
this time only for canned green
peas of the 1951 pack, additional
canned and processed vegetables
such as snap beans, lima beans,
sweet corn, beets and tomatoes
will be included later.

The requlation, however, does
not apply to vegetables pack-
ed and sold as baby food,
junior food and canned soups
which OPS said would be
covered by specific regulations
to be issued in the future.

OPS said it is most difficult to
estimate the effect on retail
prices since the regulation fixes
many ceilings for many different
items of many different process-
In the case of green peas
present indications are that there
will not be substantial changes
in the average price at the F. O.
B. cannery level.

The allowable increased costs
for packaging, processing, re-
pair, warehousing and labor
since the 1948 base period have
been determined by OPS on the
basis of a survey of a representa
tive group of canners throughout
the nation.

Fach canner's increase for
these recognized costs is obtained
multiplying his base period
price by the factor applicable for
his processing area.

ance is determined by finding

period costs and the 1950 costs
and relating this difference to
the maximum permissible cost
increase for 1951 over 1950. These
increases are recognized on the
basis of cost increases up to but
not in excess of the legal mini-
mum prices for vegetables as al-
ready determined and announced
by the Secretary of Agriculture.

In calculating the raw mater-
ial cost difference a canner first
determines the difference be-
tween his 1948 and 1950 weight-
ed average raw material cost and
combine that difference with the
difference of his 1950 and 1951
raw material costs.

The difference between the
1950 and 1951 raw material cost
however, may not exceed the a-
lnount of the appropriate maxi-
mum permitted raw material in-
crease for the specified raw ma-
terial area.

Since it is known that some
1948 raw material costs were
greater than 1950 costs, it is pos-
sible than an individual canner
may experience a raw material
cost decrease in 1951 com-
pared to 1948,

THE LIFE OF A SHIRT
Have you ever checked the
life of a shirt for your husband
or son? If so, you would have
some idea of the work Mary
Anna Grimes, of the Rural Home
Research Department of Texas
A. and M. College has been doing.
Miss Grimes reported to the
Cotton Research Congress at Col-
lege Station that two varieties
of cotton, Acala and Rowden,
were grown 2 seasons in 2 re-
gions, Temple and Lubbock. They
used two methods of harvesting,
hand picking and snapping, and
after the fiber and yarn analy-
sis were completed, the cottons
were made into 4 white broad
cloth which were in turn made
into 483 shirts.

There were 55 men cooper-
ating in the study by wearing
the shirts, in fact, each were
given 7 which he wore in ro-
tation and laundered in the
same manner. Now they have
returned their shirts, either as
worn out, or for other rea-
sons. The highest number of
launderings to date is 63, and
the greatest number of hours
any shirt was worn was 1,081
hours.

The research adds to the know-
ledge as to the effect of fiber pro-
perties and of grade and staple
upon the wearing quality of
fabrics; the relationship hetween
the properties of fiber and those
of yarn and of fabric; the ef-
fect of various laundry methods
upon serviceability; the rela-
tion between laboratory tests and
actual wear of garments, and the
effect of such perSonal factors
as size, age and activity upon
the life of the shirt.

Miss Grimes reports one final
conclusion, Texas cotton can be
made into attractive, durable
shirts.
