UT Chief Seeks to Reopen Tower

University o f Texas President 
Larry Faulkner last week asked the 
UT board of regents to allow tours 
of the observation deck at the top 
of the 28-floor UT Tower.

The board o f regents will de­
cide on Faulkner’s request at a 
Nov. 11-12 meeting in Houston.

The observation deck served as 
a sniper’s nest for rifleman Charles 
Whitman, who shot and killed 14 
people and wounded 32 others on 
Aug. 1,1966. The deck was closed 
in 1975 after several students 
jumped from it to their deaths.

Faulkner said he believes that 
reopening the deck to the public 
w ill help Texans to heal bad 
memories associated with the 307- 
foot-tall landmark.

The Tower “is the strongest 
image uniting members o f the uni­
versity community,” Faulkner said 
in a report published by the Aus­
tin American-Statesman.

Faulkner wants the observation 
deck open by the May 1999 gradu­
ation. “We should actively use this 
icon o f higher education in posi­
tive ways,” he said.

Professional football coach 
Vince Lombardi has been attributed 
with saying “Winning isn’t 
everything—it’s the only thing.” 

Some fans of high school 
football couldn’t agree more with 
that unbending philosophy.

There is probably nothing else 
in the life of an American sports 
fan that comes close to the 
intensity they feel about the game 
of high school football. Getting 
caught up in the spirit of the game 
is great for any fan or community. 
So many good times and good 
traditions are inherent in and 
connected with the football season. 
Certainly, the support of local fans 
is very important to the 
sportsmanship of the competition.

However, sad to say, 
sometimes in this game that is 
calculated to bring out the best in 
the development of our young men, 
good sportsmanship has nothing to 
do with the image of support being 
brought out in some of the fans.

It’s not a pretty sight or sound, 
or comm endable of any 
community.

Really getting involved in the 
enthusiasm and whole-hearted 
rooting for the home team is good. 
It’s the whole idea embodied in 
being a supportive, unabashed 
partisan fan; a part of the very

heart of schoolboy football.
But, loudly bad mouthing the 

officials when the call doesn’t seem 
to fit what really happened; 
ridiculing the opposite team’s 
players; and even vociferously 
criticizing our own players and 
coaching staff during the game 
should not be a part of the game. 
Not only is it rude, it presents a 
terrible role-model example of poor 
sportsmanship for every young 
person in the stands.

Such unthinking actions on the 
part of fans, loudly indulging 
themselves at the expense of 
others, can not only break the 
spirits and incentives of young 
athletes, doing the best they can at 
the time, but also break the spirit 
and incentives of coaches, doing the 
best they can with the situation at 
hand.

A ticket bought to a football 
game, even a season’s ticket, does 
not buy one the right to “let it all 
hang out” at the top of one’s lungs, 
if “it” is corrosive and degrading.

A bit of good advice for any fan 
is one I heard expressed last week 
from someone who is in a good 
position to “hear it all” down on 
the sidelines. “Come to enjoy the 
game in a spirit of good 
sportsmanship, but if you have 
nothing decent to say, please leave

the boys and the officials alone.” 
Exercising the right of freedom 

of speech and liberty has to be done 
with some discretion. It is not an 
open license to to be a verbally 
abusive nuisance in the pursuit of 
happiness at a high school football 
game or any other place.

As Daniel Webster said, 
“Liberty exists in proportion to 
wholesome restraint.”

The following poem by an 
unknown author has been around 
awhile, but it speaks of this 
problem from a parent’s viewpoint.

He Is Only A Boy 
“Please don’t curse the boy 

down there. He is my son you see. 
He’s only just a boy, you know. 
He means a lot to me.

I did not raise my son, dear 
fan, for you to call him names. 
He may not be a super-star, it’s 
just a high school game.

The game belongs to them you 
see. You are just a guest. They do 
not need a fan like you, they need 
the very best.

If you have nothing nice to say, 
please leave the boys alone. And if 
you have no manners, why don’t 
you just stay home?

So please don’t curse those boys 
down there. Each one’s his
parents’ son. Win or lose, you see, 
to us they’re Number One.”

Dear Editor:
Under considerable protest, I 

traveled with my wife, Gloria, to 
the Weinert homecoming earlier 
this month. I had visited Weinert a 
couple of times in the early sixties. 
The people I met died or moved 
out. Even the stores my late father- 
in-law, Jerome K. Kane, was elated 
about coming back to visit had 
disappeared. So I was a reluctant 
traveler.

It was not long before I awoke 
to and became part of the Weinert 
spirit of cooperation-as-equals. Just 
imagine a small town of about 250 
people happily expending such time 
and effort to save a school with all 
its priceless irreplaceable memories. 
And people toiling, albeit with the 
labor of love, to publish a hard­
cover book on the area and its 
families. My life work has been 
researching, teaching and treating 
groups to cooperate in the treatment 
of stress disorders. And here was 
little Weinert, just letting it come 
naturally.

Gloria and her family moved 
from Weinert just before WWII. 
People in the Haskell area seemed 
to have vivid memories of J. K. 
Kane (d. 1981) and his son Jerry 
who spent most of his life in 
Munday before his death in 1996. 
We were told by homecoming 
participants that the house where 
Gloria was born was still standing 
(at CRs 343 and 350, I believe). 
That decrepit old house has soul. I 
fell in love with its particular style 
of hanging-in-there and xeroxed its 
image on my stationery.

I had not realized that Gloria had 
a secondary reason for returning. 
One of her few surviving relatives 
told her, shortly before the cousin’s 
death, that her father had killed a 
man shortly before her birth. And 
so we visited the Haskell 
courthouse on that Friday. 
Unfortunately, the Free Press was 
closed. However, we were very 
fortunate to meet with your county 
clerk, Carolyn Reynolds. I worked 
in governmental facilities for forty
years and know by experience how 
rare her approach to people is in 
faceless institutions. We will 
always be grateful for the time and 
energy she expended in helping us 
to find the facts. Even going to 
dusty boxes in the basement, Ms. 
Reynolds found us the indictment, 
“unlaw fully  with m alice 
aforethought killed C. E. Willis by 
shooting him.” On May 6, less 
than 5 weeks before the birth of 
Gloria, the jury rendered a two year 
suspended sentence.

Such is the stuff of which 
novels are written: Love for an area 
and the purposes of its people. Poor 
farmers, in their early 20s, without 
government helping and hindering, 
losing a boy and girl in infancy and 
childhood. And then a senseless 
murder. We can guess at the detail' 
which were missing from the 
musty dusty boxes, stored for many 
decades. What we are hoping for is 
a sharing of memories of that 
indictment of 1924.

We would also like to find the 
location of Gloria’s two older 
siblings, Kenneth and Dolores. We 
did find graves, unmarked except for 
the tin-on-cem ent minimal 
m arkings back in 1963. 
Tombstones were discussed, but 
sadly nothing happened. On the 
homecoming trip, we found that the 
Weinert cemetery is no longer 
overgrown, but closely cropped. In 
the process, those two primitive 
stones and even the general location 
is no longer identifiable.

We are hoping for any help with 
the graves whereabouts, as well as 
details of the 1925 trial at the 
Haskell County courthouse.

TIM E IS RUNNING OUT FOR THE  
TAX BREAK ON A ROTH ROLLOVER

You have only a few weeks left to take advantage of one of the 
best tax breaks of recent years-the ability to convert your regular 
IRA to a Roth IRA and spread the taxes over four years.

You'll recall that in a Roth IRA, the contributions are taxed up 
front, but from then on the earnings accumulate tax-free and all 
qualified withdrawals are tax-free. For withdrawals to qualify, the 
account must have been open for five years and you must be over 
age 59-1 /2, or disabled, or using the money as a first-time homebuy er.

When you convert your regular deductible IRA to a Roth IRA, 
you'll have to include the converted amount in your taxable income. 
However, there's a big advantage if you convert before the end of 
1998. Instead of taking the entire taxable amount into 1998 income, 
you can choose to spread it equally over four years. Of course, if 
you expect your tax bracket to be higher in the next three years, you 
may be better off to include the whole amount in income this year.

To qualify for a conversion, your 1998 income must be less than 
$100,00 (married or single). And conversion isn't right for every­
one.
