Politicos to Get Walking Papers

In a mild allusion to standing
Attorney General Dan Morales,
Attorney General-elect John
Cornyn last week said politics will
have no place in his administra-
tion.

‘While Cornyn did not give ex-
amples of the office’s duties be-
ing compromised by politics, he

'said it has influenced decisions

“on whether to defend or not to
defend state laws.”

Morales defended, however,
decisions he has made in office,

. saying he based them on a choice

to have a “strong, independent per-
spective.”

Cornyn told the Austin Ameri-
can-Statesman his “standard for
retention” at the attorney general’s

office is “pretty simple: Number
“1, no political hacks, and Number

v -2, people who are doing their job.”

He said the attorney general’s

EZofﬁce is staffed mostly by people
who have been “faithful public

sty

servants. ... They’re not political

people, they’re just doing a good
job. And as I said, to the extent
that they continue to do a good job
and they don’t play politics, I in-
tend to ask them to stay.

“The only people I think who
need to be concerned are the
people who have politicized the
office.”

In other news, Cornyn said his
transition team would be led by
Larry York, who served as first
assistant attorney general from
1973 to 1974 under Democrat
John Hill.

Bush Denies Role in GOP Coup
Gov. George W. Bush last week

said he had nothing to do with the
Republican Party’s push to replace
House Speaker Newt Gingrich.

A rumor aired on national tele-
vision “credited” Bush with mak-
ing a call indicating that if he was
to lose the presidential election in
2000, he wanted it to be because
of him, not because of Gingrich.
The call purportedly resulted in
swift action by the party to with-
draw support for Gingrich.

Karen Hughes, spokeswoman
for Bush, said the rumor is ground-
less.

Bush said his wife and twin
daughters will figure into his de-
cision whether to run or not, and
that his main priorities are child
literacy and working with the 1999
Texas Legislature.

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From The Inside Out

“Time present, time past are
both perhaps present in time future
and time future contained in time
past.” T. S. Elliot

Views of past events in
historical Haskell County, pictured
in the Genealogical Society’s new
1999 calendar, remind me of the
connectedness of life. The past,
like the future, is not a thing set
apart, irrelevant or foreign to
“now.” Our past, our present and
our future are one continuum,
linked together forever by a few
calendar days.

Although we'can’t realistically
live in the past, the past is
nevertheless living in us. We are a
composite of everything that we
have ever heard, seen and
experienced in the span of our
lifetime. Even our physical
characteristics are informed by
ancestral genes, that were present
in their own ancestral past.

Yeu 't we" deach  ihave:7'the
responsibility for making our own
contributions to being the person
we are. At any age what we do
today will have an impact on who
we are tomorrow. Our past and
present informs our future.

Looking at pictures of events
that have figured in the life of the
county I realize that even those of
us who weren’t “born and bred” in
the county find memories evoke by
the Society’s calendar that speak to
things we have experienced in our
lives; things that have become a
part of who we are today.

The August picture of an early-
day baptizing in the fall of 1908,
has stirred thoughts of a day in my
life.

It wasn’t surprising that at 12
years old, in the 5th grade in 1936,
I persuaded Mama that I wanted to

be baptized. Church was a strong,
ever-present constant in my
family’s world. It was what we did
together.

Our little church building didn’t
have a baptistery until later years.
After every confession of faith the
congregation would accompany the
convert to a member’s farm where
the symbolic act of baptism would
be performed in the farmer'‘s
earthen stock tank.

Mama knew there might be a
problem with me on that. I had
always been squeamish about
going into water where I couldn’t
see the bottom, but could feel the
bottom coming up between my
feet. More than a few times, during
a summer-time trip to Bell
County, she had to scold me to the
point just short of a “paddling” to
make me get into the cool water of
the Cow House River with the rest
of the kids. My problem with it
was that getting to the gravel-
bottomed swimming depth meant
crossing a flat ledge of rock, just
under the surface, that was thick
with green moss. The oozy slick
under my feet just about made me
sick, even though I always knew
that when I got past it, I'd have fun
like the others, (until it came time
to get back out again.)

But, on that Sunday afternoon,
with no hesitation, I walked out
into the long-standing water that
had been captured over months in
the stock tank. I felt so convinced
and good about it, I didn’t mind the
spongy mud coming nearly to my
knees or the ground-gas escaping in
bubbles rising around by legs at
every step.

“Oh happy day, that fixed my
lot...,” the congregation sang in
encouragement, as they gathered

around the edge of the tank. The
words and melody trailed off across
the flat fields into the crisp
November afternoon like a
benediction.

I had badgered Mama into
letting me take my new wool coat,
which sported a little rabbit fur
collar, to put on when I came up
out of the water. (A new coat
seemed to me an appropriate thing
for one to wear in “newness of
life.”)

Riding soaked, back to town,
wrapped in the new, green coat, I
felt so good; warmed by the
thought that my “lot” was fixed.

The strong conviction I felt made
the austere physical circumstances
of the day of no consequence.

As I grew older I would learn
that time has a way of weakening
threads in the fabric of new coats
and new commitments, leaving
them in need of renewal. I would
learn it, but in the joy of that day
there was no shadow.

Not everyone felt or understood
my joy. Monday morning during
recess, Vertie Mae Deets ran up and
yelled, “Hey, Mary Lynn, I heard
that you’re a camel, now. Are you
really a camel?” Running up and
down, she repeated it several times.

I knew that she was making an
illusion to the name
“Campbellite.” But I knew she’d
heard it from her parents and for the
first time in the five years I'd
known her, I didn’t answer Vertie

" Mae with some choice put-down

words of my own. I just felt sorry
for her.

I decided my surprising reaction
to her intended ridicule must be the
“newness of life” setting in on me.
It felt real good.

Oh, happy day, indeed.

USDA provides
loss assistance

Glenn Brzozowski. County
Exccutive of the Haskell County
FSA Office announced that oftfice
cmployces made approximately
$2.5 million in payments, three
days last week. to Haskell County
owners and operators to help offset
heavy losses resulting from low
commodity prices.

“These income loss assistance
payments are part of a relief
package designed to help farmers
whose livelihoods are on the line,”
said Brzozowski. “They will make
the difference for many family
farmers who can plan for a spring
crop now instead of a spring
auction.”

The payments were made only
to those owners and operators who
were eligible under the 1996 Farm
Bill for fiscal year (FY) 1998 final
Productions Flexibility Contract
(PFC) payments, sometimes called
market transition payments.

A total of $2.8 billion was
provided in relief payments to
farmers across the country.
Although $3.057 billion was
appropriated for the payments,
Congress mandated that $200 be
made available for assistance to
dairy farmers. As a result,
individual owners and operators
received about 49.72 percent of
their total FY 1998 PFC payment.

“You didn’t have to file an
application to receive these
payments,” said Brzozowski. “They
were automatically paid to those

eligible.”
USDA intends to make
announcements about other

provisions in the relief package,
including disaster relief, in the
upcoming weeks.

IRS TAX UPDATE — OCTOBER 1998

*IRS interest rates for the fourth quarter of 1998 will remain at
8% charged on tax underpayments and 7% paid on tax refunds.
Underpayments by large corporations will continue to face a 10%
interest charge through the final quarter of 1998. -

In preparation for the Year 2000, the IRS is changing the date
field on information returns (such as forms in the 1099 series)
from a two-digit field to a four-digit field. If you will have to file
any of these information returns for 1998 (generally due early in
1999), your systems should be updated now to comply with the
new required date format.

eVarious tax numbers are adjusted for inflation each year. One
of those numbers is the threshold at which you are responsible for
payroll taxes on wages paid to household help. The 1997 thresh-
old had been $1,000; that threshold increases to $1,100 for 1998.
Also changed for 1998: This year any payroll taxes due on
household help must be prepaid through quarterly tax estimates
orincreased withholding. Last year, you were allowed to pay any
1997 "nanny taxes" in April 1998 when you filed your 1997 tax
return. This year you may be subject to penalties if you have not
prepaid the required amount.

*The IRS has announced an increase in the threshold at which
small businesses are required to make payroll tax deposits. The
previous threshold had been $500. This threshold is increased to
$1,000, effective for quarterly returns for periods beginning July
1, 1998, and for annual returns for periods beginning January |,
1999. Employers whose payroll taxes fall below the $1,000
threshold for a return period will not have to make monthly tax
deposits. They will be permitted to send payment with the return
filed for that period.
