West Texas Utilities is Y2K ready

by Mary Kaigler
Paul J. Brower of Abilene,
General Manager and President of
West Texas Utilities Company told
a group of area media

~ representatives Thursday that the

company is in good shape in the
matter of preparing for the
possibility of problems widely
predicted to be a threat with the
onset of the year 2000. Speaking
during a luncheon hosted by WTU
and Fred Hernandez, area business
manager of the company, Brower
said WTU is making excellent
progress, and is well on track to
having all of their equipment Y2K
ready by June at the latest.

“We‘ve inventoried 100% of our
equipment. We know everything
that has a technical potential for
problems. By now we’ve tested
90% of it. So far, we’ve found no
catastrophic failures what so ever,”
he said.

Brower explained that a lot of
the company’s equipment, such as
meters, are electromechanical, not
digital. Although no problems
have been found in the power
plants, he said every possibility is
being pursued. “We’ve simulated
problems with suppliers and even
though we’re ready, everyone we
have to depend on is being
pressured to sure they are ready and
there is no problem.” For instance,
should there be a train traffic
problem, he said the company has
a sixty day supply of coal in case a
problem develops with gas lines
(some plants use gas to make
energy as well). The company also
has a thirty day supply of fuel oil
for those plants that depend on it,
he said.

In summing up his remarks
about Y2K, Brower said he can’t
guarantee there will be no
interruptions to electrical power on
January 1, anymore than he can
guarantee there won’t be
interruptions to electrical power
service from a thunderstorm on any
given afternoon. “These things just
happen,” he said. “But, I can tell
you this: I’'m more worried about
someone out celebrating on New
Year’s Eve running into a pole
causing us problems than I am

about Y2K causing us problems.”
Brower said that as alarmists
become more visible and TV talk
shows and news programs
spotlight the fears, many folks will
become more concerned about Y2K
as it gets nearer to the end of the
year. “We already receive calls from
customers about it; especially the
elderly customers. I tell them what
I’d tell anyone if they are concerned
about that. I would be no more
concerned and take no more
precautions than they or I would
take if we were looking for a bad

storm to come through; have
candles, water, flashlights, that sort
of thing, on hand for a minimum
period of time. But I don’t expect
any big problems.”

Explaining that WTU has also
participated in the national test day
mandated by National Energy
Regulatory Testing system, Brower
said, “We came through that with
flying colors.”

With a reassuring note of
confidence he added, “I feel real
good about it.”

In German and Scottish
folktales pansies were known as
stepmothers. They come in nearly

every color. Today there are nearly

400 colors. They are know as
annuals. They bloom in early
spring and fall. Their little faces on
their colorful prolific blooms
always delight me.

Now is the time to put up
birdhouses and hummingbird
feeders. Plant a tree on Arbor Day
April 30. It is time to offer oranges
to fruit-eating birds such as orioles,

spring-flowering shrubs right after
their blooms fade. Watch for
migrating birds like tanagers,
warblers, thrushes and vireos.

It is the time to plant warm-
season annuals for color all
summer.

Sunny locations can be planted
with lantana, copper plant,
marigolds, pentos, geranium,
zinnias, salvia, sun coleus,
firebush and others.

For a shady place try caladiums,
begonias, impatiens, coleus among
other shade loving annuals.

Cool water is the best
treatment for minor burns

No matter what folklore you’ve
heard about putting a pat of butter
or an ice pack on a burn—cool water
is the best treatment.

Minor burns can often be treated
at home. For a small injury that
daes: not ‘break -the “:skin,
immediately hold the burned area
under cool running tap water for
one to two minutes or until the

pain eases. If the skin is broken
apply a mild ointment or cream.

“Never use ice on a burn. It can
cause more damage,” says Dr. Gary
Purdue, professor of surgery and a
burn specialist at UT Southwestern
Medical Center at Dallas.

If the injury is larger than the
size of your palm, seek medical
help.

Winter broadleaf weeds in our
lawns can be controlled with a
broadleat herbicide such as Weed-B-
Gone.

Apply compost in early spring
when the roots and soil of your
roses become active. Soil bacteria
will break down the organic matter
providing roses with nutrients.

When you visit friends who
have moved to a new home, add
hollyhock seeds to the old
fashioned traditional gift of a loaf
of bread, a box of salt and a 1b. of
dried beans. Folklore has it that
bread and beans assure the
homesteaders good fortune and
plenty and that the salt assures
spice in their lives.

When you are ready: to plant
okra seeds this year, put them in
the freezer overnight before you
sow them. The freezing will crack
the hard seed coats. They will come
up much quicker and you will get a
better stand.

Yard watering tips help
summer water conservation

With summer fast approaching
and the forecast for a dry summer,
although the recent rains have been
very beneficial, it is important to
take every step to utilize your
water by implementing some easy
steps to help ensure conservation
ind effective watering usage to help
ower your water costs. This is
Nater Week and this could be very
ielpful in watering your yard.

Small steps can make a big
difference. By following a few
simple lawn watering tips, people
can do their part to protect the
water supply in Texas.

How much water can be saved?
Vell, consider this. The average
homeowner pours approximately
18,000 gallons of water on their
lawn during the summer months,
according to estimates by the Texas
Watel;f‘;)evelopment Board. Yet, as
much as half that water is wasted
because of poor watering practices.

In other words, a homeowner
could be wasting approximately
9,000 gallons of water. In Texas,
that adds up to almost an average
month’s worth of water. And,

- when you add up all the lawns in

Texas, the results are staggering.

In total, Texans put about 850
billion gallons of water on their
lawns each year to keep them
green, according to a 1993 survey
conducted by the Texas
Agricultural Extension Service and

the Turfgrass Association. Single
family homes account for two
million acres of turf: 56 percent of
the acreage in the state. Ninety-four
percent of homeowners said that
irrigation is the most important
step to a healthy lawn.

Learning to use water wisely
results in lower water bills and
helps conserve the state’s water
resources. Here are three water
smart tips from Extension turfgrass
expert Dr. Gene Taylor.

First, water early in the
morning, recommends Taylor. If
you water during the heat of the

day, too much water is lost to
evaporation and you end up
watering longer that you should.
On the other hand, watering in the
evening increases the risk of
disease because water-remains on
the plant throughout the night, he
says.

Second, be sure not to water too
much. Yards do not need 1 inch of
water per week throughout the
entire growing season. Most lawns
can do with much less until the
hottest part of the summer and
then, it is best to apply it in 1/2
inch applications spaced three or
four days apart, he says.

To calculate how long to run a
sprinkler system to get a specific
amount of water, place a straight-
sided container, such as a coffee
mug or tuna can, on the lawn and
run your sprinkler for 15 minutes.
After it is shut off, measure the

depth of water in the container and
multiply by four. This will be the
amount of water (in inches) your
sprinkler applies in one hour.

The best approach to watering
your lawn, says Taylor, is to
“water and wait.” Pay attention to
your yard—when it starts changing
colors from green to a blue-gray
color and the tips of the grass start
curling, it has started going under
drought stress and needs to be
watered. :

Finally, Taylor says, inspect
your sprinkler system to be sure
there are no problems or leaks.

“The average irrigation system
has 10 percent of its heads
malfunctioning,” he says. “To
evaluate a system, turn it on and
look for damaged heads that don’t
come up, shoot water straight into
the air, don’t move smoothly or are
misaligned and watering
pavement.” _

“Many people think these
problems would be obvious,”
Taylor said. “But they won’t be
obvious if the system is set to
come on early in the morning
while you’re still asleep.”

These simple tips can save you
money and help save Texas’
limited water supply.

NEW RULES FOR YOUR 1999 TAX PLANNING

It's time to get serious about your 1999 tax planning. Here are
some of the new tax rules you'll need to be aware of this year.

°In 1999, up to $1,500 of interest paid on higher education
loans will be deductible, an increase from the 1998 limit of
$1,000. The deduction phases out at higher income levels
($40,000-$55,000 for singles and $60,000-$75,000 for couples).

*A child tax credit of $500-per child is available for children
under 17 (up from $400 for 1998). There is a phase-out of the
deduction that starts at $75,000 of income for singles and heads
of household and at $110,000 for couples.

*This year taxpayers will no longer be denied a deduction for
a home office that is used only for administrative and manage-
rial tasks (such as billing clients or customers, setting up
appointments, etc.) if there is no other location to perform these
tasks.

eSelf-employed individuals, partners, and more than 2% S
corporation owners may deduct 60% of medical insurance
premiums paid in 1999, an increase from 45% in 1998.

*The election to expense rather than depreciate newly ac-
quired business equipment increases from the 1998 maximum
of $18,500 to $19,000 for 1999.

*The prior-year safe harbor for individuals with more than
$150,000 of income increases from 100% of prior year tax
liability to 105% for 1999 quarterly estimated tax payments.

eIf youconvertyourregular IRA toaRothIRA in 1999, you'll
berequired to pay all the income tax due on your 1999 tax return.
You can no longer spread the tax consequence over four years.
Also, you're limited to one reconversion from Roth back to
regular IRA during 1999.
