The large majority of diabetes cases
are adult-onset, the kind that
emerges when body cells fail to
recognize and respond to insulin as
well as they once did.

Scientists have been loeking for
a natural way to control insulin for
over a decade. They found that a
few spices, especially cinnamon,
made fat cells much more
responsive to insulin.

AUSTIN — A Mexican pub-
lishing official must pay $1 mil-
lion in delinquent child support
following a Bexar County judge’s
order.

Jose Antonio O’Farrill Avila, a
Mexican citizen and heir to a pub-
lishing and printing fortune, paid
$291,650 immediately to Luisa
Gonzalez, the mother of his
daughter, and put another
$702,050 in a trust account for
monthly dispersals of $6,300.

O’Farrill was indicted and ar-
rested last December at his home
near Vail, Colo. on arelated crimi-
nal non-support charge. In 1996 a
judge ordered him to pay $1 mil-
lion in delinquent support but he
failed to comply. O’Farrill, who is
married and the father of four
other children, is vice president of
his father’s publishing company
and author of a weekly column in
the family’s Mexico City daily
newspaper. i

The large sum is just part of the
state’s new aggressive child sup-
port collection system. Texas At-
torney General John Cornyn said
his office collected $1 billion in
child support payments in state fis-
cal year 2000, the highest amount
€VCer.

To help improve collection ef-
forts, the Legislature approved

funds for 114 staff members in
four regional call centers located
in Dallas/Fort Worth (972-339-
3100), Houston (713-243-7100),
Austin (512-514-7000) and San
Antonio (210-841-8450).

2 schools to receive audits

Texas Comptroller Carole
Keeton Rylander will audit two of
the state’s largest school districts
that have received poor perfor-
mance ratings.

The comptroller will conduct
Texas School Performance Re-
views of both the Dallas and Fort
Worth school districts, which rank
number two and number four re-
spectively in Texas for enrollment.

The Dallas Independent School
District board of trustees approved
a resolution last week calling for
the audit and committed up to
$200,000 to help pay for the re- -
view, which the state estimates
will cost $800,000. The district has
28 low-performing schools, the
highest in the state.

Fort Worth ISD had six schools
or alternative programs rated low
performing last school year. No
schools in that district received a
low-performing rating in 1998-99.
The Fort Worth review is esti-
mated to cost $500,000.

In 1991, the Texas Legislature

gave the comptroller the author-
ity to review school district bud-
gets and operations to determine
their effectiveness and efficiency.
Since its inception the Texas
School Performance Review has
audited 45 schools serving more
than 1 million students and has
recommended $485 million in cost
savings.
TNRCC to defend plan in court

Texas Natural Resource Con-
servation officials will be in court
next month defending the first of
six lawsuits filed to fight the
agency’s clean air plan for the
Dallas-Fort Worth Metroplex.

Air Transport Association of

America filed a lawsuit seeking to
prevent the TNRCC from requir-
ing emissions reductions from
ground-support equipment at air-
ports. The trial is Oct. 27 in Austin.

The TNRCC rules require ei-
ther a 90 percent reduction in ni-
trogen oxide emissions from - or
electrification of - runway ser-
vices, such as baggage handling
machines, in four Metroplex air-
ports, Dallas-Fort Worth Interna-
tional, Love Field, Meacham Field
and Alliance.

The association says it falls
under Federal Aviation Adminis-
tration rules and is not subject to
state or local regulations. TNRCC
contends that while it may lack
jurisdiction over aircraft, the state
does have the right to regulate
ground activity at airports.

Children, daycare
and fire ants

By Brandon Anderson

Inscets hold a dear place in the
hearts and minds of children. To a
child, an insect is an interesting
creature that causes very little, if
any, fear. Ants probably reccive
the attention of most children
because they are casy to find and
can be watched for long periods of
time. Most ants in the daycare’s
playground setting are harmless,
either because they lack a stinger or
because they don’t want to use
them.

Red imported fire ants. on the
other hand, sting more children each
year than all other inséects
combined. Children are stung on
their arms, hands, feet and legs
during close inspection of fire ant
trail or mounds, or because they
don’t know they are standing on or
near one of these areas.
Fortunately, most children are not
allergic to fire ant stings and
eventually recovér on their own.
For some, fire ant stings represent a
real danger and may require
emergency medical attention.
Whatever the situation, fire ant
control for daycare operators is a
difficult, expensive and ongoing
problem that must be dealt with to
ensure the safety of the children in
their care.

By law, all pest control
operations in a daycare must be
performed by a pest control operator

licensed by the Texas Structural
Pest Control Board. These
operations can be aimed at weeds.
insects, rodents, pest birds, plan..
diseases and all other similar
situations.

In many instances. daycare
playgrounds may contain areas of
hardened bare soil. wood mulch, pea
gravel and sparse grasses. These
conditions usually discourage fire
ants from building mounds. but do
not prevent them from inhabiting
these areas. Children are frequently
stung by fire ants without any
warning or indication of an ant
mound. When faced with a
situation where mounds are not
visible, there are some viable.
inexpensive -and environmentally
friendly strategies that will reduce
fire ants by 90% for extended
periods of time.

Whatever the situation. one fact
is clear: fire ant stings to children
are unacceptable. They can cause
painful blisters and even serious
medical problems. Treating daycdre
playgrounds is a sensitive issue and
must be approached with
forethought and caretul planning.

A: I am pleased to report that
Texas Exile has been very successful
in removing criminals and guns from
the streets of Texas. Asoflate August
there have been:

* More than 365 arrests

* 288 indictments

* 104 convictions

* More than 825 guns confiscated

Each arrest, indictment, and

conviction under Texas Exile sends
a clear message to criminals in this
state: Gun Crime Means Hard Time.

When law enforcement officials
catch a criminal using or possessing
agunillegally, the Texas Exile special
prosecutor works with local
prosecutors to determine under which
statutes the suspect will receive the
harshest penalty. The Texas Exile
special prosecutors are cross-
designated as assistant U.S. attorneys,
which allows them to try cases in
both state and federal court.

Texas Exile uses existing state
and federal gun laws to prosecute
criminals. Lengthy sentences are
being handed down, meaning thos.
convicted will serve real time in
prisori. When the criminal is tried
and sentenced under federal guide-
lines, he or she is sent to a federal
prison far from friends and family,
with no possibility of parole - thus
being “exiled” from his or her
community. Infact, in most cases,
the offender is also denied bond so
he or she is incarcerated continuously
from the time of arrest until the
conclusion of his or her prison
sentence.

One example of the program’s
success is the case of James McFarland,
Jr., who was sentenced to0 97.5 years
in federal prison after being convicted
of committing four robberies.
McFarland carried and used a gun
in the commission of each robbery.
Prior to this conviction, McFarland
had five felony convictions.

‘Secondhand: smqke

Asthma, respiratory tract
infections, middle ear infections
and even sudden infant death

.syndrome have been associated

with secondhand tobacco smoke.
Asthma, which causes American
children to miss ten million school
days per year, is often triggered by
secondhand smoke.

Extension health specialist,
Linda Jouridine, says the toxins in
cigarette smoke are especially
harmful to young children, whose
breathing capacity has not fully
developed.

Jouridine says that not blowing
smoke directly at children is not
enough. Parents should restrict
smoking to outdoors and children
should not sit in smoking sections
of restaurants.
