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BABSON
Doesn't Fear Inflation Now

Babson Park, Mass., Oct 19. — 
Most people worry at the wrong 
time; and worry about the wrong 
thing. A few years ago when no 
One was fearful of inflation, read­
ers know I was continually warn­
ing against it. In fact, the Fred­
erick A. Stokes Company of New 
York published in 1937 a bqok en­
titled “If Inflation Comes.” At 
that time no one paid any at­
tention to the book or to infla­
tion; but recently the book has 
gone through ten editions. People 
are now frightened about infla­
tion.
PEOPLE ARE USUALLY WRONG

In 1937 the cost of living in­
dex was 10.3. Since then it has 
risen 80 per cent and average 
weekly earnings have risen 160 
per cent. Now all the columnists 
are warning of inflation! It is 
Just like the stock market. When 
stocks are cheap, as they were in 
1932 and 1933, no one was in­
terested in buying them; but in 
1951 when they have risen 175 
per cent and the Dow-Jones Ave­
rage is up from 100 in 1933 to 
275 today, people w’ant to buy 
Stocks.

I am not considering inflation. 
11 is bad. But there is no legiti­
mate excuse for the increase in 
prices and the cost of living. If 
people had been worried about 
Inflation in the thirties, as they 
are today, inflation would not 

Uteve happened. It is just as bad 
now to fear inflation will “bust 
the country” as it was then to 
Ignore it.
LET'S LOOK AT THE RECORD

After every great war, until 
now, there has been a decline in 
the cost of living. After the Civil 
War, 1861-1865, the cost of living 
gradually declined until 1896. Af­
ter World War I. the cost of living 
beginning in 1920, declined until 
It reached a low point in 1933. 
Tbe cost of living then fluctu­

ated for a few years and again 
increased during World War II. 
The natural thing would have 
been for it to be on the decline 
again today. If it followed the 
course of all previous wars, in­
cluding the Revolutionary War, 
the War of 1812, the Mexican 
War, the Civil War, the Spanish 
American War and World War I, 
we would now have deflation in­
stead of inflation

The truth is that the present 
trend is contrary to previous ec­
onomic history Inflationary pri­
ces are due to Organized Labor, 
aided by the politicians reducing 
working hours. Labor leaden 
yell about the high cost of living 
and blame it on “ Inflation” ; but 
they will not tell you the real 
cause for inflation. This is not 
necessarily a criticism of labor 
unions. I have always defended 
collective bargaining. The fact, 
nevertheless, remains that if the 
labor leaders had been reason­
able, the cost of living would 
have gone down following World 
War II.
NO REASON TO FEAR THE U. S.

WILL BUST
The talk now is that the arm­

ament program will “bust the 
country’s” ; but I don’t believe 
this. Bankers point to the fac' 
that an expenditure of $50 bil­
lion a year on armaments will 
either result in taxes so high that 
the people cannot stand them, or 
else will cause our Government 
to get into terrible debt. The facts 
do not uphold this nonsensical 
talk. Labor leaders can solve the 
problem whenever they wish and

Amendments Are 
Explained

Raising Rural Fire Prevention 

Districts Tax Ceiling
Senate Joint Resolution (SJR) 

No. 8:
In 1949 voters approved a con 

stitutional amendment providing 
for creation of Rural Fire Pre 
vention Districts. It also provid 
ed that voters might create b> 
election a tax not to exceed three 
cents per $100. The vote of this 
amendment was 153,252 for anc 
145,298 against.

The amendment to be voted
this will not require a reduction 
in "take home” wages. Fifty bil­
lion dollars a year can be spent 
on armaments, the cost of living 
can be reduced, federal employ­
ees can continue to hold their 
jobs; the Government can ope­
rate with a surplus, instead of a 
deficit, and taxes can be reduced 
by extending the working day 
from eight hours to ten hours 
without a pay increase.

The total income of the country 
for 1951 will be about $275 bil­
lion. Of this amount $175 billion 
will go to wage workers* on the 
basis of an eight hour day. If we 
all worked two hours more, which 
would be no longer than our 
fathers worked, this would be 
equivalent to increasing produc­
tion 25 per cent. This could solve 
our inflation problem and pay for 
all our military preparations. To 
talk about Russia waiting until 
our country is busted is the 
“bunk.” Of course, we will some­
time have another business de­
pression for trying to get some­
thing for nothing; but if such 
threatens our existance, it can 
quickly be cured by all of us 
working longer and harder. By 
doing this now we would have 
Russia licked once and for all. 
No wonder the Communists and 
fellow travelers are urging labor 
to resist a longer work day.

VETERANS tAHD LOANS
Pouse Joint R--so.ut.ofl <..JR> T

In 1946 Texas voters approve 
by majority of 80 022 to 29,935 a 
amendment to the Constitution 
known as Section 49-b of Article 
III.

That amendment authorizes 
the State to issue up to $25,000,- 
000 of bonds. Those bonds are 
sold to nrovide money that is 
loaned t<Tveterans of World War 
II to buy farms or ranches. To 
operate this loan program the 
Veterans Land Board was created. 
It consists of the Governor, the 
State Comptroller and the At­
torney General.

The amendment to be voted 
upon November 13 would make 
the following changes in the con 
stitution’s provisions affecting 
Veterans’ Land Loans.

1. Increase from $25,000,000 tr 
$100,000,000 the total amount of 
bonds the State could issue.

2. Make eligible for loans all 
men who serve in the armed 
forces as many as 90 da vs prio- 
to December 31, 1952. The law 
applies only to men who served 
to January 1, 1946.

3. Extend the life of the loan 
program from November, 1954 to 
November, 1959.

The legislature has enacted a 
law to put this amendment inh 
effect immediately if it is ap 
proved on November 13.

To August 31, 1950 aproximat 
ely one and one-half percent of 
Texas’ 800,000 veterans had oh 
tained these loans. The veterans’ 
land fund purchased land for 
veterans costing $17.000 000 dur­
ing the first veer it operated.

Expense of administering th* 
program is paid from the genera’ 
revenue fund of the state, from 
taxes. This expense totaled $106 
479 in the year ending August 31. 
1950. The legislature has appro­
priated $150 000 for 1952 and

Are You Obese? 
Reduce, Says Cox 
But Do It Right

Austin, Oct. 11 •— “Obesity” is 
a classy word meaning hefty, 
overweight, or plain fat.

Over 25,000,000 people in the 
United States are overweight. In 

|Texas the number is probaly close 
| to 100,000, causing what State 
I Health Officer George W C o x  
calls “a significant public health 
problem.”

Obesity, the doctor declares, 
brings on a predisposition to dia­
betes and high blood pressure,

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which may be in conflict. It is 
evident that the amendment 
would open the gates to people 
from other States who would 
hurry here to receive Texas pen­
sions and to thousands of Mexi­
cans and 'other foreigners who 
are not now eligible.

“The 57.000,000 addition to 
the pension fund would not 
suffice to provide payment 
to all these new comers and 
foreigners. Those at present re­
ceiving old age assistance 
would have to share with the 
Mexicans and people attracted 
here from other states. Their 
monthly payments would have 
to be reduced.
It will require a special session 

of the legislature to levy the tax­
es to secure the $7,000,000 an­
nual addition to the pension 
funds of the State. Such a session 
could levy many other taxes 
such as a sales tax or a gross re­
ceipts tax. These taxes however 
would not help the old folks, the 
blind and the needy children. 
Only $7,000,000 could be appro­
priated for this purpose. I think 
that needy Texas old folks should 
have adequate pension but this 
amendment will hurt them rather 
than help them.

"  I am asking all Texas citi­
zens, especially those on the pen­
sion rolls, their relatives and 
friends to help beat this amend­
ment. Please write me at Prince­
ton, Texas, and I will be glad to 
send you literature explaining 
this unfair attempt to give Texas 
pension funds to foreigners and 
outsiders. I am organizing the 
Committee to Keep Texas Pension 
Funds for Texas Citizens. I want 
every thinking Texan to join in 
the fight to keep this deceptive 
amendment out of our State Con­
stitution.”

A daily quart of skim milk or 
buttermilk, taken during or be­
tween meals. Milk is high in pro­
tein, minerals and vitamins, and 
helps prevent a hungry feeling. 
Cook Without Fat 

One serving of lean meat each 
day, cooked without added fat.

Eat liver frequently for its high 
nutritive and low calorie, count. 
Fish and poultry can be used for 
variety, if prepared by steaming, 
broiling, or baking to avoid ex­
cess fat.

One egg daily, preferably more. 
They can replace some of the 
lean meat, but be sure to cook 
them without fat.

Vegetables, the leafy, green 
calorie-short type, should be used 
generously for their bulk, seas­
oned with vinegar, lemon juice, 
chopped onions, or sour picKles, 
rather than fdtty oils. Cauli­
flower, carrots, and cabbage-both 
cooked and raw, are beneficial, 
too.

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Mechanical Revolution Underway 
In Plains Cotton Crop Harvesting

College Station, Oct 15 — A 
chan leal revolution in cotton 

production is underway in the 
Ifexas high plains, according to 
• recent report of the Texas Agri­
cultural Experiment Station on 
a study made in cooperation 
With the USDA Bureau of Agri­
cultural Economics.

Bulletin 735, “Economics of 
Mechanical Cotton Harvesting in 
the High Plains Cotton Area of 
Texas,” indicates that high plains 
cotton growers may soon free 
themselves of their present de­
pendence upon the south Texas 
migratory labor force, even dur­
ing peak harvesting periods.

During 1949, for example, an 
estimated 40 per cent of the re­
cord crop, or nearly 600,000 bales, 
was machine harvested-' in the 
IDcounty area . covered by the 
study, included in the area are 
Bailey, Crosby, Dawson, Hock­ley. Howard, Lubbock, Lynn, Mar­
tin, and Terry counties.

Only in 1948. when yields 
were extremely low, was the 
financial advantage in favor 
of hand harvesting and then 
aaly on dry-land cotton.
The authors of the bulletin, M. 

If. Williamson, Jr., Q. M. Morgan 
and Ralph H. Rogers, report that 
Buring four years of study, 1947- 
'SB. costs of hand harvesting 
average about $40 a bale. The 
total cost per bale for operating 
mechanical strippers (exclusive 
af field and grade loss) on dry­
land farms averaged $9.10 in cot­
ton that had not been previously 
land snapped. For scrapping, the 
average cost was $20.10 per bale.

On irrigated land with higher 
fields, average costs were only 
ft.50 per bale on cotton not pre­
ciously hand snapped and $10.85 
per bale for scrapping.

Data on the amount of labor 
saved by mechanical harvesting 
are impressive. The report shows

that mechanical strippers reduce 
harvest labpr requirements from 
17 man hobrs to 1.5 hours per 
acre on dry land and from 33 to 
2 man hours per acre on irrigated 
land.

These savings are only par 
tially offset by field losses due 
to mechanical harvesting. Field 
losses of storm resistant cotton 
range from two to 10 per cent of 
the crop, depending upon the 
yield, stripper operation and har­
vesting conditions.

On rented farms, the tenant 
being responsible for harvesting 
operations, receives the full bene­
fit of net savings from mechani­
cal stripping. Returns to the land­
lord, on the other hand, average 
$3 to $4 less per bale due to 
field losses on machine harvested 
cotton. Some adjustments in 
rental rates are being reported 
in the area because of this dif­
ference.

Despite the advantages of ma­
chine harvesting, the agricultural 
economists note that a farmer 
must have a fairly large acreage 
in cotton before he is justified 
in buying a mechanical stripper. 
The minimum suggested is 50 
acres of cotton yielding an axer- 
age of 200 pounds of lint per acre. 
The ideal acreage for a stripper 
is about 275 acres of dry land or 
200 acres of irrigated land.

WTCC Committee Opposes 2 And 
Approves 3 Proposed Amendments

The taxation and legislation 
committee of the West Texas 
Chamber of Commerce has ex 
pressed support for three and op 
position to two proposed amend 
ments to the constitution of Tex 
as to be voted upon Nocember 
13.

The committee, headed by 
Frank H. Kelley of Colorado City, 
adopted resolutions expressing its 
position at a meeting in Abilene 
recently.

Proposals that have support of 
the WTCC are:

1. To provide for investment of 
the Permanent University Fund 
in securities other than bonds is­
sued or guaranteed by govern­
ment units and agencies. (House 
Joint Resolution No. 37).

2. To increase from $25 millions 
to $75 millions the amount of 
bonds that may be issued for the 
Veteran’s Land Fund; making 
Texas Veterans of service since 
1945 eligible for loans; making 
clear authority of the legislatlre 
to pay interest and principal on 
bonds out of the general revenue 
fund if necessary. (House Joint 
Resolution No. 2).

Opposed by the committee, act­
ing for the WTCC, are:

1. Authorizing the legislature 
to provide a state wide system of 
retirement and disability pension 
for appointive officers and em­
ployes of counties. (House Joint 
Resolution No. 22).

2. Raising tax rate ceiling for 
Rural Fire Prevention Districts 
from three to 50 cents per $100. 
(Senate Joint Resolution No. 8).

3. Eliminating all requirements 
as to citizenship and residence in 
Texas for eligibility to receive 
Old Age Assistance, aid to the 
blind and to dependent children; 
authorizing the expenditure of an

| additional $7,000,000 for these 
p u b l i c  assistance programs. 
(House Joint Resolution No. 6).

The committee f e l t  the 
amendment relating to Old 
Age Assistance would result in 
lowering of payments to prel 
sent recipients and "ojen the 
gate" to abuses of the program 
even greater than now exsists. 
The opinion was expressed 
that the laws affecting the en­
tire state public welfare pro­
gram should be rewritten.
The committee voted against 

the amendment that would make 
possible pensions for county ap­
pointive officers and employes 

j after it was pointed out that the 
Federal Social Security Act now 
opens the way for counties and 
their employees to contribute 
jointly to that program. A state 
pension system for these people 
would; therefore, be straightout 
duplication it was declared.

James F. Melton, manager of 
the WTCC taxation and legisla­
tion department, reported results 
of a survey hv the WTCC to de­
termine need for creation of Rural 
Fire Prevention Districts. He said 
the survey justified the conclu­
sion that the rural fire problem 
is being handled satisfactorily by 
voluntary local action and that 
a higher tax ceiling for such dis­
tricts is not needed.

The committee approved the 
amendment that would loosen re­
strictions upon investment of the 
University Permanent Fund for 
benefit of the University of Tex­
as and A & M College after re­
marks by James P. Hart, chancel­
lor of the university.

Hart declared that, due to pre­
sent investments restrictions, the 
average yield from this fund is 
2.49 per cent while other major 
universities that are under no 
such restrictions have received 
an average of 4.6 per cent on 
similar investments. He said the 
privilege of investing the Fund

in securities other than those is 
sued or guaranteed by govern 
ment or its agencies would be 
“a hedge against inflation”. He 
noted that cost of university ope 
ration per student and other 
operational items has risen great­
ly. He emphasized that what­
ever additional income is real­
ized from these investments will 
reduce cost to taxpayers for sup 
port of the two largest state edu 
cational institutions.

Farm Steel And 
Iron Scrap Is 
Badly Needed

Steel and more steel is need 
ed by industries of the nation 
engaged in building weapons fo: 
defense as well as items for ci 
vilian use. Steel mills can in 
crease their output if greate 
supplies of scrap iron is mad< 
available to them.

New steel is approximately on' 
half scrap and half pig iron an' 
reports from the steel industr 
point out that supplies of sera; 
now on hand at the mills arc 
dangerously low.

During the next month fanner 
are urged to collect and sell a1 
scrap that cannot be used on th' 
farm. According to B. F. Vance 
chairman of the Texas Agriccul 
tural Mobilization Committee 
farm scrap is the special deman< 
since it includes some of the 
heavier scrap iron and steel n<jv 
needed by the mills.

Vance suggests that farmer 
check the farm for such serai 
as worn out plow points, sharer 
cultivator shovels and sweeps 
horse drawn equipment which 
lias been replaced bv tractor' 
unuseable wire and cables, ol: 
storage batteries and other item 
that ;io longer are used on th 
farm.

Farm machinery or equipmer 
that can be repaired should nc 
be scrapped. Vance said, no 
should metal that can be use. 
for making repairs on other im 
plements or equipment. Farmer 
are urged not only to make *h< 
best possible use of all machine1 
and tools now on hand but V 
conserve all essential materials

Discarded equipment unles 
collected and sold for scrap *us 
ually rusts away and no one re­
rives any benefit from it. Ter 
iodic cleanup campaigns cover­
ing the entire farm also helps 
to keep the farm tidy and more 
beautiful, says Vance.

Many Types O f Business How Required 
To Post Celling Prices In Stores

Many types of businesses are 
required by ceiling price regula­
tions to have certain postings 
prominently displayed in their 
buildings, Ted Gehring, L u b b o ck  
district OPS price executive, 
pointed out yesterday, so that 
their custimers may know wheth­
er the firms are in Compliance 
with government price laws.

“Those firms required to make 
postings but who have failed to 
comply are operating in violation 
of the Office of Price Stablization 
regulations,” Gehring emphasiz­
ed.

In reviewing the posting re­
quirements, district price offi­
cials pointed out that among the 
firms who must post ceiling 
prices or other statements include 
department stores, c l o t h i n g  
stores, ariety stores and furn­
iture stores covered by ceiling 
price regulations governing the 
sale of consumer goods; laund- 
dries, dry cleaning establish­
ments, cotton gins, all kinds of 
repair shops and other firms who 
retail consumer services; and ser­
vice stations, garages, farm ma­
chinery repair and maintenance 
firms, and machine shops and 
welding shops.

CONSUMER DURABLE 
POSTINGS

Firms retailing consumer dur­
ables such as wearing apparel, 
furniture, housewares and no­
tions, all those covered by ceiling 
price regulation 7 and amend­
ments, are required to have a 
sign posted in their place of bus­
iness stating the following:

“The price of merchandise ir. 
t.his store are no higher than the 
OPS ceiling prices of the articles.” 
""’ e sign is to be ’■'’ "ced so as to 
be plainly visible to the store’s 
customers.

GASOLINE STATIONS < 
POSTINGS

Gasoline service stations prob­
ably are required to make more 
postings than any other type of 
business, price officials said. 
They are required to post their 
ceiling prices of gasoline, and 
all petroleum products as to 
grade. Their selling prices, which 
may be below ceiling prices, nee* 
not be posted. |

The price of the g a s o l ic j  I  
shown on the pumps does1*  ■ 
constitute a posting as require, 
by the regulation and may or 
may not be the same as the ceil­
ing price. These postings of ceil­
ing prices of gasoline and petrol­
eum products are not to be filed 
with any OPS office.

However, price officials empha­
sized that service stations are re­
quired to file a list of their ceil­
ing prices on services with the 
district OPS office. These ceiling 
prices, too, must be posted visa- 
bly at the station. ,
