Stenholm on hand to 
dedicate USDA building

In Haskell, Tues., Jan. 9, for the 

formal dedication of the new USDA 
facility on North East 1st, US 
Representative Charles Stenholm 
told the crowd pf Haskell County 
citizens assembled outside in the 
bright sunshine, that the facility is 
a celebration and result of what he 
likes to call “Team USDA.”

Before being introduced by 
Glenn Brzozowski, Executive 
Director of Haskell County Farm 
Service Agency, Stenholm 
presented him with a Hag that has 
flown over the US Capitol in 
Washington, D. C. Haskell Boy 
Scouts, Ross Bullinger, Charlie 
Smith, Caleb Hudgens and 
Cameron Short, unfolded and raised 
the Hag, and the Congressman led 
in the pledge of allegiancfe. j

“This is another giant step in 
doing what 1 have always felt was 
absolutely necessary for us to do,” 
he said of the concept of combining 
related agri-agency offices in one 
facility.

Acknowledging that perhaps not 
everyone there has been in total 
agreement and in favor of the

concept, he said, “As we have 
struggled through some very 
difficult times in agriculture, we 
have put a lot of bandaids on. And 
thank goodness for the crop 
insurance and disaster programs, 
without which there wouldn’t be 
much left of Haskell and Jones 
County agriculture. All of us are 
aware of that. But, by the same 
token, as we struggle with this, 
year in and year out, it has become 
apparent to me that we need to 
spend more time deciding just what 
it is that you, as individual farmers, 
want USDA to do for you, with 
you and to you.”

Speaking to the local USDA 
agencies he said, “Then you, as 
employees working for us must 
help decide how we can most 
effectively deliver what your 
farmers want for us to do.”

From the standpoint of 
efficiency, Stenholm said that the 
concept of having a team approach 
with all the agencies working 
together is much better than 
maintaining each one separately. 
However, he said that from the 
standpoint of having “our druthers, 
our wants and desires, and the ‘way

Contact the appraisal district as soon as you turn 65 and present proof 
of age to receive this tax benefit. Over 65 persons are also allowed to defer the taxes on their homestead if they wish. 
A tax deferral form must be filled out if the Over 65 person wishes to stop paying their tax. The tax will continue 
to accrue, but no procedures to collect the tax will be implemented until the owner no longer lives in the home nor 
intends to return. An interest rate of 8% per annum is charged but no penalty is assessed. Details and an application 
for deferral can be obtained at Any appraisal district office.

You must file a rendition if you own tangible personal property that is used to produce income-such as the 

inventory and equipment used by a business. Other property owners are encouraged to file a rendition. By filing 
a rendition, you can give your opinion of your property's value and you record your correct mailing address so your 
tax bills will go to the right address. The filing date may be extended 15 days if you ask for it in writing by the April 
15"''deadline.

ATTENTION: FARM AND RANCH OWNERS
You may be entitled to receive an alternate method of appraisal on land used to produce crops or livestock that 

is currently devoted principally to agricultural use. An application or additional information is available from the 
Central Appraisal District, Box 467, Haskell, TX 79521. Refiling is only necessary if you are requested to do so 
by the Chief Appraiser.

A U STIN — If  you’re a state 
employee hoping for a sizable 
pay raise, don’t go out and order 
that new bass boat just yet.

For that matter, anyone with 
a stake in state spending—  
highway contractors to heads of 
state agencies— n̂eeds to wait 
until the proverbial chickens 
hatch.

The 2002-2003 biennial 
revenue estimate released last 
week by the Comptroller shows 
the state budget is going to be 
even tighter than expected.

Texas should collect $ 106.8 
billion in revenue from all 
sources during the biennium and 
other million dollar tidbits 
should raise the total kitty to 
about $109 billion.

But of that amount, more 
than 40 percent is already 
dedicated for major items like 
schools, highways and various 
federal programs. After that, the 
available portion of the pie just 
gets smaller and smaller.

The difference between what 
is available and what needs to be 
spent to support existing state 
programs is $1 billion. That 
seems like a lot until $700 
million in unexpected costs is 
subtracted.

Bottom line, at least the 
bottom line at this early stage of 
the legislative session, is only 
$300 million left for new 
programs.

Those new programs would 
be anything any agency has 
asked for above the last budget, 
such as pay raises for state 
workers, additional employees, 
construction, whatever.

The economic picture

Lost in the news coverage of 
the overall revenue picture was 
another element of the 
Comptroller’s report— the 2002- 
2003 state economic outlook.

The report declared Texas’ 
economy “by general measures 
healthy” but said the economy 
has slowed “consistent with 
recent national trends.”

Texas’ gross state product

(GSP) will drop from a 6 percent 
annual growth rate to 5 percent 
this year and 4 percent during 
the 2002-03 biennium. In other 
words, Texas will be enjoying 
less of more. The economy still 
will be growing, just not as fast.

O f course, if  government 
economic analysts were right all 
the time, they should be making 
millions in the stock market, not 
working for the state.

The report does note that at 
least three things could have an 
adverse affect on Texas’ 
economy in 2002-2003: High oil 
prices (with a negative impact on 
the transportation industry and 
the general public); weakness in 
the European community’s euro; 
and any miscalculation by the 
Federal Reserve in its tweaking 
of interest rates.

W hile these are potential 
problems, the report concluded, 
“the probability of any of them 
seriously impairing state 
economic growth over the next 
three fiscal years remains fairly 
low.”

W hat’s the number for 
911?

Anyone who’s ever called a 
government agency knows that 
the first person to answer the 
phone usually doesn’t know 
anything about what you’re 
interested in.

In the not-too-distant future, 
however, it’s going to be easier 
to get helpful governmental 
information by dialing one three- 
digit number.

Someday, in addition to 
existing 411 and 911 services, 
citizens w ill be able to call 211 
for non-emergency health an^ 
community services information 
or 311 for non-emergency local 
governmental services.

I f  funding is made available, 
the Texas Health and Human 
Services Commission^ will 
coordinate the 211 cortimunity 
services program.

Currently only Connecticut 
and Georgia have 211 systems in 
place.

G o Indians! 
Go Maidens!
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Ask the AG

Q  Fve heard that people can£fet 
all kinds (^personal information 
about me from  the government 
through the open records law. Isthis 
true?

A: We all give personal informa­
tion to government entities for a 
wide variety o f purposes: applying 
for a driver’s or professional license, 
recording the purchase of a house, 
filing a claim for unemployment 
benefits, or obtaining a marriage 
license. While much of this infor­
mation has been long available to 
the public, in the past the records 
were primarily kept on paper and 
stored in filing cabinets at our state 
agencies, courthouses, and city halls. 
It was simply impractical to obtain 
or use this information on a largp 
scale.

In recent years, however, the 
Internet, computerized databases, 
and other advances in technology 
have made sensitive personal infor­
mation widely accessible and easy 
to compile and distribute. These 
advances have also opened up new 
avenues for misuse of this infprma- 
tion.

The Texas Legislature writes the 
laws that govern access to public 
records and open meetings in Texas. 
It has the responsibility for striking 
a balance between personal privacy 
and open government. The Legisla­
ture works to ensure that the law 
keeps pace with advances in technol­
ogy-

During its last session, the 
Legislature addressed several aspects

of openness in the Internet age, 
including the posting of meeting 
notices and broadcasting public 
meetings on the Internet. It also 
took steps to ensure access to elec­
tronic records held by public agen­
cies.

At the same time, the Legislature 
acted to safeguard privacy by forbid­
ding the release of certain kinds of 
personal information about crime 
victims, student loan borrowers, 
applicants for professional licenses, 
and law enforcement officers who 
died in the line of duty. It also 
modified the part of the law shield­
ed trade secrets and certain types of 
commercial and financial informa­
tion that businesses file with public 
^gend^.'"' ‘

This year, the Legislature may 
consider additional ways to safe­
guard personal privacy while main­
taining openness and access to 
public records. You may wish to 
share your views about this issue 
with your state representative and 
senator. If you need assistance in 
determining who your legislators 
are, you can contaa your county' tax 
assessor/coUectoFs office or use the 
“Who Represents Me” feature on 
the Texas Legislature Online Web 
site at www.capitol.state.tx.us.

Q: Who enforces the Statens open 
government laws?

A: The Office of the Attorney 
General is responsible for ensuring 
that Texas government is open and

accessible to all citizens. Our Open 
Records Division issues rulings and 
decisions that determine whether 
information is open to the public 
under the Public Information Act 
and other applicable laws. The 
division also takes action to enforce 
these decisions and sponsors confer­
ences to educate citizens and gov­
ernment officials about the State’s 
open government laws.

The Open Records Division also 
operates an Open Government 
Hotline. The Hotline staff special­
ize in both the Public Information

Act and the Open Meetings Act. 
These investigators can answer 
questions regarding these laws and 
can help resolve disputes involving 
open government laws. However, 
the Hotline cannot provide legal 
advice to private citizens or gover­
nmental entities. The Hotline can 
be reached at (512) 478-OPEN 
(6736) or toll-free at (877) OPEN 
TEX (673-6839).

My office also issues advisory 
legal opinions on the interpretation 
and implementation of the Open 
Meetings Act. However, district 
courts have jurisdiction over crimi­
nal violations of the Open Meetings 
Act. The local prosecutor may also 
file a lawsuit against a governmental 
body for violation of the Public 
Information Act. Ifyou believe the 
Open Meetings Act or the Public 
Information A a has been violated, 
contact your local district attorney 
or criminal district attorney.

Baby's room con be 
too hot for comfort

Parents of infants often worry 
that their babies will get eold on 
winter nights. But heat can be just 
as dangerous as cold.

One risk factor for Sudden Death 
Syndrom e, or SIDS, is 
overheating, but a British research 
organization says many parents 
don’t know this and they may 
underestimate the temperature in 
ibeir infants’ bedrooms.

The Foundation for the Study of 
Infant Deaths found that more than 
half of parents with infants didn’t 
know the proper temperature for a 
baby’s bedroom. Less than half the 
parents accurately estimated the 
temperature in the room and most 
rlidn’t have a thermometer in the 
room. A baby’s room should be 
kept between 61 and 68 degrees 
Fahrenheit.

Doctors at UT Southwestern 
Medical Center at Dallas also 
recommend against wrapping an 
infant in a heavy blanket for sleep. 
Not only might the child become 
overheated, but it also could get 
tangled in the blanket or smother.

Doctors still don’t understand all 
the causes of SIDS, but they do 
know that you can help reduce the 
risk by putting babies to sleep on 
their backs, by avoiding smoking 
near the baby, by not covering the 
baby’s head during sleep and by 
keeping the room at the proper 
temperature so the baby doesn’t 
overheat.

Invest in a thermometer so you 
can be sure you’re keeping the 
room at the right temperature and 
remember that your baby’s internal 
thermostat is different from yours.

B a b y  b a th  c a n  b e  fun
With planning and patience, 

bath time can be fun for parents 
and baby.

According to Dr. Teri Turner, a 
pediatrician at Texas Children’s 
Hospital in Houston, short baths 
can be given two to three times a 
week once the baby’s umbilical 
cord falls off.

Select a warm, draft-free room 
and have a towel and other supplies 
close by. Place a few inches of 
warm water in a towel-lined sink or 
plastic baby tub. Use a soft

washcloth or sponge and mild 
soap. Gently wash and rinse one 
part of your baby at a time, being 
sure to clean the folds of skin, 
under the arms and between fingers 
and toes. Shampoo your baby’s 
hair, as needed, with a mild baby 
shampoo.

Always keep one hand on your 
baby and never leave him or her 
alone in the bath. After bathing, 
place your baby in a towel and 
gently pat dry.

Give your child a boost
Children who have outgrown 

their car safety seats pose special 
safety concerns when riding in 
vehicles.

“Children who weigh between 
35 and 80 pounds-generally 4- to 
8-year olds-need to use booster 
seats for maximum safety,” said 
Dr. Jerald Zarin, medical director of 
Texas Children’s Health Plan at 
Texas Children’s Hospital in 
Houston.

A booster seat raises the child

so the vehicle lap and shoulder 
belts fit well. Children who are not 
in booster seats tend to put the 
shoulder strap behind them, 
increasing the risk of injury in a 
crash.

Be sure to select the appropriate 
booster for your vehicle’s back seat 
and read all instructions before 
installing.

Water is an essential nutrient 
that every cell, tissue and organ of 
the body needs. Healthy adults of 
all ages need at least 8 cups of 
water every day. However, older 
adults are prone to drinking less 
fluids and becoming dehydrated. 
One of the most frequent causes of 
hospitalization for people over the 
age of 65 is dehydration.

Decreased thirst is common in 
older adults, especially those with a 
mental or physical incapacity. 
These adults often do not perceive 
thirst in the same way that a

younger person does and cannot 
rely on thirst as an indicator of 
their need for a drink.

A good way to ensure adequate 
hydration is to eat foods with a 
high water content such as soups 
and milkshakes. Older adults 
should always carry a bottle of 
water with them, especially during 
the summer months.

Older adults should watch for 
signs of dehydration, such as thirst, 
fatigue and headaches. Drinking 
eight glasses of water each day will 
help to keep older adults healthy 
and independent.

Peeling off the years
You don’t have to be a 

Hollywood star to consider plastic 
surgery. Today there are treatments 
for nearly every facial imperfection, 
not to mention complexion type, 
work schedule, or pain threshold. 
Chemical peel was the most 
common cosmetic procedure 
performed in 1999, according to the 
American Society of Aesthetic 
Plastic Surgery.

Dr. Rod Rohrich, chairman of 
plastic surgery at UT Southwestern 
Medical Center at Dallas, 
recommends chemical peels for 
minor imperfections like blotches, 
enlarged pores, or fine lines around 
eyes and mouth as the first step to 
offset the aging process beginning 
in the thirties. Chemical peefs strip 
off the top layers of skin and new 
younger-looking skin grows back.

“The most immediate result that 
people notice is that their skin 
feels smoother and softer,” Rohrich 
says. “Wrinkles are less noticeable, 
uneven skin tones seem to be more 
even and overall the skin has a

L igh ter peels use high 
concentrations of alpha hydroxy or 
beta hydroxy acids and can be done 
by an aesthetician, with little 
recovery time required.

Texas cotton production 

22’̂  less than 1999
Texas Upland cotton production 

for 2000 is expected to total 3.95 
million bales, 22 percent less than 
1999, according to figures released 
by Texas Agricultural Statistics 
Service. This estimate is 4 percent 
below the Dec. 1 forecast.

“Cotton harvest for the state is 
at 99 percent complete,” State 
Statistician Robin Roark reported.

Statewide harvested acreage is 
estimated at 4.4 million acres, 14 
percent below the previous year. 
Yield is expected to average 431 
pounds per acre compared with 475 
pounds in 1999.

Production on the Southern 
High Plains is estimated to total 
1.54 million bales, 27 percent less

than the previous year’s 
production. Average yield, at 361 
pounds, is 65 pounds less than a 
year ago.

The Northern High Plains crop, 
estimated at 890 thousand bales, 
unchanged from 1999. In the Low 
Plains, production is estimated at 
170 thousand bales, 258 thousand 
bales less than last year.

United States Upland cotton 
production is expected to total 16.8 
million bales, up 3 percent from 
last year. Yield is expected to 
average 625 pounds per acre 
compared with 595 pounds in 
1999. Harvested acreage is 
estimated at 12.9 million acres, 
down 2 percent from a year ago.

If you made a New Year’s 
resolution to lose weight, you 
might need to avoid stress.

It’s probably no surprise that 
stress makes some people eat 
more. But researchers in England 
reported recently in the journal 
Psychosomatic Medicine that 
people who eat because of stress 
also tend to choose high-fat or 
high-calorie foods as their comfort 
foods.

Researchers tested two groups of 
randomly selected people. Both 
groups were put in a lunch meeting 
situation. One group the stressed 
one -  was told that they’d be 
making a presentation after lunch 
and the presentation would be 
filmed. The other group simply 
listened to a presentation before 
lunch.

Researchers noted how much 
food and what kinds of food people

in the two groups ate for lunch. 
People who were identified as 
“emotional” eaters -  those who eat 
when they’re stressed -  were more 
likely to eat foods like cake or 
cookies. “Restrained” eaters whose 
eating isn’t heavily influenced by 
stress didn’t appear to make 
different food choices under stress.

Doctors at UT Southwestern 
Medical Center at Dallas say 
emotional eaters can get more 
control over their eating by 
recognizing their patterns. Keep a 
journal of what foods you eat, 
when you eat them and how you 
feel when you eat them. Then 
when you’re stressed and craving 
chocolate, you can find another 
way to relieve that stress, such as 
exercise. It’s not bad to let yourself 
have a little treat, as long as you 
can control yourself from bingeing.

Eczema is a chronic skin 
problem that can flare up 
unexpectedly and cause terrible 
itching. Although there is no cure, 
many children’s eczema will 
improve as they age. Some 
children with eczema also have 
food or respiratory allergies or 
asthma, which may cause eczema 
flare-ups.

According to Dr. James Nigro at 
Texas Children’s Hospital in 
Houston, it is important to keep 
your child’s skin moist.

“Give your child short, 
lukewarm baths,” said Nigro. “Use 
a small quantity of mild soap and 
clean only the dirty areas. Gently 
pat your child dry and apply 
moisturizer to the entire body. 
Reapply moisturizer at least four to 
six times during the day and at 
bedtime.”

Call the doctor if your child’s 
skin seems worse or shows signs 
of infection.

NOTE YOUR 2001 TAX DEADLINES
Mark these dates as red letter days on your 2001 calendar if any of the 

following upcoming tax deadlines apply to you or your business.
•January 16: Due date for the fourth and final installment of2000 estimated 

tax (unless you file your 2000 return and pay any balance due by January 31).
•January 31: Employers must furnish W-2 statements to employees. 1099 

information statements must be furnished to payees by banks, brokers, and 
other payors.

•January 31: Employers must file 2000 federal unemployment tax returns 
and pay any tax due.

•February 28: Payors must file information returns, such as 1099s, with the 
IRS. (April 2 is the deadline if filing electronically.)

•February 28: Employers must send W-2 copies to the Social Security 
Administration. (April 2 is the deadline if filing electronically.)

•March 1: Farmers and fishermen who did not make 2000 estimated tax 
payments must file 2000 tax returns and pay taxes in full.

•March 15: 2000 calendar-year corporation income tax returns are due.
•April 16: Individual income tax returns for 2000 are due unless you file for 

an automatic extension. Taxes owed are due regardless of extension.
•April 16: 2000 partnership information returns are due.
•April 16: 2000 annual gift tax returns are due.
•April 16: Deadline for making your 2000 IRA contribution.

Children and pets
