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GOVERNOR SPEAKS IN HOME COUNTY-Stopping in his 
hometown Thurs., July 11, during a bus tour of several area

communities, Texas Governor Rick Perry spoke to a local crowd 
about his leadiership experience and vision for the future.

Gov. Perry visits home county

During a campaign bus tour to 
discuss leadership experience and 
vision for the future, Texas Gover­
nor Rick Perry stopped in Haskell on 
a hot afternoon, Thursday, July 11, 
for hot tacos and a warm visit with 
hometown and county friends, fam­
ily members, former classmates and 
fellow West Texans from both politi­
cal parties, who waited for his arrival 
at Rodriguez Inn.

Introduced by State Representa­
tive Rick Hardcastle, Democrat, 
from Vernon, Perry praised 
Hardcastle as a “great friend and 
great guy to work with, who is loyal 
and capable.” Urging voters to sup­
port the Representative, he added, “I 
really want him back.”

Greeting the crowd following a 
taco break. Perry assured them, “Yes, 
1 came to see everyone of you, and 
I’m proud to be here, but first and 
foremost on my list was to eat at 
Rodriguez again. We miss a lot of 
things about this part of the country; 
family, friends and just the country 
itself, but we sure do miss 
Rodriguez.”

Speaking with appreciation for his 
upbringing in the county and his 
background, heritage and family tra­
dition of participation in public ser­
vice, he said his decision and choice 
for public service came naturally.

“The idea of public service is hon­
orable and appropriate,” he said. 
“I’m proud to live in a country where 
men and women are willing to sacri­
fice away from family and from their 
business; whether it’s to serve on the 
school board, city council, as county 
commissioner, county judge, mayor, 
governor or president. That’s why 
America is the unique place it is and 
why Texas is the extraordinary state 
in this country. Because those people 
who understand that democracy and 
representative government is the 
foundation of the country, and that if 
we didn’t have those people who give 
of their time and put themselves into 
political office, with the .stress and 
strain that go with it, this country 
wouldn’t be anywhere near the great 
place it is.”

Perry said he is proud of being in 
public service and the 17 years he has 
served, adding that he is proud of 
what he has done for the people of

the legislative district, and for the 
agricultural community as he served 
as Agriculture Commissioner, Lt. 
Governor and as Governor.

“I talk about a vision that I’ve got, 
and I’ve laid it out very clearly, very 
distinctly, that the single-most 
important thing that I do, that we do, 
together, is to make sure that we have 
the absolute best education system 
in the world. Our goal is that every 
child with a willing heart and fertile 
mind has the opportunity to go off 
past high school prepared to step into 
a technical institution, community 
college or four-year college of their 
choice.”

Perry said that over the last 7 or 8 
years, what has been occurring in 
public schools has been nothing less 
than a miracle, because of a program 
of reform and accountability that 
Gov. Bush and Rick Hardcastle, 
republican and democrat, working 
together to raise the (academic) bar, 
challenging children to do better. 
“We’ve asked them to jump over this 
(increasingly higher) bar, and the 
reason is because our children must 
be prepared for a competition that is 
going on. Our children are stepping 
into a global marketplace that is 
worldwide competition, and we must 
prepare our children to compete in 
that global marketplace, whether 
they come from Paint Creek or 
Haskell, and we are making great and 
good progress in that.”

The big beneficiaries of that 
initiative are the children, he said, 
and the state as a whole, which will 
have a skilled work force that people 
looking for a place to create, build 
and grow their business will want to 
come to because of a skilled work 
force ready to go to work.

Saying that his visionary 
transportation concept, the Trans- 
Texas Corridor, is becoming a reality. 
Perry said that he has just announced

the proposal for the fust segment of 
it between Dallas and San Antonio, 
a measure which will aid the clean 
air initiative on buses and mass 
transportation.

Of the choices facing Texas, the 
governor said, “Our vision reflects 
our values. Where are we going to 
go? Whose vision, whose ideas are 
going to take this state into the 21st 
century, continuing to make our 
public education better ? Are we 
going to have a transportation system 
that is literally the model for the 
nation, even the model for the 
hemisphere, as other countries will 
look at the Trans-Texas Con idor and 
say that it is the new transportation 
model for the future?”

In closing his remarks. Gov. Pen y 
said Texas must also address the 
problem of making health care 
accessible and affordable for the 
people of the state, and the problem 
of escalating medical malpractice 
insurance, which makes it harder for 
some doctors to remain in their 
practice.

Among the home-county crowd, 
which began to disperse as the 
governor's entourage left, was retired 
Haskell physician. Dr. Frank 
Cadenhead, who perhaps had a 
different, personal perspective on the 
public persona of the visiting 
dignitaries. It seems that the doctor, 
who delivered hundreds of babies 
during his many years of practice, is 
pleased to remember that he also has 
the distinetion of having delivered 
both the Governor of Texas. Rick 
Perry. and Texas State 
Representative, Rick Hardcastle.

Certainly, as these two young 
men's political careers continue in 
whatever direction their ability and 
aspirations carry them, the 
hometown doctor's story can never 
be topped by someone else boasting.

Sales tax 
holiday is 
Aug. 2-4

Texas Comptroller Carole Keeton 
Rylander announced that the annual 
sales tax holiday is set Aug. 2-4.

“Start making your shopping list 
for school clothes for the kids and 
new clothes for mom and dad,” 
Comptroller Rylander said. “During 
the sales tax holiday, most clothes 
and shoes priced under $ 100 are ex­
empt from state and local sales 
taxes.”

Rylander estimates Texans will 
save $42 million in sales tax during 
the three-day .sales tax holiday, in­
cluding $33.2 million in state tax and 
$8.8 million in local sales taxes.

“1 believe Texans will once again 
take full advantage of this well-de­
served tax break to make their dol­
lars go farther as they shop for a new 
school year.” Rylander said. “During 
the sales tax holiday, shoppers save 
about $8 for every $100 they spend 
on qualifying clothing and footwear.”

The savings from Texas’ three 
sales tax holidays thus far total ap­
proximately $108.2 million, includ­
ing an estimated $85.3 million in 
state sales tax and an estimated $22.9 
million in local .sales taxes.

"That's $108 million that Texans 
has c been able to keep in their pock­
ets for their families’ priorities,” 
Comptroller Rylander said.

tixamplcs of items that can be 
purcha.scd tax-free Aug. 2-4 include 
kids' clothes and school uniforms, 
adults' clothes and work uniforms, 
shoes, tennis shoes, slippers, 
sleepwear and underclothes for the 
entire family, as long as the items arc 
priced under $ l(K) each.

Items that can not be purchased 
tax-free include handbags, wallets, 
jewelry, accessories, athletic shoes 
and apparel that are not normally 
street wear, backpacks and school 
supplies.
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Asthma can be deadly O b ituarie s
As many as one in 10 children suf­

fer from asthma, and the rate is ex­
pected to more than double within 
the next 20 years, according to the 
federal Centers for Disease Control 
and Prevention (CGC).

Asthma deaths have more than

doubled for newborns to 14-year- 
olds in the last two decades, and the 
trend is expected to continue. Stud­
ies are recommending the need for 
evaluating and working to improve 
indoor air quality in schools by de­
veloping and enforcing indoor air
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quality requirement and allocating 
rcsource.s to support good air qual­
ity in school.

‘'Since our children spend a great 
deal of their lives in school, it’s 
important to make the school 
environment safe and healthful for 
them," said State Epidemiologist 
Dennis Perrotta of the Texas 
Department of Health.

Asthma is a serious lung disease 
characterized by wheezing, shortness 
ol" breath, tightness in the chest and 
coughing. The triggers for asthma 
episodes can vary from patient to 
patient-from dust, mold, cockroach 
excrement, tobacco smoke, smog and 
ozone, to fragrances and chemical 
odors.

Youngsters with asthma miss 
twice as many school days as do their 
friends without asthma, the leading 
chronic disease in children, and the 
number one reason children are

hospitalized.
Asthma is diagnosed through 

studying the patient’s medical 
history, a physical exam and 
measuring lung function. It is treated 
according to its severity and 
persistence of symptoms. Long-term 
medications are used to maintain 
control of persistent asthma and to 
limit the underlying airway 
inflammation that contributes to 
asthma attacks.. Quick-relief 
medications are used to treat acute 
symptoms and to prevent exercise- 
induced asthma.

Asthma has no cure. The goal of 
asthma therapy is to successfully 
manage the disease; and with proper 
management and care, a person with 
asthma can live a long, healthy life 
with few symptoms.

“Proper management is really 
important,” Perrotta said. “That 
means seeing a doctor, learning about 
your disease, taking your medicines 
on time and at the proper dosages, 
knowing about your environment 
and avoiding these things that trig­
ger your asthma.”

TDH experts say that if your child 
is short of breath, wheezes or coughs, 
especially uncontrollably at night, he 
or she could have asthma. These are 
the hallmark signs of asthma and 
should be checked by a doctor.

The discovery of Chronic Wasting 

Disease (CWD) in a wild mule deer 
in southern New Mexico last month 
has lent new urgency to Texas plans 
to detect and control the illness that 
affects deer and elk, if and when it is 
found in Texas. On June 17, tissue 
collected from a mule deer on the 
White Sands Missile Range tested 
positive for CWD, the first 
confirmed case in New Mexico.

“There is still no evidence that 
CWD is in Texas, but this puts it one 
state away,” said Robert L. Cook, 
Texas Parks and Wildlife Department 
executive director. “Our first priority 
is to try to keep it out of Texas. 
However, if it is found here, we plan 
to be able to detect and control it 
quickly.”

“We are also ramping up a 
sustained public information 
campaign to inform Texas hunters 
and the general public about CWD,” 
Cook added. “While the situation 
does require informed vigilance, 
Texans should look forward to a 
good hunting season this fall. Deer 
diseases have been around for a long 
time; we should not let this one 
compromise a centuries-old tradition 
in our state.”

Texas has already suspended the 
importation of elk and several 
species of deer, and is working with 
deer breeders in the state to set up a 
voluntary monitoring program to test 
for the disease in private facilities.

This month officials began testing 
deer showing possible CWD
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symptoms, and TPWD is drafting a 
plan for its field employees to he on 
the lookout for deer exhibiting 
symptoms that meet the clinical 
profile of CWD and to start sampling 
hunier-killcd deer on wildlife 
management areas and state parks 
this fall.

"The name Chronic Wasting 
Disease indicates animals wasting 
away, and that is typical of what you 
see with CWD-infected deer,” said 
Gary Graham, Ph.D., TPWD wildlife 
division director. “But, Just because 
an animal appears to be skinny or 
malnourished does not mean it has 
CWD-drought, overpopulation and 
other factors can produce the same 
appearance.”

There is some good news from the 
Texas Animal Health Commission 
(TAHC), which for decades has 
tested imported livestock and game 
animals for diseases like brucellosis 
or tuberculosis. TAHC Veterinarian 
Kenneth Waldrup, Ph.D. said the 
texas Veterinary Medical Diagnostic 
Lab in College Station got a grant last 
year for equipment to diagnose 
scrapie, a similar disease that affects 
sheep. Waldrup said the new gear 
also works to test for CWD, and the 
lab is now certified by the U. S. 
Department of Agriculture to be able 
to process CWD samples. Officials 
say the Texas lab should soon he able 
to handle more than 500 samples per 
week, with the ability to confirm or 
deny the presence of CWD in a 
particular sample within three days.

After last week’s discovery. New 
Mexico officials promptly closed the 
state to any importation of deer or 
elk. Texas took a proactive step, and 
since March 11 has suspended the 
importation of elk, mule deer and 
white-tailed and black-tailed deer. 
Dozens of other states have taken 
similar action. CWD outbreaks in 
free-ranging deer have been detected 
in Colorado, Nebraska, New Mexico, 
South Dakota, Wisconsin, Wyoming, 
and the Canadian province of 
Saskatchewan. As a preemptive 
measure. New Mexico officials said

they may consider regulations to 
restrict the importation of sport- 
harvested deer or elk, when nearly 
all other states are focusing on 
restricting the importation of live, 
captive-raised deer for breeding 
facilities.

CWD is in the family of diseases 
called transmissible spongiform 
encephalopathies (TSE). The disease 
is found in infected animals’ neural 
tissue such as brains and spinal cords, 
as well as eyes and lymph nodes. The 
TSE in domestic sheep is called 
scrapie, and in cattle, it’s bovine 
spongiform encephalopathy (BSE). 
Similar diseases in humans include 
Creuzfeldt-Jacobs Disease (CJD) 
and its new variant, kuru, and fatal 
familial insomnia. CWD should not 
be confused with BSE, scrapie or 
CJD.

The World Health Organization 
(WHO) has said there is no scientific 
evidence CWD can infect humans 
(after more than 16 years of 
monitoring in the affected area in 
Colorado, no disease has been 
detected in people or cattle living 
there.) However, the WHO also says 
no people or animals should 
consume any part of potentially 
CWD-infected deer or elk. Hunters 
are advised to wear latex gloves 
when field dressing game, to de-bone 
all meat and avoid consuming any 
neural tissue, such as brain or spinal 
cords of animals.

With approximately 4 million 
animals, Texas has the largest 
population of white-tailed deer in the 
nation. In addition, about 19,000 
white-tailed deer and 17,(X)0 elk are 
being held in private facilities. To 
know if CWD is present in captive 
herds, TPWD and Texas Animal 
Health Commission are working 
with breeders to monitor their herds.

War in Pacific remembered by local man
With the bombing of Pearl 

Harbor on December 7, 1941, the 
United States was drawn into World 
War II, The lives of Americans 
drastically changed, and Leon 
Newton from Haskell was no 
exception.

He Joined the United States 
Army, and after several months of 
basic training in Oregon, found 
himself with the 96th Infantry 
Division, making a beach landing in 
early 1944 on Leyte, an island in 
the Philippines.

Several months of difficult 
fighting followed for Newton, with 
heavy casualties taking friends and 
fellow soldiers, the Christmas of 
1945 spent in a soggy foxhole

listening to bombs and gunfire, 
continually being wet, and later, in 
Okinawa, an eye wound received 
when shrapnel hit him. It was not 
an easy time for any of our American 
men and women.

Almost two years of fighting left 
very few happy memories for Leon 
Newton. However, recently Leon 
and his nephew, Buford Newton, 
living now in Odessa, enjoyed 
reminiscing about those times, and 
related an unusual event that 
happened to them in the Philippine 
Islands.

Buford was with the Navy on the 
U. S. S. Audrian in the Pacific, 
during the time Leon made the 
beach landing in Leyte. They had

some correspondence with each 
other, but really didn’t know exactly 
where the other was during this time.

As peculiar things occur during 
a time of war, Buford’s ship just 
happened to dock in the Philippines 
at a time when Leon’s unit was in 
for a rest from fighting on the front 
lines. Unbelievably, the uncle and 
nephew met on Leyte half a world 
away from home in West Texas.

They spent a few hours together 
that brought some normalcy to their 
lives, even allowing them to pause

long enough to get their picture 
made in one of the local shops. They 
were in the jungles of the Philippine 
Isalnds, nOt in the pastures of 
Haskell County; but they were 
family and they were together.

Soon it was time for Buford’s ship 
to leave port, and for Leon to return 
to his unit. However, two grateful 
men would remember this chance 
meeting with smiles and laughter 
some fifty-seven years later back 
home in Haskell County.

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AUSTBSf —  Ten years from  
now, motorists may be able to 
travel from the Red River to San 
Antonio and beyond on a high­
speed, truck-free tollw ay that 
bypasses crowded Interstate 35.

A decade sounds like a long 
tim e, but that is m oving in the fast 
lane for a major highway con­
struction project.

The Denison to San Antonio to 
Rio Grande Valley route is one o f 
four routes recently selected by 
the Department o f Transportation 
as deserving priority in the devel­
opm ent o f the Trans Texas 
Corridor.

Designed for phased construc­
tion, the Trans Texas Corridor w ill 
be a network o f corridors up to 
1,200 feet w ide that w ill have sep­
arate lanes for passenger vehicles 
and trucks, high-speed passenger 
rail, conventional freight and pas­
senger rail.

A dedicated utility zone, 200 
feet across, would be reserved for 
electric transmission, o il and gas 
pipelines, w aterlines and data 
transmission lines.

Covering 4,000 m iles, the cor­
ridor would be the largest public 
engineering project ever undertak­
en in Texas. Including acquisition 
o f right o f way, cost estim ates 
range from $145.2 to $183.5 bil­
lion.

So how would it be paid for? 
The bumper sticker version is that 
it would be accom plished through 
a combination o f what is known 
as toll equity, bond money and 
private investors.

The Texas Transportation 
Com m ission released a detailed 
report on the corridor on June 27.

Alabama-Coushattas lobby 
Congress

State Attorney General John 
Comyn has shut down gambling 
at the Tigua Indian casino in El 
Paso and wants to do the same at 
the Alabama-Coushatta reserva­
tion in East Texas.

But a federal judge has allowed 
gaming to continue on the reser­
vation while he weighs its legality 
in light o f com plicated treaty con­
siderations.

Tribal chairman Kevin Battise 
went to W ashington to testify  
before the Senate Indian Affairs 
conunittee, hoping for congres­
sional help.

Battise told the com m ittee his 
tribe was not seeking “untold rich­
es” in operating its casino. “We 
seek what all Americans seek —  
better schools, better health and 
better hom es.”

“Go directly to jail”
Doing tim e in Texas is still 

worse than hitting the “Go direct­
ly to jail” square on the M onopoly 
board, but it’s better than it used to 
be.

Starting in the 1970s and con­
tinuing into the ’80s, state stan­
dards for county lockups became 
more exacting. Many historic, but 
not particularly cushy, county 
lockups were declared obsolete.

For a variety o f reasons, rang­
ing from overcrowding to old age, 
the process is continuing. Thirteen 
o f Texas’ 254 counties currently 
have jails under construction or 
being renovated, with planning 
under way in another 45 counties.

Interestingly enough, 14 Texas 
counties don’t even have a jail. 
Those county sheriffs either book 
their prisoners in a neighboring 
county facility or use a regional 
lockup.

Q : I  know th a t the A ttorney 
Generates Office collects child 
support th a t single parents need to 
feed and clothe their children. Does 
your office help parents m eet their 
children's m edical needs?

A: M ost people are aware that 
the Attorney General’s Office 
assists parents in obtaining financial 
support for their children. Last year 
the Attorney General’s Child 
Support D ivision coUeaed a 
record-breaking $1.23 billion for 
Texas children.

ManyTexans donotknow that 
my office also addresses a child’s 
health care needs by incRiding 
medical support in each ch il^ ' 
support order. Approximately 
740,000 children on the Attorney 
General’s caseload are subject to a 
child support order that includes a 
provision to provide medical 
support.

Access to health care is essential 
to a child’s well-being. For that 
reason, Texas law requires that 
each child support order address 
medical support in addition to 
child support. In crafting the child 
support order, courts consider the 
cost and quality o f health insurance 
that may be available to the par­
ents, so that each child receives the 
best possible coverage.

In most child support cases, the 
non-custodial parent is ordered to 
provide health insurance for the 
child through a policy available 
through the parent’s employer or 
membership in a union, trade 
association, or other organization.

If the custodial parent has 
coverage that is better, or available 
at a lower cost, the courts will 
order the non-custodial parent to 
pay additional child support to 
cover the cost o f the health insur­
ance premium for the child.

Sometimes neither parent is 
able to obtain private health insur­

ance at a reasonable cost. In those 
situations, the custodial parent is 
ordered to apply on behalf o f the 
child to a government-funded 
medical program such as Medicaid 
or the state Children’s Health 
Insurance Program (CHIP). The 
cost o f the CHIP premium is 
added to the non-custodial parent’s 
monthly child support payment.

In addition, both parents may 
be required to pay a percentage o f 
“out-of-pocket” medical expenses 
that are not covered through 
insurance. The percentage is 
determined by the finandal circum­
stances o f each parent. I f neither 
parent has private insurance and 
the children are not eligible for 
Medicaid or CHIP, the courts will 
order the non-custodial parent to 
provide cash medical support in 
addition to the monthly child 
support payment.

The Child Support Division o f  
the Attorney General’s office uses 
various methods to ensure that 
parents follow  through with the 
court’s order to provide medical 
support to their children.

When the non-custodial parent 
is ordered to pay cash medical 
support, a notice o f income with­
holding is sent to the employer 
according to the same procedures 
for withholding regular child 
support payments from the parent’s 
paycheck. If the parent is ordered 
to provide insurance through the 
employer, the employer is direaed 
to enroll the child in health insur­
ance coverage and withhold the 
necessary premium payments from 
the parent’s income.

The Children’s Health Insur­
ance Program (CHIP), was created 
in 1999 by the Texas Legislature, 
to cover children whose families 
meet certain income requirements. 
The Child Support D ivision noti­
fied the families on its caseload

about the new program by sending 
more than 75,000 application 
packets to custodial parents whose 
children lacked medical coverage. 
Ongoing outreach efforts include 
providing a CHIP information 
sheet to parents in new child sup­
port cases and referring approxi­
mately 1,000 potentially eligible 
children per month to the CHIP 
program. As o f June 2002, close 
to 526,000 Texas children were 
enrolled in CHIP, pardy due to the 
efforts o f my office.

To open a business and operate it as a sole owner,Texans need the 
Texas Application for Sole Owner Sales and Use Tax Permit.

To organize a business in any fashion other than as a sole owner 
(partnership or corporation, for example), business owners must use 
the Texas Application for Sales and Use Tax Permit.

Depending on the anticipated sales volume, sales tax reports are 
filed quarterly, monthly or yearly.

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Gardener's checklist 
for July and August

Gardeners should keep these 

gardening times in mind during the 
months of July and August:

•Check plants for mulch. Replace 
or add when needed.

•Keep close check on recently set 
out plants. Inadequate room systems 
and drought can be damaging. Plants 
injured by last winter’s cold should 
not be allowed to suffer drought 
stress.

•Sow seeds ol’ the following 
annuals for late summer and fall 
flowering: marigold, zinnia, 
periwinkle, petunia, cosmos, 
portulaca, ageratum. Transplants, if 
available from your nursery or 
garden center, will usually provide 
faster color.

•To keep hanging baskets looking 
attractive, .soak them in a tub of water 
every few days in addition to the 
regular daily watering. This is also a 
good time to fertilize baskets by 
incorporating water-soluble fertilizer 
into the water every 3 to 4 weeks.

•Divide spring and early summer 
perennials-including daffodils, 
daylilics, iris, etc., and replant the 
best clumps. Discard the diseased or 
-damaged material and share any 
surplus with friends.

•Don’t forget to water large 
leaved plants like hydrangeas, 
coleus, caladiums and

chrysanthemums. Even in shade, the 
hot. dry wind can soon deplete the 
soil of moisture where these plants 
arc grown.

•Bluebonnet seeds should be 
ordered this month so you will be 
ready to plant in August and 
September.

•If you have planted copper plants 
for fall color, be sure to pinch out the 
tips of the branches to encourage 
branching and develop bushy, 
compact plants.

•Gladiolus can be dug, cured and 
stored as soon as the foliage turns 
brown.

•Many spring flowering shrubs 
will be forming flower buds in late 
July and August. Drought conditions 
can reduce both the quantity and 
quality of spring flowers. This is true 
of azaleas, camellias, peaches, pears, 
forsythias and other similar plants. 
Don’t allow them to suffer drought 
stress at this critical time.

•Clan up iris beds and thin out 
clumps if crowded. They can be 
transplanted and divided anytime 
from late July to October.

•The care you give your rose 
garden in July and August will 
determine both the quality and the 
quantity of flowers you will have in 
late September and October. 
Adequate moisture and an 
application of nitrogen fertilizer in 
late July will be beneficial.

DO YOU NEED TO CORRECT YOUR TAX RETURN?
What should you do if you need to change a tax return that has 

already been filed with the IRS? Maybe you’ve discovered that 
some of your tax information was either omitted from your tax 
return or reported incorrectly. Or perhaps you’re entitled to a 
refund because of a retroactive tax change.

To correct a tax return that’s already been filed, you need to 
complete and file Form 1040X. The IRS generally allows three 
years from the original due date of the tax return, including 
extensions, to submit an amended tax return. That gives you until 
April 15, 2005, to amend your 2001 income tax return.

Why bother amending your return? If there’s a mistake on 
your return that caused you to overpay your taxes, you need to file 
an amended return to get those taxes refunded. If you inadvert­
ently underpaid your taxes, submitting an amended tax return as 
soon as possible will minimize the interest that you’ll owe to the 
IRS on the balance due.

Whenever there’s a retroactive tax law change, such as the one 
that became law during March 2002, you should review your 
prior returns for possible changes. For business who purchased 
certain new business property after September 10,2001, this new 
law increased the first-year depreciation deduction on your 2001 
tax return.

Before you amend your return, you should consider the dollars 
involved. Amending a return to receive a $25 refund would 
probably waste more of your time that it’s worth.

Failing to properly complete Form 1040X and to provide the 
appropriate supporting documents can delay your refund. If you

Blue quail lost 
by researchers

Two Texas A&M wildlife special­
ists have issued an “All Points Bul­
letin,” for 17 blue quail released on 
the Circle J&B Ranch in April. The 
quail were released as part of a pilot 
wildlife project to help restore blue 
quail populations on the Texas Roll­
ing Plains.

“We released 17 radio-collared 
blue quail on the Circle J&B Ranch 
.south of Seymour on April 17,” said 
Dale Rollins, Texas Cooperative Ex­
tension wildlife specialist. “We 
hoped this release would give us 
some data on survival-adaptation- 
information we could use in future 
restocking efforts.

“But we’ve only been able to lo­
cate two of the 17 quail we released, 
and both radio collars on these birds 
arc sending a mortality signal. The 
others have simply got away from 
us.”

That is why Rollins and Ransom 
have issued the all points bulletin. 
They are a.sking residents of Archer, 
Baylor, Foard, Haskell, Knox, Jones, 
Shackelford, Stephens, Throckmor­
ton. Young, Wichita or Wilbarger 
counties to help spot the missing 
birds!”*'''*'' ' ;a --

“ Any time you lose track of radio- 
collared birds, there is always a pos­
sibility the radios failed. We hope the 
remaining birds simply got ahead of 
our tracking gear,” Ransom said. “I 
flew over the area recently, but only 
picked up the two mortality signals.

“Once radio-collared wildlife get 
away from you, firtding them again

is like looking for a needle in a hay­
stack."

Blue quail are still a novelty on 
the Rolling Plains. Rollins and Ran­
som hope this novelty will be enough 
to make landowners and residents 
notice the birds, should they see 
them.

Confirmed sightings will help the 
specialists narrow their search field 
for the missing blue quail.

“My gut feeling is the birds are 
still alive, and have likely set up shop 
.somewhere within 25 miles of the 
Circle J&B Ranch,” Rollins said. 
"Even .so, that is a lot of country to 
search-even in an airplane with ra­
dio tracking equipment.”

Anyone in these counties who 
spots blue quail should notify Rollins 
or Ransom of their sighting. Rollins 
is at the San Angelo Research & Ex­
tension Center, 915-653-4576, while 
Ransom is headquartered at the 
Vernon Research & Extension Cen­
ter, 940-552-9941.

Applications for emergency farm 
loans now being accepted

Applications for emergency farm 
loans for losses caused by drought, 
high winds, high temperatures (ex- 
cc.ssive heat) that occurred from Jan. 
1,2001 and continuing are being ac­
cepted at the Farm Service Agency 
(FSA) office located in Haskell, 
Larry P. McDaniel said recently.

Haskell County is designated as 
primary natural disaster area and 
seven additional counties were 
named as contiguous counties by the 
Secretary of Agriculture eligible for 
loans to cover part of actual produc- 
tion losses resulting from the 
drought, high winds and excessive 
temperatures. Those contiguous 
counties are Baylor, Jones, King, 
Knox. Shackelford, Stonewall and 
Throckmorton.

McDaniel said farmers may be 
eligible for loans of up to 80 percent 
of their actual losses or the operating 
loan needed to continue in business.

whichever is less. For farmers unable 
to obtain credit from private commer­
cial lenders, the interest is 3.75 per­
cent.

“As a general rule, a farmer must 
have suffered at least a 30 percent 
loss of production to be eligible for 
an FSA emergency loan,” McDaniel 
said. Farmers participating in the 
Federal Crop Insurance Program and 
disaster programs will have to figure 
in proceeds from those programs in 
determining their loss.

“Applications for loans under this 
emergency designation will be ac­
cepted until Feb. 4,2004 but farmers 
should apply as soon as possible. 
Delays in applying could create back­

logs in processing and possibly over 
into the new farming season,” 
McDaniel said.

FSA is a credit agency of the U. 
S. Department of Agriculture. It is 
authorized to provide disaster emer­
gency loans to recognized farmers 
who work at and rely on farming for 
a substantial part of their living. Eli­
gibility is extended to individual 
farmers who are U. S. citizens and to 
farming partnerships, corporations or 
cooperatives in which U. S. citizens 
hold a majority interest.

The FSA office in Haskell is open 
from 8 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. Monday 
through Friday, and is located at 607 
N. 1st Street East.
