State test grades show increase
These days, parents of Texas 

sch(H)lchildren need to known theii' 
own version of the ABCs.

lAAS, and its successor TAKS, 
me the academic achievement tests 
that get the most news media atten­
tion, but there also is the HOC (end- 
of-course exams.) These tests mea­
sure how well Texas students have 
done in algebra I, biology, English II 
and U.S. history.

Results released by the Texas Edu­
cation Agency from last spring’s test­
ing show the passing rate for algebra 
1 was 60 percent up from 51 percent 
last yem‘.

Eighty percent (the same as last 
yem) of the nearly quarter million 
students who took the Biology test 
passed it, while 70 percent passed the 
history test (down one point from the 
yem before) and 69 percent passed 
the English test, a decline of six 
points.

Bet you don’t know...
How many dogs and cats are there 

in Texas? The last U.S. Census 
showed that Texas has more than 20 
million people, but federal enumera­
tors don’t count canines and felines. 
The Texas Department of Health, 
however, has estimated that the state 
has some 6 million dogs and 6.6 mil­
lion cats.

Of those animals, and this is the 
reason the state was interested in the 
number, about half the dogs and only 
a quarter of the cats have been vac­
cinated against rabies.

In spite of those numbers, the de­
partment has proposed a rule change 
that would lower the requirement that 
dogs and cats be vaccinated annually 
instead to every three years.

The reason, the department ex­
plains, is that vaccine is effective for 
up to three years. Thirty-three other 
states have made the same move. The 
important thing, the state agency con­
tinued, is that the pets get the shots 
in the first place.

Joint real estate agreement reached
Eligible Texas farmers and 

ranchers may experience an increase 
in the availability of Farm Ownership 
(FO) funds during the next fiscal year 
due to a proactive agreement reached 
between the Farm Service Agency 
and Texas Rural Communities, Inc. 
(TRC). Texas FSA and TRC, Inc. 
have agreed to cooperate in a Joint 
Financing program for Direct Farm 
Ownership loans to assist Texas 
Producers. Texas Rural 
Communities, Inc. is a not-for-profit 
organization established to fund rural 
community projects.

In a cooperative agreement 
unique to Texas, TRC, Inc. has 
agreed to accept FSA’s documents 
for the application process, with no 
additional paperwork requirements 
for the applicant, in an effort to create 
a “seamless application process.” 
TRC, Inc. participation in the real 
estate loan will be 50 percent of the 
proposed loan amount, contingent 
upon FSA approval of the remaining 
50 percent, with a maximum TRC, 
Inc. loan of $200,000. TRC, Inc. 
loans will be structured with 
repayment terms of twenty years,
with up to a thirty year amortization. 
Interest rates will be variable, 
adjusted each January and July, based

upon the prime rate plus three points.
“Texas Rural Communities, Inc. 

is a small organization with funds 
available to address the needs of rural 
communities. By partnering with the 
Texas FSA, we are able to benefit 
tVom their existing infrastructure and 
experti.se allowing TRC to quickly 
distribute funds where they are 
needed most,” said Sandra Tenorio, 
Executive Director for Texas Rural 
Communities, Inc.

TRC, Inc. will be subject to a title 
insurance policy issued on all loans. 
Additionally, TRC, Inc. will consider 
applications for the Beginning 
Farmer Down Payment program, 
subject to FSA established 
guidelines.

“The availability of the Joint 
Financing Program will have the 
effect of doubling the amount of 
already scarce Farm Ownership loan 
funds allocated by Congress each 
year,” said John Fuston, State 
Executive Director for Texas FSA.

“This program will not increase the 
loan limits for our Direct Farm 
Ownership loans, but will increase 
the amount of funds available to 
larger family-sized farmers and 
ranchers, with separate limits of 
$200,000 for the FSA loans and

$200,000 for the TRC, Inc. loan.” 
Local lenders including banks. 

Federal Land Bank Associations and 
Agricultural Credit Associations are 
also encouraged to participate in the 
FSA Joint Financing Program for real 
estate type loans in order to increase 
the availability of agricultural credit 
in rural areas of Texas. Local lenders 
participating in the program will 
benefit by obtaining a first lien on 
the real estate, with FSA obtaining 
second lien position.

“We are excited about the 
possibility of increasing the number 
of family-sized farmers and ranchers 
that we assist throughout rural 
Texas,” said Larry Owens, Farm 
Loan Chief for the Farm Loan 
Programs Division of FSA.

Development Agency has Housing 
Loan Programs available to assist 
qualified very low, low and moderate 
income applicants in the construction 
of purchase of a home.

These loans require no down 
payment nor mortgage insurance and 
can be made for up to 100% of the 
market value of the property, which 
in some cases allows for financing 
of the closing costs. Loan terms are 
from 30 to 33 years, with fixed 
interest rates. Payment assistance is 
available, based on family size and 
income, which may reduce the 
interest rate on the loan to as low as 
one percent (1 %).

The Agency also administers 
Home Repair Loans and Grants for 
qualified very low- income owner- 
occupants.

Grants funds are available for 
very-low income home-owners 62 
years of age and over who cannot 
repay a loan. Grant funds must be 
used to remove health and safety 
hazards such as repairing roofs, 
heating, electrical and plumbing 
systems, water and waste disposal, 
installing screens, windows, 
insulation and other items to make 
the home safe. Grant assistance may 
not exceed $7,500.

Home Repair Loans may include 
similar purposes as the grant, but

may also be used to modernize and 
bring a home up to standards, make 
changes for convenience, add a 
room, remodel and make overall 
improvements to the home. For 
very-low income bon'owers, the loan 
term can be of up to 20 years, with a 
fixed one percent (1 %) interest rate. 
The loan amount cannot exceed 
$20,000. For low-income borrowers 
the interest rate is the program rate 
in effect at the time of the loan.

WHEN SHOULD YOU APPLY FOR 
SOCIAL SECURITY BENEFITS?

As you approach retirement age, one important decision you'll face 
is when to apply for social security benefits.

The benefits you receive will depend on your earnings history. Each 
year the Social Security Administration mails an estimated benefits 
statement to all workers over 25. For a rough idea of what your benefits 
will be, check your annual statement. Remember that the amounts 
shown on the statement are in current dollar^, with no adjustment for 
inflation.

You have three choices for when you can begin collecting social 
security benefits. First, you can begin collecting benefits at your normal 
retirement age. If you do, you will receive full retirement benefits,. For 
social security purposes, normal retirement age is 65, but this will 
increase in stages from the current 65 to 67 by 2027.

Second, you may start receiving benefits as early as age 62. There are 
advantages and disadvantages to taking your benefits before your full 
retirement age. You could collect benefits for a longer time, but you will 
get a slimmed-down check for the rest of your life. This choice might 
make sense if you are in poor health or if you need the money to support 
yourself.

Finally, you can postpone applying for benefits. Under this alterna­
tive, you become eligible for a bonus that will increase your monthly 
benefit check.

If you are both working and receiving social security, your benefits 
may be reduced depending on your age and how much you earn. 
Workers under 65 can earn up to $ 11,280 for 2002 before benefits are 
reduced. If you are 65 or older, your benefits won't be reduced no matter 
how much you earn.

In deciding when to apply for benefits, you should consider your 
health, desired lifestyle, other resources, and taxes. For help in analyz­
ing your choices, call us.
