78th legislative session begins
with bill-filing bulk

AUSTIN — The leaves may be
falling from some of the trees shad-
ing the park-like Capitol grounds, but
politically, it is spring in Texas.

The first of the 5,000-8,000 or so
pieces of legislation that will be filed
for consideration during the 78th ses-
sion of the Legislation began to ap-
pear on Nov. 12 like so many wild-
flowers after a good rain. (Of course,
some, depending on their political or
business perspective, will view much
of this new growth as a noxious weed
infestation needing a quick dose of
pesticide.)

And, like spring, opposites are
pairing. Lions and lambs are lying
together. Lobbyists and associations
that supported losing candidates sud-
denly seem like the best friends of
those who won. The lunch crowd in
downtown restaurants and private
clubs has picked up. Everyone in
politics now appears, at least pub-
licly, to be willing to let bygones and
vetoes be bygones.

What a change. For a few days
after the election, the Capitol was a

‘ pleasant place to visit during a lunch
break, a quiet, a stately place of con-
templation. After Veteran’s Day,
parking suddenly became more dif-
ficult as men and women with aspi-
rations, dreads and brief cases
crowded the sidewalk leading to the
Capitol and the various House and
Senate offices.

The early bills reflect the politics
of their sponsors.

Though the Republicans have
control for the first time since Recon-
struction in both houses, Democrat
Rep. Steve Wolens of Dallas wasted
no time filing a tax that would add a
half-dollar to the current 41-cent tax
on cigarettes.

Bills filed so far range from a mea-
sure that would provide capital pun-
ishment for those who murder in the
name of terrorism to a bill from Sen.
Jett Wentworth of San Antonio pro-
viding for a moment of silence each
day in public schools.

King’s X on insurance pullout...

In another blossom of civility,
thousands of Texans gota price break
with the announcement last week that
Farmers Insurance Group would
postpone by a month its planned exit
from the state’s home insurance mar-

ket.

The interim agreement, spear-
headed by Republican Sen. Robert
Duncan of Lubbock, includes a 6.8
percent rate cut for Farmers custom-
ers whose policies are due for re-
newal before Dec. 10, the end date
of the 30-day truce.

A permanent solution to the dis-
pute between Farmers and the state
is still a long way off and insurance
reform will be one of many issues in
the coming legislative session.

Wild opening day...

Thousands of Texas deer hunters
took to the woods Nov. 2 for the first
day of deer season, but few had a day
like one couple who own a small tract
of land down the Colorado from Aus-
tin.

The woman was in one of the
blinds on her property before dawn,
waiting to see if a good buck would
show up. Not long after daylight, a
buck silently appeared, grazing on
corn broadcast from the feeder.

Shouldering her rifle, she had the
cross hairs of her scope squarely on
the deer’s shoulder and was about to
pull the trigger when the deer
dropped dead. A few parts of a sec-
ond later she heard someone else’s
shot. No one else had permission to
be on her property, and her husband,
the only other hunter, was in a blind
at a different location.

As she watched, a poacher came
up and dragged away her deer.

Meanwhile, her husband was sit-
ting in his blind when a bullet ripped
through it, barely missing him. The
next thing he saw was a man crawl-
ing under his fence, a rifle in his
hands.

As the startled landowner looked
on, the intruder took a second shot,
this one knocking down a spike buck.
To his amazement, all this was hap-
pening on his land.

The couple separately but simul-
taneously decided they’d had enough
hunting for day and hurried home.

The story has a happy ending, at
least for the landowners. They called
the state Parks and Wildlife Depart-
ment, and game wardens later ar-
rested the two poachers.

Killing a deer on private property
without the owner’s permission is a
state jail felony and upon conviction
the hunting license is automatically
revoked.

for you. It will not automatically make you more profitable. It will
not necessarily limit your liability on all transactions. It will not
necessarily reduce your overall tax bill; it may, in fact, increase it.

If you incorporate an existing business, you may find that your
long established suppliers now require new financial statement
information. They may also request that you sign a personal guaran-
tee that you'll pay amounts owed if the corporation cannot. Most
closely held corporations are required to give the personal guarantee
of the major shareholders in securing a line of bank credit for
corporation purposes. This guarantee has the effect of not limiting
your liability in reference to those bank loans.

With a regular corporation, business profits may be taxed twice—
once at the corporate level and again at the shareholder level when
paid out as dividends or a liquidation distribution. The double
taxation that regular corporations face is generally avoided by
making a special tax election known as a Subchapter "S" election.
But not every corporation qualified for S corporation status. You
may find the incorporation of your business has not only increased
your income tax bill, but also increased payroll taxes because the
previous proprietor is now an employee of the corporation.

Incorporating your business can make a difference in the taxes
you pay, the costs of doing business, and the amount of paperwork
and red tape you'll have.
