Fourteen
percent of drug prescriptions are
never filled at all, and about the same
number are filled but are never used.
In addition, '29 percent of
prescriptions are filled but never

* Lce was born in Berlin. In May
1945. when she was twelve years old,
the Russian army occupied Ber]in,
which lay in ruins. Ration stamps
were quickly issued, but one month,
her family’s stamps were stolen and

_.they had to live off the illegal black

market for about four weeks. The
farmers who had the food wanted

“valuables instead of money. So the

family would make a deal with
someone in the country and Lee was

designated to bring “the bacon”

home, literally.

“I looked like a child but had a
kind of street smart for which
Berliner youngsters have a
reputation. Coming in by train from
the country with ‘goodies,’ I had to
get my bags through a couple of
police checkpoints at a transfer-
station. I always ‘brought home the
bacon,” amen.” :

“In a few years after the war’s
end, I became a Christian. Believing
in Christ gave me the fellowship of

Bob and Alma Barnett, who became

my parents in the Lord.” Bob Barnett
of Haskell was a chaplain with the
U.S. forces in Germany.

Hail

Q: What causes hail to form?
~ A: Hail is caused when raindrops

are lifted up into the atmosphere
during a thunderstorm and then
supercooled by temperatures below
freezing, turning them into ice balls,
says Dr. Dick Orville of Texas A&M*
University. “The faster the updraft on
these balls of ice, the bigger they can
grow,” he adds. {‘On some hailstones,
you can actually see rings inside them
which show they were cycled
through the thunderstorm more than
once. What starts out as a tiny
raindrop becomes a pea-size chunk
of ice and some eventually get to be
the size of baseballs or softballs.
When these stones fall to earth, the
damage can be devastating, even
deadly. Large hailstones have been
clocked at more than 90 miles per
hour and there have been reports of
humans andlivestock being killed by
.large hailstones. Houses, buildings,
cars and crops are usually the victims
of hail, however. Hail usually forms
over an area and leaves within a few
minutes,” Orville adds. “But there
have been instances when hail can
stay in the same area for tens of
minutes, leaving several inches of ice
on the ground.” 7

Q: How large do hailstones get?

A: Hail is usually pea-sized to
marble-sized, 'says Orville, but big
thunderstorms can produce big hail.
“Hail up to six inches in diameter has
fallen in parts of the Midwest,” he
says. A hailstone the size of a
baseball weighs about one- third of a
pound, and since it can travel up to
90 miles an hour from its source
cloud, it can create a lot of damage.

Entire crops have been known to
be wiped out in a few minutes with
large hailstones. In 1978, about 200
sheep were killed in Montana when
baseball-size hail struck them. The
largest hailstone ever recorded in the
U.S. occurred in 1970 in Coffeyville,
Kan., when a stone weighing 1.6
pounds and measuring 5.5 inches fell,

while in 1973 a hailstone hit Cedoux,
Saskatchewan, and measured at 4
inches. But we know that larger
stones have fallen around the world.
In 1984. a hailstorm hit Denver and
lasted almost one hour and the result
was knee-deep hailstones on the
around. This is why hail can b& such
a damaging weather force.”

FDA proposes labeling and manufacturing
standards for all dietary supplements

The Food and Drug
Administration recently took action
to help consumers get accurately
labeled and unadulterated dietary
supplements by proposing a new
regulation to require current good
manufacturing practices (CGMPs) in
their manufacturing, packing and
holding. The proposed rule would,
for the first time, establish standards
to cnsure that dietary supplements
and dictary ingredients are not
adulterated with contaminants or
impurities, and are labeled ‘to
accurately reflect
ingredients and other ingredients in
the product. '

This proposed rule includes
requircments for designing and

constructing physical plants,
cstablishing quality control

pmculures and testing manufactured
dictdry inarcdlen% Wrdidiedary
supplements. It also includes
proposed  requirements  for
maintaining records and for handling
consumer complaints related to
CGMPs.

* “Americans must have confidence
that the dietary supplements they
purchase are not contaminated and
that they contain the dietary
ingredients and the amounts claimed
on the labels,” said HHS Secretary
Tommy G. Thompson. “Millions of
Americans use dietary supplements,
and we owe it to them to ensure that
they are getting the products they're
paying for.”

Inrecent years, analyses of dietary
supplements by a private sector
laboratory suggest that a substantial
number of dietary supplement
products analyzed may not contain
the amounts of dietary ingredients
that would be expected to be found
based on their product labels. For
cxample:

*Five ol 18 soy and/or red clover-
containing products were tfound to
contain only 50 percent to 80 percent
ol the declared- amounts of
isoflavones. ;

*Of 25 probiotic products tested,
8 contained less than | percent of the
claimed number of live bacteria or
the number of bacteria that would be
expected to be found in such a
product.

FDA has also encountered
products being marketed that are not
accurately labeled or contain
contaminants that should not be
present or ‘'may be harmful. For
example:

*One firm recalled its dietary
supplements that were contaminated
with excessive amounts of lead,
which may have posed a health risk
to many consumers, especially
children and women of childbearing
age. :
eAnother firm recalled a niacin
product after it received reports of
nausea, vomiting, liver damage and
heart attack associated with the use

~of its product. A dietary ingredient

manufacturing firm had mislabeled
a bulk ingredient container that
subsequently. was used by another

hrm,r.mmmakmo i, pm{iucg, that @i

coﬁt,arﬁéél‘»a‘lmost- ten times more
niacin than the amount that may be
safe.

*Another firm recalled its product
after it was found that a dietary
supplement containing folic acid,
which is often taken by women to
reduce the risk of having a baby with
neural tube defects, contained only
35 percent of the amount of folic acid
claimed on the label.

“This proposed regulation is
another major step in our efforts to
help Americans take more Control
over their own health. Too often,
consumers purchase dietary
supplements based on inaccurate or
incomplete information on what they
are getting. This proposed regulation
would require that dietary
supplements provide accurate
information on the type and amount
of ingredients they contain and that
dietary supplements are produced
using safe methods,” said Mark B.
McClellan, M.D., PhDz,
Commissioner of Food and Drugs.
“Consumers should have access to
dietary
accurately labeled and are free from
cohtaminants.” '

FDA’s action will also permit
more informative research on dietary
supplements, to improve the science
available on their- safety and
effectiveness: *“We commend, FDA
for proposing good manufacturing

vs.,u,ppleme.nts and to

supplements . that are |,

practices that will help ensure that all
dietary supplements are of the quality
that the public deserves. Since
credible research studies cannot be
performed using many of the current,
highly variable products, these
practices will also speed our ability
to provide the public with more
definitive data about the safety and
effeckéiveness of popular dietary
supplements,” said Dr. Stephen
Straus, Director, National Center for
Complementary and Alternative

Medicine at the National Institutes of

Health.

This proposed regulation follows
the agency’s consumer initiative
announced last December intended to
improve FDA's policies on providing
information about health
consequences of food and' dietary
increase
enforcement-efforts (o prevent
misleading health claims made by
certain, dietary  supplement
manufacturers. By putting in place
requirements that will ensure
universal good manufacturing
practices, the proposed regulation
should serve to eliminate the
guesswork for consumers about
which dietary supplements may. or
may not be of high quality. In turn,
manufacturers of dietary
supplements will have to compete
based on the quantity of their product,
not through potentially misleading
labels or inexpensjve but less safe
manufacturing processes.

Under the CGMP proposal,
manufacturers would be required to
evaluate the identity, purity, quality,
strength, and composition of their
dietary ingredients and dietary
supplements. If dietary supplements

.contain contaminants or do not

contain the dietary ingredient they are
represented to contain, FDA would
consider those products to be
adulterated. Some product quality
problems the CGMPs would help
prevent include products that are

: superpotent or subpotent; that contain

the wrong ingredient, a drug
contaminant, or other contaminants
(e.g., bacteria, pesticide, glass, lead);
that contain foreign material; and that
are improperly packaged and
mislabeled.

This proposal is intended to cover
all types of dietary supplemeénts.
However, to limit any disruption for.
dietary supplements produced by
small businesses, FDA is proposing
a three-year phase-in of a final rule
for small businesses. The proposal
includes flexible standards that can
cvolye with improvements -in the
state of science, such as in validating
tests for identity, purity, quality,
strength, and composition of dietary
ingredients.

EDA is soliciting comments from
the public and industry on how this
proposed regulation can best achieve
the goals of promoting accurate
labeling information and preventing
adulteration without imposing
unnecessary regulatory burdens.

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Labels can reveal smarter choices

How much attention do you pay
to the Nutrition Facts label on the
package of every food you buy at
the grocery store? According to the
food and nutrition experts at the
American Dietetic Association, a few
moments of label reading can pay big
health dividends for you and your
family.

“Learning to read a label or food
package correctly can help you cut
calories, among many other

- benefits,” says Sue Moores, a
registered dietitian and spokesperson
for  the American Dietetic
Association.

“You’ll then want to check the
calories per serving and the fat
content. If you need to watch your
salt intake, make sure you look at the
sodium. Most important though is to
look at the nutrient benefits you’ll
receive by eating a particular food,”
says Moores.

Labels are required to have
specific meanings, such as:

Free: An amount so small that it
probably won’t have any effect on
your body; for example, calorie-

free,” “fat-free” or “sodium-free.”

Low: A small amount of or low
source of calories, fat or cholesterol.

Reduced: A food with at least 25
percent less calories, fat, saturated
fat, cholesterol or sodium than a
comparable food. Look at what it’s
being compared to.

High: Twenty percent or more of
the Daily Value for a nutrient—for
example, “high in vitamin C” or
“high-calcium.” Other terms are,
“excellent source of,” or “rich in.”

Good source: Ten to 19 percent
of the Daily Value for a nutrient-for
example, “good source of fiber” or
terms such as “contains” or
“provides.”

More: Ten percent or more of the
Daily Value-for example, “more
fiber” or “more iron” or terms such

Healthy: Low in fat and saturated

Haskell Volunteer Fire
Department obtdined $5,448 in cost-
sharing aid toward the purchase of
10" sets of structure personal
protective equipment.

The funding aid came from the
Rural Volunteer Fire Department
Assistance Program, a $15 million
annual state cost-sharing program
(also known as the HB 2604
program) that is« funded by
contributions from the Texas
insurance industry, and the Volunteer
Firc Assistance Program, a federally
funded fire protection program.
Cost-sharing aid toward the purchase
of trucks and slip-on pump units also
is available through both programs,
which arc administered by the Texas
Forest Service, the state forest
resource and rural firefighting
agency. :

Fire organizations also may be
able to obtain free trucks and other
fircfighting apparatus such as pumps,
tanks and portable generators through
the Texas Forest Service via the
Federal Excess Personal Property
(FEPP) program. Under the FEPP
program, cquipment acquired
through the military is transferred to
qualifying fire departments at no
coslL. 5

Volunteer fire departments also
can obtain several other kinds of aid
from the state rural firefighting and
forest resource agency.
