Marijuana found by Trooper 
Adams during traffic stop
DRUG STOP-Texas Highway Patrol Trooper Lance Adams is shown 
with approximately 150 pounds of marijuana obtained during a 
traffic stop of this truck tractor on Thurs., May 15. Adams stopped 
the northbound truck tractor semi-trailer approximately ten miles 
south of Haskell for a traffic violation. During the course of the 
stop, Adams obtained consent to search the cab of the truck which 
lead to the discovery of a large duffle bag filled with wrapped 
bundles of marijuana. Assisted by Troopers Johnny JosSelet, Brody 
Moore and Sgt. Jodie Tullos, Adams arrested the two male 
occupants of the truck tractor. A further search of the truck revealed 
two additional large duffle bags containing bundles of marijuana. 
Estimated street value of the marijuana recovered is $204,000. Both 
men were charged with delivery of marijuana more than 50 lbs. 
and less than 2,000 lbs., a first degree felony with a punishment of 
up to 99 years in prison and $10,000 fine.

of meals, important
How many meals do you really 

need to eat?
In today’s busy world, it’s hard to 

make time to sit down to three rrieals 
a day. Some people graze throughout 
the day, while others just eat a couple 
of big meals. Nutrition experts at UT 
Southwestern Medical Center at 
Dallas say the human body is actually 
pretty adaptable to different eating 
patterns. Even so, there do seem to 
be benefits to eating small, frequent 
meals rather than just eating one or 
two big meals.

Research has shown that eating a 
couple of big meals may be a risk 
factor for obesity, lipid disorders, 
heart disease and diabetes. Animals 
that are fed large meals appear to 
make more fat than those given 
smaller meals throughout the day, 
even if all the animals are given the 
same numbA* of calories.

Even if you can’t fit three meals 
into your schedule. Dr. Scott Grundy, 
director of the Center for Human 
Nutrition at UT Southwestern, says 
you should make time for breakfast.

When you eat breakfast, you’ll have 
more strength and endurance, you’ll 
feel better about work or school, 
you’ll maintain more constant blood- 
sugar levels and you’ll be less likely 
to get hungry and overeat fater in the 
day. People: who eat breakfast are 
also more likely to get all the 
vitamins and minerals they need, as 
well as eating less fat and more fiber, 
than people who skip breakfast.

Whether you eat three meals, 
snack throughout the day or just eat 
a couple of meals, keep an eye on the 
total number of calories you eat.

AUSTIN— Yciu's from i i q w , a 
Iraveler will be ghincing through an 
airline magcizine (assuming there are 
still cUiy (drlines in business) iuid read 
an interesting piece ()f trivia; For a 
short time in die eaily 21st eeatuiy, 
lexas had two capitals.

And in the sense that a capital is 
a place where members of a 
deliberative body of government 
gather, the historiciU tiivia will be 
eonect. It will be noted that from 
May 12, 2003 to May 16, 2003, 5\ 
members of the Texas House of 
Representatives—more tlian a third 
of its membership—gathered at a 
motel in Aidmore, Okla. to prevent 
their colleagues from taking any 
legislative action for lack of a 
quorum.

b'or (ill practictd puiTXT.ses, for four 
days, Ardmore was the Demtx:ratic 
capital oflexas. Austin, on the other 
hand, was die Republican capital of 
Texas.

Invoking long standing rules, as 
soon as it was evident what the 
D em ocrats.w ere up to. House 
Speaker 1dm Oaddick placed “a call 
upon the Hou.se.” That means the 
door.s were locked tuid die Sergeant- 
,at-Arms ordered to locate absent 
representatives and return diem to 
the chamber so that a quonim could 
be reached. The sergeant-at-amis 
having no police powers, the job fell 
to die Depiu tment of Public Safety.

file DPS and the news media 
found the missing lawmakers easily 
enough Monday night, but diey were, 
north of the Red River. Texas officers 
have no jurisdiction outside die state 
unless diey aie in pursuit of a felon. 
An attempt to talk some of the 
Democrats into “sunendering” so 
they could be flown back to Texas 
in a state plane failed.

Wai's have been fought over less 
than this pmliamentary maneuver, 
but the.se days, we do most of our 
fighting with words, not bullets or 
bombs.

“Texas patriots made dieir stand 
at the Ahuno to halt the progress of 
an overpowering Mexican Army 
intent on destroying the rights of die 
residents of Texas and crushing Sam 
Houston’s simdl many,” Rep. Ryan 
Guillen (D-Duval County) .said. “I 
would not compare our efforts to 
theirs. We are risking far less. But 
we me following their exmnple, as 
all true Texans should.”

Speaker Craddick said the 
Democrats were more like Moses 
Rose, the only defender believed to 
have left the Alamo before the final 
assault. (Historimis debate diat, but 
diat’s miother story.)

Beyond the references to Texas 
histoiy, humor softened the political 
tensions. The Republicans, stealing a 
page from the U.S. government’s 
effort to capture Iraqi war criminals, 
posted on dieir Web site a deck of 
playing cards featuring the missing 
lawmakers. Milk cartons with 
photocopied images of Democrats 
appemed on the floor of the House.

Singer Willie Nelson sent the 
Ardmore 51 red bandannas, CDs mid 
health drinks. Maybe he had been 
inspired by a press release from Rep. 
Phil King (R-Weatherford), who 
observed, “Not since the days of .lesse 
and Frank .lames, and Belle Starr have 
so many outlaws hid out in 
Oklahoma.”
So, what does it all really mean?

• As of this writing, it looks like a 
battle won by the Democratic 
members, who succeeded in killing 
the Congressional redistricting bill 
diat had gotten dieir dander up. But 
as the skying goes, it’s possible to win 
a battle and still lose a war.

.• On the longer term, it means 
relations between the two parties 
likely will be even more rancorous. 
As surely as video footage portraying 
President George W. Bush as a war 
time leader will be aired when the 
election campaign begins next year, 
footage of the Chicken Ds, as the 
Republicans, .ra iled  the ^^bsent 
Democrats, will be seen the next^ime 
diey run for reelection.

• It means some legislation that 
had nothing to do with redistricting 
probably died of friendly fire

• It means diat for a few days, die 
Ardmore economy got some relief 
from the throes of the recession from 
the lawmakers, their associates mid 
die news media.

Finally, in the realm of social 
science, as opposed to political 
science, the Aidmore episode speaks 
volumes about what makes Texas 
different. I t ’s hard to imagine 
something like this playing out in 
Iowa, or Rliode Island, or Oregon.

That clearly occurred to the writers 
for Comedy Central’s “The Daily 
Show,” who spoofed the Democrats 
Alamo-like “final stand.” Making his 
own stand in front of an image of 
Ardmore’s Holiday Inn, in a segment 
dubbed “Austin Powerless” comedimi 
Rob Corddry ended the spoof with, 
“Remember the Holiday Inn, 
A rdm ore...airport location, not 
downtown.”

Local weather 
woman honored

Everybody talks about the 

weather, but 88-year-old Ernestine 
Herren of Haskell not only watehes 
and talks about the weather, she’s 
been recording and gathering 
climatology data for the National 
Weather Service office in San Angelo 
for years.

On Wed., May 14, she was 
honored by the U. S. Department of 
Commerce National Weather Service 
/ith a certificate of recognition for 

outstanding accomplishments in 
taking and reporting weather 
observations.

In presenting the award, and 
congratulating her on her years of 
service, Lesli E. Hiesler of the 
National Weather Service in San 
Angelo, said that as a volunteer she 
ha.S'dedicated her time daily to ensure 
that the National Weather Service has 
the latest rainfall and severe weather 
information from the community of 
, '/askcll atid Ifaskelf County. ” '

Herren is one of a network'6f 75 
observers in the West Central Texas 
area regularly reporting rainfall 
amounts to the San Angelo office. 
“We are grateful to have them 
keeping up with it for us,” Hiesler

said.
Following in the footsteps of her 

husband, Sam Herren, who recorded 
and reported the weather for 52 years 
before his death in 1993, Ernestine 
has continued to report local rainfall 
amounts for the last ten years.

During his career with the weather 
service, Sam Herren received 
numerous honors and special 
recognitions, including the Thomas 
■lefferson Award, named in honor of 
the third U. S. President, who was 
also a pioneer weather observer. It 
is the highest award given by the 
U. S, Department of Commerce 
National Oceanic and Atmospheric 
Administration.

Proud of her husband’s 
accom plishm ents and years of 
weather reporting, Ernestine Herren 
can now add her own framed 
certificate of recognition to the wall 
in her home displaying those of 
Haskell’s longtime weatherman.

Inr her fypitaf ‘canMio’ attitude, as ■ 
the crew Trom the San Angelo office 
was leaving after the presentation, 
Herren enquired, “Do you think it 
will be another 10 years before you 
do this again? You know, I’ll be 98 
years old by then.”

Ways to keep your 
cool this summer

With the coming of summer,

associate professor recommends 
other ways to keep cool:

• Open windows on two sides of 
a room to create cross-ventilation and 
use a fan to circulate the air. Turn off 
the lights.

• Drink plenty of liquids-even if 
you aren’t thirsty-but avoid sugary 
drinks and those with caffeine and 
alcohol. Eat lots of fruit and salads.

• Take cold showers or baths, or 
get cool in libraries, senior centers 
or shopping malls.

Childhood immunization is an 
easy means to help children grow 
healthy. Many of the contagious 
diseases encountered during 
childhood that present serious threats 
to children’s health can be avoided 
by timely vaccinations.

Shots are available to provide 
protection against the following 
diseases; hepatitis B, Haemophilus 
influenezae type b (Hib disease), 
measles, mumps, rubella, (German 
m easles), diphtheria, tetanus, 
pertussis, chicken pox and 
poliomyelitis.

It is very important that each child 
complete his or her vaccinations at 
the ages recommended by medical 
authorities. Childhood immunization 
should begin during the early 
newborn period and, for the most 
part, be completed by age two.

Unnecessary risks-sometimes even 
death-can occur when parents decide 
to wait until the child enrolls in 
school to complete their vaccination 
programs. This is because children 
are more susceptible to contagious 
diseases or their com plications 
during the first two years of life.

Public health clinics in most 
com m unities provide free 
immunizations or services at reduced 
cost. To immunize your child is a 
small step in helping him or her to 
grow up healthy. Like any 
m edication, vaccines can have 
secondary effects, but these are mild 
in most cases. Parents should 
recognize that contagious diseases 
can pose greater dangers than the side 
effects from vaccinations. Immunize 
your child today!

Mary Herridge, a Gerontologist and 
Hill County Extension Agent, points 
out that poor health is not a 
consequence of aging and being 
healthy is not just the absence of 
disease. “A chronic illness may be 
considered unhealthy but, if managed 
properly, the person suffering from 
that illness may be able to lead a 
normal, healthy life.”

A healthy lifestyle may have a 
positive impact on a person at*any 
age. Proper diet, exercise and 
preventive healthcare are three 
primary means to maintaining your

physical health. According to 
Herridge. people interested in _diet, 
exercise and prevention may contact 
the Extension Agent in their county 
for information on programs and 
services that are available.

Successful aging is also tied very 
heavily to a person’s mental health, 
-lust as with physical health, decline 
in mental health is not a consequence 
ol' growing older. “Many clinicians 
and family members attribute an 
altered mental state to someone’s age 
rather than recognizing symptoms of 
a disease and seeking treatment for 
it.” says Andy Crocker, Gerontology

Cooperative Extension. Something 
as simple as the wrong prescription 
in a pair of glasses may eause 
disorientation and then may be 
confused with dementia.

Crocker recommends keeping the 
mind active through stimulating 
activity such as reading or word 
games or even talking with friends 
and neighbors about a current news 
event.

As an added tip. Dr. Judy Warren, 
Professor and Gerontology Specialist 
with Texas Cooperative Extension, 
suggests plenty of sleep in addition 
to any physical and mental activities. 
“Plenty of sleep nurtures the body 
and the mind,” says Warren.

Emotional and spiritual well­
being are key to any discussion 
regarding healthy aging. Social 
interaction is an important part of 
emotional health. Dr. Warren reminds 
us “to age well, we need to give and 
receive love.” Whether it’s through 
volunteerism or a group of friends 
who meet on a regular basis, staying 
involved in society gives a sense of 
purpose: a reason to get out of bed in 
the morning and to stay both mentally 
and physically healthy. “I don’t think

we realize that mental, physical, and 
emotional health arc all intertwined,” 
says Herridge. “It’s like a stool with 
three legs, if you lake one leg away, 
the stool won’t stand-up.”

An excellent way to stay mentally 
healthy as well as strengthen 
emotional health is to participate in 
educational opportunities your 
community. “Most colleges and 
universities, and some school 
districts, offer a variety of classes that 
may be of interest to people of any; 
age. The best part is that most classes 
are very affordable and offer flexible 
schedules,” says Crocker.

Americans are still searching for 
the fabled “Fountain of Youth” and 
until someone finds it, we must try” 
to do what wc can to age well.^ 
Physical, mental, and emotional' 
health are all interrelated and must- 
be considered when discussing-:

TB remains a threat
In a recent report by Eduardo J. 

Sanchez. Commissioner of Texas 
Department of Health, he states that 
the persistence of tuberculosis in 
Texas demands continued attention.

“Tuberculosis once was the 
leading cause of death'in this country. 
It no longer holds that ranking, and 
for that we can thank modern 
science, specialized drugs and 
preventive education. But TB has 
made a comeback in Texas and the 
United States, especially over the last 
two decades,” he said.

Last year, 1,550 cases were 
, reported in Texas. Both human and 
financial resources, consistently 
available and aggressively applied, 
are needed to keep TB in check, he 
said. While comparisons show that 
a person living in one of the border 
counties in 2001 was almost twice 
as likely to have TB as someone 
living in a non-border county, 73 
percent ol'all TB cases in Texas were 
in urban areas of more than 500,000 
people.

TB is treatable and curable. But

it lakes persistence. One person with 
Linlrcalcd active TB will infect on 
average as many as 15 people every’ 
year. One of the great factors 
concerning tuberculosis is the*, 
emergence of TB strains resistant Irt: 
current antibiotics. TB bacteria die 
slowly. It lakes from six to nine 
months for medicine to kill all the 
haticria. even though patients are not 
contagious.

Dr. Sanchez said that one of the 
best strategics for controlling and 
potentially eliminating TB is the 
"directly applied therapy,” or DOT, 
where a patient sees a health care 
worker daily or several times a week 
to receive medication. With DOT, 
TB patients arc observed taking their 
doses and arc carefully monitored for 
any drug side effects. Another 
pi'omising strategy, especially for 
Texans, he said, is the United States- 
Mcxico Binalional Health Card 
Erojccl. A pilot project is beginning 
ill El Paso, along with several sites 
in Mexico, including Cuidad Juarez. 
The TB card will allow clinical and 
epidemiological information to be 
shared across the border while 
protecting patient confidentially, and 
facilitates health care no matter 
where treated is received.

W illow trees to
bloom again

Over the years since it was first 

established. Willow Cemetery in 
Haskell has seen a decline in the 
number of its namesake trees, which 
once bloomed and bent with the 
breezes blowing across the plots and 
monuments of countless loved ones.

Recently, because of a long-held

Not really knowing how to begin 
such an undertaking, Frances Bowen 
presented her idea to members of the 
Haskell Garden Club. After 
discussion and research into what 
species would be most adaptable to 
the local clime, it was decided that 
the Desert Willow would he the most 
ideal plant to flourish in a low 
moisture environment and also 
retain the authentic ambience of the 
name Willow Cemetery. Earlier this 
year the club opted to spearhead and 
promote the project in the 
community.

With Frances Bowen as 
coordinator, funding arrangements

were set in motion for the purchase 
of each tree being made possible 
through indi\'idual memorial 
donations.

Last week, the first nine memorial 
trees were planted by Frances and 
Jimmy Bowen. Those giving the 
initial trees I'or the project were 
Glenn and Maggie Merchant, in 
memory of Mr. and Mrs. A. C. 
Boggs. Paul Merchant and John 
Merchant: Gayfe Spain Maxson. in 
memory of Harold and Geraldine 
Spain, and Fouts family; Virginia 
Daniels in memory of Jack Daniels; 
Mae Lou Yeldell. in memory of 
Major Lewis. Jr. and Robert Yeldell; 
and the Bowens, in memory of Hoie 
Harrell and Don Harrell.

The trees came in five gallon 
containers and were from 4 to 7 feet 
tall. Some of them were blooming 
with fragrant pale pink flowers. 
Several nurseries arc specially 
working with Frances Bowen in 
trying to locale a supply of th'e trees, 
which mostly come from California.

C a n n e d ,  f r o z e n  

v e g s  h e a l t h y ,  t o o
Getting more healthy vegetables 

into your diet may be Just a can 
opener away.

“Canned and frozen vegetables 
are nutritious,” said Dr. Jenna 
Anding, Texas Cooperative 
Extension nutrition specialist. “They 
are naturally low in fat, unless 
packaged in butter, cream sauces or 
with fat-containing foods.” And 
although some canned vegetables 
also contain salt, “low salt products 
are available,” she added.

In fact, using canned or frozen 
vegetables could be the easiest way 
of getting more produce in the diet. 
“Canned or frozen vegetables can 
often he substituted for fresh produce 
if fresh vegetables are not in season 
or are poor in quality,” Anding said.

So don't-worry if your vegetables 
came from a can or the freezer, but 
do learn the best way to use them for 
maximum benefit to health and 
budget.

For example, .Anding said, 
substituting generic brands for name

brands can save money without 
negatively impacting health. “While 
it may be easy to spot the brand 
names,” she said, “don’t forget about 
the store and generic brands of 
vegetables. They often taste Just as.. 
good as the national brands and 
usually cost less.”

Anding also offered these , 
suggestions:

•Learn the terms. “A vegetable 
that is packed whole often will cost 
more than the same vegetable that is 
packed'cut, dtsed cJr ̂ chopped,’'’’ she 
said. “This is because the ve^tables' 
that are packed whole are specially 
chosen for their appearance. To save 
money, choose cut or chopped 
vegetables instead of whole, 
especially when the vegetable is 
planned for use in casseroles, soups 
or stews.”

•For best quality, canned foods 
should be stored at no more than 
75 F and should be used within one 
year of purchase (unless the date on 
the can specifies otherwise).

•Be careful when buying canned 
foods. “Do not buy or use cans that 
are bulging or leaking,” Anding 
warned, because the food inside may 
be contaminated. She also warned 
against buying cans that are dented 
“because, small pinholes may 
accompany the dents.”

•After the can is opened, 
refrigerate any leftovers in glass or 
plastic containers and use them 
within three days.

•Store frozen vegetables at 0 F or 
lower. These foods will usually keep 
for eight to 12 months.

•Frozen vegetables that have 
thawed and' been refrozen often are 
found in misshapen packages with 
ice crystals on the outside. “They are 
usually safe to eat, but the quality 
likely will be reduced,” Anding said.

•Do not buy limp or wet packages 
of frozen vegetables.

•Once.the package is opened and 
thawed, store leftovers in the 
refrigerator and use within three 
days. “If you wish to use only part of 
a package, be sure to return the 
unused vegetables back to the freezer 
before they thaw,”Anding said.

May sales tax
receipts are down

Texas Comptroller Carole Keeton 
Strayhorn sent .$380.9 million in 
monthly sales tax payments to Texas, 
cities, counties, transit systems and 
special purpo.se taxing districts, down 
0.6 percent compared to May 2002. 
So far this year, local sales tax 
revenues are down 1.5 percent 
compared to the same time period in 
2002.

May’s sales tax rebates include 
local sales taxes collected in March 
by monthly sales tax filers and in 
.lanuary, February and March by 
quarterly sales tax filers, and reported 
to the Comptroller in April. The 
slate's share ol'sales tax reported in 
April was $ l.l Ifillion, down 0.5 
percent compared to a year ago.

"For the first time since the sales 
tax was enacted in 19 6 1, state 
revenue from the sales tax is down 
for the tenth consecutive month. This 
is unprecedented,” Strayhorn said. 
"We are also going to have another 
historic unfortunate first in Texas- 
two consecutive years of losses in 
sales lax revenue.”

Comptroller Strayhorn sent May 
sales lax rebates of $261.9 million to 
Texas cities, up 0.8 percent compared 
to May 2(X)2. Texas counties received 
sales lax rebates of $21. 1 million, up 
0.6 percent compared to one year 
ago. Seventh-six special purpose 
taxing districts saw their sales tax 
revenue increase. They received 
$10.2 million dollars this month, up 
1.3 percent compared to May 2002.

Haskell County had a 3.20 percent 
decrease for May, 2003 of 
$32,661.37 in comparison to

$33,742.87 for May 2002. 2003 
payments to dale of $126,305.84 
reflect a 8.48 percent decrease over 
2002 payments to date of 
$138,018.93.

The City of Haskell had a 2.58 
percent decrease for May, 2003 of 
$29,282.39 in comparison to 
$30,058.51 for May, 2002. 2002 
payments to dale of $116,003.56 
reflect a 9.05 percent decrease over 
2002 payments to date of 
$127,547.18.

, The City of O’Brien had a 13.92 
percent increase for May, 2003 of 
$ 177.90 in comparison to $ 156.16 for 
May, 2002. 2003 payments to date 
of $805.43 reflect a 89.16 percent 
increase over 2002 payments to date 
of $425.79.

The City of Rochester had a 26.39 
percent decrease for May, 2003 of 
$778.37 in comparison to $1,071.01 
for May, 2002.2003 payments to date 
of $2,662.26 reflect a 11.11 percent

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W eathers W hys: Jet Stream

Q. Sometimes we hear the 
\\ eatherman refer to the "jet stream."

What exactly is it?
A. The jet stream is one of the 

most influential forces of weather 
known, say’s Dr. John Nielsen- 
Gammon of Texas A&M's 
Department of Atmospheric 
Sciences.

"The Jet stream is a ri ver of air that 
flows high above the earth, usually 
between 2().()()() to 40.000 feet, and 
iTs true extent was not discovered 
until World War II when pilots made 
frequent trips across the vast Pacific 
Ocean.

The core of thejet stream is a fast- 
moving wind current that blows west 
to east around the Earth and *it can 
range from speeds of 90 to more than
250 miles per hour,” says Nielsen-

Gammon. Winds in the jet stream are 
stronger during the winter months 
because that's when the temperature 
contrasts hetw'ccn the Equator and 
the North Pole are grcatcr-the greater 
the surface temperature, the bigger 
the contrast.

Q; How does the jet stream affect 
the weather where 1 live?

A: The strength of the jet stream 
enables it to push weather systems 
from one area to another, thereby 
greatly affecting the weather where 
you li\ e. making some places stormy 
and gi\'ing others extended periods 
of fair' weather. John Nielsen- 
Gammon adds.

Because the jet stream winds are 
greatly alTeeted by mountains and 
oceans, their movement is not always 
a uniform west to east direction.

"They often contain arcs or dips, 
creating what meteorologists call 
troughs and ridges. Since the jet 
stream usually separates warmer air 
to its south, extended spells of warm’ 
or cold w eather can be caused by jet 
stream patterns, too.

There is still a lot of research 
being done on the jet stream, but we 
do know that it may stretch for 
thousands of miles around the world, 
bill it is only a few hundred miles 
w ide and usually no more than three 
miles thick."

The USDA Natural Resources 
Conservation Service (NRCS) has 
announced that financial assistance 
will be available in Texas to conserve 
natural resources and address 
environmental concerns on private 
lands. These funds are part of 
conservation provisions contained in 
the 2002 Farm Bill and authorized by 
the Environmental Quality Incentives 
Program (EQIP). Eligible farmers 
and ranchers may apply for these 
funds as cost-share assistance.

In making the announcement Dr. 
Larry D. Butler, State 
Conservationist for NRCS in Texas, 
said, “Each county will be provided 
a base allocation. Local Work 
Groups (LWGs) have established

resource concerns, eligible 
conservation treatment practices, and 
developed the ranking critieria and 
screeing processes.

Tape measure may become standard medical gear
D on’t be surprised if a tape 

measure becomes as much a part of 
a doc to r’s standard gear as a 
stethoscope.

Your waistline can tell a doctor a 
lot about your health. One key 
symptom of a group of conditions 
called metabolic syndrome is excess 
fat around the abdomen. Metabolic 
syndrome includes high blood sugar, 
high blood pressure and high blood 
cholesterol. The syndrome is 
considered a major risk factor for

heart disease.
Researchers at UT Southwestern 

Medical Center at Dallas recently 
conducted a study to see if medical 
students and doctors would be more 
likely to identify and treat metabolic 
syndrome if they had a key diagnostic 
tool handy: a tape measure.

Students studying human 
nutrition, residents and attending 
physicians at UT Southwestern were 
issued pocket tape measures and 
information cards about metabolic

syndrome. The study found that 
students and doctors who had the tape 
measures were more likely to use 
waist measurements to help them 
identify patients at risk for metabolic 
syndrom e-w hich helped these 
patients get tested and treated.

If your waist measurement is 
bigger than your hip measurement, 
you may, be at greater risk for the 
diseases included in metabolic 
syndrome. Your own tape measure 
can tell you whether or not you

should talk to your doctor about this 
condition.

UT Southwestern doctors say 
people with metabolic syndrome may 
need lifestyle changes such as 
exercise, weight loss and improved 
diet to lower their risk for heart 
disease.
