Need For Blood
|s Explained

of the

“Residents Muleshoe
area who have been asked to
contribute blood to the armed
forces plasma reserves should
understand exactly why their
blood is needed”, Dr. Putman,
Chairman of the Red Cross
Chapter, said today.

“With all this talk of new pro-
cesses by which we can make
chemical substitutes for drugs
which are in short supply from
abundant materials and chemi-
cals, perhaps they wonder whe-
ther or not plasma has been syn-
thesized as yet, and if so, why
the need for human blood,” he
continued.

“Basically,” he said, “whole
blood has never been synthesized.
The only source for it is the hu-
man body and that is likely to
remain its only source. Plasma,
the fluid part of the blood, may
some day be successfully manu-
factured from plentiful chemi-
cals, but it has not yet been
done.”

“Experiments are constant-
ly being made with various
substitutes to find plasma sub-
stitutes. Some of these are
being tested now, but all are
foreign to the blood and have
no oxygen carrying value.
They ‘do serve to increase the
blood volume of the body”.

“The need for whole blood, an(ll
blood derivaties,” Dr. Putman |
continued, “is urgent, and I urge
all who can, to give as often as
possible. Their donation may
mean the difference between life
and death for some soldier, sail-
or, airman, or Marine. who is
giving all that he can in their
behalf”.

Blood donors are asked to sign
a blood donor pledge now, and
give a pint of blood during the
visit of the Red Cross Bloodmo-
bile to Muleshoe October 15.

BABSON DISCUSSES

World War Il I

Philadelphia, Pa., Sept. 26. Two
years ago almost everyone was
worried about World War IIL
Newspapers told of the defense
plans being made by the govern-
ment; magazines printed gory
descriptions of the probable de-
struction of American cities;
while families were buying
small “hide-away” farms or
building bomb proof cellars. To-
day we hear very little talk along
these lines, except by those fami-
lies who have boys in Korea.
General sentiment now is that
World War III will not come for
ten or twenty years, —‘‘so why
worry”’!

WHAT THE EXPERTS TELL ME
Strange to say, this “City of Bro-
therly Love” is one of the chief
centers for producing war mat-
erials. This gives me an oppor-
tunity to get some inside infor-
mation. Experts here tell me that
the prospects for World War III
during the next year or two are
greater than ever. They claim
that Russia is now putting us to
sleep and may jump on us at any
time. It is hard to believe this be-
cause it seems to me that Russia
would have atacked us during
the past 6 months if she wanted
to start World War III. Experts,

however, insist that Russie is
waiting only to build up a great-
er supply of atomic bombs and
super sonic airplanes; they are
especially disturbed by the Rus-
sian-Chinese Conference now
being held in Moscow.

Obviously, the present Korean
situation cannot last indefinitely
one side or the other must quit.
If we should quit, this would cer-
tainly result in bringing on more
trouble somewhere else; while
if the Chinese should quit, it
could result in Russia losing all
Asiatic gains. Therefore, the fear
is that Russia, through the Chin-
ese, may issue an ultimdatum to
the United States giving us a
certain time limit in which to be
out of Korea,--“ or else.”. This
could cause a severe break in the
stock market and in business.
This ultimatum could come dir-
ectly after elections in November,
especially if Eisenhower should
be elected.

WHAT WORLD WAR III
WOuULD MEAN
Of course, Russia may suddenly
adopt the “Pearl Harbor” pro-
gram by dropping atomic bombs
on one or more of our large cities
without a prior ultimatum. Al-
though we are building a marve-

Even an ultimatum by Rus-
sia would give our markets a
great scare, even theugh Russia
might try this only as a bluff.
If Russia should decide to strike,
without notice, as did the Jap-
anese, then World War II will
have started in all its fury.

In view of the above, I appeal
to readers to take time to ficure
out what they would be obliged
to do and how thev would be af-
fected of World War II should
soon come, no gasoline, standing
lines for foods, and all our boys
gone to war. Think back to what
happened to vou during World
War II, and multiply those in-
conveniences by several times.
If you now live in a large vul-
nerable city, get a small place
in the country before it is too
late.

WHO PAYS THE DOCTOR?

Once again, Americans have
shown they prefer to work out
their own problems in their own
way.

This time it's the cost of medi-
cal care.

The July-September issue of
American Economic Security,
published by the Chamber of
Commerce of the United States,
notes that more than 85,000,000
Americans had insured them-
selves against hospital bills in
1951. That's well over half the
population.

Many more also have insured
themselves against medical and
surgical bills, while 39,702,000 or
nearly two thirds of all employed
civilians, are protected against
loss of pay due to accident or
sickness.

These figures do not include
military service people and
their dependents, veterans or
persons covered by workmen'’s
compensation, all of whom are
protected to varying extent
against medical costs by law.

Even more remarkable than
the great number of persons vol-
untarily protected, the Chamber
believes, is the swift growth of
voluntary health insurance in
just a little more than ten years.

Before World War II, there was
a “great debate” about the cost
of medical care. Many believed
that only a compulsory, govern-
ment regulated insurance system
could solve the problem. Others,
including most doctors, were
afraid of “state medicine”, as the
compulsory insurance plan was
called. They thought voluntary
health insurance deserved a fair
trial, first.

That's why the new figures
are significant, They become
even more so when compared
with the health insurance statis-
tics of 1940.

For example, the 85,000,000
Americans insured against hos-
pital expense in 1951, compares
with 12,312,000 in 1940. That’s a
growth of nearly 700 per cent in
11 years.

Surgical insurance covered
65,535,000 in 1951, an increase
of 1300 per cent over the total
of 5,350,000 in 1940.
