Dairy Month" 
Draws Attention 
To Milk's Value

College Station, June 12 — 
June is officially National Dairy 
Month. Every month might be 
dairy month because milk and 
dairy products play such an im­
portant part in our diets. Jimmie 
Nell Harris, foods and nutrition 
specialist with the Texas Agri­
cultural Extension Service, points 
out that milk is nature's most 
nearly complete food. It has Ho 
equal among foods as a source 
of calcium, which is needed by 
everyone, and of protein.

Miss Harris says that milk Is 
usually an expensive item In 
the food budget. But when you 
compare the cost to the food 
value obtained, it is a very good 
buy. Milk can be bought to fit 
the food budget the same as a 
car is bought to fit the income 
budget. The use of dried skim 
milk is recommended by the 
specialist for low cost diets. One 
pound retails for around 40 cents 
and when reconstructed will 
make 5 quarts. The food value 
is the same as fresh whole milk 
except for fat and vitamin A con­
tent.

Other forms of milk available 
include evaporated, condensed, 
dried whole and of course fresh 
milk. Markets now have butter­
milk, pasturized and homogen­
ized milk, and many have fresh 
skim milk. In homogenized milk 
the fat is broken down into tiny 
globules which are distributed 
throughout the liquid and there­
fore, has no cream line.

Foods Made With Milk

In most families there is some­
one who doesn’t like milk and 
doesn’t drink enough for a bal­
anced diet. Miss Harris suggests 
that homemakers use foods that 
are made with milk. A few of 
these are cream soups, ice cream, 
and frozen custard, baked, or soft 
custard, cream or cheese sauces 
over vegetables and cereals cook­
ed In milk instead of water.

There are other dairy products 
which are as important as milk 
in the daily diet. Wonderful 
cheese combinations are limited 
only by the imagination of the 
user. The specialist points out 
that cheese is a concentrated 
source of many nutrients of milk. 
Ten pounds of milk is required 
to make one pound of cheese and 
American cheese retains about 
four-fifths of the protein and cal­
cium, two-thirds of the phos- 
phrous and one-third of the ribo­
flavin of the milk. Since most of 
the fat is retained, a high per­
centage of the vitamin A is left 
in American cheese. From the 
standpoint of calcium, one ounce 
of cheese may be used as an al­
ternate for one cup of milk.

What we eat has a lot to do 
with the way we feel. How we 
feel hat a lot to do with how we 
act. Since milk and milk pro­
ducts are high on the list of 
foods we all should eat. Miss 
Harris warns that every adult 
should have at least a pint and 
children a quart of milk daily or 
its equivalent.

Crop Seen As Harvest Begins

The United States Department 
of Agriculture this week predict­
ed the second largest wheat crop 
in the nation’s history as wheat 
harvest began in the Muleshoe 
country. To the casual observer i 
in this immediate section it 
would appear that the harvest 
will be light, but grain men say 
he total yield this year will be 

surprising.
Early spring moisture helped 

many fields of wheat, which 
didn't have too much to go on in 
the winter monHis.

The.USDA figure for the 1952 
harvest was set at 1,326,157,000 
bushels. i r  •

\ crop.of this size would be
33.157.000 bushels more than the 
,293,000,000 bushels indicated a

month a^o. It would compare al­
so with last year's crop of 987,-
174.000 bushels, the ten year 
average of 1,084,644,000 and the 
record of 1.367,186,000 in 1947.

It would exceed by far the gov­
ernment’s production goal of 1,- 
150.000.000 bushels.

The prospective crop was di­
vided as follows: winter wheat 
.060,298,000 and spring wheat,

265.859.000 bushels.
The winter wheat crop was

forecast at 987 million bushels a 
month ago and spring wheat at 
307 million. Last year winter 
wheat totaled 645,469,000 bushels 
and spring wheat 342.005.000. The 
ten year average is 799,977,000 for

winter wheat and 284,687,000 for 
spring.

The indicated acreage for har­
vest, average yield per acre and 
production! respectively, of win­
ter wheat included:

Kansas 14,552,000, lf\,5 afid 283, 
764,000; Oklahoma '5,815.000. 15.5 
and 90,132.000; Texas 3,161,000, 
12 and 41,532,000.

Texas’ winter wheat crop was 
Cstimted by* the US Department 
of Agriculture Tuesday at 41,532,- 
000 bushels, far exceeding last 
year's yield of 17,307,000 bushels.

However, the 1952 forecast was 
srilT cohslderably under the rec 
ord high yield of 116.960,000 
bushels of 1947, and compared 
with the 10 year average of 60,- 
347,000 bushels.

Last year’s harvest of 17,307,- 
000 bushels was the lowest yield 
since 1935 and resulted from 
green bug infestation as well as 
adverse weather.

They share the opinion that 
they are better qualfied to con­
serve this resource than any fed­
eral or state agency. They do not 
want to be forced into a position 
which would require them to go 
to Washington or Austin, or 
Santa Fe, to seek permission to 
drill a water well on their land. 
They do not want any political 
created group to be handed the 
power to tell them when and 
whether they could drill, and 
when and how much water they 
could take from their wells.
To protect themselves, residents 

of the portions of Texas and New 
Mexico above the Caprock will 
he wise to avoid controversy over 
the region's underground water.

Any such disagreement would 
be inter state in nature. If the

bitter
that the two states could not 
settle them between themselves, 
they will be asking for the fed­
eral government to step in and 
take over. The federal govern­
ment would seize almost any ex­
cuse to do Just that.

If this should happen, land- 
owners and farmers of the affect 
ed areas of Texas and New Mex­
ico no longer would control their 
ground water. Official Washing­
ton would take charge through

some existing or newly created 
bureau. Getting permission to 
drill a well probably would In­
volve endless and exDensive “red 
tape”. Frequent reports doubtless 
would be required as to when, 
how much and the purposes for 
which well water was used.

This does not suggest that Tex i 
as and New Mexico will become 
involved in disagreements they 
cannot settle between them­
selves.

Driverless Tractors On Enochs 
Farm Are Proving Successful

(From Crop & Stock)

Driverless tractors have been 
used at various times in recent 
years for breaking land on the 
wide expanses of the Plains, but 
one such instance at Enochs in 
Southern Bailey County (Mule- 
shoe) drew wide interest as 
farmers in the sandy lands of 
the area followed medium deep- 
breaking operations on the Rob­
ert Claunch farm during the 
winter.

In the area of relatively heavy 
sand, Mr. Claunch sought ways 
to not only bring some heavier 
soil to the surrace to Increase

productivity, but found that soil 
blowing during the spring winds 
was also minimized.

As reported by M. E. Pool of 
Enochs, the land breaking, which 
in the area was usually 10 to 12 
inches deep, was so effective that 
Mr. Claunch plans to use the 
same method on part of his land 
next year, and others in the area 
have used similar methods.

There was, for instance, Ralph 
Beasley, who broke two labors 
shortly after Mr. Claunch finish­
ed, although the two were not 
definitely related in any way. 
Another farm near Pettit used 
the same method, although it 
was reported that once his 
driverless tractor jumped the 
guide furrow and. plowed across 
a highway.
Broke Average of 10 Acres Daily

All the breaking operations 
used driverless tractors. The 
Claunch operation, powered by 
an M Farmall, involved two 
16-inch moldboard plows that 
cut from 9 to 12 inches deep. 
Using a Moline furrow guide to 
pilot the tractor, the driverless 
equipment ran around the clock, 
breaking an average of about 10 
acres each 24-hour day. Mr. Beas­
ley used two 14-inch moldboards, 
running at about the same 
depths, in his two labor project.

By way of explanation of the 
soil and topography of the area, 
Mr. Pool said that Bailey County 
farm lands range from deep sand 
near Muleshoe, through white 
chalky soils southward, to heavy 
brown loam farther south and 
east, although there are sandy 
farms also in the south and east. 
Biggest problem or rarmers each

year is preventing wind erosion, 
for which they use many dif­
ferent methods. Some use the 
chisel method; some list un­
usually deep, turning clods to the 
surface, and others use deep 
breaking to £et the clod effect.

There Is a great deal of irriga­
tion from undergroutyl water 
sources in the northern part of 
the county, and similar irriga­
tion practices are gaining rapid­
ly in the southern part of the 
county, in the Enochs vicinity.

The Claunch family, one of the 
area’s more widely known farm 
operators, own several hundred 
acres between Bula and Enochs. 
Leaders in all worthwhile com­
munity projects, the family 
which includes three sons and a 
daughter, have always been es­
pecially interested in matters 
that concern the Bula- school, ad­
jacent to the beautiful rock home 
of Mr. and Mrs. Jim Claunch, the 
parents.

They Work As a Team
With the parents are two sons, 

Benny, high school sophomore; 
Jim Pat, in prade school; and a 
daughter, Lanelle, also in grade 
school. Robert, the older son, has 
an attractive home a mile and a 
half west of the parents, where 
he lives with his wife and small 
son. The father and son usually 
work as a team, finishing one 
farm before starting another on 
each plowing operation. Each has 
a tractor.

Mr. Pool points out that Bula 
and Enochs, farming communi­
ties in Bailey County, are located 
on Farm Road 54, west of Little­
field and south of Muleshoe. The 
school is located about midway 
between the two communities, 
and currently includes four 
buildings—high school, gym­
nasium. cafeteria, and home ec­
onomics. During recent years 
courses have been added to in­

WTCC Program Is Explained
Fred Husbands, manager of 

Hie West Texas Chamber of Com­
merce in a speech here recently 
explained the alms and objects 
mt the organization. The story 
•ontinues:

Eight of these programs have 
Keen conducted and perhaps four 
■lore will be held this year.

A legislative bulletin was pub­
lished during the session of the 
legislature in order that our busi­
nessmen might be better inform­
ed as to the legislation being con­
sidered at Austin, with an em­
phasis on those pertinent njatters 
affecting. West Texas interests.

The first Texas Congressional 
Forum was staged at Fort Worth 
last December and another will 
he held this fall. This is a pro­
gram very much like the old 
fashioned Town Hall type of pro­
gram with members of our Texas 
eongressional delegation on the 
ctage to answer questions from 
the audience on matters of gov­
ernment in Washington. It was 
▼ery interesting, very informa­
tive and resulted in an im­
mediate demand to stage a bag­
ger and better one this coming 
fall.

Fundamentals of Citizenship 
Contest is being waged at the 
present time with some 50 
West Texas towns engaged in 
competition in four population 
groups. The measures of suc­
cess in the contest are: ( 1) 
number of citizens paying poll 
taxes, (2) percentage voting in 
1m  general elections and the 
primaries, and (3) the percent­
age attending the precinct con­
ventions.
Research on state tax matters 

and other problems Is receiving

attention of the staff so that 
productive results might be 
achieved on some research pro­
jects.

Industrial development con­
templates work with local com­
munities to help them develop 
sound and practical industrial 
development programs of their 
own, a special train to call on 
eastern and northern prospects, 
and a nation wide advertising 
program to sell West Texas for 
industrial and tourist develop­
ment.

In the field of education, we 
are confronted with the problem 
that the financing of our school 
program must be more realistic 
and take into account the f i­

nancial condition which exists 
in some of our West Texas coun­
ties with a better economic in­
dex, rather than the type of cal­

culation which is presently in 
use. where the index is figured 
once every four years on only a 
one year basis. Drought condi­
tions must be taken second.

Our state highways needs have 
been estimated as requiring an 
additional appropriation of 100 
million dollars each year for the 
next five years, over and above 
present needs if we ere to pre­
vent deterioration of existing 
roads and provide for minimum 
needs for primary and secondary 

1 roads. We have an excellent com- 
jinittee in process of formation to 
work on this very essential mat- 

' ter.
We have a department called 

community service, which is de­
signed to fulfill that function of 
the WTCC relating to its service 
for the local chamber of com­
merce, the local manager and the

committees of that local chamber 
in providing a clearing house 
of information to help them*to 
do a better Job. We also assist 
in manager placement, and pro­
vide a community clinic which 
helps the local people to deter­
mine just what needs xist in a 
particular community for the at­
tention of the local chamber of 
commerce.
Organize New Chambers

We have assisted in the or­
ganization of several new cham- 

I bers and the reorganization of 
'quite a few existing chambers. 
A short course will be staged 
this fall for new chamber mana­
gers to help them to do a better 
job of serving their communi­
ties.

In the field of Mexican rela­
tions, we are extremely con­
scious of the need for a better 
working relationship for the 
mutual benefit of West Texas 
and Mexico in both tourist and 
trade development. We have 
some plans which are under con­
sideration in that respect which 
will receive attention this year.

In the field of public informa­
tion work, we are engaged in 
telling West Texas about West 
Texas and the rest of the state. 
We must serve the other activi­
ties with the best possible pro­
gram of publicity. In tourist de­
velopment, we have plans for the 
organization of a tourist council 
to properly develop the full pos­
sibilities for tourist business, a 
relatively overlooked field of ec­
onomic activity.

In agriculture and livestock 
i matters, we want to work on the 
development of county and dis­
trict agricultural workers coun­
cils, a soil conservation program, 
the farm and ranch problems of 
labor, farm mechanization field 

(days, brush control and mesquite 
I elimination field demonstrations, 
and landlord-tenant conferences.

Nothin# is as Important in ag­
riculture and livestock problems 
today, with the exception of 
water, as labor. The WTCC con­
ducted threea grlcultural labor 
conferences last summer to bring 
to the various sections of West 
Texas some government experts 
in the various agencies handling 
the Mexican bracero contracts for 
farm lamor. Every effort was 
made to provide farmers, ginners, 
and others, all information about 
the contracts to be used in work­
ing Mexican Bracero labor.

Legislation was passed to meet 
the objectives our conferences 
had requested and the 15 organi­
zations which participated in 
that meetings were assured that 
the needs of their members would 
be provided for. Our government 
has just held a conference with I 
Mexican government officials in I 
Miami where we were assured, 
that representation from Texas 
and West Texas would be present 
to see that a workable contract 
might be negotiated.

In the field of public relations, 
contact has been made with every 
affiliated town in West Texas; 
10 new towns have been affiliat­
ed, and more than 70,000 miles 
have been traveled by the staff 
of the WTCC to see that close, co­
ordinated contact at the local 
level is maintained. The opera­
tions of the WTCC have been in­
deed carried to the pople.

This year the men who con­
stitute our leadership, such as 
our president, vice presidents, di­
rectors at large, and local direct­
ors are made as active in their 
roles as possible.

Immediate Objectives

this country," Dwight D. Eisen­
hower, Republican candidate for 
President, declared in his maid­
en political speech which set the 
tone of his campaign. "Political 
health is endangered if one party 
becomes permanently or too long 
entrenched in power,” he said at 
a two-day Homecoming Celebra­
tion here.

On corruption in government 
he asserted: “When every citi­
zen participates in every elec­

tion  process, or if any unworthy 
men, by deceit, gain official in­
fluence and are bold enough to 
practice their evil ways, punish­
ment must be swift and severe."

"To remain strong spiritually," 
he said, "we must first remember 
that free government is the po­
litical expression of a deeply re­
ligious Puith."

Striking at bureaucracy, he 
said it is "an evil which threat­
ens us in the gradual absorb- 
tion by the central govern­
ment of functions that belong 
to local communities and to in­
dividuals."
“Our first need," he added, "is 

to promote efficiency of govern­
ment within the framework of 

I the Constitution. A second evil 
is the continued shrinkage in the 
value of money, inflation, which 
fattens on the unbalanced bud- 

I gets. Inflation dooms the larm­
ier and the city dweller alike to 
a hopeless tread mill race 

j against the cost of living. Firm 
j action to bring the national bud- 
' get under control is the first step 
l back to a sound dollar.”

"The next danger is excessixe 
taxation — long continued tax- 

j es that are only a little below 
the confiscatory level will destroy 
free government. In a world 
threatened by war, a great pro­
portion of these are inescapable, 
but because necessary expendi­
tures are so great it becomes 
doubly necessary to see that

waste, duplication and extrava­
gance are eliminated,” Eisen­
hower stated.

On international affairs, he 
charged that "China was lost to 
the free world in one of the 
greatest disasters of our times, 
a type of tragedy that must not 
be repeated. The mystery must 
be removed from foreign rela­
tions, our essential requirements 
and objectives must be clearly 
set forth.

Americans instinctively and 
properly dread the kind of sec­
recy that surrounded Yalta," 
Eisenhower declared.
He re affirmed the need of con­

tinued resistance to Communism 
abroad through the development 
of adequate military and eco­
nomic strength, but he warned: 
“ It is clear that the rate and du­
ration of our expenditures of this 
kind must always be the con­
cern of enlightened citizens. A 
bankrupt America would mean 
the loss of all we hold dear and 
would leave much of the world 
almost naked before the Krem­
lin menace."

Teachers Ask 
$3,000 Minimum

Austin, June 7 — A minimum 
beginning salary of $3,000 in­
stead of the present $2,403 for 
public school teachers will be 
asked of the next legislature by 
the Texas State Teachers Associ­
ation.

"Texas annually must have 
nearly 5,000 new teachers either 
as replacements or to take care 
of the rapidly increasing enroll­
ment,” Charles H. Tennyson, ex­
ecutive secretary of the associa­
tion, said in making the an­
nouncement here today.

“The profession must be made 
more attractive and Texas faces 
a critical situation in Its schools 
unless that can be accomplished, 
Tennyson declared.

The executive secretary of the 
52,000 member teacher group 
which was a big factor in the 
school system revision campaign 
three years ago, also recently 
pointed out that more of the 
state tax dollar must be allocat­
ed to public schools for addition­
al classrooms if children are to 
continue to get a good educa­
tion.

for teachers granted by the voters 
and legislature three years ago, 
the profession it not attractive to 
young people because the pay is 
less than the national average 
for all workers,” Tennyson point­
ed out.

The average salary for all Tex­
as professional public school 
personnel is $3,185, but that of 
the average classroom teacher 
is only $2,980. The first year 
teacher who holds only a bache­
lor’s degree gets $2,403.

In comparison, the average for 
all employed people in the 
United States, including laborers 
is $3,390.

Most broad leaf plants are sus­
ceptible to this growing action. 
Rice, flax, grain sorghums and 
grasses are not affected, however, 
and for this reason, 2, 4-D and 
2, 4-5-T are good solutions to use 
on these crops to keep down 
weed infestations.

But many crops, such as cot­
ton. can be severely damaged by 
hormone herbicides if adjacent 
fields are sprayed carelessly.

Herbicides should never be 
applied, either from ground or 
air equipment during a high 
wind which would cause drop­
lets to drift from pasturelands 
into crop fields. Another com­
mon mistake is the use of too 
much pressure in the equip­
ment which creates a fine 
spray susceptible to long drifts. 
Heavier drops are most effect­
ive and are more apt to settle 
in areas where they are intend­
ed.
Damage from herbicides is 

usually easy to recognize. It 
causes mutations in the plant, 
sometimes making the leaves 
grow in odd shapes and to curl 
at the edges.

,CYCLES IN WOMEN'S WORK 

Cycles* exist ih every phase of 
• living. There is a cyclical pat- 
item in the role of women in in­
dustry. Women rose from ‘‘hew­
ers of wood” to positions of im­
portance as homemakers; and 
then back again. Today women 
are active in all phases of busi­
ness. Homemaking now appears 
secondary. This change was 

| brought about by a recognition, 
during wartime, that women are 
equal to men in production.

But this temporary change in 
the position of women has oc­
curred at times in the past. In 
days of Olden Greece, society 
centered around the household;
