Federal court upholds
‘moment of silence’ law

AUSTIN-A Dallas federal
court on Jan. 2 upheld a 2003
state law that allows Texas
schools to set aside time for
students to reflect, pray or
meditate in the classroom.

Plaintiffs David Wallace Croft
and spouse Shannon Kristine
Croft filed the lawsuit in the U.S.
District Court for the Northern
District of Texas.

The Crofts’ children are
students in the Carrollton-
Farmers Branch school district.

In their lawsuit, the Crofts
alleged the Texas moment of
silence law is unconstitutional
under the Establishment Clause
of the First Amendment.

At issue were parts of chapter
25 of the Texas Education Code,
which say:

(1) A school district may
provide for a period of silence at
the beginning of the first class of
each school day during which a
student may reflect or meditate;
and

(2) A public school student has
an absolute right to individually,
voluntarily, and silently pray or
meditate in school in a manner
that does not disrupt the
instructional or other activities of
the school. A person may not
require, encourage, or coerce a
student to engage in or refrain
from such prayer or meditation
during any school activity.

The Legislature revised the
moment of silence provision in
2003, adding the word “pray” to
the list of designated options as
well as “any other silent activity
that is not likely to interfere with
or distract another student.”

The federal court held that
“...the addition of the word ‘pray’
directly furthers the purpose of
encouraging students to engage in
individual contemplative
activity.”

The court also concluded such
“thoughtful contemplation” is a
“valid secular purpose” and that
“the primary effect of the statute
is to institute a moment of silence,
not to advance or inhibit
religion.”

After the court rendered its
decision, Attorney General Greg
Abbott, a defendant in the lawsuit
along with Gov. Rick Perry, said,
“The court’s ruling ensures that
Texas schoolchildren are free to
begin each day by voluntarily
reflecting, meditating, or praying
before school each morning.

“Particularly in an age where
children are so frequently
confronted with violence and
disorder, 60 seconds of quiet

contemplation at the beginning of
each day is not too much to ask.
Gym operators must
be certified

Secretary of State Phil Wilson
recommends that Texans first
check to ensure a gym or health
spa is registered with the
Secretary of State before
becoming a member.

Under state law, a person must
obtain a health spa operator’s
certificate of registration from the
Secretary of State before
operating a health spa or selling
a membership in a health spa.

An operator’s certificate of
registration is required for each
health spa location. Unless the
person qualifies for an
exemption, a security deposit for
each location must also be posted
with the secretary of state to
protect members of the club who
suffer actual financial loss as a
result of a closing.

“As Texans begin to work on
their resolutions for 2008, it is
important that they do the
research to make sure they will
be protected if their gym shuts
down,” Wilson said.

“A gym membership can be a
significant financial commitment
and I would urge all Texans to
visit my Web site to check their
club’s registration status and
review the steps to recover
membership fees of closed gyms
if applicable.”

Commission chair

Ric Williamson, 55-year-old
chairman of the Texas
Transportation Commission,
suffered a heart attack and died
Dec. 29.

A resident of Weatherford,
Williamson served as a member
of the Texas House of
Representatives from 1985 to
1998.

He was appointed to the
commission by Gov. Rick Perry
in March 2001 and was named
the chair in January 2004.

Cotton Market
Weekly

January 3, 2008

Cotton futures on the New
York Board of Trade rode
investment fund buying to finish
Wednesday at their highest level
since early 2004 as the prospect
of lower U.S. cotton plantings in
2008 spurred all-around buying
in the market. Despite a healthy
run-up in the market, the
following day bearish options
strategies pushed cotton futures
modestly lower.

“Cotton finally suffered a
down day on Thursday, but it
wasn’t too much punishment,”
an analyst said. “After five days
worth of rallies, wading through
aton of trade selling and without
any large off-take, a lower close
was nothing to be ashamed of.”

USDA’s weekly export sales
report did little to excite the
market this week. The
department reported net export
sales of 58,200 bales, a
marketing year low, were 57
percent less than the previous
week and 72 percent lower than
the four-week average. Featured
buyers were China, Turkey,
Taiwan and Indonesia.

Export shipments of 123,500
bales were down 29 percent
from the previous week and 39
percent from the four-week
average. Primary destinations
were China, Thailand, Turkey
and Indonesia.

On the spot cotton scene,
online trading by producers in
Texas, Oklahoma and Kansas
totaled 66,452 bales in the
holiday-shortened week ended
Jan. 3 compared to 65,747 bales
the previous week. Average
prices received by producers
ranged from 58.02 to 61.79 cents
per pound versus 60.65 to 60.94
cents per pound one week
earlier.

Meanwhile, the International
Cotton Advisory Committee
(ICAC) said they now expect
world textile mills to increase
their cotton consumption three
percent to 126 million bales in
the 2007-08 marketing year. The
rate of growth would be smaller
than in the previous three
seasons but still higher than the
long-term average of two
percent per year, according to an
ICAC representative.

ICAC said the primary
reasons for the slower growth
include a forecast decline in the
rate of global economic growth
and an increase in international
cotton prices. The fact that
cotton has lost some of its price
competitiveness compared to
polyester in major markets since
August of 2007 also may play a
role.

“World cotton production is
estimated three percent lower at
120 million bales in 2007-08 due
to an expected decline in planted
area,” ICAC said. The
committee forecasts lower
cotton production in China, the
United States, Pakistan and
Turkey. India is the only major
cotton producing country where
production is expected to
increase this season to a record
24.34 million bales, nearly
double the country’s production
just three years ago.

With global cotton
consumption expected to exceed
global production in 2007-08,
ICAC expects world ending
stocks to decline by 10 percent
to 54 million bales by July 2008.
World cotton imports are
forecast to rise nine percent this
season to 41 million bales due
to a projected rebound in
Chinese imports.

In the 2008-09 marketing
year, the ICAC is expecting
world cotton production to
rebound to 122 million bales,
world consumption to rise to 127
million bales, and world ending
stocks to decline to 49 million
bales.

What to expect at the sleep lab: Upon arrival to the hospital you will be greeted and receive an overview of the
events of the evening. You should wear comfortable clothes and bring with you any medications you would normally take in
the evening. The study requires monitoring of the heart rhythm, oxygen level, brain wave pattern and movements of different
parts of the body. If you have a favorite pillow or other item that is part of your evening routine bring that with you. You will
be under observation in the bedroom by the technician from a remote site. Sometimes we find a serious problem in the lab and
occasionally the protocol will change to begin treatment for sleep apnea by application of a nasal mask to increase airflow. A
Physician is available 24 hrs a day should a problem arise though you may not see the physician on the night of the study. The
study ends the following morning. The technician will then review and score the study for evidence of breathing problems,
heart rhythm disurbances, changes in oxygen level, changes in brainwave pattern and several other parameters. The study,
once scored, gets reviewed by a physician who is trained in the management of sleep disorders. A summary of the study will be
sent to the referring physician and/or follow-up will be scheduled with a sleep physician to review the study with you.

CPAP Treatment: Individuals identified with significant sleep apnea will typically be treated with a nasal mask that T
connects to an air compressor generating a gentle flow of air through the nose, or nose and mouth (CPAP stands for Continuous
Positive Airway Pressure). This treatment restores the majority of individuals to a normal night's sleep. Sometimes dramatic
| improvement occurs after just one night sleeping with a mask. Occasionally it takes some work to get used to it. Staff will be
available to help with all aspects of the adjustment to CPAP.

ag land holdings

Foreign investors with an
interest in agricultural lands in the
United States are required to
report their holdings and any
transactions to the U.S. Secretary
of Agriculture, according to
Glenn R. Brzozowski, Executive
Director of the Haskell County
Farm Service Agency.

“Any foreign person who
acquires or transfers any interest,
other than a security interest, in
agricultural land in the United
States is required by law to report
the transaction no later than 90
days after the date of the
transaction,” said Brzozowski.

Foreign investors must file
Agricultural Foreign Investment
Disclosure Act (AFIDA) reports
with the Farm Service Agency
County Office that maintains
reports for the county where the
land is located.

“Failure to file a report, filing
alate report or filing an inaccurate
report can result in a penalty with
fines up to 25 percent of the fair
market value of the agricultural
land,” said Brzozowski.

For AFIDA purposes,
agricultural land is defined as any
land used for farming, ranching
or timber production, if the tracts
total 10 acres or more.

Disclosure reports are also
required when there are changes
in land use.

For example, reports are
required when land use changes
from nonagricultural to
agricultural or from agricultural
to nonagricultural.

‘When the Agricultural Foreign
Investment Disclosure Act was
signed into law in 1978, the
reporting requirement was
adopted as part of the same
legislation. Data gained from
these disclosures is used in the
preparation of periodic reports to
the President and Congress
concerning the effect of such
holdings upon family farms and
rural communities in the United
States. Brzozowski added,
“Foreign investors must also file
a report when there is a change
in the status of ownership such as
owner changes from foreign to
non-foreign, from non-foreign to
foreign or from foreign to
foreign.”

A San Antonio company is
voluntarily recalling a third candy
imported from Mexico after
testing by the Texas Department
of State Health Services (DSHS)
found elevated lead levels that
could cause health problems.

Villa-Mex Imports, Inc., is
recalling Miguelito Azucar
Salada Enchilada Acidulada. The
candy is a reddish powder in a
clear cellophane packet with blue
lettering. The net weight is
marked as 1.7 ounces. The label
also reads: Elaborado Por:
Fabrica de Dulces Miguelito,
S.A. DE C.V. Totonacas No 293
Col. Ajusco Coyoacan, Mexico.

Recent laboratory tests of
Miguelito candy samples showed
lead levels ranging from 0.161 to
0.291 parts per million, above the
0.1 parts per million lead level
considered to be a potential public
health hazard by the U.S. Food
and Drug Administration. The
tests were part of DSHS product
surveillance conducted over the
last several months.

Villa-Mex also has voluntarily
recalled Barrilito, a dark brown
thick syrup sold in 3.3 ounce glass
barrel-shaped jars with white
plastic lids; and Tarritos, a dark
reddish brown paste packaged in

3.3 ounce mug-shaped glass jars
with a handle and white plastic
lids. Both labels read: Productos
Avila, S.A. de C.V. Puerto
Malaque 1379 Col. Sta. Maria
Guadalajara, Jal. Mexico. DSHS
officials said the problem is with
these products, not with the
distributor, Villa-Mex Imports.

Eating products containing
lead can be especially harmful to
infants, young children and
pregnant women. Too much lead
intake can result in delayed
mental and physical development
and learning deficiencies.
Children who have high blood
lead levels may be tired or cranky,
not have much appetite, not be
able to pay attention, have
headaches, vomit, be constipated,
be clumsy or weak or not be able
to sleep. Some children who have
lead poisoning may not look or
act sick.

DSHS officials say consumers
who have the recalled products
should not eat them and should
return them or throw them away.
The only way to know if a child
has a high blood lead level is to
have a blood lead test. People
concerned about blood lead levels
should call their doctor or health
clinic about testing.
