Teen center 
to be explored
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by Caron Yates
A group of almost thirty 

citizens from across Haskell 
County met on Mon., Nov. 17 
at the courthouse to discuss 
the feasibility of a teen youth 
center in Haskell.

While the consensus seems 
to be that there is certainly 
a need for such a project, 
the next question must be, 
“ Is there enough in terest 
from adults and teens alike 
to sustain the project for the 
long run?”

Judge David Davis said, 
“The county owns the old 
H assen  bu ild in g  and are 
considering renting, leasing 
or selling it.” James Groves 
is interested in using the upper 
story o f the building to teach 
martial arts three days a week. 
That would possibly leave the 
bottom floor available for the 
youth activity center.

L onnie R olls, ju v en ile  
probation officer, spoke to 
the group about what he sees 
as a need to provide a safe, 
con sisten t place th a t can 
help define the boundaries of 
acceptable behavior for the 
youth o f our county. He said 
the majority of referrals to his 
office takes place Thursday 
through Saturday, a time when 
many youth are looking for 
something to do. The target 
group would likely be teens 
thirteen years old through high 
school age.

It was decided the first 
step w ould  be to form  a 
com m ittee to investiga te  
the many aspects o f such a 
project. The committee will 
develop a plan to present to 
the Commissioners’ Court, so 
a decision can be made on the 
status o f the building.

From there, many things 
will need to be considered 
including funding, volunteers 
to help ready the building, 
paid or volunteer supervisors 
at the center, equipment, adult 
interest and teen interest, just 
to name a few. There is also the 
possibility of coordinating with 
the Council of Government’s 
after school program.

The key to the success 
o f such a program must be 
leadership. It starts with a good 
foundation, but continued 
interest and effort must be 
long term. It is essential that 
the entire community, as well 
as county, pull together if the 
project is to become a reality.

I f  you are  w illin g  to 
commit to the youth o f the 
county on this project, contact 
Steve Alsabrook, committee 
chairm an, or Judge David 
Davis.

Without a doubt, the youth 
are the future o f our nation. 
Whatever we can do to help 
each one develop to his or 
her full potential, is worthy of 
our effort.

Rush to file legislation for 
upcoming session begins

AUSTIN-Lawmakers filed 
more than 500 bills Nov. 10-14 
in advance of the 81 st session 
o f  the Texas L eg isla tu re , 
which convenes Jan. 13.

With dynamic national and 
world economic conditions 
on the table, lawmakers’ big 
jobs, to appropriate funding 
and to pass a state budget, are 
likely to demand more time 
and effort than in previous 
sessions.

Those issues aside, here are 
examples of a few early bills;

HB 60 by Rep. Dan Branch, 
R-Dallas, would require tax 
collectors to accept partial 
payment o f ad valorem taxes.

HB 72 by Ryan Guillen, 
D-San Diego, would repeal 
the 60-day w aiting period 
for issuing a divorce decree, 
if one spouse was convicted 
o f assaulting or threatening 
the other.

HB 220 by R ep. Jose 
Menendez, D-San Antonio, 
would make it illegal to use 
a cell phone while driving, 
except if  making a call for 
emergency services.

HB 208 by R ep. Jim  
Jackson, R-Carrollton, would 
require local authorities to 
forw ard death  ce rtifica te  
information to the secretary 
of state so the names o f the 
deceased may be purged from 
lists of eligible voters. The bill 
also adds language to existing 
law to deny voting privileges 
to people who cannot prove 
citizenship. Another bill, HB 
47 by Rep. Debbie Riddle, 
R-Houston, would tighten 
voters’ eligibility by requiring 
documented proof o f home 
address to be presented at 
polls.

SB 29 by Sen. Jud ith  
Zaffirini, D-Laredo, would 
redefine bullying to include 
“expression through electronic 
means.” Another bill, HB 18 
by Rep. David Leibowitz, 
D-San Antonio, would create 
an anti-bullying hotline for 
school children to use.

SB 84 and SB 85, both by 
Sen. Jane Nelson, R-Flower 
M ound, would require the 
Texas Education Agency and 
the Department of State Health 
Services to create a suicide 
prevention program for high 
schools. The program would 
include training for high school 
counselors, teachers, nurses, 
adm in istrato rs , and o ther 
staff, and for law enforcement 
officers and social workers 
who regularly interact with 
high school students.

SB 259 by Sen. Rodney 
Ellis, D-Houston, would curb 
the operation o f a concrete 
crushing plant within 440

yards of a public park, playing 
field or business where people 
work outdoors.

SB 297 by Sen. Leticia 
Van de Putte, D-San Antonio, 
would give in-state tuition 
ra te s  at p u b lic  c o lleg es  
and universities for certain 
veterans, their spouses and 
children.

Grand jury indicts 
YFZ suspects

A S c h le ic h e r  C o u n ty  
g ran d  ju ry  in E ld o rad o  
on Nov. 13 issued felony 
ind ic tm en ts  ag a in s t four 
defendants associated with 
the YFZ Ranch, the home of a 
breakaway sect o f the Church 
of Jesus Christ of Latter Day 
Saints.

Texas Attorney General 
Greg Abbott said one defendant 
was indicted for conducting an 
unlawful marriage ceremony 
involving a minor, a third- 
degree felony. A second 
defendant was indicted on 
three counts o f third-degree 
bigamy. A third defendant 
was indicted on three felony 
charges o f  bigam y and a 
felony charge o f tampering 
with physical evidence.

The fou rth  defendan t, 
sect leader Warren Jeffs, was 
indicted on a first-degree 
felony count o f aggravated 
sexual assault. Jeffs also was 
Indicted in July for sexually 
assaulting a child.

To date, Abbott said, 12 
people associated with the 
compound have been indicted 
as part of an ongoing criminal 
investigation.

Federal, state and local 
governmental officers entered 
the compound last spring and 
took into custody more than 
300 children who resided 
there . The ch ild ren  w ere 
placed in temporary foster 
care for about two months.

Program for veterans 
announced

Gov. Rick Perry on Nov. 
10 announced the creation of 
the Texas Veterans Leadership 
Program to help those returning 
from Iraq and Afghanistan to 
re-enter civilian life.

T he p ro g ram , head ed  
by  T e x a s  W o r k f o r c e  
Commissioner Tom Pauken, 
will help veterans with job 
training services, resources 
and employment referrals.

In August, Perry called 
on the Texas Legislature to 
provide in-state tu ition  to 
all qualified veterans, their 
spouses and dependents. The 
tu ition  w aiver could save 
veterans and their families 
up to $8,100 a year if  they 
take 30 semester credit hours 
at a Texas public university. 
Perry said.

New Medicare drug enrollment program underway
Partners of Medicare Today, 

a project o f the Healthcare 
Leadership Council, joined

Texans with Medicare have

prescription drug coverage, 
almost 400,000 are eligible 
for prescription drug coverage 
under Medicare but are not yet 
signed up.

prescription drug expenses.
“M edicare beneficiaries 

who have trouble paying for 
their medicines should take 
an especially close look at 
enrolling in a Part D plan,” 
said Garcia.
