Don Hilton, a representative of 
the Panhandle Plains Student 
Loan Center in Abilene, will be 
available to give information 
and answer questions about 
applying for financial aid to 
attend college. The process 
and standards for applying 
for financial aid are the same 
for most colleges, technical 
and trade schools and other 
post-secondary schools. The 
in fo rm ation  p resen ted  is 
applicable no matter which 
school a student plans to 
attend.

New financial aid worksheets 
will be made available for the 
2009-10 college school year. 
Filling out the FAFSA (Free 
Application for Federal Student

Aid) on the Internet will also be 
discussed, including how to 
apply for a PIN number.

Hilton will be able to give 
those attending the most recent 
updates on federal, state and 
college financial aid programs. 
Although a student may not 
actually apply for financial aid 
until January of his/her senior 
year, it is helpful for parents of 
junior students to learn about 
the financial aid process a year 
in advance. Juniors may fill 
out a FAFSA4caster this year 
in order to get a projection 
of possibly receiving a Pell 
Grant for college. This will be 
explained at the meeting.

Governor warns new clean 
air rules would

AUSTIN-Gov. Rick Perry 
on Nov. 24 urged the U.S. 
Environm ental P rotection  
Agency not to pass a proposed 
framework that would toughen 
regulations on greenhouse gas 
emissions.

Examples o f greenhouse 
gases are earbon dioxide, 
ozone and methane.

Perry  said  the EPA is 
planning to reinterpret the 
federal Clean Air Act in ways 
that would “cripple the Texas 
economy.”

Concerned that the EPA will 
take action before President 
George W. Bush’s term of 
office ends in January, Perry 
and a group of other governors 
scheduled a Dec. 2 meeting 
with president-elect Barack 
Obama to discuss regulatory 
concerns.

Filing of early bills 
continues

Jan. 13 is the start date for 
the 8 1 St session of the Texas 
Legislature and March 13 is 
the deadline for the filing of 
major bills, so there is plenty 
of time for every Texan’s state 
rep and senator to attempt to 
make new laws or repeal or 
amend existing ones.

Board limits state budget
The Texas C onstitution 

requires the Legislature to pass 
a state budget that does not 
exceed the projected growth 
of the state economy.

In m id-N ovem ber, the 
1 0 -m em b er L e g is la t iv e  
Budget Board unanimously 
adopted a rate o f 9.14 percent 
for fiscal 2010-11.

The ra te  re f le c ts  the  
estimated growth rate in the 
state economy from the 2008- 
2009 biennium to the 2010- 
2011 biennium as projected by 
the Texas Comptroller.

The EBB is required to 
meet and set the constitutional 
spending limit prior to every 
legislative session. It is co­
chaired by Lt. Gov. David 
Dewhurst and House Speaker 
Tom Craddick, and includes 
certain automatic appointed 
members.

Dealing with stress
Within limits, stress can be 

our friend-a motivator, muse 
and challenge to “take our 
game to the next level.”

But past a certain point, 
stress often cuts the other 
way, stealing joy from our 
lives and making us less, not 
more capable o f meeting life’s 
challenges. In extreme cases, 
it can damage our work and 
family relationships or even 
make us physically ill.

I f  you believe stress is 
becoming a consistent negative 
force in your life, now’s the 
time to knock it down a notch 
or two. Many things can cause 
us to feel sick, uncomfortable, 
angry, anxious, or irritated. 
Here are a few tips to quickly 
de-stress your life:

Listen to m usic-Pam per 
yourself with music you really 
enjoy. I f  you’re into music 
now (or were in more carefree 
times), make it an essential 
part o f every day.

Get some exercise-Exercise 
is a good way to help you feel 
better while improving your 
overall stamina and health. 
The right exercise can even 
be fun.

Learn som ething n ew - 
Think about a topic you’re 
interested in but have never

deeply explored . Go to a 
class at a local community 
college. Check your topic out 
on the Internet. Or, simply try 
looking at something familiar 
in a new way.

E x p o s e  y o u r s e l f  to  
something that smells good 
to you- Many people have 
discovered fragrances that help 
them feel good. Sometimes a 
bouquet of flowers or the smell 
of fresh chocolate chip cookies 
in the oven will help you feel 
better.

“Be present in the moment” 
- In  New Age circles, this 
often is called mindfulness. In 
plain language, it just means 
fully experiencing w h at’s 
happening to you right now. 
Instead o f worrying about 
the hypothetical future, make 
a conscious effort to focus 
on what you’re doing this 
instant-and what’s going on 
all around you. Pay close 
attention to the natural world. 
Feel the weather. Gaze at the 
night sky when it’s filled with 
stars.

S teps like these  often  
make a world o f difference. 
However, it you feel your stress 
is becoming unmanageable, 
don’t hesitate to contact a 
mental health professional.

Most health care plans now 
require people to designate a 
primary care physician, who 
often can make referrals to 
mental health professionals. 
With a few plans, no referral 
is necessary. Check with your 
plan ad m in istra to r to see 
what’s required to obtain an 
appointment.

A mental health pro can be 
especially helpful in finding 
out w hether your stress is 
re la ted  to issues such as 
emotional trauma earlier in 
life. I f  your provider feels 
this is the case, he or she may 
refer you to a special program 
designed for people who’ve 
been traumatized.

In other cases, your regular 
family doctor may prescribe 
medications or suggest certain 
food supplements to relieve 
your symptoms. Many people 
find that getting this kind of 
health care support gives them 
all the relief and energy they 
need to work on other aspects 
o f healing.

Trim
w in te r
heating
bills

C u ttin g  hom e h ea tin g  
costs this winter will involve 
more than ju st turning down 
the thermostat.

According to the Energy 
Information Administration, 
an arm o f the U.S. Department 
o f  Energy, heating costs are 
expected  to increase th is 
w in te r betw een  10 to 30 
percent.

Consumers can cut back 
by making sure that heat is 
not escaping through walls, 
the roof, windows or other 
areas o f the house.

A  few suggestions to make 
sure the heat stays in the 
house to significantly reduce 
energy costs include:

•R o o f  rep lacem en t: I f  
it’s time to replace a roof, 
hom eow ners may w ant to 
consider using  fiberglass 
instead of the more traditional 
asphalt or tile. It can prevent 
up to 40 percent o f heat loss 
and has a life o f  50 years 
com pared to 20 or 25 for 
asphalt.

•Attic insulation: I f  a roof 
replacement isn’t due or is too 
pricey, attic insulation may 
be an economical alternative. 
It is es tim ated  th a t m ost 
homes are under insulated 
and properly insulation and 
sealing a home can save up 
to 10 percent on heating and 
cooling bills.

•Insulated exterior walls: 
A n a p p lic a tio n  o f  foam  
insu la tion  to the ex terio r 
w alls works best on older 
fram e ho u ses. H o les are 
drilled in the walls, the foam 
insulation is sprayed in and 
then holes are sealed.

•W eather stripping: The 
E nvironm ental Protection  
Agency says that the average 
home has leaks equivalent to 
leaving a window open all 
year. To help prevent heated 
or cooled air from escaping, 
home owners should caulk, 
spray foam or weather strip 
around doors, windows, and 
areas where telephone wires 
come into the home.

•Seal duct joints: Heated 
air from forced air heating 
systems can escape through 
leaky jo in ts  in ductw ork  
throughout a house. Home 
ow ners can seal exposed 
duct work in the basement 
and  a ttic  u sin g  a m astic  
duct sealer on duct w ork 
jo in ts and seams. It works 
better than duct tape and is 
available at hardw are and 
home improvement stores.

•Therm ostat: Low ering 
the thermostat a few degrees 
when going to bed or when 
nobody is hom e can still 
shave dollars off a heating 
bill. Even lowering it a few 
degrees before guests arrive 
can help as a house full of 
people generates a lot o f body 
heat. For every degree above 
68 degrees, a heating unit 
requires three percent more 
energy. Even better, install 
a programmable thermostat 
that lowers the heat when it 
isn’t needed.

ARE YOUR BENEFICIARY DESIGNATIONS 
UP TO DATE?

Who have you designated as beneficiaries for your insurance 
policies and retirement accounts? If  you can’t remember, you’re 
not alone. But it’s worth checking. I f  you make the wrong 
decision, it could affect who inherits those assets. In some cases, 
it could also change the taxes your beneficiaries will pay and the 
value they’ll receive. Here are some key facts about beneficiary 
designations.

What are they?
W hen you designate a  beneficiary for an account, you are 

naming the person you w ant to inherit that account.
Your designation determines who will inherit the assets in 

the account, regardless o f  what your will might say. Generally, 
the assets will bypass probate and go straight to the person or 
institution you named.

You can designate a  person or group o f  persons, a  charity, a 
trust, or your estate. You may also want to designate a secondary 
or backup beneficiary in case the primary is no longer living.

Why are they important?
It’s important to keep beneficiary designations up to date 

because they determine who will inherit the assets in your 
accounts. Changing your will w on’t change the beneficiaries.

There can be tax implications too. With a traditional IRA, 
your choice o f  beneficiary can affect how quickly withdrawals 
must be made and taxes paid. That can change the value o f the 
IRA to your beneficiary.

How do I update them?
First, find copies o f  all your current designations. Contact 

your insurance company and plan trustees if  you can’t  locate 
the documents.

Review them and decide what changes you’d like to make. 
M ake an appointment to go over the changes with your tax or 
estate planning advisor.

Send your updated designations to the account trustees. 
Make sure you receive confirmations and keep copies in your 
records.

Passport requirements 
change June 2009

Passport regulations now 
require a valid passport for 
U.S. citizens traveling by air 
between the United States and 
Canada, Mexico, Central and 
South America, the Caribbean 
and Bermuda. Effective June 
2009, U .S . c itizen s m ust 
present a valid U.S. Passport 
Book, U.S. Passport Card, 
or o ther travel docum ent 
approved by the Department 
o f Homeland Security, when 
entering the United States 
from Canada, M exico, the 
C a rib b ean  and B erm uda 
at land border crossings or 
sea ports-of-entry. Passport 
applications may be presented 
at the Seymour post office 
located at 210 N. Washington 
St. in Seymour between the 
hours o f 8 a.m. and 4 p.m. 
Monday through Friday.

To o b ta in  a p a s sp o r t 
customers need to:

•Bring in proper proof of 
American citizenship. This 
m ust be either a certified  
birth certificate  issued by 
the city, county or state; a 
previous U .S. passport; a 
certificate o f citizenship; or a 
naturalization certificate. 
(Please note; a hospital-issued 
birth certificate alone is not 
acceptable.)

•Bring in proof o f identity. 
This must be either: a recently 
issu ed  U .S . p a s sp o r t;  a 
recently issued naturalization 
certificate; a recently issued 
certificate o f citizenship; or a 
current valid driver’s license.

government ID or military 
photo ID.

•The passport application 
requires two recent identical 
passport photographs o f you 
(2” X 2” in size), which the 
Post Office will provide for 
$15.

•To save time, customers 
may dow nload a passport 
app lica tion  at w w w .usps. 
com /passport to com plete 
beforehand.

•All applicants must appear 
in person (including minors).

•Minors under the age of 16 
must appear with both parents. 
If  one parent is not available, 
a notarized authorization from 
the absent parent is required. 
When renewing a passport 
for minors under the age of 
16, they must bring the old 
passport and a valid birth 
certificate.

It is important for customers 
to complete this process well 
before their trip. Customers 
traveling in less than six weeks 
can request expedite service 
and receive their passport in 
two weeks. Expedite service 
costs an additional $60 plus 
mail charges to the passport 
processing  center and for 
return o f the new passport.

Customers can also call 
800-ASK-USPS or go to usps.

Anytime children receive 
hands-on learning tools and 
demonstrations from experts, 
they retain the information 
w h ile  le a rn in g  in fu n .

educational ways. Schools 
and parents can teach lessons 
on what to do if  a child suffers 
a fire ant bite. This is a very 
important activity, especially 
for schools located in highly 
populated fire ant areas.

Make sure your children 
know what to do if  they are 
bitten by a fire ant;

•Brush the ants off your 
body; do not smack them 

•Elevate the affected area 
•Keep the sting clean 
•Watch for symptoms of 

severe allergic reaction 
•Call the child’s parents 

and doctor immediately

These instructions are great 
to learn from a teacher or a 
fire ant expert. Just like a fire 
drill, children need to know 
the steps to take if  they suffer 
a fire ant bite. By learning at 
the beginning of the school 
year, children also can teach 
their families the dangers of 
fire ants and prevention tips 
for their loved ones.

Alcorn is Haskell CISD 
superintendent finalist

Bill Alcorn has been named 

by the Haskell CISD Board of 
Trustees as the lone finalist for 
superintendent o f the school 
district.

The school board contracted 
with Region XIV Educational 
Service Center to conduct the 
search for a new superintendent 
after Buck Gilcrease resigned 
in July.

The process began in late 
September, as representatives 
from the Service Center held 
meetings on each campus, as 
well as a community-wide 
meeting. Feedback from these 
meetings was used to prepare a 
profile to be given to the board, 
indicating what the district 
desired in a superintendent.

A job notice was drawn up 
and applications were taken 
from across the state until the 
end of October. At this point 
the list was narrowed to seven 
applicants to be interviewed by 
the school board. Interviews 
were held Nov. 11 -13 at which 
time Alcorn was named lone 
finalist.

By law, a waiting period of 
twenty-one days is required 
after naming a finalist, before 
they can officially be hired. 
This gives both parties a 
“reth inking” period and a 
chance to ehange their minds if 
desired. The board is expected 
to offer Alcorn a contract at 
their Dec. 11 meeting.

Alcorn now lives at Holly 
Lake Ranch in East Texas. 
He and his wife have five 
grown children. He has thirty 
years experience in education, 
w ith the last tw elve as a 
superintendent.

Alcorn is fifty-three years 
o ld and g rad u a ted  from  
G raford High School. He 
earned his Bachelor’s Degree 
in 1978, his Master’s Degree 
in Education Administration 
in 1985, his Mid-Management 
Certification in 1989 and his 
Superintendent’s Certification 
in 1999, all from Tarleton

State University.
He taught and eoached in 

Lipan and Peaster and served 
as principal at Eula, Tahoka 
and Era school districts. He 
was superintendent of schools 
at E ra, G rafo rd , N ueces 
Canyon and Eden.
