It is with saddened hearts that
the community of Cross Plains
has said "good-bye" to their fa-
vorite son, Jack Scott. There has
been a great emptiness since he
moved to Austin two years ago
due to health problems. His ac-
quaintances were always calling
the newspaper office inquiring
about him or needing his address
to mail cards, etc.

He had a lasting impression on
all who had worked with him at
the Cross Plains Review. They
held Jack in high regard. I regret
that I didn't have the opportunity
to know him on that basis. How-
ever, he gave me a few pointers
about the newspaper business
from time to time.

One time I was sharing with him
my inadequacies concerning the
fact that I didn't have a college
degree or never attended a jour-
nalism course, and he told me that
real life experience at the news-
paper office was as good as col-
lege. I didn't know what he was
talking about that day, but now I
do.

He told me a story about the
time he was going to jproduce
"the perfect Cross Pla:ns Re-
view”. He anticipated a com-
pletely error free publication. He
laughed and said, "Believe me,
you just can't do it. I've tried."
That has helped my feelings
when we have made some major
"boo boo". I thought if Jack Scott
couldn't do it, then I'm not going
to worry about it.

Jack was temporarily running
the Review back in 1985 when
Benny Glover, the Publisher and
Editor at that time, passed away
and he called Don Tabor, the cur-
rent Publisher, and asked if he
would like to purchase the news-
paper. Don bought the business in
February and I started to work in
March. So, if it hadn't been for
Jack I would have never had the
opportunity to have my present
position, that I truly love.

There was a time whenJack and
I weren't actually "on the same
page" and I wrote him a letter and
asked him for his forgiveness and
if we could make things right. He
wrote me a beautiful letter, in his
eloquent style, that I have to this
day. He was a man who could
make amends.

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Jack Scott's Services
Were Held Tuesday

Jack Scott of Cross Plains died
in Specialty Hospital of Austin
onJanuary 5,2003. He had been
a patient there for the past two
weeks and was being treated for
heart problems and complica-
tions brought on by a stroke that
occurred 18 months ago. Jack
moved to Austin in 2001 to be
near his family and had lived at
The Summit at Northwest Hills
for the past two years. He was
preceded in death in 2000 by his
wife of 67 years, Juakana Scott.

Funeral services were held at
2:00 p.m. at the First Baptist
Church in Cross Plains on Tues-
day, January 7. Services were
handled by Higginbotham Fu-
neral Home in Cross Plains.

Jack is survived by his daugh-
ter, Mary Scott Nabers, and his
son-in-law, Lynn Nabers of Aus-
tin; his grandsons, Scott Nabers
of Houston and Tim Nabers of
Austin; and his great-grandchil-
dren, Lauren Scott Nabers,
Kailey Ann Nabers, Jack
Harrison Nabers, Samuel Scott
Nabers, and Rachel Elizabeth
Nabers. Jack was known to brag
often about his extended family
of friends and the lovely wives
his grandsons married, Donna
Nabers of Houston and Karen
Nabers of Austin.

He is also survived by his
nephew, R.B. McGowen of
Sherman, and his great-niece,
Adelia Wright of San Antonio.
Other close family members in-
cluded Eddy Don Edmondson
and his wife, Gayle of Austin,
0O.B. Edmondson of Austin and
the families of Jerry and Jack
Lewis McGowen, of Sherman.

He was preceded in death by
both his sisters, Anna Myrl
McGowen of Sherman and
Maggie Cook of Cross Plains
and Baird.

Jack has been honored and
blessed with numerous name-
sakes, all of which he considered
to be a part of his family. He also
had a very special relationship
with the hundreds of students he
taught at some time or another
during his lifetime.

Jack was born September 14,
1909, in Baird, Texas, to George
B. and Adelia Scott. His mater-
nal grandparents, the J.B.
Cutbirths, moved to the Baird
area in 1876 before Callahan
County was organized. The
Scott family dates back to 1890
when the F.T. Scotts, Jack's pa-
ternal grandparents, settled in
Cottonwood, Texas.

Asayoung man, Jack attended
school in Baird and Cross Plains
until his junior year when he
transferred to the West Texas
Military Institute at San Antonio
for two years. Upon graduation,
he enrolled in Hardin Simmons
University in Abilene. He
graduated in 1930 and during his
tenure there served as Editor of
the campus newspaper "The
Brand". After graduation, he
went home to Cross Plains and
persuaded the local bank to al-
low him to purchase an interest
in the newspaper on credit. He
became the Editor of the Cross
Plains Review at the age of 20
and by 1940, he had bought the
entire business.

In 1933 Jack married a young
woman by the name of Juakana
Westerman, a native of Cross
Plains. The couple had aremark-
able marriage that lasted for 67
years. Juakana Scott died in

2000 after a courageous one year
battle with cancer. Kanie, as
Jack affectionately nicknamed
her, worked in the newspaper
office with him except for a few
years when she stayed home to
care for their only child, Mary.

In 1944 Jack joined the U.S.
Army as a Private in the Infantry.
He emerged two years later
when the war ended as a First
Lieutenant. He served most of
his military duty in the Philip-
pine Islands.

Jack spent most of his life as a
newspaper editor in Central
Texas. He was Editor and Pub-
lisher of the Cross Plains Review
and numerous other weekly
newspapers in the area. He
served as a Director of the West
Texas Press Association and as a
Director of the Texas Press As-
sociation. He was elected Presi-
dent of the regional Texas Press
Association and was honored
numerous times. As Editor of the
Cross Plains Review he won
statewide recognition including
27 statewide awards for the
newspaper and 10 first place
awards for his column known as
the "Hometowner".

He also loved the banking in-
dustry and served for many de-
cades as a Director of the Citi-
zens State Bank. He was in-
volved in oil and gas exploration
and ran a small cattle operation
near Cross Plains.

It would be hard to find an indi-
vidual who had been more in-
volved in his community than
Jack. He served as Mayor of
Cross Plains for four separate
occasions and was active in the
First Baptist Church, the
Kiwanis Club, the Rotary Club,
the Cross Plains Library Board,
and many other organizations.

Jack was continually involved
with the activities of his family.
He worked diligently in numer-
ous political campaigns for his
son-in-law, Lynn Nabers, during
the fourteen years that Lynn
served in the Texas Legislature.
Jack also took a great amount of
pride in his daughter's career and
provided advice and council as
she served first as a Commis-
sioner representing Texas em-

ployers at the Texas Employ-
ment Commission and later as a
Texas Railroad Commissioner.

No man ever loved grandchil-
dren more than Jack loved his
grandsons, Scott and Tim
Nabers. He had a unique rela-
tionship with both of them. He
delighted in being a part of ev-
erything that touched their lives
and was particularly proud of
seeing both earn law degrees and
launch successful careers. He
often jokingly said that all his
male relatives were attorneys but
he never hesitated to argue legal
issues or give counsel to any one
of them.

Jack will be remembered as a
remarkable, Christian man who
loved his family, community,
state and nation with a passion.
He was genuinely loved and re-
spected by all those who knew
him. He leaves behind a wealth
of gifts, not the least of which,
will be the memory of his fun
loving personality and his zest
and enthusiasm for life, history,
words, story telling, competi-
tion, business investing, writing
and games. He had many unique
attributes including a remark-
able memory with the rare trait of
finding something interesting in
every individual he ever
met...and then never forgetting a
single detail about any one of
them.

WIC Offers Tips
for Preventing
Tooth Decay, Etc.

CLYDE—The Outreach Health
Services (OHS) Women, Infants
and Children (WIC) program is
actively promoting good dental
hygiene, particularly for infants
and children. According to the
National Institute for Dental and
Craniofacial Research, the aver-
age 17-year-old in this country

has more than three decayed -

teeth. While many factors (in-
cluding heredity and saliva
make-up and flow) contribute

to whether a person will experi-

ence tooth decay, a poor diet
and lack of proper dental care
are probably the biggest cul-
prits.

“Cavities are caused when bac-
teria in the mouth mix with car-
‘bohydrates—both sugars and
starches—to make acids, which
then eat away tooth enamel,”

“said Joyce Devereaux, director
of the OHS WIC program. “What,
how and when we eat are major
factors in tooth decay.”

Every time we consume sug-
ars and starches, acids begin to
bathe our teeth. This cavity pro-
ducing action continues for 20
to 30 minutes after eating some-
thing sugary or starchy.

As if decaying teeth weren’t
bad enough by themselves, an
even worse threat is periodontal
(gum) disease. Current research
links gum disease to diabetes,
cardiovascular disease and pre-
term, low birth weight babies,
which underscores the impor-
tance of good oral health.

Employees of OHS WIC clin-
ics, who work with clients to
improve their diets and encour-
age good dental hygiene, offer
the following tips for preventing
tooth decay and gum disease:

INFANTS AND CHILDREN

¢ For children, an overall nutri-
tious diet promotes healthy
' teeth, making them strongerand
more resistant to cavities. Cal-
cium, phosphorus and vitamin
D are especially important. Avoid
the urge to pacify an infant with

| abottle of juice, formula or milk.

. all of which contain carbohy-
drates. If you choose to use a
bottle as a pacifier, fill it with
water only.

¢ Begin wiping a baby’s gums
with gauze or a wet washcloth at
least twice a day even before
you can see any teeth starting to
come through. It will make the
transition to tooth brushing
easier later on.

¢ Continue to use a washcloth
or gauze to wipe out your baby’s
mouth after the first teeth ap-
pear, or switch to a soft nylon-
bristle children’s toothbrush.

Toothpaste isn’t needed yet as
long as you are cleaning your
child’s teeth regularly. Just gen-
tly brush the teeth on both the
outside and inside surfaces twice
a day.

¢ When your child turns two
and has all 20 baby teeth, begin
using a dab of fluoride tooth-
paste.

EVERYONE

* The more often you eat foods
with carbohydrates, especially
between meals, the more likely
acid will attack your teeth. Ac-
cording to the American Dietetic
Association’s Complete Food
and Nutrition Guide, any amount
of carbohydrate gets the decay
process going, so the frequency
of snacking seems to have a
bigger impact on cavity forma-
tion than the size of the snack.

* The longer food stays in your
mouth, the more damage can
occur. Sucking hard candy or
slowly sipping a sweetened drink
all afternoon means teeth are
bathed with plaque acids for
that entire time.

* Foods that stick to the teeth
are particularly damaging (i.e.
caramel and raisins).

® Brush twice a day with a
fluoride toothpaste and floss
daily—unless your dentist rec-
ommends cleaning your teeth
more often. Go for a dental
checkup, including a thorough
cleaning, every six months.

WIC is a well respected, feder-
ally funded program that gives
children a healthy start by en-
couraging optimal nutrition dur-
ing the critical stages of devel-
opment. WIC participants have
access to vouchers for healthy
foods, ongoing nutrition educa-
tion classes, meal planning as-
sistance, immunizations and
breast-feeding instruction and
support.

Each month Outreach Health
Services offers WIC services to
more than 33,500 clients in 58

Texas counties. Free WIC ser-
vices are available to middle- to
low-income women who are
pregnant, breast-feeding, post-
partum or have an infant and/or
children younger than five years
of age. Income and residency
requirements may apply. For

Jack Scott

"When the one great scorer
comes to write against your
name, he writes, not whether you
won or lost but how you played
the game." (Printed in an earlier
edition of the Cross Plains Re-
view.)

With the passing away of Jack

Scott, the community of Cotton- '

wood has lost a great champion.
But, notjust Cottonwood; indeed,
all the communities and all the
people within the Cross Plains
area have benefited from his writ-
ings in and his editorship of the
Cross Plains Review.

As the premier country newspa-
per editor of all times (that's my
evaluation), Jack Scott has wit-
nessed and chronicled the pages
of life for at least three genera-
tions in each of the surrounding
communities for all of us to read
and know what was going on in
the larger Cross Plains area. In
doing so, he wove a larger fabric
of community life which we now
enjoy.

Jack once said to me, that Cot-
tonwood has the most colorful
and interesting history of any
community in Callahan County.
But, I am sure that he must have
felt the same about each of the
other communities surrounding
Cross Plains. And that's the point.

Connor Elliot, a former Cotton-

wood native, who has in the past
tried to get the City of Cross
Plains to name a street after Jack
Scotthassaid to me, "He deserves
it. As kids, us teenagers, never
had a better friend. He was just as
kind and nice to us as he could
be.”

Ted Ivy, another Cottonwood
native, said, "I believe Jack Scott

never forgot the name of anyone

who ever graduated from Cross
Plains High School.

My personal appreciation of
Jack Scott came when as a high
school studentI waselected to the
office of "reporter” for the FFA
Chapter. He printed the first news
story I ever wrote in the Cross
Plains Review. That fact has al-
ways made me feel great and has
made me always want to be a
writer.

I have kept my roots firmly
planted in Cottonwood by read-
ing his column weekly.

The quotation printed at the top
of this column is taken from
memory and appeared in the flag
of Jack Scott's Cross Plains Re-
view for many years.

Rather, it is
part of a vitally serious program
to protect the public by helping
control the spread of rabies.
For the ninth year, TDH will
airdrop bait food filled with oral
rabies vaccine. This year, the
Oral Rabies Vaccination Program
(ORVP) will drop about 2.5 mil-
lion baits from airplanes flying
across 50 counties beginning in
early January. The first flight
takes off Jan. 7, weather per-
mitting, from the Zapata County
Airport in South Texas. The sec-
ond portion of the drop will be-
gin about Jan. 15 from the
Kimble County Airport in Junc-
tion, and the final phase will fly
from the Pecos County Airport
in Fort Stockton beginning about
Jan. 23.

gan. And among the coyotes
and gray foxes we have seen a
significant drop in the number
of animal rabies cases.”

The number of canine rabies
cases in South Texas has de-
clined from a high of 142 cases
when the programbeganin 1995
to 1 in 2001 and none in 2002
through October. Gray fox cases
have shown a similar decline
from 244 cases in 1995 to 54
through last October.

Four Beechcraft King Air air-

craft are used to spread the baits. °

The number of air miles flown in
distributing the baits each year

is equal to four trips around the

world.

The baits offer fish meal for
coyotes and dog food contain-
ing molasses and flavored with
vanillafor gray foxes. Inside each
bait is 2 milliliters of oral rabies
vaccine in an edible sack.

“Thebaits are harmless,” Sidwa
said. “The vaccine inside the
bait cannot cause rabies in
people or animals.”

People should not handle these
baits, however; wildlife is less
likely to eat them if people have
touched them. Anyone who
comes in contact with the baits
may call TDH toll free at 1877-
722-6725 forinformation. Each
bait, which measures 1 1/4 by 1
1/4 by 3/4 inches, is marked
with a label that includes the
telephone number.

Sidwa emphasized that own-
ers of domestic animals stillneed
to get their pets vaccinated
against rabies by a veterinarian
as required by law. A domestic
animal’s rabies vaccination can
be safely given even if the ani-
mal recently ate an oral rabies
vaccine bait, he said.
