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"How About—The Rest of 
the Story"

Some of you may have been 
shocked by the personal informa­
tion I shared with you last week, 
however, many of you already 
knew my story. I felt it was time to 
be honest with myself.

In my haste to complete the 
issue covering the Callahan 
County Junior Livestock Show, I 
failed to give you the most impor­
tant information—how I sur­
vived the challenge.

During the three week hospital 
stay when I was first diagnosed 
manic depressive, I prayed al­
most continually and read from 
the Bible diligently. At that time 
Hendrick Memorial Hospital, as 
it was called, did not have a psy­
chiatric ward or any specialized 
section for stress or depression 
patients, so it was like a brief 
vacation while they regulated the 
medication level.

I never had symptoms of de­
pression, instead I was hyper 
from the effects of the excessive 
number of diet tablets. It felt like 
everything was going too fast.

At the time I thought it was one 
of the most terrible experiences 
of my life, but looking back I see 
that it was a life-changing event. 
It was the first time I had truly 
heard from God and I knew what 
my purpose on this earth was.

Part of my recovery included 
some self-therapy-finding a 
hobby for relaxation. In grade 
school I took poetry recitation 
classes from the late Gladys 
Garrett and I admired her artistic 
talent. So, I decided to take les­
sons in oil painting. The Lord led 
me to a very special lady, Ozella 
Huddleston, who became not 
only my instructor, but my men­
tor and best friend. What I 
gleaned from her was faith in the 
Lord. While we painted she 
talked about the Bible and I was 
fascinated by her knowledge.

The encouragement of many 
people helped me get through the 
years of anxiety attacks. Several 
local residents brought me books, 
pamphlets and articles with ideas 
of how to get past the problem. If 
you haven't experienced a panic 
attack, don't be too judgemental, 
as it could happen to you. Often 
you are treated as a hypochon­
driac, but if it runs your blood
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Rabies vaccine 
airdrop underway 
in Callahan County

The Texas Department of 
Health Oral Rabies Vaccination 
Program airdrop of rabies vac­
cine to immunize gray foxes 
began in West Central Texas, 
including Callahan County.

The week-long project in Junc­
tion began at daybreak Thurs­
day, January 16 from the Kimble 
County Airport in Junction.

The Texas Department of 
Health assisted by Texas Wild­
life Damage Management Ser­
vice, Texas National Guard and 
Dynamic Aviation Group con­
ducted the rabies vaccine air­
drop to continue to contain a 
rabies epizootic in gray foxes.

Some 1.8 million dog food- 
based baits containing an oral 
rabies vaccine will be dropped 
from specially-equipped King Air 
planes from Dynamic Aviation 
Group, flying at 500 feet. Baits 
will be dropped over portions of 
36 counties in West Central 
Texas to immunize gray foxes 
against rabies and reduce the 
threat of the deadly disease to 
domestic animals and humans.

Baits will be air-dropped over 
portions of the following West- 
Central Texas counties: 
Bandera, Brewster, Brown, Cal­
lahan, Coke, Coleman, Crane, 
Crockett, Eastland, Edwards, 
Gillespie, Glasscock, Howard, 
Kerr, Kimble, Kinney, Llano, 
Martin, Mason, Maverick, 
McCulloch, Midland, Mills, 
Mitchell, Nolan, Pecos, Reagan, 
Real, Runnels, San Saba, Ster­
ling, Taylor, Terrell, Gpton, 
CJvalde and Val Verde.

Elaine Coleman 
Shares Her Story
Last Tuesday, January 21, at the 

Community Center, Elaine 
Coleman, author of Texas 
Haunted Forts, offered entertain­
ing stories—and some "food for 
thought" to the crowd that came 
to hear her speak, courtesy of the 
Cross Plains Public Library.

Immediately after she'd been 
introduced, Ms. Coleman asked 
her audience, "What is a ghost?" 
No one raised a hand to answer. 
"Gee," Mrs. Coleman said, "The 
kids I talked to at school today did 
better than that! Here’s what I 
think: a ghost is a memory."

Ms. Coleman said she'd been 
writing since she was in grade 
school, and like all who write, 
longed to be a published writer. 
She had collected recipes from 
her great-grandparents and other 
early pioneers and put them to­
gether in a "historical" cookbook. 
She offered the idea to an editor at 
Republic of Texas Press—who 
showed absolutely no interest. 
Instead, the editor wanted a book 
that had something to do with 
"ghosts". Having grown up near

Fort Phantom listening to her 
grandfather's stories of the early 
days, on the spur of the moment, 
Ms. Coleman said, "OK, how 
about Texas Phantom Forts?" 
The editor loved the idea, so Ms. 
Coleman began researching and 
writing.

She explained that the history 
presented in Texas Haunted Forts 
is very well-documented. "I'll 
stand behind the facts." When it 
comes to the legends and stories 
of hauntings, "I don't know how 
true they are. You'll have to go to 
the forts and decide for yourself." 
She said there were times she’d 
get a very eerie feeling, and then 
her research would reveal this 
was a place where a massacre or 
kidnapping had occurred. "I don't 
know," she said, "You go and 
decide for yourself."

Having achieved good sales 
with a book she never intended to 
write, Ms. Coleman's happiest 
news is that a publisher is now 
showing interest in her historical 
cookbook.

Here 
again, lots of prayers helped me 
through the bad days. Remember 
nothing can take away your joy, 
unless you allow it.

The last two days I've listened to 
a Christian television program 
about what stress does to your 
emotional and physical body and 
it was amazing what science has 
discovered concerning their con­
nection. What you think truly de­
termines what you are. The pro­
fessionals' solution was to slow 
down the pace and spend some 
time in God's word. Sounds good 
to me—let's give it a try!

No rabies test in 
Callahan County 
during the month 
November 2002

The Texas Department of 
Health's Zoonosis Control Divi­
sion reported no rabies tests were 
performed in Callahan County, 
during the month of November 
2002.

Statewide during the month of 
November, the Texas Depart­
ment of Health reported 55 posi­
tive rabies tests in Texas, while 
730 animals were tested nega­
tive for the disease.

Of the 55 positive tests, 39 
were skunks, two were fox, nine 
bats, one raccoon, one dog, 
and three cats tested positive for 
rabies.

So far in 2002, 971 animals or 
nine percent have tested posi­
tive for rabies in Texas, while 
9,986 or 89 percent tested nega­
tive for the disease.

SBA disaster 
loan deadline 
approaching

FORT WORTH—Businesses in 
some Texas counties have until 
February 10, 2003 to apply for 
low-interest Economic Injury 
disaster Loans from the U.S. 
Small Business Administration 
(SBA). These loans are avail­
able to businesses that experi­
enced financial losses due to 
damages caused by excessive 
rain, flash flooding, and hail that 
occurred on April 25, 2002. 
Physical losses caused by the 
disaster cannot be covered by 
these loans. These loans are 
available to businesses which 
meet the SBA size standards 
and cannot meet their disaster- 
related financial needs through 
other sources. Farmers and 
ra nchers are not eligible for these 
loans.

Businesses in the following 
counties are eligible to apply: 
Callahan, Eastland, Haskell, 
Jones, Shackelford, Stephens, 
Taylor and Throckmorton.
