Wasted Years (?)
By Virgil Strahan

We are all flawed to some de-
gree, but some of us are more so
than others. For myself, in the
mid-50s to 1966 I became ob-
sessed with roaming the Pecos
River banks from McCamey to
the Rio Grande. Twice, I walked
down the riverbanks, alone, from
Pandale, Texas to the Rio
Grande, a six-day trip of about 70
miles over a challenging land-
scape. In the darkness, it required
considerable self-discipline to
keep focused on why I was doing
this. And why, you may ask? The
answer: limestone-overhang
shelters. To me, at that time, it
was a manly thing pulsing
through my veins—to see where
and how ancient people lived
about 10,000 years ago. Believe
me, theirs were extremely diffi-
culttimes in thisarea tofn apart by
. the elements of nature.

Looking back to those so-called
wasted years, several of my
strange adventures almost ended
in a personal disaster—a flood,
thirteen collared peccaries, an al-
bino rattlesnake, the vertical,
fractured face of a high cliff at
Royal Hill Canyon (now known
at Lewis Canyon), which about
ten miles from Langtry, Texas.

It was my good fortune to be-
come friends with Henry Mills,
an old rancher who owned and
ran the Pandale store and post
office. He was crippled when I
first met him, but his mind held a
roomful of wild stories about this
countryside. He enjoyed telling
them. All he needed was some-
one to listen, and I did! I can say
with both feet on the floor and my

hand on The Holy Bible, he never
bored me with his adventures and

remembrances from a long way

back.

So, when I write of the Pecos
River, some of the adventures are
mine, while others are Henry's.
This story of Stone Walls is basi-
cally fiction, but a thread of the
absolute truth runs from start to
finish.

Fateful Meetings at the
Cottonwood Cemetery

Almost every day I take a walk
to the old Cottonwood Cemetery,
passing the new one. I live on its
westside and was born on the east
side. So one can readily see that I
have made ever so little progress
in this life. My earthly destiny is
no more than a hundred yards
away.

Last June, a man was walking
up and down the rows of grave-
stones in the new cemetery,
searching for one he could not
find. I noticed as I past by several
times that he was doing this same
procedure over and over again.
Finally, I asked him if he needed
help. He did. The stone he was
looking for was in the old cem-
etery. We went over there and he
took a picture of it. It read:

On February 6, 2003, VALOR Telecommunications of Texas, LP (VALOR) filed an application with the Public Utility Commission
of Texas (Commission) to establish surcharges to recover lost revenues and increased costs associated with seven hundred
thirteen (713) Expanded Local Calling Service (ELCS) routes implemented in and between VALOR's Texas telephone
exchanges and in many instances, exchanges of other local telephone companies. The application is filed based on the
Commission's Substantive Rule 26.221 titled, "Applications to Establish or Increase Expanded Local Calling Service
Surcharges”.

ELCS expands a local calling scope to include one or more additional telephone exchanges, if customers in a petitioning
exchange approve by ballot, the payment of an ELCS fee in lieu of long distance charges. The costs and lost revenues asso-
ciated with VALOR's surcharge application are those not récoverable through the ELCS fee.

In the application, VALOR proposes to implement on an interim basis a monthly per line surcharge of $.99 for residential cus-
tomers and $1.98 for business customers beginning with the April, 2003 bill cycle. This proposed surcharge will apply in addi-
tion to any monthly ELCS fees. If rates at or above the level of the interim surcharges are not ultimately approved by the
Commission, VALOR will refund all or part of the interim surcharges, as directed by the Commission. Ultimately, VALOR seeks
approval of monthly surcharges of $3.38 for business lines and $1.69 for residential lines to replace the interim surcharges.
Additionally, the application proposes that customers currently billed ELCS fees lower than $3.50 per residential line and $7 per
business line, will have those fees raised to $3.50 per residential line and $7 per business line.

The net annual effect on the revenues of VALOR will be zero since the requested surcharge replaces lost revenues and reim-
burses VALOR for the increased cost of service associated with ELCS. The estimated total lost revenues and increased costs
VALOR seeks to recover through this proceeding is $7,601,145 annually.

The Public Utility Commission has assigned Project No. 27363 to this proceeding. Persons who wish to intervene in or com-
ment upon these proceedings should notify the Public Utility Commission of Texas as soon as possible and no later than April
14, 2003, the intervention deadline.

One rabid

skunk reported Cemeter y

in Callahan
County for
December

One rabid skunk was diag-
nosed for rabies in Callahan
County during .the month of
December 2002, according to
the Texas Department of Health.

The Texas Department of
Health's Zoonosis Control Divi-
sion tested one skunk and two
cats for rabies during the month
of December. The skunk was
determined to be rabid, while
both cats were diagnosed as
negative for rabies.

Statewide, the Texas Depart-
ment of Health tested 800 ani-
mals for rabies during the month
of December with 722 turning
up negative for the disease.
Among the 78 positive rabies
tests during the month, 60 were
skunks. There were five rabid
fox, five bats, one cat, four bo-
vine and three rabid bobcats
reported during the month.

The year 2002 concluded with
12,012 animals received during
the year. The Texas Department
of Health reported 1,049 (nine
percent) positive rabid animals
and 10,709 (89 percent) nega-
tive for the disease during the
year. There were 254 (two per-
cent) cases in which the animal
was too decomposed, de-
stroyed, not tested, unsatisfac-
tory or inconclusive.
