IRVING, Texas, February 7,
2003 - A new way of dialing a
local call is on the horizon for
West Texas residents. VALOR
Telecom, your local
telecommunications service
provider, is informing its
customers who live in the 915
area code that permissive 10-
digit dialing begins April 5,
2003, in preparation for the
introduction of two new area
codes, 432 and 325, in October
2003.

"We are working with our
community leaders and local
media to notify our West Texas
customers that the 915 region
will be split into 3 area codes in
October," said Danny
Ammons, vice-president of
West Texas Operations, based
in Brownfield. "We also want to
make our customers aware that
some residents with the current
915 area code will be assigned a
new code, but all calls made
between 915, 432 and 325 will
be local calls."

Due to the high demand for
phone, fax, pager and cell
phone numbers, the Texas
Public dtility Commission
(TPUC) last year assigned West
Texas the new area codes, 432
and 325, in addition to the
existing 915 area code. All
Texas residents living in the 915
area code will be affected by
these changes. As ordered by
the TPUC, the western-most
region of the existing 915 area
code will retain the code after
the split. VALOR service areas
that will continue to be served

by the 915 code include:
Fabers, Fort Hancock and
Sierra Blanca.

The new 432 area code will
serve the central portion of the
existing 915 area. VALOR
service areas include: Andrews,
Balmorhea, Coyanosa, East
Hobbs, Forsan, Frankel City,
Imperial, Mentone, Orla, Pecos,
Toyah, Valentine, and Van
Horn.

The new 325 area code will
serve the eastern portion of the
existing 915 region. These
VALOR service areas include:
Baird, Blackwell, Clyde,
Loraine, Merkel, Moran,
Putnam, and Trent. For a

The TPUC designated April 5,

2003, as the beginning of the
permissive dialing period.
Residents are encouraged to
begin using 10-digit dialing to
complete a local call at the onset
of permissive dialing.
Mandatory dialing will go into
effect October 4, 2003, and
depending on the area,
residents will dial 915-XXX-
XXXX, 432-XXX-XXXX, or 325-
XXX-XXXX, to complete a local
call. Toll calls from all three area
codes will require dialing
1+(area code) XXX-XXXX.

‘What fruit tree needs less atten-
tion for this area? Pears need less
attention than apples and peaches
in the matter of pruning and insect
control, and are more tolerant of
most soil conditions. So if you
have predominantly clay bottom
soil, pears will probably do better
for you than apples on the same
site.

Pears are slow to start produc-
ing but will produce longer than
peaches. Standard types 4 to 8
years, dwarf 4 to 6 years. Pears
must be cross-pollinated with
each other to be able to produce,
so-plant two different varieties.
For example "Bartlett" and

"Seckel" will not cross-pollinate
well with each other. There are
over three thousand varieties so
be careful in picking one for your
area. Remember:

1. Chose a fire bright resistant
tree.

2. Chose a site with full sun,
moderate fertility, and good air.

3. Plant standard trees 20 to 25
feet apart; dwarfs 12 to 15 feet
apart.

Don't let pears ripen on the tree,
harvest them when they reach a
mature size but are still hard.
Stored varieties will keep 1 to 2
months ormore in cool (40 f) dark
places.

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Water Supply Corporation
held meeting March 24th

Since September 11, 2001,
water supply corporations, in-
cluding Callahan County Water
Supply Corporation, have be-
come more vigilant over their
water systems from bioterrorism.

Members of the Callahan
County Water Supply Corpora-
tion heard a program on secu-
rity of water systems during the
corporation's annual meeting
held Monday, March 24 at the
corporation offices on Interstate
20 in Clyde.

Leland Godbee and Will Dugger .

of Jacob & Martin, Inc. pre-
sented a slide show for the cor-
poration members on security
of a water system.

Godbee informed members

_that a water supply system can

be vulnerable to attack when in
1983 someone used dynamite
to blow up the Shackelford
County Water Supply Corpora-
tion chlorine supply. Godbee said
the culprit has never been
caught.

Godbee said by June 2004,
the federal government will re-
quire all water supply systems to
provide a risk assessment pro-
gram with security issues and
vulnerability.

Godbee said that 30 percent of
all pump stations of water sys-
tems in the United States are
unlocked and some 50 percent
of those same pump stations
are unmanned. Godbee said a
terrorist can use one gallon of
gasolineto contaminate 250,000
gallons of water.

The engineer representative
said part of the risk analysis is to
come up with an emergency
response plan. Godbee said the
water supply corporation must
develop a plan for the unthink-
able. Godbee said the plan the
water supply corporation devel-
ops cannot be provided to the
media or to anyone asking for it.
Godbee said the reason the plan
is to be kept confidential is to
not show anyone the weak-
nesses in the water system.

The annual meeting of the |

Callahan County Water Supply
Corporation opened with a
barbeque brisket and sausage
meal served by the Callahan
County 4-H Shooting Sports
members and parents.

Among the agenda items was
to elect three members to the
nine member water supply cor-
poration board of directors. In-
cumbent board members Bill
Jackson, Kim Walton and Gene
Cook were reelected by accla-
mation to three year terms.

Board of directors of the water
supply corporation include Rob-
ert Warren, President; Bill Jack-
son, Vice President; Melba Miller,
Secretary/Treasurer; Jim Berry,
Gene Cook, Kim Walton, Steve
Clark, Joe Clark and Steve Gold-
smith. The water supply corpo-
ration board of directors meets
the fourth Monday of every
month at 7:00 p.m. in the water
supply corporation office in
Clyde.
