Railroad Commission assisting
victims of family violence

AUSTIN—Railroad Commis-
sion Chairman Michael L. Will-
iams today proposed a rule
amendment to provide a waiver

- to victims of family violence for
deposits required by gas utili-
ties. The Commissioners passed
the motion with a 2-0 vote. This
provision is similar to one in
place at the Public dtility Com-
mission (PUCQC) for electric utility
and telecommunications service
providers.

"This proposal helps those Tex-
ans in need with a service neces-
sary for cooking, bathing, heat-
ing and laundry, ‘ said Williams.

. “With over 180,000 instances of
family violence in Texaslast year,
| feel confident that this policy
will be utilized to aid Texas fami-
lies."

Imagine a mother of two whois
assaulted by her husband. The
husband is arrested and taken
to jail by the police. The mother
then seeks the help of a family
violence center and decides to
relocate before his release for
her safety. Due to the loss of her
husband’s financial support, she
begins working full time and
paying for full time childcare for
two children, rent and bills. She
decides to go without gas be-
cause she does not have money
to pay the deposit and bill the
first month. As aresult, the fam-
ily did not have hot-water for a
month.

"When family violence victims
leave abusive relationships, my
hope is that they get a new start
in life," said Railroad Commis-
sioner Victor Carrillo. "Hopefully,
the action we took today will
help these victims get back on
their feet quicker and with fewer
obstacles."

The amendment provides that
a gas utility must waive any
deposit requirement for an ap-
plicant who has been determined
to be a victim of family violence
by a family violence center, treat-
ing medical personnel, or law
enforcement agency personnel.
Applicants only need to submit
certification as developed by the
Texas Council on Family Vio-
lence (TCFV). The certification
letter will be available on the
TCFV website, www.tcfv.org.

This amendment differs from
PUC rules in that it allows for
certification from law enforce-
ment agency personnel. Of the
183,440 reported instances of
family violence last year, only
11,257 adult victims sought shel-
ter through the aid of a family
violence center.

"This additional option was
added because in most cases,
law enforcement personnel are
the first and only responders to
acts of family violence," said
Williams. "l want to make sure
that victims have easy access to
assistance."

Former Governor George W.
Bush appointed Michael Will-
iams to the Railroad Commis-
sion in December 1998. In Sep-
tember 1999, he was chosen by
his colleagues to chair the Com-
mission. Williams was elected
statewide in November 2000 for
a term expiring in 2002 and was
elected in November 2002 to a
six-year term expiring in 2008.
He is the first African-American
in Texas history to hold an
elected position in the executive
branch of Texas state govern-
ment and is currently the high-
est-ranking African-Americanin
state government.
