Turkey seems to be the overall 
choice of entre' in this area for 
Christmas dinner, and some have 
ham as well. Many people have 
both. For one son, if we have ham, 
we just have to make some red 
eye gravy. He loves it, as do my 
husband and others. The kids 
always call it Aunt Mattie gravy. 
What it amounts to is just 
substituting milk in place of the 
coffee. Good eating for all!

With turkey we have combread 
dressing and giblet gravy. I love 
giblet gravy, but my mother never 
made it, but my mother-in-law 
did. So I learned to make it from 
watching her. I love pecans 
roasted atop the dressing. My par­
ents didn't really like turkey, so 
we never had it, but we actually 
had some large pans of chicken 
and dressing and/or ham and 
gravy.

So, those were some of my 
families' foods of tradition. My 
husband loves turkey so we al­
ways had turkey and ham, one or 
both.

I have a friend in Chicago, who 
when we lived in New Mexico, 
gave me the following recipe. We 
were discussing traditional foods 
of our families. I asked her if there 
was anything her mother made 
for Christmas dinner that my 
family didn't have. Here it is:

Linda’s Mom’s Corn 
Casserole

In a casserole dish place 2 table­
spoons full of sauteed chopped 
onion, celery and bell peppers or 
pimento. Then open two cans of 
whole kernel com and one can 
cream style com. Pour the liquid 
off the two cans of whole com, 
and wash thoroughly in cold wa­
ter. Place one half the whole ker­
nel into the casserole dish, spread 
with cmshed saltine crackers (1/2 
to 3/4 cups). Place 1/4 cup Ched­
dar cheese, then more onions, 
peppers, celery, etc. over that and 
continue layering. Soon you will 
have two or three layers. Then 
take the cream style com and pour 
on top and spread evenly; 
sprinkle crackers cmmbs over the 
top, dot with butter. Then micro- 
wave two strips of thick bacon 
until crisp. Let cool and cmmble 
over the casserole top. Spread 
grated cheese to cover the top. 
Next sprinkle with paprika and 
add 3/4 cup milk. Place in oven at 
350 degrees for 25 to 35 minutes, 
until hot throughout and the 
cheese melted. Let it sit at least 10 
minutes and then serve. Serves 8 
to 10 people.

If you plan to use frozen com for 
this recipe, you will need to cook 
the com first, according to 
package directions. Then drain 
and assemble casserole.

It's a family tradition! Our 
Christmas dinner: turkey and 
dressing, giblet gravy, baked 
ham, red eye gravy, homemade 
cranberry sauce, candied sweet 
potatoes, mashed potatoes, 
broccoli or fresh green beans, 
deviled eggs, com casserole, fruit 
salad, hot rolls and various pies, 
desserts, tortes and cheesecake. 
Always plan to have mincemeat, 
pecan and cherry pies, etc.

Texas Rural Development 
housing programs for rural areas

WENDY ROSE

The Texas GSDA Rural Devel­
opment Agency has Housing 
Loan Programs available to as­
sist qualified very low, low and 
moderate income applicants in 
the construction or purchase of 
a home.

These loans require no down 
payment or mortgage insurance 
and can be made for up to 100% 
of the market value of the prop­
erty, which in some cases allows 
for financing of theclosing costs. 
Loan terms are from 30 to 33 
years, with fixed interest rates. 
Payment assistance is available, 
based on family size and in­
come, which may reduce the 
interest rate on the loan to as low 
as one percent (1%).

The Agency also administers 
Home Repair Loans and Grants 
for qualified very low-income 
owneroccupants.

Grant funds are available for 
very-low income home-owners 
62 years of age and over who 
cannot repay a loan. Grant funds 
must be used to remove health 
and safety hazards such as re­
pairing roofs, heating, electrical

and plumbing systems, water 
and waste disposal, installing 
screens, windows, insulation and 
other items to make the home 
safe. Grant assistance may not 
exceed $7,500.

Home Repair Loans may in­
clude similar purposes as the 
grant, but may also be used to 
modernize and bring a home up 
to standards, make changes for 
convenience, add a room, re­
model and make overall im­
provements to the home. For 
very-low income borrowers, the 
loan term can be of up to 20 
years, with a fixed one percent 
(1%) interest rate. The loan 
amount cannot exceed $20,000. 
For low-income borrowers the 
interest rate is the program rate 
in effect at the time of the loan.
