Wrap your gift as pretty as you
please. But when preparing it for
mailing, be practical and pro-
tective. Sturdy packages with
complete, legible addresses will
help your gifts arrive quickly
and in good shape.

So, holiday mailers are ad-
vised to use a sturdy carton
large enough to accommodate
the gift package plus cushion-
ing, and to remove or mark out
any conflicting address infor-
mation already on the carton.
Do not use wrapping paper or
twine cord on the outside of the
carton - paper can rip, and twine
can become tangled in mail pro-
cessing equipment.

It is important to seal your
parcel securely. Werecommend
pressure-sensitive tape, nylon-
reinforced craft paper tape, or
glass-reinforced, pressure-sen-
sitive tape.

Your return address, in the
upper left-hand corner of the
package, should be complete

and should include your proper
ZIP Code. The recipient’s ad-
dress should include name; box
number or complete address
number, street name and suffix
(Ave, St, Blvd, etc.) plus any
street directional (E, N, S, W,
etc.), and ZIP Code. Before seal-
ing your package, it's a good.
idea to put the delivery address
on a sheet of paper inside the
package. Then, if something
happens to the outside address,
postal personnel still have a way
to identify the recipient. To mini-
mize this possibility, use perma-
nent, not water soluble, ink or
markers and clear tape over the
entire label.

Proper addressing means com-
plete and legible addresses. Al-
ways include apartment and
suite numbers and correct ZIP
Codes. The ZIP Code belongs
on the same line as the city and
state - that’s where our sorting

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Chodsing gifts for children
requires consideration

DENTON—Children generally
aren’t shy about voicing what
they want for Christmas. For
adults, the hard part in choosing
gifts is determining what’s ap-
propriate for the child.

Dr. Diane Karther, assistant
professor of early childhood de-
velopment and education at
Texas Woman’s University in
Denton, says safety and usabil-
ity are key factors to consider
when purchasing gifts for chil-

. dren.

“Brand-name toys are scruti-
nized by the Toy Manufacturers
Association and by government
agencies. Most are safe, but
adults should always check them
carefully.” Dr. Karther said. Most
toys feature arecommended age
range for that product, and Dr.
Karther said that provides a good
guide for parents.

How the toy can be used is
another consideration when buy -
ing gifts.

“Toys should have broad us-
ability,” Dr. Karther said. “A toy
that does one thing at the press
of one button won’t hold a lot of
attention for an infant.” How-
ever, she said, play centers with
different buttons and wheels that
produce music and pop-up char-
acters allow the child to be in-
volved in different ways. ;

Children of preschool age need
toys that will feed their imagina-
tion, Dr. Karther said. Items such
as toy farms and homes or con-
struction or fantasy materials

and gifts that reflect those inter-
ests may be appropriate. Kits
that cover a variety of interests
are available, from model cars

or airplanes to jewelry-making -
kits.

Space Heaters

Electric space heaters are only
cost-efficient if the thermostat
controlling the furnace is set
back to a lower temperature -
from 70 degrees to 60 degrees
for example. The amount of
money saved by using space
heaters depends on:

1. How much you adjust your
thermostat settings,

2. How many hours per day
you set back your thermostat,

3. The size of the area where
you are using the space heater.
The smaller the area you are
trying to warm, the more effec-
tive the heater will be.

Fireplaces

Fireplaces are popular, but one
of the most inefficient heat
sources. To reduce the loss of
warm air up a chimney:

e Always keep the damper

closed when a fire is not burn-
ing.

® Ensure the seal on the flue
damper is tight and that the
fireplace hearth is well caulked.

¢ Consider using a flue sealer
to plug and insulate the chim-
ney when the fireplace is not in
use. Inflatable versions are avail-
able for around $30 to $50, or
you can make your own by stuff-
ing foam or a pillow into a heavy
plastic bag and inserting it up
the chimney from inside your
home. Remember to attach a
long and colorful string to re-
mind you it is there before start-
ing your first winter fire.

To direct more heat from the
fire into the room:

* Lower the thermostat to ap-
proximately 55 degrees, open
the dampers at the bottom of
the firebox or open the nearest
window slightly, and close doors
leading into that room.

¢ Place a heavy, cast-iron plate
called a fireback at the back of
your fireplace. When a fire is
burning this radiates more heat
into the room before it is lost up
the chimney.

Weatherizing Your Home

A few simple and affordable
steps could potentially reduce
your energy bill by as much as
10 percent.

* Test your home for air tight-
ness. On a windy day, hold a lit
incense stick near any locations
where there is a possible leak,
such as closed windows, doors,
electrical outlets, ceiling fixtures
and attic hatches. If the smoke
stream travels horizontally, you
have located an air leak.

* Caulk and weather-strip any
air leaks with a few supplies
available from your local home
center.

* Dirty spots in your insulation
may indicate air leaks. Seal the
holes by stapling sheers of plas-
tic over them and caulking the
edges of the plastic.

TEXAS ALMANAC
PUBLICATION HISTORY

The Texas Almanac became a
cherished tradition before the
Civil War and continues to be a
staple in the libraries of Texans
a century and a half later.

The first edition of the Texas
Almanac was issued by The
News in Galveston in January
1857, 21 years after Texas won
its independence from Mexico
and only 12 years after it be-
came a state. ’

The focus of the earliest edi-
tions of the Texas Almanac was
on history and the workings of
the state government. These
19th century editions included
many first-person accounts of
the Texas Revolution and the
early days of the Republic and of
statehood. An edition was pub-
lished each year through 1873,
except' for 1866, totaling 16
annual editions. The editions for
the years 1862-65 were of pam-
phlet size, ranging from 48 to 64
pages. Because Galveston was
one of the Gulf Coast ports block-
aded by the Union Navy and
there was constant threat of
armed conflict during the war,
production of the 1862 edition
was moved to Houston, and the

next three editions were pub-
lished in Austin.

Post-Civil War publication was
resumed in Galveston in 1867.
With the 1869 edition, the name
was changed to The Texas Al-
manac and Emigrant’s Guide to
Texas, reflecting the state’s need
to attract settlers. The 1873 edi-
tion was the last 19th century
edition, due to the deathin 1875
of editor Willard Richardson.

In 1885, The News spun off
The Dallas Morning News as a
sort of North Texas branch news-
paper. George Bannerman
Dealey was sent from Galveston
to Dallas to establish the Dallas
paper. Dealey thought that the
Almanac would be a way to
encourage the economic devel-
opment of the state, and in 1904,
The Dallas Morning News re-
sumed publication of the Texas
Almanac. Just three years ear-
lier, the Spindletop Oil Field had
been discovered near Beaumont,
boosting Texas into the petro-
leum and industrial age. To re-
flect this change in economic
focus of the state, the name was
changed to The Texas Almanac
and State Industrial Guide.

Following another hiatus, the
Almanac resumed publication
witheditionsin 1910, 1911, 1912
and 1914. Another gap in the
series ensued with the outbreak
of World War I. The present
series was begun in 1925, with
annual editions through 1929,
when the effects of the Great
Depression caused a change to
a biennial cycle. This schedule
has been maintained, with only
a couple of exceptions.
