Scheduled
While most taxpayers have 

until Apr. 15 (actually Apr. 
16) to file their 1978 in­
come tax returns, farmers 
and ranchers face a much 
earlier filing date.

Agricultural producers 
who do not file an estimate of 
their income by Jan. 15 and 
do not pay estimated taxes 
must file their tax returns 
and pay due taxes by Mar. 1. 
However, if farmers file an 
estimate, they have until the 
Apr. 16 deadline to file final 
returns, points out Ashley 
Lovell, economist in man­
agement with the Texas Ag­
ricultural Extension Service.

Lovell notes several con­
siderations for Texas farmers 
and ranchers as they pre­
pare their 1978 income tax 
returns.

Filing requirements for 
1978 are the same as in 1977. 
For example, an individual 
must file a return if his gross 
income is $2,950 or more, 
and a married couple under 
65 years of age must file if 
their joint gross income is 
more than $4,700. If both are 
65 or older, they may make 
$6,200 before a return is 
required.

The Revenue Bill of 1978 
specifies that for tax years 
ending after Aug. 15, 1971, 
single purpose livestock, 
poultry or horticultural struc­
tures are eligible for invest­
ment credit. Examples of 
special purpose structures 
qualifying as livestock facil­
ities include those used to 
breed chickens or hogs, to 
produce milk fi-om dairy cat­
tle, and to produce feeder 
cattle or pigs, broiler chick­
ens, or eggs. Facilities must 
include, as an integral part of 
the structure or enclosure, 
equipment to contain live­
stock and to provide water, 
feed and temperature con­
trol, if necessary.

Effective for sales after 
Oct. 31, the amount of net 
capital gain a noncorporate 
taxpayer may deduct from 
gross income is increased 
from 50 to 60 percent. Thus, 
only 40 percent of net capital 
gain is to be included in 
gross income. For sales be­
fore Nov. 1, the former 
deduction of 50 percent of 
net long-term capital gain 
over net short-term capital 
loss applies.

Another change concerns

tax credit for energy-saving 
improvements and renewa­
ble-energy equipment in­
stalled in homes.

For information on other 
changes in the Revenue Bill 
of 1978 and for assistance in 
filing your income tax return, 
Lovell suggests several IRS 
publications (1979 editions)- 
“Your Federal Income Tax” 
and the ‘‘Farm er’s Tax 
Guide.”

The Ozona Community 
Center will hold citizenship 
classes for persons in this 
area who are eligible to be­
come naturalized citizens.

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Free Press Threatened
By Anthony Harrigan

The suspension of The Times of London is a shocking 
development to believers in a free press. For over 190 years, 
the great British newspaper has symbolized independent 
journalism.

Autocrats and totalitarians of various sorts have sought to 
silence The Times. Until recent days, they failed to succeed. 
What Hitler couldn’t do, anti-freedom newspaper unions in 
Britain have accomplished. Voices of freedom every­
where should take note of this ominous development. They 
should be aware of the threat of state-controlled news­
papers in the United Kingdom.

The full dimensions of the situation have been described 
in detail by Aims For Freedom and Enterprise, a British 
freedom organization headed by Michael Ivens.

The following is an excerpt from the statement on the 
suspension of The Times issued by Mr. Ivens’ or­
ganization.”

“The biggest threats facing British newspapers are not 
that of closure and industrial action-though those are real 
enough. It is not that the demise of a newspaper with the 
history of The Times and its amalgam of the creativity of 
men who have worked for it since its beginning, would be a 
real tragedy. The major threat is of government inter­
vention and control of some of our major newspapers.

“ The continued interest by the Communist Party in the 
press was shown by their new manifesto calling for the 
nationalization of the printing ink and paper industries. That 
would help to bring the newspapers to their knees if there 
were major strikes in those industries, cutting off vital 
supplies.

“The Communist Party has stated that the free press 
should be broken up, the newsprint and ink firms 
nationalized and Government-owned printing facilities 
should be placed at the disposal of groups at ‘reasonable’ 
rates.”

Aim’s statement continues:
“ In a climate of ‘galloping nationalization,’ state 

investment in the press will be popular with many sections 
of the Labor Party and the trade unions.”

Mr. Iven’s organization cited union censorship of 
newspapers, compulsory over-manning and banning of 
advertisements because of threats by the printing trade 
unions. For example, the British printing unions stopped 
the publication of advertisements taken out by Aims.

Aims adds:
“The extraordinary fact that the Hansard edition of the 

House of Lords debate on press freedom was delayed for 
nine days was totally ignored by the British press, television 
and radio. It is shameful sloth like this that has helped to 
create the present situation.”

The threat to a free press is acute in Great Britain, as the 
Aims statement makes clear. It also exists on this side of the 
Atlantic.

Earlier this winter, unions prevented publication of major 
daily newspapers in New York City. The dispute over 
manning in press rooms and over the introduction of new 
printing equipment was treated by government officials and 
much of the media as a simple labor dispute. It was nothing 
of the kind. Freedom of the press was denied in the nation’s 
largest city.

The publishers knew that any attempt to replace striking 
workers or to deliver papers produced by newly hired 
employes would result in widescale union violence. In short, 
the publishers were intimidated by the unions. Violations of 
their civil rights were ignored by the U.S. Department of 
Justice.

What’s happening in Britain should alert Americans to 
threats to a free press in the United States.

AUSTIN — Seven state 
agencies and the U.S. De­
partment of Justice entered 
historic agreements ending a 
14-month dispute over al­
leged job discrimination in 
state government.

Separate o r d e r s  were 
signed before U.S. District 
Judge Jack Roberts commit­
ting the agencies to affirma­
tive action programs to im­
prove job opportunities for 
minorities and women over a 
five-year period.

Assistant Attorney Gen­
eral Steve Bickerstaff, who 
headed negotiations for the 
state, said the settlement is 
unprecedented over the na­
tion, because it also binds 
the federal government to 
assist state agencies in their 
efforts.

State Rep. Paul Ragsdale, 
an activist in the fight against 
job discrimination, called the 
settlement “the most signifi­
cant stride toward true equal 
employment opportunity ever 
taken by this state.’’

All seven agencies denied 
any pattern of discrimination 
against women and minori­
ties in their recruiting, hiring 
and promotion practices. But 
they agreed to specific goals 
of equal opportunity in fu­
ture hiring and promotion, 
under justice department 
monitoring.

Instead of the old quota 
systems, the agencies are 
supposed to hire minorities 
and women in proportion to 
the “relevant labor force’’ for
each group or class of em­
ployees.

Three-member “employee 
specific relief panels,” will 
assess complaints and com­
pensation for job denial, and 
monetary payments can be 
made ranging from $250 to 
$650 a year over a three- 
year period.

Entering agreements were 
the Merit System Council,
Department of Human Re­
sources, Department of 
Health, Texas Employment 
Commission, Parks and 
Wildlife Department, Reha­
bilitation Commission and 
Texas Alcoholic Beverage 
Commission. Texas Depart­
ment of Highways and Pub­
lic Transportation, named in 
the original justice depart­
ment complaint in October- 
November, 1977, declined to 
join the agreement. The Ag­
riculture Department was 
dropped from the complaint.

New Year’s Greetings to 
all of you, and may you have 
a most worthwhile and en­
joyable gardening year.

Planting heads the list 
of chores for most Texas 
gardeners this and next 
month. Temperature fluctua­
tions pose a greater threat to 
plants than do prolonged 
cold spells. Mulch will help 
greatly to survival of your 
tender plants by helping to 
stabilize soil temperature 
and insulating plant roots.

Since Arbor Day, Jan. 19, 
calls attention to the impor­
tance of trees in the en­
vironment, the most appro­
priate thing you can do is to 
plant a tree. Take a look at 
the trees that thrive and do 
best in your neighborhood 
and decide which could add 
the most to your yard. Con­
sider adding fruit produc­
ing trees to your garden. 
Some varieties have beauti­
ful fall colorful foliage as well 
as spring blooms and fruit.

If the foliage of your 
pampas grass has died, it 
should be cut back to within 
about 6 inches of the ground. 
If you postpone pruning until 
new growth begins in the 
spring, you will have to weed 
out the dead leaves individ­
ually, or have a very un­
attractive specimen display. 
And if you neglect pruning 
altogether, next year’s 
growth will look half dead 
because of this year’s un­
pruned leaves. For pampas 
grass that is out-growing its 
bounds, now is a good time 
to divide the root crown and 
transplant the clumps or give 
to friends.

Plant bare-root roses in 
January. Mound soil in the 
bottom of the planting hole, 
and spread the roots over the 
soil mound. Adjust the 
height of the mound so that 
the bud union (small bulge in 
the base of the stem) is about 
1 inch higher than surround­
ing soil.

During dry spells and cold 
snaps, be sure to water and 
mulch ornamentals.

Face crisis and recover 
from it.

Crisis demands action.
Unless individuals and 

families know how to combat 
an upset in life’s routine- 
and what feelings to expect, 
it can create an unresolved 
crisis.

When an upset happens, 
most people go through three 
broad stages: disorganiza­
tion, recovery and reorgani­
zation.

When crisis strikes, so 
does disorganization-as the 
person begins to feel.

Many suffer bewilder­
ment. A few remain calm, 
and a few express their 
strong feelings in outbursts 
of fury or screaming.

In most cases, tension 
rises, and most people feel 
helpless.

When people emerge from 
this stunned condition, they 
must cope with a different 
future life--one changed by 
the traumatic event.

They have two choices- 
to hide from the event or face 
it and fight back.

Those who choose to hide 
may escape into fantasy or 
worry, or they may retreat 
within themselves.

Some people become re­
sentful. Guilt feelings are 
common. Also, many will 
deny what has happened.

To start recovery, it is 
important to face the crisis, 
not hide from it.

As a person begins to face 
a crisis, he can start to 
measure it realistically and 
start to get organized.

Many times, people cannot 
rebound by themselves.

This is when they should 
ask friends or trained pro­
fessionals for help in dealing 
with the situation.

Reorganization is the final 
step.

It begins once the person 
decides what to do and starts 
to accomplish the tasks.

A crisis can affect individ- 
uals-and entire families-- 
emotionally, socially and 
physically.

Crisis means a change in 
lifestyle. Old habits may be­
come no longer appropriate, 
and this strains the indiv­
idual and the family re­
sources.

All families face various 
hazardous circumstances, 
but not all families view the 
same events as unresolved- 
crisis events.

A family’s resources for 
meeting each situation will, 
in many cases, determine 
whether or not it is an 
unresolved crisis.

COTTAGE CHEESE 
STUFFED CELERY

V2 cup small curd creamed 
cottage cheese

2 to 3 teaspoons chopped 
green onion or chopped

1/8 teaspoon salt, or gar­

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Measles epidemic may hit Texas
Evidence that another 

measles epidemic may 
have begun in Texas has 
prompted State Health 
Department officials to 
recom mend stringent 
i m m u n i z a t i o n  
measures—especially for 
those who are of school 
age.

“We know of measles 
epidemics occurring in 
eight other states, as 
well as those measles 
cases occurring in our 
s c h o o l  c h i l d r e n — 
especially in junior high 
school and high school 
students in East Texas,” 
said Dr. Jerome H. 
Greenberg,  Deputy

C o m m i s s i o n e r  for  
Preventable Diseases 
w i t h  t h e  T e x a s  
Department of Health.

Positive and vigorous 
steps must be taken 
now to prevent a violent 
resurgence of measles 
after the holidays since 
there is reason to 
believe that measles 
may spread to other 
parts of Texas.

Dr. Greenberg urged 
all school systems to 
review immunization 
records for elementary, 
junior high school and 
particularly high school 
students to pinpoint: 1.

those who have not 
been immunized with 
l i ve  virus measles  
vaccine or cannot  
provide certification by 
a physician that they 
have been adequately 
immunized prior to that 
time; and, 2. those who 
were immunized against 
measles prior to the 
month which included 
their first birthday.

O n c e  i d e n t i f i e d ,  
susceptibles must be

i m m u n i z e d  w i t h  
d e l i b e r a t e  h a s t e .  
Epidemic situations 
may warrant prudent 
reimmunization of any 
chi ld or adolescent 
originally immunized 
before 1970.

Linda Chandler, R.N., 
D i r e c t o r  o f  t h e  
Communicable Disease 
Surveillance Program, 
requests that cases of 
measles, suspected or 
diagnosed, be reported

t o  l o c a l  h e a l t h  
authorities in order that 
high risk populations be 
i d e n t i f i e d  a n d  
s u b s e q u e n t l y  
immunized.

Several provisions in the 
social security law are spec­
ial in that they apply only to 
people disabled by blind­
ness, Franklin H. Upp, social 
security manager in San 
Angelo, said recently.

A person is considered 
blind under social security if 
his or her central visual 
acuity is 20/200 or less in the 
better eye with the use of 
corrective lenses, or there is 
a reduction in the visual field 
to 20 degrees or less.

A person who meets this 
definition of blindness does 
not have to meet the test of 
recent covered work to be 
eligible for social security 
disability benefits. A blind 
person is eligible if he or she 
is fully insured. The amount 
of work credit needed to be 
fully insured in 1978 ranges 
from IVi to 6V* years of 
work, depending on the per­
son’s age and when blind­
ness began.

A person under 55 can 
receive disability benefits on­
ly if he or she is unable to 
perform substantial gainful 
activity. The measure of sub­
stantial gainful activity is 
different for people who 
meet the definition of blind­
ness than for people dis­
abled by some oth€ .̂ impair­
ment. Generally/^* blind 
person is not considered able 
to perform substantial gain­
ful activity if his or her 
monthly earnings do not 
exceed $334 in 1978. This 
figure will rise to $375 in 
1979. Additional increases 
are scheduled for future 
years.

A special provision applies 
to people 55 and over who 
are disabled by blindness. 
People in ths group who 
meet work requirements, can 
be eligible for benefits if they 
are unable to perform work 
requiring skills or abilities 
comparable to the work they 
did regularly before they 
reached 55 or became blind, 
whichever is later.

In addition, Mr. Upp said, 
a blind person 55 or over can 
get benefits for months he or 
she is not performing sub­
stantial gainful work. On the 
other hand, benefits to 
younger blind people and 
other disabled people are 
terminated if they demon­
strate the ability to perform 
substantial gainful work.
