tional effort to insure that no 
one is overlooked during the 
1980 Census. The Census 
Bureau hopes any house­
holds missed in previous 
census operations will re­
spond during the “ Were you 
counted?”  campaign.

W ord was received from  
the census office Tuesday to 
call the Tax Assessor’ s of­
fice, if there is any doubt 
about whether a househtdd 
has been counted. It will be 
necessary to leave a name 
and address wifii the Tax 
Assessor.

Faulkner noted that very 
shortly the Census Bureau 
will turn over to local offi­
cials the population counts 
for their communities. These 
p re lim in a ry  p op u la tion  
counts will be subject to a 
review by local elected offi­
cials. The purpose o f this 
Local Review Program is to 
give city and county offi­
cials an opportunity to spot 
errors while census workers 
are still in the field. This 
allows the Census Bureau to 
recheck any questioned pop­
ulation counts and should 
contribute significantly to the 
accuracy and success of the 
1980 Census.

Faulkner also pointed out 
that local officials will see 
only the population totals for 
their communities, not the 
census questionnaires con­
taining personal information, 
which are kept in complete 
confidence.

Testing for follow up enu­
merators was done June 12, 
at the Civic Center and only 
two persons took the test. 
The follow-up enumerators 
will have high-paying jobs 
for a term of about 6 weeks. 
This should interest students 
and homemakers who need 
part time work.

A fire at the Crockett 
County Jail which appeared 
to have been deliberately set 
during the early hours Thurs­
day, sent two prisoners to 
Shannon Hospital in San An­
gelo and ruined the jail.

Sheriff Billy Mills and 
Mrs. Mills were awakened 
by smoke around 1:45 a.m. 
Thursday morning as they 
slept in their apartment at 
the jail. On entering the jail 
Sheriff Mills was almost 
overcome by heavy black 
smoke and intense heat, but 
managed to get to the cell 
block and unlock it. He then 
called the fire department 
and reported two men were 
trapped on the inside.

Even with air masks, fire­
men found visibility in the 
jail about six inches. They 
found one man. Jack Medina 
almost immediately upon en­
tering the cell-block. They 
drug him out and went back 
in, hosing their way down the 
cellblock. They found the fire 
in a stack of polyurethane

Survey for 
elderly is 
under way

Mrs. Blair will also be the 
interviewer for Reagan, Sch­
leicher and Sutton counties.

Copen- 
haver is still hospitalized, but 
will be released to officers 
later this week.

Fire Marshall Steve Ken­
ley said the fire developed so 
fast it was almost like gaso­
line igniting. He said the 
heat was so intense it warp­
ed the steel at the top of the 
cell, while producing a highly 
toxic, heavy black smoke. 
Kenley said Sheriff Mills 
risked injury to himself going 
through the toxic smoke to 
open the cell block. How­

ever, he said the act prob­
ably saved the lives of the 
two prisoners.

The two men were the only 
persons in the jail at the time 
of the fire. The entire cell 
block area had been washed 
down and disinfected earlier 
in the afternoon and the mat­
tresses had been stacked on 
a table to allow the area to 
dry.

The Sheriff’ s Department 
personnel is using the Sonora 
jail while the local jail is 
being repaired. Fire and 
smoke damage was heavy to 
the entire lower floor of the 
jail, including offices and it 
will take several days to get 
back in working order. For­
tunately most of the inside of 
the structure is heavy steel, 
otherwise, it might have 
been a total loss.

Crockett County Hospital
n Is it worth it? n

“ How come it costs so 
much to run that place?”

“ What in the world do you 
people do with our money 
over there?”

“ Can’t you run that place 
with less people?”

Funny thing. I’ve heard 
these questions in every 
small town that has a hospi­
tal.

For openers, a national 
survey by State Hospital 
Associations has shown that 
thirty-eight cents out of ev­
ery dollar spent in and for

hospital goes tor meeting 
government rules and reg­
ulations. We have no control 
over this. Also, the govern­
ment requires a certain num­
ber of personnel to give 
proper patient care. The 
hospital cannot reasonably 
control this area either.

Wage guidelines are set by 
other than local responsible 
persons. All prices are set by 
Medicare affiliated insurance 
carriers and other third party 
contractors.

Building, equipment, and 
supply guidelines are set by 
persons and big government, 
not directly associated with 
this hospital.

The list goes on and on. 
But-is it worth it? The first 
time you have a gigantic pain 
in the middle o f your chest- 
the time your child chokes on 
food or drinks some poison, 
the time you were stomped 
by a nervous horse or had 
your hand or arm chewed up 
on a drilling rig job. Was it 
worth it? Yes-that’ s the only 
answer.

We apologize for the costs, 
but we are sure not ashamed 
of what you get for those 
dollars.

W e’re asking for under­
standing and just a little 
faith. Our patients are our 
only reason for being here.

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Controlling
Regulation

by John VV. Fisher
Most Americans by now know o f the significant 
negative effect that federal regulation has on American 
industry and the lifestyle o f the American people. Ifs 
well known that the regulatory process drained SI03 
billion from the American economy in 1979 alone. And 
regulation was the fastest growing “ industry”  in the 
1970s— not electronics, not energy, not a consumer 
product, but regulation.

No , one wants to discard all regulation. Americans 
believe, by and large, that some are necessary to protect 
the majority o f citizens from the excesses o f a few, to 
protect the air, earth, and water. However, regulation 
sometimes hurts more than it helps.

One company, for example, was required to install 
“scrubbers” to reduce the emission o f visible iron oxide 
dust into the air. The scrubbers removed 21.2 lbs. of 
dust per hour, but producing the power to run the 
scrubbers’ electric motor produces 23 lbs. o f other 
pollutants per hour. Clearly, nothing was gained for the 
consumer. And the steel industry estimates that the 
engineering ^ n trol changes to meet the noise standards 
set by the Occupational Safety and Health Administra­
tion would cost $1.2 million dollars for each affected 
worker. But that industry says it can provide better 
protection for only $42 per employee.

Lost business, plant closings, increased costs, higher 
prices and declining productivity were not caused by the 
national commitment to achieve clean air and water. 
The5>e economic problems have, bepn caus.ed by the 
bureaucracy’s refusal to recoghize that regulations have 
economic costs as well as benefits.

Regulatory reform has been the subject o f  speeches, 
hearings, and more than 200 pieces o f  legislation. 
Crucial to any successful regulatory reform legislation 
are five major elements. These include: regulatory 
analysis, appropriate review, sunset laws, legislative 
veto, and expanded public participation.
Regulatory Analysis. When a federal agency puts forth 
a rule that will have a major impact on America’s society 
and economic system, that agency should be required to 
analyze the need for the rule, the costs, projected effects, 
and the alternatives, if any. This analysis will allow the 
public to evaluate various alternatives against each 
other and to select those that provide the greatest benefit 
for the required expenditures.
Reviews. Major rules should be subject to review by 
some disinterested party such as the Congressional 
Budget Office. This review should be made part o f the 
record, with the final agency action subject to judicial 
review. Currently, the law presumes that an agency’s 
actions are valid. This places a heavy burden on 
someone who disagrees with an action or ruling.
Sunset Laws. Sunset laws require that Congress review 
agencies and programs on a periodic basis. Too often, 
once agencies and programs are created, there is no 
legislative control over them. In this regard, a prede­
termined schedule under which every regulatory pro­
gram is reviewed once every eight to 10 years makes 
sense. If the agency or program is no longer needed, or if 
it duplicates other programs, it should be terminated.
Legislative Veto. One o f the functions o f  a regulatory 
agency is to provide the details which implement a 
congressional law. A legislative veto would allow Con­
gress to review and overturn an agency action that fails 
to meet the original intent o f the law or Congress’ under­
standing o f  the agency’s right to operate.
Public Participation. The public needs to be involved 
to a greater degree in the rule making process. Public 
participation will help protect the public interest in that 
it allows citizens to take part in formulating the rules 
and the regulations that govern them. An outreach 
program to strengthen awareness o f rule making proceed­
ings on the part o f the media, trade associations, and 
individuals, as well as longer periods for providing 
comments, would allow the public to participate more 
fully.

The inclusion o f these five elements, then— regulatory 
analysis, review, sunset legislation, legislative veto, and 
public participation—will help to bring the federal 
regulatory process back in line with the needs, hopes, 
and goals o f the American people, something clearly in 
the national interest.

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AUS'I IN-—House Speaker 
Bill Clayton's hopes for the 
political future apparently 
depend on whether he can 
speedily clear himself of in­
dictments in the Brilab scam 
before the general election in 
November.

Clayton was indicted last 
week on charges o f bribery 
and other charges, along 
with three other men. Mister 
speaker expected the indict­
ments and had told reporters 
weeks ago. that if he were 
not cleared o f charges by 
around Labor Day, he would 
step down from the platform 
which controls the Texas 
House o f representatives.

Following the indictments, 
Clayton hasn't had the op­
portunity to say much: U.S. 
District Judge George Cire 
issued a gag order to prevent 
the case from being tried in 
the press.

Clayton's lawyers indi­
cated that unless the case is 
thrown out following a series 
of pre-trial motions, he will 
not get the speedy trial he 
desires. Come November, an 
indicted speaker may well be 
a political liability to some 
members seeking re-election 
in the House.

Bryant Goes Public
Clayton's nemesis. Rep. 

John Bryant o f Dallas, is 
seeking to replace Clayton 
whether he resigns or not, 
and is taking his campaign

for the speakership cam­
paign to the public. His 
friends arc conducting a Ict- 
ters-to-the-editor campaign 
and were to have introduced 
pro-Bryant resolutions in the 
Democratic state convention 
last weekend. Bryant plans to 
go on statewide television 
with an appeal to voters.

However, Gov. Bill Clem­
ents said last week that Clay­
ton's indictments virtually 
assure he will not get an­
other term as speaker, but 
that his successor will be 
Rep. Gib Lewis o f Fort 
Worth.

Texas Highways
Texas highways lobbyists 

arc claiming that the high­
way system is deteriorating

White filed a federal court 
lawsuit in Houston to re­
cover costs of cleanup and 
damages from an oil spill re­
sulting from a tanker- 
freighter collision o ff Gal­
veston last fall. In that acci­
dent, the Burmah Agate 
spilled 20.000 barrels o f oil 
into the Gulf.

White’s office also sued a 
group o f Beaumont fight 
promoters to bar the “Texas 
Tough Guy Boxing Con­
tests” without a license. 
Serious physical injuries to 
participants and questions 
surrounding the purse 
prompted that suit.

Profits Tax Challenge
White also said the 

chances are slim that Texas 
will join other states in chal­
lenging the new windfall 
profits tax in court.

Texas and other oil-pro­
ducing states might be un­
able to prove they had been 
harmed by the new law and 
thus will lack position to sue 
successfully, he said.

Gardeners

From the
Ozona Garden Club

Some may ask, “ What is 
the function o f Garden 
Clubs?”  “ What are the ben­
efits to the individual?”  
“ What do garden clubs in 
National Council do?”

Mainly our mission is to 
serve our town, our cities, 
our states, and our nation by 
lending knowledge and tal­
ent to create a better envir­
onment.
! Horticulture and conserva­
tion are two of the basic 
programs upon which our 
organization was formed. 
These programs are con­
stantly being updated to 
keep abreast o f  currant 
trends. Most inspiration for 
creating design has its begin­
ning in the wonderful world 
of horticulture where the 
choice of plant material is 
inexhaustaMe.

Again, if any of you are 
new or old residents of 
Ozona, and want to be a 
member of either garden 
club, please call a member 
for information that you may 
want and need.

You may want to try 
ground layering to have new 
plants to put out in the fall or 
spring.
; Low-branching shrubs like 

the old-fashioned roses, 
spirea, pussy willow, forsy- 
thia, deutzia, weiglla, vir- 
bumum and others are easy 
to propagate. Just bury a 
section of branch under­
ground, and after it has 
developed its own root sys­
tem, use a clean, sharp knife 
to separate the whole piece 
from the parent plant.

Select a young, vigorous 
branch on the lower half of 
the plant. Gently make a 
slanting cut about halfway 
through the stem; make sure 
you expose at least one inch 
of inner bark^em ove all the 
lower leaves on this section 
of the branch and bury it four 
to six inches in the ground. 
Use a forked stick or a stone 
to keep the branch in place. 
A longer stem may be pinned 
down at several locations 
along the length of the stem 
to get more than one new 
plant.

To prune, thin out all 
spring blooming shrubs now, 
by cutting the old wood ofi at 
ground level. This will leave 
only the young, healthy 
branches for next year’ s 
blooming season.

Snip off all the long run­
ners on your tree wisterias to 
encourage abundant bloom 
next spring. Prune your poin- 
settias to enduce side 
branching.

Lots of hazards in m ower use
Some lawn mowers just 

can’t cut it when it comes to 
safety. But even mowers 
with safety features can be 
dangerous if operators are 
careless, tired or in too much 
of a hurry. Working within 
inches of a blade whirling at 
approximately 230 miles per 
hour is no time to be care­
less, the Texas Medical As­
sociation (TMA) says.

The United States Con­
sumer Product Safety Com­
mission (CPSC) says good 
lawn mower design can help 
prevent accidents that cost 
about $253 million and about 
77,000 amputated fingers 
and toes, cuts and broken 
bones yearly. Among its rec­
ommendations, the commis­
sion says a walk-behind lawn 
mower should have a foot 
guard in back and a deflec­
tor shield to shoot debris 
downward when a grass- 
catching bag is not being 
used.

tions include mowing across 
a slope instead of up and 
down it. This mowing met­
hod will help improve mower 
control and footing for walk- 
behind mower operators. 
Riding mowers should move 
up and down the slope for 
better stability.

Footing also can be treach­
erous on wet grass. Not only 
does it increase danger, but 
wet grass is harder to mow, 
clogs the mower easier than 
dry grass does and increas­
es the chance of shock for 
electric mower users.

One of the major hazards 
electric mower users face is 
being shocked because a 
cord is cut even slightly. 
Mowing the area nearest the 
electric outlet first and then 
working away from it, keep­
ing the cord behind at all 
times, helps decrease this 
danger.

TMA says injuries to other 
parts of the body often occur 
when small objects hidden in 
the grass suddenly are hurl­
ed with deadly forcfe by a 
mower. An iron bolt hitting a 
pregnant woman in the stom­
ach, a piece of wire punc­

turing a man’ s gallbladder 
and an object cutting a boy’ s 
neck artery are just a few of 
the cases doctors have treat­
ed.

Making sure people and 
pets are far away from the 
mower is a good way to avoid 
such accidents. This precau­
tion is necessary because a 
mower, even with a grass 
catcher, can sling objects 
from any side.
