The doctor told us 
this was untrue and said his 
reason for leaving was purely 
financial.

This should clear up any 
misunderstanding. When we 
attend a public meeting we 
give an unbiased report on 
what goes on, or at least we 
think we do and if this ruffles 
feathers, we are sorry.

We try to make correc­
tions on every inaccuracy, 
but it’s nearly impossible to 
do so until the next edition. 
We can’t bury this fact, so 
here we are with egg on our 
face.

eight years. Before that he served as English teacher, 
elementary school principal and high school principal. 
Moody had been given a new three-year contract eariier this 
year, but opted for eariy retirement.

Moody resigns from 
superintendent's post
Foy A. Moody, long-term 

educational leader of the 
Ozona Public Schools, sub­
mitted his resignation to the 
School Board of Trustees at 
the January regular meeting 
of the board. Mr. Moody, 
who became the District 
Superintendent in 1975, re­
quested to be released from 
his present contract effec­
tive June 30, 1983.

Moody expressed grateful­
ness to the Board of Trus­
tees for many enjoyable 
years in the local school 
system and expressed ap­
preciation to the principals 
and teaching staff for their 
cooperation and dedication 
for all the children of the

community.
June 30, Mr. Moody will 

complete the first year of a 
three-year contract and is 
exercising an option for early 
retirement with the Teacher 
Retirement System of Texas. 
His future plans are unde­
termined at this time but will 
include pursuit of employ­
ment in some area outside 
public school education.

Moody is pleased with the 
fact that his entire twenty- 
eight year tenure in public 
school education was spent 
in the local school district. 
His service includes 11 years 
as English teacher, 2 years 
as elementary principal, 7 
years as high school prin­
cipal, and 8 years as super­

intendent.
The Board of Trustees, 

after accepting Moody’s re­
signation, named his assist­
ant, Garland Davis, to be­
come the Superintendent, ef­
fective July 1, 1983.

Energas to aid 
in bill paying

Responding to a request 
by the chairman of the Texas 
Railroad Commission, En­
ergas Company announced 
today that the company will 
expand its efforts to aid low- 
income people in paying 
their energy bills this winter.

Last month, TRC chairman 
Mack Wallace wrote to all 
natural gas utility companies 
in Texas, urging them to 
create winter energy assis­
tance programs for the dis­
advantaged in Texas, similar 
to some pilot programs in­
stigated by utility companies 
in other states. The Railroad 
Commission is the state ag­
ency that regulates the oil 
and gas industry in Texas.

Energas is establishing a 
program to supplement ex­
isting programs of financial 
aid to people in its service 
territory who would other­
wise not be able to pay their 
heating bills this winter. 
Energas representatives 
have been involved on na­
tional industry committees 
studying the results of the 
pilot energy assistance pro­
grams.

The program that Ener­
gas is devising will rely on 
seven charitable organiza­
tions throughout the com­
pany’ s service territory to 
receive and distribute money 
for heating assistance. Ener­
gas will contribute money 
itself to those organizations 
for use in the program and 
will encourage its em­
ployees, its customers and 
the general public to make 
contributions.

Energas officials are work­
ing with representatives of 
the seven regional charitable 
organizations to establish 
agreements for the operation 
of the program. When those 
agreements have been made, 
Energas will give a donation 
to each non-profit organiza­
tion, based on the number of 
customers the company has 
in the region served by the 
organization. The company 
will then publicize the details 
of the program, so that those 
needing help will know how 
the program operates and 
others will know how to make 
contributions.

Livestock marketing 
meet in Ozona today
Major issues facing Texas 

agriculture will be addressed 
during the 1983 Livestock 
Outlook and Market Strate­
gies Conference here today 
beginning at 9 a.m. The 
conference is set to be held in 
the Ozona Civic Center.

Billy Reagor, Crockett 
County Extension Agent, 
notes that prospects for econ­
omic recovery and the 1983 
legislative implications will 
be discussed. “ Important 
policy decisions, such as 
farm program participation 
will also be outlined and de­
cision criteria presented,”  
said Reagor.

Reagor said emphasis of 
the program here will be on 
the sheep and goat industry 
and specific problems faced 
by producers. “ W e’re trying 
to present this in a positive 
light,”  he said. “ The pro­
ducers know what the prob­
lems are, we are just trying 
to propose some possible 
alternatives which might be 
tried.”

The conference got under 
way following a welcome by 
Crockett County Judge John 
Jones, with a video tape 
presentation on the attitude 
toward agriculture in Wash­
ington delivered by Senator 
Bill Sims. At 9:45 a.m. Dr. 
Ernest Davis, Extension Ec­
onomist in Livestock Mar­
keting at Texas A&M pre­
sented a general outlook on 
the General U.S. Agricultur­
al Economic Situation.

Following Davis was Ed­
ward Smith, Extension Ec­
onomist in Grain Marketing.

Smith presented a talk en­
titled Outlook Implications 
for Agriculture.

After a short break the 
conference resumed with an 
agricultural trade outlook de­
livered by Fred Campbell 
and Clinton Hodges. Camp­
bell is the Executive Direc­
tor of the Mohair Council of 
America and Hodges is a 
rancher in the Sterling City 
area.

A barbecue lunch is being 
served at noon. Following 
lunch an update on the pred- 
icide 1080 will be delivered 
by Dr. Dale Wade, Extension 
Wildlife Specialist based at 
San Angelo.

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BLACKS IN THE BOARD 
ROOM

The experts seem to have discovered a new problem 
to worry about: whether blacks are getting their “ fair 
share”  o f top corporate jobs.

As usual;, there are two competing schools o f thought. 
One group argues that much progress has been made; others 
suggest that the black people one finds in corporate board 
rooms are either janitors or mirages. And both sides can 
produce an impressive array o f statistical and anecdotal 
information to prove their point.

One recently published book, co-authored by an em­
ployee o f Xerox Corporation and (understandably) a fiction 
writer, is glibly titled. Black Life in Corporate America. 
In the book, authors Glegg Watson and George Davis argue 
that black progress has been slow, and that the corporate 
board room has not been hospitable to black managers. 
Whether it’s the old-boy network in action, subtle pre­
judice, or what have you, the authors conclude the road 
to the top is full o f potholes and detours, bumps and curves 
that white executives don’t have to negotiate.

A  different view comes from columnist and social critic 
Walter Williams. Dr. Williams, a professor o f economics 
at George Mason University, Fairfax, Virginia, argues that 
whatever potholes and detours stand in the way o f black 
progress have been put there by government do-gooders. 
Moreover, Williams argues persuasively, on an age- 
adjusted basis, college-educated black women are doing 
better than their white contemporaries, arid while college- 
educated black men lag behind their white counterparts. 
This is largely due to their distribution in the job market, 
rather than any other factor, hidden or observable. The 
problem: many college-educated black men turn to lower- 
paying careers in teaching, while a much greater proportion 
o f whites go into high-paying careers in industry engineer­
ing, ^chitecture, and so forth.

When jobs are compared —  white and black teachers 
with the same education and experience, for example —  
blacks and white are almost indistinguishable. Professor 
Williams finds in his important new book. The State 
Against Blacks (McGraw-Hill, 1982).

The Bureau o f Labor Statistics can’t make up its mind. 
Commissioner Samuel Ehrenhalt has compiled evidence 
showing that the number o f black professionals, technicians 
and managers increased to 2.3 million between 1970 and 
1980, more than doubling. In some job categories, blacks 
far outgained whites during the decade, the Ehrenhalt study 
shows. A  report by BLS economist Diane Westcott, mean­
while, argues that workplace progress during the 1970s was 
slower than in the 1960s.

Which only goes to show that you can prove anything 
with statistics.

Rounding out the new literature on this subject is a 
lavishly printed volume you are unlikely to find in any 
bookstore: Who’s Who in Black Corporate America, pub­
lished by a young Washington entrepreneur, William Reed. 
The book is fascinating because Reed doesn’t fool around 
with statistical analyses, sob stories, juicy quotes, pictures, 
or any other literary or academic device. The book just 
gives us 268 pages o f biographical profiles o f black men 
and women —  largely out o f the public eye —  who have 
parleyed their talent, education, and determination into pos­
itions o f corporate responsibility: manufacturing, market­
ing, and sales executives; scientists; engineers; presidents 
and vice presidents o f various companies; corporate board 
members; entrepreneurs.

These aren’ t affirmative action officers, minority re­
cruitment specialists, or OEO compliance officials who 
were chosen because o f their blackness. These are people 
who have quietly made it in corporate America, and are 
on their way up —  even while others like Davis and Watson 
suggest it can’ t happen.

AUSTIN— Amid the hail- 
fellow-well-met bustling of

four years.

Bullock’s announcement, 
which came a week before 
Gov.-elect Mark White’s 
inauguration, puts White be­
tween a rock and a hard 
place. One week before tak­
ing his oath, the conserva­
tive Democrat White found 
himself pressured by Clem­
ents’ Republican forces from 
the right, and Bullock’s 
liberal Democrats froitt the 
left. -  ^

White did not have 'an 
easy week.

Clements had taunted him 
by naming several anti-

Even though the Travis 

County district attorney said 
his office found no basis for 
prosecuting Wilson, the new 
speaker said the House will 
continue the probe into the 
case.

ertarian in what was sup­
posed to be an easy battle.

Wilson’s committee budg­
et was overspent by some 
$9,000 last year, largely 
because o f some $17,000 in 
expenses claimed by Wilson. 
Phone records revealed that 
while Wilson was claiming 
travel expenses to Austin, 
his telephone credit card was 
used to charge calls from 
other cities.

Secretary of State David 
Dean is expected to rule on 
Slagle’s contention this week.

Ten Face Gramm
The controversial Bryan 

Congressman Phil Gramm, 
who switched political par­
ties and resigned his seat to 
deliberately set up a special 
election to his advantage, 
now finds himself facing 
nine Democrafs and a Lib-

White politicos to positions 
of power, including strong 
bosses John Connally and 
Billy Clayton and members 
o f Clements’ own staff, and 
then daring White to come 
up with the votes to bust 
them in the Senate.

Bloody Fighting
A  handful o f Democratic

senators were maneuvering 
for the 16 necessary votes 
to reject all o f Clements’ 
appointees, so that White 
could replace them with his 
Democrats. Only 11 senators 
were needed to block any 
given appointment, and they 
claimed the votes were 
there, but a blanket rejec­
tion would avoid perhaps 
two weeks o f bloody floor­
fighting that could scar the 
Senate for months to come.

Meanwhile, Clements was 
saying the votes weren’t 
there, that he would whip 
White on this issue, even 
as he departed the Gover­
nor’s Mansion. White main­
tained silence publicly, but 
lobbied hard for the magic 
votes.

No Competitioii
In the House, members

elected Gib Lewis, D-Fort 
Worth, as the new speaker 
by a vote o f 144-2. The al­
most unanimous election 
was the highest vote total in 
anyone’s memory, and left 
Lewis as the first urban 
speaker in more than 30 
years.

House members immedi­
ately voted to give Lewis 
broader powers, including 
handpicking all members o f 
the Appropriations Commit­
tee and the prerogative of 
firing committee chairmen 
and vice chairmen.

State Rep. Carlyle Smith, 
D-Dallas, who opposed 
Lewis for the speakership, 
criticized the action as weak­
ening the limited^seniority 
system that was enacted 
following the Sharpstown 
Scandals to weaken the 
power o f the speaker.

Q: I am 15 years old; my 
parents are separated. I earn 
my own spending money and 
buy my own clothes. I would 
like to know what 1 have to 
do to be declared an adult.

A; You will be declared 
an adult on your 18th birth­
day. Alternatively, if you 
marry as a minor, with your 
parent’s consent, you will be 
considered an adult for most 
purposes.

You may also petition the 
Court to remove the dis­
abilities o f minority. If  you 
are at least 16, living away 
from your parents, self- 
supporting and managing 
your own financial affairs, 
you may seek to be declared 
an adult. Except for specific 
constitutional and statutory 
age requirements, such as 
voting, a minor whose dis­
abilities have been removed 
for general purposes has the 
power and capacity o f an 
adult.

Q: I am in the service. 1 
am trying to change the regis­
tration on my car to my home 
state, not Texas. However, to 
do this I need the title to the 
car and the finance company 
refuses to relinquish the title 
for this purpose. What can 1 
do?

A: I assume you’ve been 
in touch with the motor vehi­
cle bureau in your home state 
to determine its require­
ments. I f  the original cer­
tificate o f title had not been 
required, the state in which 
your car is currently regis­
tered may be able to provide 
a non-negotiable copy o f the

certificate. However, since 
the original is required, a let­

ter from the vehicle bureau to 
the finance company could 
request the original title be 
forwarded to the bureau for 
vehicle registration and for 
recording o f the company’s 
lien.

Q: When I moved into 
my apartment complex, I 
signed a long lease. I didn’t 
take time to read the lease, 
and even if I had, I would not 
have understood the effect of 
all the clauses. Now a dispute 
has arisen. It doesn’t seem 
fair that 1 am bound by a 
contract I didn’t read and 
can’t understand. Am I 
bound?

A: The answer is usually 
“yes” . The law charges a per­
son to read and understand 
any contract before he signs 
it. While this rule can some­
times be harsh, it is often nec­
essary. Otherwise, any party 
to a contract could always 
avoid reading it and claim 
that since he didn’t under­
stand, he shouldn’t be bound.* 
However, there is one very 
important exception to this 
rule. If someone deceives you 
into signing a contract with­
out giving it careful atten­
tion, you may not have to 
observe its terms. For ex­
ample, if your landlord had 
tricked you into signing a 
contract by telling you that it 
only had to do with where 
you could park your car, 
when actually it increased 
your rent, then you would 
not be bound.

Dear, Kitty,

This letter is in answer to 
the letter by Beth Boyd in the 
Ozona Stockman, particular­
ly the situation concerning 
the doctors of Ozona.

Since I first came here, I 
believe there have been a 

. total of 15 doctors. There are 
currently three. The impres­
sion is given that only two 
remain. This is false. Dr. 
Anita Brown has associated 
herself with the Carlisle Cli­
nic Association. She sees 
patients daily in the clinic 
and is developing a rather 
good practice.

The current hospital cen­
sus at this date is at its 
maximum capacity with 22 
patients in the hospital, 20 of 
fhese being patients of tfie 
Catlisle Clinic Association.

Dr. Brown is an ofitst înd- 
ing doctor and is certified by 
the Medical Boards in many 
fields, some of them the most 
difficult in all areas of medi­
cine and surgery. She is 
board certified in anesthe­
siology and her second certi­
fication is in intensive care 
medicine. She also has resi­
dency training in obstetrics. 
She was offered the job as 
chief of obstetric anesthe­
siology at Community Hosp­
ital in San Angelo but prefer­
red to remain here because 
this is her home, and she 
wishes to practice in a rural 
community. She is becoming 
associated with groups that 
work in rural environments 
such as Dr. Michael De- 
Bakey’s American College of 
General Practice and the 
American College of Emer­
gency Physicians.

The Carlisle Clinic Asso­
ciation plans to do obstetrical 
work and is so doing at this 
time. We feel it can be more 
safely done with two doctors 
present, one taking care of 
the anesthesia and baby 
while the other takes care of 
the mother.

I will point out once again 
that if the county brings a 
doctor in and pays his way, 
the doctor has little incentive 
to stay. I worked hard for 
many years, and, in fact, 
continue to do so, as is Dr. 
Brown; and this ensures the 
county that we will remain in 
the county. As for the prob­
lem of conflict between Dr. 
Taylor and myself, a large 
number of doctors came and 
left as did administrators at a 
time that I was not associated 
with the hospital for the 
exact reason mentioned 
above. It is difficult for some 
people to understand that it 
is hard financially for three 
hard working doctors. The 
census falls off tremendously 
during certain seasons of the 
year. It would be nice if 
people could be treated by 
the doctor of their choice at 
any time they wanted, but 
there must be a practical 
point. If your house is on fire, 
you don’t ask which fireman 
will help put out the fire. I 
feel no personal problem 
with Dr. Taylor. I like him 
and consider him to be a 
good doctor. I think that any 
doctor offered the position he 
has been in Sonora, where 
there is only one doctor 
caring for the town, would be 
foolish to reject that offer, 
expecially after having been 
in a town where four practic­

ing physicians are caring for 
the sick and the economy is 
down.

Finally, I ask only this of 
the people of Ozona, to work 
and work well with the 
hospital staff of Crockett 
County Hospital, praising 
the good points instead of the 
constant bitterness of how 
ill-prepared they are, and 
what a sorry hospital it is, 
and other “ street talk.”  Act­
ually, the nursing staff is 
good and frequently rises to 
states that would rival the 
care in teaching hospitals. 
Believe me, I know how it 
feels to be in a hospital due 
to my experiences as a 
patient in both government 
and civilian hospitals. The 
people at the hospital, the 
|mrses,, aides, pharmacy, 

Jdietaiy, housekeeping, busi­
n ess  Office, iab, repiratory 
therapy, all, are working 
hard, hard, hard to make this 
hospital a value to the 
county.

The bleak picture present­
ed to the Commissioners 
Court on Monday is false. 
The hospital has many faults, 
but they can and will be 
corrected. It has a heavy 
patient load and has people 
working for it that are dedi­
cated to their jobs.

Also, I do not want to 
forget the County Judge and 
the Commissioners Court for 
their constant help in hosp­
ital matters. The hospital 
staff realizes that there are 
other branches of the county 
that need money as much or 
more than we do. We have 
always been able to find 
financial aid from the court 
when it was needed.

Thank you, Kitty, for the 
chance to present my feel­
ings on the state of the 
hospital and its ability to 
perform its job; and a second 
thank you for the accurate, 
unprejudiced reporting of 
news relative to the hospital.

Work 
around a central focal point 
with closely related items to 
create a pleasing “ together”  
look, the specialist suggests.

“ Many accessories are 
sensitive to change in fash­
ion, so for the sake of your 
budget, avoid accessories 
that are seasonal. Also keep 
a running total of your pur­
chases so they don’t over­
load your budget,”  Saunders 
says.

Many outdated accessories 
can be recycled. For in­
stance, costume jewelry can 
be restrung, belts recovered, 
buckles changed, scarves re­
sized or re-shaped, in order 
to create a newer look.

New books listed at library

From The Ozona Garden 
Club by Mrs. Bailey Post

Perhaps you have already 
made plans to plant a tree in 
your landscape or giving a 
lasting gift to a public park. 
Whenever possible, choose a 
tree that is native to our area 
and adapted to our local 
growing conditions. Too, 
native trees help preserve 
the character of our region. 
One of the choices is the 
Texas red oak (Overcies Tex- 
ana) and others, i f  you are 
adding some fruit trees or 
pecans obtain this informa­
tion from our County Exten­
sion Agent. Also consider 
space requirements when 
making your choice. Stan­
dard fruit trees require fairly 
large areas while dwarf sele­
ctions work better in compact 
spaces. You will need to 
supply a well-drained plant­
ing location where the trees 
will receive full sun for most 
of the day.

Gardeners in our area with 
alkaline soil need to inquire 
about the origin of balled- 
and-burlapped specimens. 
Those grown in acid soil and 
shipped to our alkaline soil 
area often become chlorotic 
and slowly die. Container- 
grown landscape plants from 
California generally have a 
better survival rate in West 
Texas. Planting dates for 
bare-root roses for our area 
should be by February 15. If 
roses arrive before you can 
plant, store them in a cool, 
dark place where they will be 
protected from freezing. 
Leave the original packing 
material around the roots, 
and check every 2 or 3 days 
to make sure that the ma­
terial stays moist.

Again let me remind you 
that if freezing weather is 
predicted, be sure your trees 
and shrubs are well water­
ed. Winter injury often re­
sults when plants are sub­
jected to cold temperatures 
in combination with insuffi- 

,cient soil moisture.

Get your gladiolus corms 
on hand for February plant­
ing. Glads are not heat loving 
plants, so early blooming 
selections like Coral Seas and 
White Lilac generally per­
form best in our area. Two

Agriculture is at a cross­
roads due to large supplies 
and low prices, and farmers 
have few options to improve 
their situations in 1983.

Just how long farmers can 
hang on financially is the big 
question,”  says Dr. Carl 
Anderson, economist with 
the Texas Agricultural Ex­
tension Service, Texas A&M

bottom of the barrel as far as 
their financial resources are 
concerned-thanks to three 
consecutive years of poor 
prices. And they can’t last 
much longer. Only those who 
are virtually debt-free will be 
able to make it.”

Returns to assets of debt- 
free farmers will average in 
the range of minus 3 to 
minus 7 percent in 1982, says 
Anderson, while returns to 
farmers with a heavy debt 
load will be a negative 14 to 
18 percent. “ With that kind 
of figures, it’s easy to see 
that farmers must depend 
less on debt financing,”  he 
adds.

Farmers generally are vic­
tims of overproduction in 
recent years coupled with a 
major slowdown in farm ex­
ports and domestic demand. 
This has led to growing 
stockpiles of most crops. 
Present farm programs de­
signed to reduce these stock­
piles have been a flop, points 
out Anderson. So farmers 
and farm policymakers must 
soon decide whether or not to 
do something about the in­
creasingly critical farm di­
lemma.

“ Among options are man­
datory production control 
and possible marketing quo­
tas to bring supplies in line 
with effective demand,”  
notes the economist. “ Strong 
supply management likely 
will improve current low 
farm income in a couple of 
years. With voluntary pro­
grams, it will take much 
longer.”

Regarding the dilemma of

farmers, Anderson offers a 
number of observations:

For 1982 net U.S. farm 
income is projected at $19 
billion, down from $25 bil­
lion in 1981. Cash receipts 
will be about equal to farm 
expenditures this year, so 
virtually all net income will 
come from government pay­
ments and non-money in­
come. Income could improve 
some in 1983 depending on 
what direction farm pro­
grams take.

Farmland markets are ex­
pected to remain sluggish. In 
some areas of the U.S. and 
Texas, land prices likely will 
decline.

Farm exports are facing 
major setbacks. No notice­
able progress has been made 
in trade negotiations with 
major U.S. foreign market 
countries such as the Euro­
pean Common Market, Ja­
pan, Mainland China or Rus­
sia. When economic condi­
tions are bad, countries want 
to export more and import 
less. A big setback to Texas 
cotton growers is that China 
intends to grow more cotton 
and import less from the U.S.

Although credit is availa­
ble, farmers have difficulty 
in qualifying unless they still 
have adequate collateral. 
Debt restructuring will con­
tinue. Loan delinquencies, 
foreclosures and bankrupt­
cies will be up although 
lenders seldom benefit from 
liquidating a borrower.

Getting enough sleep is 
important to good health

Getting enough restful 
sleep is important if a person 
is to feel good and function 
properly. Sleep patterns can 
be interrupted, however, by 
factors such as age, food or 
alcohol intake, and sleep 
aids.

Many sleep disorders have 
been associated with poor 
lifestyle habits, according to 
Dr. Mary Ann Shirer, health 
education specialist with the 
Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service, Texas A&M Univer­
sity System.

These poor lifestyle habits 
include lack of exercise, in­
adequate meals and ineffec­
tive handling of stress. “ Pos­
itive changes in these habits 
will improve sleep, and may 
even completely alleviate the 
problems associated with 
sleep,”  says Shirer.

Heavy meals before bed­
time can interfere with sleep, 
since digestion ik such a 
demanding physiological 
process. Food allergies can 
cause insomnia and caffeine 
can disturb sleep, because it 
acts as a stimulant.

Shirer says evidence indi­
cates that heavy alcohol in­
take causes less total sleep 
time, less deep sleep, and 
less dreaming sleep.

Sleep medications, when 
used on a short-term basis 
under a physician’s supervi­
sion, are frequently benefi­
cial and worthwhile,”  says 
Shirer.

The recommended dos­
ages o f over-the-counter 
sleep aids should not be 
exceeded. Overdoses can 
cause confusion, memory 
disturbances, worsening of 
glaucoma, and, in rare cases, 
death.

Sleep aids prescribed by 
physicians are usually either 
barbituates or benzodiaze­
pines. Both of these drugs 
are physically addictive, 
Shirer warns.

Barbituates, when con­
sumed in large doses, can 
cause kidney failure, breath­
ing difficulty, coma, and

Home food production up
More and more Americans 

are growing their own gro­
ceries.

“ Home food production 
continues to increase-the 
growth is really phenome­
nal,’ ’ says Dr. Sam Cotner, 
horticulturist with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Ser­
vice.

According to Cotner, more 
than half the households in 
America-and in Texas--grew 
food for their tables last year. 
Citing figures from a recent 
survey by the Gallup Poll and 
Gardens for All, the nation­
al association for gardening, 
Cotner says that some 53 
percent of American house­
holds grew some or all of 
their own produce in 1982-- 
a record number for the 
second consecutive year.

“ People are growing veg­
etables and finiit where­
ver they can find space,’ ’ 
notes Cotner. “ They are 
using backyards, flowerbeds, 
patios and rooftop contain­
ers. Community gardens are 
popular in many locations 
across the countiy but really

haven’t caught on yet in 
Texas.’ ’

Some 2 million acres are 
devoted to home and commu­
nity gardening across the 
U.S.

“ Interest in home and 
community gardens has risen 
sharply the past few years, 
triggered by rising food pric­
es and the desire to return to 
nature,’ ’ points out Cotner.

“ Although food prices have 
declined recently, home veg­
etable production has re­
mained steady because folks 
have found it to be 
enjoyable and healthful as

well as profitable activity. 
Also, gardening can be a 
family affair.’ ’

Tlie recent Gallup-Gar- 
dens for All survey found 
that vegetable gardening has 
become the nation’s number 
one outdoor leisure-time acti­
vity.

More people would likely 
take to gardening if they had 
adequate space, says Cotner.

Many, especially those in 
urban areas, would like to 
have permanent sites set 
aside for community vegeta­
ble gardens. No doubt com­
munity gardens will soon 
become popular in Texas.

Take stock of health 
habits for new year

With a new year at hand, 
this is a g o ^  time for 
families to “ take stock’ ’ of 
health habits for all mem­
bers.

Learn to manage stress 
and enjoy life more. Emo­
tional and physical stresses 
should be handled daily. 
Outside interests and an 
exercise program help re­
lieve stress.

Practice good nutrition- 
eat three balanced meals a 
day and try to reduce salt, 
saturated fat and sugar in­
take. The average adult con-’ 
sumes up to 100 pounds of 
sugar a year and high intakes

can cause obesity, diabetes, 
heart disease and tooth de-
