Reagan County’s Terry Thompson
scored on an 8-yard drive following an
Ozona Lion fumble late in the first half
to give the Owls a 14-7 Homecom-
ing victory over the Lions in Big Lake.

The loss was Ozona’s second in
three attempts bringing their season
record to 1-2 while Reagan County
moves to 3-0 on the season.

The Lions will be on the road once
again this Friday when they travel to
Stanton.

With 2:49 remaining in the first
quarter, Ozona senior running back,
David Delgado made the first score of
the game. Delgado broke several
tackles on a S59-yard scoring run,
following a Reagan County punt.

cent of the addresses, with only 31
percent of that number reading all of a
single mailing.

Radio and television while being
listened to by as much as 73 percent of
Texas consumers and seen by at least
that many people, nevertheless, must
divide those numbers by dozens of
stations and channels. And the most
watched cable television channels of
all don’t even accept advertising.

John Taylor, Director of the Texas
Newspaper Advertising Bureau
(TNAB), explained that an analysis of

the massive survey easily reveals

numerous additional newspaper as-
sets that may be overlooked at first
glance.

Taylor explained:

‘‘Every Texas newspaper is a dues
payer to its community and state, as

Halting hunting increases

die-off in wildlife population

Land managers that stop hunting or
curtail the harvest of deer during

. severe droughts increase the per-

centage of die-offs due to starvation
and malnutrition. During droughts the
best policy is ‘‘Business as Usual’’ as
far as deer hunting is concerned.

Turkey and quail population are
affected by reduced reproduction dur-
ing droughts. Hot and dry conditions
during breeding seasons will severely
restrict the reporduction of ground
nesting birds, however, even small
remnant populations have the ability
to bounce back with excellent repor-
duction when conditions become fav-
orable during a breeding season.

Supplemental feeding of wildlife on
a large scale is not feasible from an
economic standpoint. Also, wildlife
will not adapt quickly to supplemen-
tal feeds during emergency periods.

While heavy harvests early in the
hunting season will not preclude a
die-off later in the winter, it will
reduce the severity of a die-off and
provide a better carry over to the next
spring.

Crockett County and the surround-
area is going into the third year of
very dry range conditions and land
managers are faced with decisions of
how to manage their wildlife species.

Wildlife, especially large mammals
like white-tailed deer, should be man-
aged with the same principles ap-
plied to domestic livestock. When
forage gets short, land managers
reduce their domestic livestock num-
bers. Deer should be treated the same
as domestic livestock, their numbers
should be reduced. The only feasible
way to reduce deer numbers is to.
harvest them by hunting.

A heavy harvest of deer early in the
hunting season is desirable and nec-
essary for several reasons. First, the
deer will be in the best body condition
early in the season and suitable for the
dinner table. Second, deer harvested
early will reduce the foraging pres-
sure on the range plants, providing
forage further into the winter months.
Third, an early heavy harvest of a deer
herd will reduce the severity of an
impending die-off due to malnutrition.

Dear West Texans:

Developing a sound education pro-
gram for the children of Texas is one
of the most important responsibilities
of the Texas Legislature. With this in
mind, 1 would like to share with you
my thoughts about the recent Special
Session.

To begin with, the Special Session
should not have been called and the
education legislation and tax bill
should be addressed during the next
regular session in 1985. Since the
Session was called, I felt that the
Legislature should address only the
increase in teacher pay and a tax bill,
if necessary, to fund it.

The major problem, in my opinion,
was that there would not be enough
time to properly consider changes in
the entire public school system. In
addition, the Legislature in 1981
passed House Bill 246 which for the
first time defined basic curriculum
requirements for public schools, and 1
did not see that there had been
enough time to gauge its effect. When
fully enforced, HB 246 might well
correct many of the problems ad-
dressed by the Special Session’s
education bill, HB 72.

When HB 72 was finally put out in
front of us, the only thing I could see
for sure was that not all of the teachers
in Texas would necessarily get a pay
raise, and that local school districts
would have to increase taxes as much
or more as the State did with its tax
bill.

I think HB 72 will:

Force local school districts to in-
crease taxes, shift more control to
Austin and away from local district,
eventually force small schools to con-
solidate, cause more kids to drop out,
'and, have an adverse effect on voca-
tional education programs

- With these shortcomings, coupled

with the fact that the costs of HB 72
are still undefined despite repeated
questioning, I voted ‘‘no’’ on both the
education and tax bills. I would, as
always, welcome your comments or
questions.

Tax Hike Necessary?

The sitvation will become compli-
cated if ol prices slump and reduce
Texas production, or, as one law-
maker added, if the federal courts
order more vast cxpenditures in the
state prison or mental hecalth sys-
tems.

If future revenues don't come in,
then the Lone Star State, which has
enjoyed budget surpluses for years,
will have to indeed bite the bullet
and face a second tax hike. because
the rainy day money has already
been spent. much of it on the educa-
tion reforms enacted in the Gov-
ernor’s special session this summer.

But the coming crunch, “the State
may come up with the necessity, but
you will not come up with political
support.”

Pressure on White

The prospects of advocating an-
other tax incrcase, especially in the
manner in which he led the charge
for school reform, cannot be attrac-
tive to White, a Democrat, as he
thinks about re-clection.

For some months now the state
has been plastered with billboards
bought by the opposition party which
remind passershy that White has
reneged on one campaign pledge
of *‘no more taxes.”

Two tax hikes. one on the heels
of another. could only double the
amount of political flak that White
would surely catch on the '86 cam-
paign trail

Even if taxes aren’t raised again,
it remains to be scen whether the
new school reforms will be accepta-
ble to the public - whether they will
like what thev have paid for.

Though we have had only light
showers here in Ozona they have
given us the courage and urge to
continue gardening chores.

In the fall well cared for roses have:
more perfect form, more free of windl
and cold damage and deeper andl
richer in color. Trees put on their best;
show with the display of so many
different varieties and colors in leaves
before they fall.

Summer -growing bulbs that rest in
winter that have not already died
down naturally, should be encouraged
to do so by gradually reducing the
water supply and finally with holding
it. ZAmaryillis, caladiums, tuberous
begonias etc. Sweet peas planted in
September may be expected to bloom
from Christmas on.

Y%ung plants of snapdragons, pan-
sies, stock and calendulas may be
planted now if not very hot and shave
thein lightly for several days.

If you want to fill in vacant spaces
You may move well-budded naums;
into pots. Do this in cloudy weather iif
possible, and soak plants the: day
before transplanting and again for
several days. Stake if needed.

For best results, hedges of alll kinds
should receive their final trimming
this month and next--never shear
a plant unless you are plarining a
formal hedge.

If you are interested in growing
dahlias there is an mterestmg article
in the September Southern Living that
will help you in cleansing the colors
and kinds you may want for inext ye:ar.
They bloom their best in the: Autumn.
Before nighttime temperatures fall
belZOw S5 degrees and its tinie to bring
in ‘houseplants, give thern a good
evaluation. Often, ragged-looking
plants need to be thrown away. Other
plants may need spraying for insects
and still others need repotting. Give
them time to recover from rrepottinig or
spraying before being brou, ght in-
doors.

Soak sweet peas in water 24 to 48
hours, prior to planting in ‘well-
prepared well drained beds in full
sun: They seem to thrive in our soil.

Vitamin supplements are

taken by 40%

Vitamin and mineral supplemenits
are a popular--even if not always
necessary--part of the American diet,
says a Texas A&M University Agiri-
cultural Extension Service nutritioniist.

A recent Gallup Poll shows tlhat
about 40 percent of the adult pop-
ulation uses vitamin or mineral sup-
plements. Multivitamins lead the pro-
duct sales, followed by Vitamin C, B
vitamins and Vitamin E.

Food and Drug Administration

(FDA) studies indicate that women are

more frequent users of supplements
than men in all age groups. Heav-
iest users are those over 65 years of
age. While half of all users take only
one supplement, about 11 percent take
five or more different supplements
daily.

One recent study of national health,
and nutrition suggests that this vita--
min and mineral use is not related t(>
actual need, except for iron supple -
mentation in women of childbearin g
age. But vitamin use is influenced by
advertising and promotions as well 1s
individual health beliefs.

Dr. Alice Hunt maintains. ‘‘If you are
concerned about your nutrient intake,

a physician or registered dietician can
tell you whether you need a dietary
supplement or not.’

If you take vitamins and minerals

without consulting a physician, be
cautious. The FDA has only limited
authority to regulate supplements, ex-
cept for those intended for children
under 12 or for pregnant or lactat-
ing women. The FDA is not allowed to
limit the combination or number of
vitamins, minerals or other ingredi-
ents in a supplement product.

Most supplement products are safe,
since they contain modest amounts of
vitamins and minerals which approx-
imate the U.S. Recommended Daily
Allowance (RDA). However, higher
potency products can be a cause for
concern, she says.

For example, extremely high poten-
cy selenium products were recalled by
the FDA this spring because they
resulted in the loss of hair and other
adverse effects.

Even when supplements are safe,
they may not be everything they claim

to be. Small, high-priced tablets of |

dried vegetables were sold last year
with the claim that they were a
substitute for vegetables for those
interested in a healthful diet to
prevent cancer. The FDA has since
required - that the claims be w1th-

“drawn.

‘‘Before spending money on vitamin
and mineral supplements, consumers
really should know what they’re taking
and have a medically sound reason for
adding it to their diet,”” emphasi-

' zes Hunt.

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Public needs to evaluate

all nutritional information

You could become a victim of
misinformation if you don’t know
much about diet and health, says a
Texas A&M University Agricultural
Extension Service nutritionist.

With an increasing amount of
nutrition material in the media and
health claims in advertisements, dis-
tinguishing sound from unsound infor-
mation is difficult, says Marilyn
Haggard.

Learning something about nutrition
is worthwhile, she says, since misin-
formation ‘can aggravate or create
health problems. Diseases like diabe-
tes or cancer can worsen if you ignore
medical diagnosis and treatment in

“favor of a ‘‘miracle victim cure.”’

Taking large amounts of vitamins in
the mistaken notion that this will
improve your health can also affect
medical tests, says the nutritionist. In
the case of diabetes, too much vitamin
C can give a false positive or a false
negative on some urine tests for
diagnosis and management of the
disease.

Fad wight-loss diets can even lead
to disease, notes Haggard. For exam-
ple, it’s possible to starve to death on
a macrobiotic brown rice diet.

Even if misinformation doesn’t di-
rectly affect your health, it may cause
you to waste money on unnecessary
food, gadgets and vitamins. Or you
may trade good food habits for poor
ones and a balanced diet for an
imbalanced one, she says.

‘‘Consumers can best protect them-
selves by recognizing that a single diet

or food can not cure health problems
or guarantee weight control,”’ says
Haggard.

No scientific evidence shows that
arthritis, cancer, heart disease and
other chronic diseases are cured by
eating specifics foods, she explains.
Instead, a balanced diet of meat,
poultry, legumes and fish; dairy
products; fruits and vegetables; and
enriched or whole grain breads and
cereals will provide all the nutrients
anyone normally needs.

Also beware of personal testamon-
ies and stories, says Haggard, since
they are not scientific studies. When a
person loses weight from eating a
particular food, it does not mean the

- food caused the weight loss. The

person may have done other things to
change his life-style, such as increas-
ed exercise, that actually resulted in
the weight loss.

Everyone gets tired and has occa-
sional pains. Many causes could
produce such universal symptons. But
if the cause is nutritional, it should be
diagnosed by a physician who will
prescribe medication if it’s warranted.

Be skeptical, ask for evidence about
diet or nutrition ideas and use your

right to evaluate, cautions the nutri-

tionist.

If you want to know whether a
nutrition or diet book is reliable, check
book reviews from the professional
nutrition journals which can be found
in many public libraries, she says. Or
if you’re in doubt about a nutrition
claim, ask your physican, a registered
dietician or your county Extension
home economist.

About 75 percent of the water used
in the home is used in the bathroom.
The West Texas Chamber of Com-
merce lists the following ways that
water use can be decreased and your
water bill reduced without any great
sacrifice:

Repairing leaky faucets can result
in large water savings. A slow drip
can waste as much as 170 gallons
each day, or 5,000 gallons per
month. Repairing a faucet which
leaks a small drop can. save you
$10.00 or more per month on your
water bill.

Your toilets may be leaking and
need repairs and you may not know
it. Add a few drops of food coloring

in the storage reservoir. If the

Cable T.V.
to be taxed
October 2

The price of movies is going
up-on cable television. New tax laws
that go into effect October 2 are going
to make cable television more expen-
sive

Under a tax bill passed by the
Legislature and signed by Govenor
Mark White. cable television service is
going 1o fall under the state sales of 4
1 '8 percent.

A $50 per month cable television bill
will now total $52.06. The total sales
tax bill for Texans will differ, depend-
ing on whether their city has a local
sales tax and an additional tax for
mass transit. That local tax usually can
amount to another two percent.

With such an added local sales
taxes. ihe total bill on a $50 monthly
TV bill would climb to $53.06.

colored water moves into the toilet
bowl between flushings, you will
know you have a leak. Repairing a
leaking toilet can result in a decrease
in water use and a savings of several
dollars a month on your water bill.

Using the toilet as a trash disposal
for facial tissue and other trash
results in many unnecessary flushes.
Each time you dispose of trash in a
trash basket instead of flusing the
commode, you save 5 gallons or
more of water. Three or four
unnecessary flushes per day would
result in a waste of 400 to 500 gallons
of water per month.

Bathing in the shower instead of
the bathtub will reduce water use by
S to 10 gallons.

Shampooing your hair while taking
a shower will require only a little
more water than a normal shower
and save the 10 to 20 gallons of water
normally used in a separate sham-
poo.

Ponding water in the basin for
handwashing or shaving instead of

letting the faucet run will reduce
water use for these activities by
about half.

When brushing your teeth, turn
the water faucet on only when you
need to rinse your toothbrush, rinse
your mouth or clean the sink rather
than letting the water run continu-
ously. This will decrease water use

during this activity by almost two-
thirds for most folks.

Ten to twelve percent of in-home
water use takes place in the kitchen.

Running water from the tap until it
is cool enough to drink is probably
the easiest waste habit to break. This
can be done by storing water for
drinking in the refrigerator. If you
have problems remembering, tie a
colored ribbon on the faucet to
remind you of the nice cool water in
the refrigerator.

Wait until you have a full load of
dishes before using your automatic
dishwasher. Not only will you save
water, but you will save expensive
detergent and energy.

The washing machine constitutes
from 12 to 14 percent of in-home
water use. Automatic washing mach-
ines use 30 to 60 gallons per load, so
it is important to wash full loads to
obtain maximum benefits from your
water, energy and detergent.

If you implement a good water
conservation program in your home

. but still find your water consumption

is high, you might have a water leak
between your meter and the house.
It is easy to. check. Turn off all
faucets, indoors and out, and then
check your water meter. If it contin-
ues to run, you have a leak and need
to have it repaired.

Policy change

announced by
V.A. head

A recent policy change announced
by VA Administrator, Harry N. Wal-
ters, will cap premium rates of
National Service Life Insurance term
policy holders at the age 70 rate.

As of September 1, 1984, any
veteran renewing an active NSLI term
insurance policy after age 70 will have
the monthly premium permanently
capped at $6.18 per $1000 of insur-
ance. For those veterans who renewed
their policies at age 71 or beyond,
premiums will be rolled back to the
age 70 rate effective September 1,
1984. The VA has over a million term
policies now in effect and expects that
50,000 veterans will benefit from the
premium cap in 1984.

Approximately one out of every
three veterans who still carry their ins-
urance initially chose the term plan in
lieu of a permanent plan because it
offers lower rates for younger veter-
ans. However, the term insurance
increases at each five-year renewal
and, by the time a veteran policyhold-
er is 70 and beyond, the costs are quite
burdensome.

The VA is able to take this action,
which involves no cost to the taxpayer,
because of several factors:

Veterans are living longer and
are paying premiums for a longer
period of time than was expected
when the rates were set in the 1940’s,
earnings from the reseryes in the trust
fund have been higher than expected,
‘and dividends normally paid to policy-
holders whose premiums will now be
capped can be used to cover additional

costs which may result from freezing -

the rates at age 70.

Texas’ horses, now estimated to
total about a million head and valued
at five hundred million dollars, gener-
ate approximately one billion dollars
worth of economic activity each year,
according to Dr. Gary Potter, leader of
the extensive well-coordinated equine
research program of the Texas Agri-
cultural Experiment Station.

‘*All segments of the horse industry
in Texas are growing at an average
rate approaching 10 percent per year,
as determined by increases in num-
bers of horses at events or activities in
which those horses are used,” says
Potter, a professor of horse nutrition
at Texas A&M University. '

"It wasn't always this way; the
growing interest and use in horses has
occurred in the last two decades. The
first half of this century saw horses
and mules go into a real decline with
mechanization of the state’s agricul-
ture.

“In 1920, the horse and mule
population in Texas was 1,837,294
head. By 1959, when census of
equines by USDA was discontinued,
the population had declined to 237,615
head

“'The horse census was disconti-
nued at that time ‘due to the
obsolescence of horses for farming
purposes.’

“‘However, the regrowth of interest
in horses in the light breeds used for

Parents should
aid children
with school

Schools are not alone in teaching
children. Parents have the responsibil-
ity to aid and assist their children.

‘‘Making sure school work is regar-
ded as important is one of the main
ways parents can assist their chil-
dren,”’ says Texas A&M University
Agricultural Extension Service home
economist, Diane Welch.

‘‘Ask about school work,"’ she says.
‘‘Listen to what the youngsters say.
Respond to it with attention and care
about what the youngsters are work-
ing on. That kind of support is
probably the best a parent can do for
youngsters at all grades in school.’’

Other tips for parents include:

Control television viewing. If nec-
essary, limit the hours children watch

it and be aware of what they are

watching.

Establish a specific study time at
home and make it a quiet time.
Provide an area that is suitable for the

student to work. It can be any place.

* “*Texas million head of horses are
used by both adult and youth horse-
men for a variety of purposes,
including commercial horse breeding
and production, competition in various
sporting events such as racing, cutting
contests, horse shows, rodeos., etc.
and many other recreational activities.

**Texas is now the leading horse
state and there is a viable horse
organizatin in every county in Texas.
Sales of produce from breeding herds
amount to over fifty million dollars
annually.

‘*‘More than five hundred million
doliars each year is spent by Texas
horsemen in maintenance and use of
horses.

*‘Thus. when total value of horse
inventory is included, the total eco-
nomic activity generated by the horse
industry is about one billion dollars.
which contributes significantly to total
economic activity in the state.

“‘Horses are still a vital part of the
work force on many farms and ranches
and contribute to the livelihood of
many thousands of Texas people.

*‘They're also a favorite means of

‘recreation for many others and their

value is immeasurable in youth devel-
opment programs.

*‘The size, scopé and economic
impact of the horse industry is in stark
contrast to the research information
that has been available to that
industry. particulary in areas relating
to production, management, market-
ing and use of horses.

‘‘Professional horsemen have
found only limited information avail-
able on which to base decisions
regarding improvement in the quality
and performance capabilities of hor-
ses.

**Considerable information is avail-
able relating to minimizing losses
through control of diseases. but too
little is known about technology
required for production, preparation
and use of top equine athletes.

**Horses have moved into the No. 2
spot in importance :in the livestock
industry in Texas, second only to beef
cattle. In response, the Texas Agricul-

tural Experiment Station has expand-

ed research into more than two dozen
areas, seeking answers to problems

involving Texas horse herds.

““For example, horses have a long
history of reproductive problems.
Research shows. that low-fertility can
occur from a variety of causes, some of
them interlocked or overlapping.

‘‘Poor nutrition, in itself, can cause
low-fertility and it can increase sus-
ceptibility to a variety of diseases
which lower fertility. Diseases horses
are susceptible to, and they are many,
even include venereal disease.

‘‘Our research on reproduction in
mares includes a variety of studies to
determine what level of nutrition is
best for the brood mare, before and
after foaling; both artificial insemina-
tion and embryo transfer problems;
and what factors affect rappid settling
of a filly or mare, as well as speedy
rebreeding after foaling.

**Factors affecting stallion repro-
ductive performance, both natural and
artificial inseminatin, are being re-
searched in several different ways,
including, for example the influence of
blood protein on the motility and
viability of equine spermatozoa.

‘‘Aside from nutritional aspects of
reproduction, we are studying: Nutri-
tional and feeding management of the
high-performing horse, skeletal devel-
opment in growing horses fed high
levels of energy and different mineral-
calorie ratios. starch digestion in the
equine fed at varying intervals, and N,
N-Dimethyl glycine as a diet additive
for exercising horses.

“*Our research in the College of
Veterinary Medicine on control of
numerous diseases has been expand-
ed to include non-infectious condi-
tions, such as musclo-skeletal disord-
ers. including colic.

“*Other research includes best pro-
cedures for controlling internal and
external parasites; newborn foal
diseases; and embryo transplants and
sexual preselection.

**This comprehensive research pro-
gram was developed through the
long-range planning procedures of the
Texas Agricultural Experiment Sta-
tion. with the active participation of
the state’s horses industry leaders.

*‘Research information results are
disseminated soon after development
by publishing in scientific journals and
through the educational programs of
the Texas Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice, including seminars, short cours-
es, publications. new articles in print
and electronic media, and other
means.

**This cooperation of horse industry
leaders with the Experiment Station
insures that the Equine Research
Program is targeted toward problems
which limit productivity in the state’s
fast-growing horse industry,’’ Potter
concluded.

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IRS suggests guidelines for

Careful fax planners are thinking
about next April’s tax bill right now.
It pays to be wise to the strict new
penalties dealing with abusive tax
shelters and avoid the promise of
tremendous tax write-off ratios as
the: sole reason to invest.

The Tax Equity and Fiscal Re-
sponsibility Act of 1982 (TEFRA)
makes participation in abusive tax
shélters more hazardous than ever,
with penalties and interest approach-
ing 50% when IRS disallows the
claims.

IRS defines abusive tax shelters as
marketing schemes that involve arti-
fictal transactions with little or no
economic reality, frequently making
use of unrealistic allocations, infla-
ted: appraisals, or losses in connec-
tion with nonrecourse loans.

Investing in an abusive tax shelter
may be an expensive proposition
when all of the consequences are
considered, IRS noted. For example,
the promoter generally charges a
substantial fee. If the return is
examined by the IRS and a tax
deficiency is determined, the taxpay-
er will then be faced with pay-

taxed

The Dallas Cowboys have a new
number in their line-up this year. The
new number.is 4 and 1/8th--that’s 4
and 1/8th percent percent sales tax on
the price of Cowboy tickets.

Sports tickets--along with tickets to
most other entertainment and recre-
ational.events--come under the Texas
sales tax for the first time ever starting
October 2.

The so-called amusements sales tax
is part of new tax laws signed by
Governor Mark White.

If you are going to take in a game or
two this year, be ready to pay this new
tax of 92 cents on a $15 Cowboy ticket.

If you are a season ticket holder,
however, you are all right. The new
tax law exempts individuals who, in
effect, already had contracted for a
season’s worth of touchdowns and
helmet-bashing.

The new tax is actually a part of a
tax on entertainment, and all other
professional sports events in Texas
will fall under the tax. College games

are not subject to the tax, and neither

are high school athletic or entertain-
ment events. '

So, if you happen to be a basket-
ball fan and want to see the San
Antonio Spurs, the Dallas Mavericks
or the Houston Rockets, you will have
to pay the same tax.

That goes for baseball, too, so be
ready to cough up more for the
Houston Astros or the Texas Rangers.
But it doesn’t stop there.

Are you planning to take the kids or
grandkids to the Ice Capades or the
circus? The new tax will be charged on
those events, too.

And, in the
most aggravated situations, IRS may
decide to prosecute the case for
criminal tax violations.

Since there are many abusive tax
shelters and more are developed
daily by promoters, it is not pos-
sible to list all the factors a taxpay-
er should consider in determining
whether an offering is an abusive tax
shelter. However, one should ask the
following questions, which might
provide a clue to the abusive nature
of the plan:

Do the promised tax benefits far
outweigh the economic benefits?

Is this a transaction you would
seriously consider, apart from the
tax benefits, if you hoped to make a
profit?

Do shelter assets really exist and
are they insured for less than their
purchase price?

Is there a nontax justification for
the way profits and losses are
allocated to partners?

Do the facts and supporting docu-
ments make economic sense? In that
connection, are there sales and
resales of the tax shelter property at
ever increasing prices?

Does the investment plan involve a
gimmick, device, or sham to hide the
economic reality of the transac-
tion?

Does the promoter offer to back-
date documents after the close of the
year and are you instructed to back-
date checks covering your invest-
ment? Ty :

Is your debt a real debt or are you
assured by the promoter that you will
never have to pay it?

The watchword when evaluating
investment prospectuses is that, if
something sounds too good to be
true, it probably is.

Survivor
benefits
payable

Social Security benefits can be paid
to many survivors of workers who die
after working long enough in work
covered by Social Security, Franklin
H. Upp, Social Security manager in
San Angelo, said recently.

These survivors include the work-
er’s unmarried children under 18,
under 19 if a full-time high school
student or over 18 if disabled before
reaching 22; a parent caring for a child
under 16 or disabled; who gets
benefits; a widow or widower 60 or
older, or SO or over if severely
disabled; and dependent parents 62
or older.

In addition, a surviving divorced
wife or husband can generally get the
same benefits as widow or widower if
the marriage to the worker lasted 10
years or more.

A lump-sum payment of $255 can be
made to the worker’s eligible widow or
widower, or, if none, to the worker’s
child entitled to benefits.

It is important for survivors to apply
for benefits as soon as possible after
the worker’s death. This is especially
important for widows and widowers
under 65 because benefits cannot
generally be paid before the month of
application.

When applying, survivors should
have their own and the worker’s Social
Security cards or a record of the
numbers, birth certificates for any
eligible children, marriage certificate,
proof of the worker’s death, proof of
age for the widow or widower, and
Forms W-2 or self-employment tax
returns for the past 2 years. Parents 62
or older will need to show they were
dependent on the worker for their
support.
