For nearly ten minutes, firemen 
attempted to cool the tank, hoping for 
a reduction in the pressure. With 
water tanks half empty, fire personnel 
saw they were fighting a loosing 
battle. Instead of decreasing, the 
pressure was continuing to build. Just 
how long the vent line would be able to 
keep the tank from exploding was 
unknown. The decision was made to 
withdraw and let the tank burn itself

out, with personnel at safe distance.-^ 
This proved to be a life saving move.^l.

After a period of 45 minutes, the fire ]̂. 
around the tank began to decrease;:*: 
Sounds of the escaping gas alsdr-* 
indicated a reduction in pressure. It j  
looked as thohgh the fuel inside was 
being consumed. In fact, the vent line-- 
had been heated and the pipe was 3: 
beginning to close off, preventing th^‘ 
release of pressure.

The tank suddenly exploded, throw-" 
ing the large tank 109 yards. Heat- 
fi-om the explosion could be felt by 
units one half mile away.

After the explosion, units waited as  ̂
a second tank, also filled with conden^t^ 
sate, vented down to safe levels. The 
second tank did not explode, and after*: 
20 minutes, the situation stablized and:* 
firemen returned to extinguish the:j 
fire. ;*j-

Counties and portions of Sterling, 
Coke, Schleicher, Crockett, Upton, 
and Midland Counties.

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Tips For Gardeners
From the

Ozona Garden Club 
b y  Mrs, B ailey Post

After the very cold weather we have 
nad, it is necessary to plan carefully 
and take advantage of every favora­
ble opportunity the weather affords to 
keep abreast of spring work. If you 
want to have the year around beauty 
for your garden make your plans early. 
This should include both annuals and 
perennials which is a plant that 
blooms, lives and seeds more than two 
years. They are the ones that are 
non-woody and the top dies to the 
ground each winter, but resumes 
growth in the spring. Examples in­
clude phlox, peonies, and iris and 
some plant societies include tulips, 
hyacinth and narcissi as perennial 
bulbs. Herbaceous perennials include 
many of our most beloved garden 
flowers. Some live on almost indefin­
itely, while others have a tendency to 
die out after a few years. Their relative 
permanence and long life in the 
garden have been their principle 
cultural assets, and in this group we 
find many of our most beautiful and 
most dependable garden flowers. In 
our own West Texas area we can have 
beautiful season-long color by combin­

ing both hardy and tender bulbs, and 
annuals with perennials.

Whether you have a long border or 
only a 2-foot one, you can easily get 
continued bloom in it by distributing 
bold back-bone perennials in groups of 
two or three of each variety, starting 
with such early to late subjects as iris, 
peony, day lily, phlox, michaelmas 
daisy and chrysanthemum.

Leave enough space between 
clumps to plant early mid-season and 
late dafiodils and tulips. Use the bulbs 
in groups of at least 6 each placing 
them in the center of the bed so that 
later blooming perennials or annuals 
will hide their yellowing foliage. If 
these hardy bulbs are planted deep, 
the annuals can be planted over the 
undisturbed bulbs.

In between the bulbs and peren­
nials, fill in with dainty flowers or 
contrasting foliages such as columbine 
and shasta daisies. To add a cooling 
effect use the gray artemisia (dusty 
miller) or gray-leafed santolina. All 
these may be used as accent plants, 
shrubbery plantings, color around a 
bird bath, patio plantings, odd corners 
or against a wall or fence.

Making your own clothes allows you to 
adjust for variations in hip and 
shoulder areas.

Creativity and quality are two 
important aspects of home sewing, 
since you can design a garment that is 
exactly right for you.

it yourself, you know how it was made 
and if something goes wrong, such as 
a seam ripping or a button popping 
off, you have no one to blame but 
yourself. Chances are if you sewed it 
yourself, it’s going to be the highest 
quality and there won’t be any 
problems.

As added bonus to home sewing is 
financial savings. According to an 
article by Linda Stewart for the 
“ Village Voice” , when you purchase 
designer’s fashions the name accounts 
for 14% or more of the retail price and 
100% or more markup can be due to 
overhead costs.

Even with high prices, ready-to- 
wear manufacturers aren’t trying to 
pull the wool over anyone’s eyes. 
Higher retail prices are necessary to 
cover costs of labor, salaries, and 
utilities.

It’s bad enough that adults have to 
pay so much for clothing, but the high 
prices also exist in childrenswear. 
Making clothes for children can result 
in savings of 50 to 80 percent. One 
survey indicated that a size 4-6X dress 
purchased in a department store for 
$22-68 can be made in 2‘/2-3 hours for 
a cost of $8-$ll and save 80%; simple 
T-shirts costing $7-$ll in a store can 
be made in 30 minutes for $2- 
$3 and save 67%; while warm-up suits 
purchased for $18-32 might be made 
in two hours for $9-$12.

Everyone has a different reason for 
home sewing, but the bottom line is, 
you can be creative, look your best, 
feel good about it, and not spend a 
large fortune.

Tim Dillard describes himself as 
“just a country boy from Cross 
Plains,” yet he dreams of traveling to 
faraway places someday.

Now 24, Dillard dares to share some 
of those dreams--especially about 
going to Hawaii"because he appears 
to be winning his personal war against 
cancer. He is also busy running the 
flower shop he owns and planning 
improvements for the garden he 
enjoys in his hometown near Abilene.

“ I thank the good Lord every day 
that I’ve been so fortunate. The 
doctors in Houston said I had a pretty 
bad case-and there were times when I 
felt like I might not make it,” Dillard 
recalls.

Testicular cancer is the type he had. 
Although relatively uncommon, it 
strikes young men between 18 and 35, 
often interrupting their college or 
career plans. Dillard had never heard 
about testicular cancer until his diag­
nosis was confirmed in late 1981, but 
he has plenty to say about it now.

“ Every young man needs to know 
that a lump or pain in his testicles 
could be serious. There’s no time to 
waste in getting to a doctor,” Dil­
lard says.

The cure rate for testicular cancer 
when the tumors are contained inside 
the testicles is virtually 100 percent. 
Even when the malignancies have 
spread, as Dillard’s cancer had to one 
of his lungs and several lymph nodes, 
surgery along with potent anti-can­
cer drugs can successfully treat 75 
percent or more patients. Radiation 
therapy also may be used in some 
cases.

Dillard had two operations and 
multiple courses of chemotherapy at 
The University of Texas M.D. An­
derson Hospital and Tumor Institute 
at Houston. He has been free of any 
signs of cancer for nearly two years.

Curing testicular cancer and many 
other malignancies depends in large 
part on men and women of all ages 
paying attention to warnings from 
within their bodies and looking for 
clues among their loved ones.

Being cancer-conscious means wo­
men take a few minutes each month to 
examine their breasts for lumps and 
men check periodically for enlarged-- 
and usually painless-testicles.

Other early warning signs that 
might signal cancer include changes in 
bowel or bladder habits, unusual 
bleeding, sores that don’t heal, alter­
ed appearances of warts and moles, 
persistent hoarseness, nagging 
coughs, difficulty in swallowipg and 
any unexplained bumps or lumps.

“Detecting most cancers early can 
mean the difference between cure and 
a poorer prognosis for many people. It 
is imperative that people seek medical 
help the moment they notice some­
thing out of the ordinary,” main­
tains Dr. Helmuth Goepfert, chairman 
of head and neck surgery at M.D. 
Anderson Hospital.

“ One message we simply must get 
across is that people cannot be treated 
successfully for most cancers until 
they replace their fears with facts. 
Getting accurate information and, in 
some cases, second opinions is every­
one’s right and responsibility,” Dr. 
Goepfert notes.

Regular breast self-examination by 
millions of American women gets 
credit for improving breast cancer 
survival rates over the past 20 years. 
Women over 50 and those who have a 
family history of this type are at 
increased risk for breast cancer, which 
affects one in nearly every 10 women 
in this country.

Dianna Landrum practiced breast 
self-examination, yet she didn’t notice 
“ a funny lump” in her right breast 
until trying on new clothes in May of 
1983. She sought a second medical

opinion for the initial diagnosis and 
soon afterward chose to have both 
breasts removed because the specia­
list said her type of malignancy 
frequently recurred in the opposite 
breast.

“ I didn’t want to face a second 
mastectomy down the road,” she 
recalls.

Landrum, now 39, remembers 
thinking she was “ too young” to have 
breast cancer. After the bilateral 
mastectomy-a modified radical on her 
right breast and a much simpler 
procedure on the left breast—she 
chose to undergo reconstructive sur­
gery.

“ My husband, Ben, was very sup­
portive at every step...and soon after 
the reconstruction was completed he 
took me on a cruise to celebrate. I was 
able to wear low-cut bathing suits, sun 
dresses, a revealing evening gown and 
other clothes that never would have 
been possible otherwise,” she said.

Having three children, ages 11 to 
16, means diverse activities for the 
Landrums, who live in the Wood­
lands north of Houston. “ Recently, I 
felt wonderful when I was able to ride 
the rapids again in New Braunfels,” 
she confided.

More options than ever are availa­
ble now for women diagnosed with 
breast cancers, although there is 
debate among medical specialists on 
the best approaches for some types. 
Limited surgery combined with radia­
tion therapy is becoming more com­
mon for smaller tumors, This regimen 
not only saves most of the breast 
tissues but it has produced treatment 
results equal to more radical opera­
tions in many studies. Chemothera­
py is being used with increasing 
success to prevent recurrences and to 
treat breast cancers which have 
spread to other body sites.

There is no debate, however, on the 
value of women practicing regular 
breast self-examination, perhaps after 
the monthly menstrual period. Profes­
sional breast examinations should be 
done at least every three years from 
age 20 to 40, and annually there­
after.

National guidelines also have been 
approved advising women to have 
low-dose X-ray tests called mammo­
grams at varying intervals to pick up 
extremely small lesions, some as tiny 
as a pencil eraser. A baseline mammo­
gram is recommended for most wo­
men between ages 35 and 39, then 
every one to two years between 40 and 
49, and annual after age 50. Wom­
en at higher risk for breast cancer and 
those with abnormal mammographic 
findings should be followed more 
closelv.
