Cancer brings tragedy 
to young Ozona family

Mitchell files 
for re-election 

to school board

Tragedy struck an Ozona family 
recently when it was discovered their 
little six-year-old daughter was suffer­
ing from cancer.

Michelle Marshall, daughter of Mr. 
and Mrs. Terry Marshall, became ill 
around January 25, during school. Her 
first grade teacher, Becky Dillard, 
found the child in pain. She was 
rushed to a local physician, who found 
a mass in the stomach area and she 
was rushed to a San Angelo hospital 
and then to Santa Rosa Hospital in San 
Antonio where she underwent sur­
gery, with a diagnosis of Embryonal 
Rhabdomyosarcoma. Surgeons in the 
San Antonio facility found extensive 
involvement of the stomach cavity, 
including the pancreas. They esti­
mated the surgery took care of 98 
percent of the malignancy, and recom­
mended chemotherapy treatments to 
effect a cure.

Michelle was scheduled to take her 
treatments in San Angelo each week 
and then return to San Antonio for 
evaluation. However, after two treat­
ments, Michelle became ill at her

home here Friday and was rushed to 
San Angelo Community Hospital, 
suffering convulsions. As of Monday 
Michelle was in the Intensive Care 
Unit of the hospital fighting for her life 
with a blood infection and low white 
count. She was receiving doses of 
antibiotics and nutrients intravenous 
ly and her condition was listed as poor.

The Marshalls have lived in Ozona 
for about a year. He is employed with 
J. Cleo Thompson.

Mrs. Marshall (Mary) is a homemak­
er. They have one other child, a 
five-year-old daughter.

A fund for the tremendous medical 
expenses incurred by the Marshalls 
was started at Ozona Primary School. 
Children emptied piggy banks and 
brought nickels and dimes to help out. 
The generosity of the children prompt­
ed the adults of the community^ to 
assist also, and a fund has been set up 
at Crockett County National Bank.

grams have allowed Stan to do some 
much needed fencing and watering on 
the ranch. With the addition of these 
fences and watering facilities, Stan 
has initiated an 8 pasture-1 herd 
grazing system on 5400 acres of the 
ranch. The grazing distribution has 
improved tremendously since.

The quantity and quality of desir­
able forage on the Pecos River Ranch 
has increased not only through proper 
grazing use and better grazing distri­
bution, but also through brush manag­
ement. In past years, the flats 
adjoining the river have either been 
tree-d,ozed or chained and root-plowed 
These areas were seeded to a mixture 
of adapted grasses, fenced off and 
have provided excellent grazing du­
ring times of dry conditions.

Wildlife and recreation play a major 
economic role in the operation of this 
ranch, as money received from hunt­
ing and fishing leases provide a 
major source of supplemental income. 
Stan has worked closely with a wildlife 
biologist and has tried to follow the 
recommendations made on deer and 
aquatic habitat management.

Having a good working understand­
ing of range and ranch management 
and by wise use of available resources, 
the Crockett Soil and Water Conserva­
tion District is proud to present this 
award to Stan Stribling, the outstand­
ing conservation rancher for 1984.

The Ozona Board of Trustees also; 
voted to call a school board election for ’ 
Saturday, April 6. to elect two' 
members to the local board. The terms 
of two current board members, Gary 
Buck Mitchell and Van Miller, will 
expire this year.

The meeting was adjourned after 
Superintendent Davis reported that 
Friday, March 15, will be the district’s 
bad weather make-up day.

Search for woman  
produces no results

Local officers and firemen spent the 
better part of last week searching for a 
missing Sonora woman, without re­
sults

Mrs. Philip (Nancy) Pohl, a fifth 
grade teacher in the Sonora school 
system, was last seen at her home 
Wednesday, February 20, in Sonora, 
She was discovered missing when 
local officers found a pickup wrecked 
and abandoned on Liveoak Rd. near 
the Pecos River in the west part of 
Crockett County.

A DPS check on the vehicle revealed 
the pickup was registered to a Philip 
Pohl of Sonora, also a teacher. 
Missing from the home was a pistol 
and holster, along with a sum of 
money amounting to around $100.

The pickup, which apparently hit a 
fence, was locked and the empty gun 
holster was found on the seat. Fearing 
the worst, an extensive search of the

area was undertaken by the Depart­
ment of Public Safety, Sheriff’s De­
partment, Ozona Volunteer Fire De­
partment, U.S. Border Patrol person­
nel and even a DPS helicopter. The 
search was called off late Friday and 
there are still no clues as to the 
whereabout of Mrs. Pohl.

An all-points bulletin has been 
issued to law enforcement personnel 
all over the state in an effort to locate 
the woman. She is described as being 
5 feet, five inches tall; weight 105 
pounds, has brown hair and green 
eyes. Her age was given as 41 years.

Distnbmed bv Hentagt Features Svn^teaie
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According to a disturbing report now circulating in the Pentagon, the 
United States would be able to treat just a small fraction of its battlefield 
casualties if a major conventional war broke out in Europe.

The report was penned by retired Maj. Gen. Henry Mohr, former head 
of the U.S. Army Reserve.

A distinguished military man who completed basic training in Hawaii 
the day before the islands came under attack on December 7, 1941, and 
later participated as a young officer in the battle of New Guinea, the 
invasion at Lingayen Gulf, and the battle of Luzan in the Philippines, 
General Mohr has issued the U.S. military a somber warning: because 
of severe shortages of trained medical personnel, and no way to mobilize 
them rapidly in the event of an emergency, the U.S. could face an 
“ insurmountable problem in a sudden crisis involving large numbers of 
casualties.”

In his report. General Mohr cites numerous studies since 1978 that 
have pointed out serious deficiencies in the military services’ medical staffs.

In 1981, for example, the then-acting assistant secretary of defense 
for health affairs determined that only one in ten wounded servicemen 
would receive necessar>' lifesaving care in a battlefield situation. Last year, 
the assistant secretaiy of defense for health affairs. Dr. William Mayer, 
gave a slightly more optimistic estimate, telling Congress that the U.S.

* armed forces would have sufficient medical capabilities to provide initial 
surgery for ^0 percent of the casualties — still a dismal forecast.

A month later. Dr Mayer reiterated his warning, saying that as a result 
of current medical shortages three-quarters of wounded American service­
men would not get the “ lifesaving, stabilizing, hemorrhage-stopping 
surgical care” needed to survive.

It is perhaps natural that when money is in short supply, and peace 
at hand. Pentagon decision-makers place more emphasis on weapons and 
force structure than on x-ray equipment, heart-lung machines, and the 
people who know how to use them.

General Mohr says the Department of Defense needs to increase the 
number of medics and medical units assigned to the armed forces and 
should register ail civilians with health-care training for possible rapid 
induction into the armed services in the event of a war.

“ The administration . . . should ask Congress to modify the Selective 
Service Act and to grant the federal government authority to draft medical 
specialists, including women,” General Mohr says. “ Registration, physical 
examinations, and qualification by skills are the minimum peacetime 
requirements to assure immediate accountability,”  he says.

Although the shortage of military medical personnel has been apparent 
for some time, “ efforts to correct it have been painfully slow and 
inadequate, ’ ’ General Mohr says.

As a result, “ the immediate picture — should hostilities break out 
—  may be even more bleak than it appears,” he says.

Perhaps watching the boys and girls of the 4077th MASH unit “ cut-up” 
on TV each week has made us insensitive to the military’s real medical 
needs. Let’s hope not. Correcting this problem could be a life-and-death 
matter.

AUSTIN—When the Legis­
lative leadership asked state 
agencies last year to prepare 
for a major belt-tightening, 
most responded with pleas for 
more aid, a reflection that 
budget realities had not yet 
sunk in.

That was never the case with 
State Comptroller Bob Bul­
lock, the man constitutionally 
charged with keeping his fin­
ger on state government’s eco­
nomic pulse.

Last week, instead of asking 
for more money, Bullock re­
turned $4.7 million to the Leg­
islature, saying he had tight­
ened his agency’s belt and 
could ‘‘live without” the money.

He has set the example for 
fiscal behavior that the budget 
leadership honed other agency 
heads would display.

“It’s a pleasure to be here.” 
Bullock told the Senate Fi­
nance Committee last week. 
“I’ve come here to give you 
$4.7 million back. That is $4.7 
million the Legislative Budget 
Board recommended for us 
which we can live without.”

A person who works for more than 
one employer during the course of a 
year may have more Social Security 
taxes withheld than are required by 
law, Franklin H. Upp, Social Security 
manager in San Angelo, said recently.

“ If this occurs,” Upp said, “ the 
person may claim a refund for the 
excess amount when he or she files an 
income tax return for that year; 
however, if the excess withholding 
occurs because an employer deducts 
too much in taxes, the person should 
ask the employer for a refund.

“ Earnings in excess of the maxi­
mum amount that counts for Social 
Security cannot be used in figuring the 
benefit rate.”

Additional information about taxes 
and refunds may be obtained from the 
Internal Revenue Service. Information 
about Social Security benefits can be 
obtained form the San Angelo Social 
Security Office located at 2214 Sher­
wood Way.

; With so much publicity surrounding 

fkd diets. Dr. Lachance feels its 
important for you to know the health 
ifnplications and facts on the nutrient 
value of these diets.
• Diet-Drink Dangers. Although he 

(^ sn ’t include it in his charts. Dr. 
Lachance feels that the original Cam­
bridge liquid diet presented potential­
ly lethal problems. ’’The Cambridge 
plan contained only 400 calories for 
the entire day, which was a definite 
health risk,” states Dr. Lachance. In 
late 1982, at the height of its 
popularity, the FDA recorded that six 
P^ple died while on the Cambridge 
^an and 138 more reported feeling ill. 
Earlier liquid-protein diets, in 1976 
iipd 1977, were associated with at least 
$8 deaths. ”A diet that provides 
protein but insufficient calories leads 
to the protein being burned for fuel 
and the body cannibalizing its own 
protein,” Dr. Lachance explains.
; Weight-loss diets that consist of 

bdgh-protein low-calorie drinks are 
supposed to induce quick weight loss 
vfhile preserving the body’s lean 
tissue. Unfortunately, lean tissue, 
Which includes the heart, is not 
necessarily spared from this process, 
and cardian irregularities can ensue.

But other diet drinks will always be 
entering from the wings, posing 
potential problems. One difficulty wifii 
diet drinks, points our nutritionist 
Lynn Peridns, is that ’’they don’t help 
yon learn to relate better to food and to 
improve your eating habits.”

If yOu intend to have glads, cannas, 
elephant ears and others this summer 
you will find these available now, but 
don’t plant caladiums until the soil 
gets warmer in April.

Fertilize ground covers early this 
month before new growth begins. 
Plants such as English ivy, carpet 
bugleweed (Ajuga), Japanese star 
jasmine, and big blue lirope may be 
fed with the same fertilizer used for 
lawns-unless it contains a herbicide. 
Brush the foliage with a leaf rake to 
remove fertilizer particles, and water 
thoroughly. If the plants have grown 
too tall or have been damaged by 
freeze, trim them back to a height of 3 
inches.

Brush Management on Texas Rangelands 
Can Increase Available Water Supply
By Robert L. Haney 
TAES Science Writer

Expanding industry and a grow 
ing population in Texas are exerting 
increasing pressures on our limited 
water supplies. In 1984, adverse 
weather fcHoed severalmajor eittesi^ 
including San Antonio, Austin and 
Corpus Christi. into water rationing.

Our rangeland^ watersheds pro­
vide water for most of the State’s 
major metropolitan centers. Such 
major aquifers as the Trinity, Ed- 
wards-Trinity, Edwards, Carrizo- 
Wilcox, and Gulf Coast are recharg­
ed by rangeland. And about 60% of 
the surface flow in rivers comes 
from rangeland watersheds.

Cities such as Dallas, Fort Worth, 
Wichita Falls, Waco, Temple, Aus­
tin, Corpus Christi, San Antonio, 
and others are directly dependent on 
range watersheds for water supplies. 
Ail these regions are projected to 
have severe future water shortages.

Most of these rangelands are 
heavily infested with brush, accord­
ing to range scientists with the Texas 
Agricultural Experiment Station. 
More than a dozen major brush 
species that infest 82% of Texas 
rangelands use an estimated 38% of

the average annual water budget of 
the State.

It has been estimated that about 
len million acre feet of water could 
be saved annually by reducing brush 
density on rangelands. That’s 
3,258,510,000,000 gallons of water 
p erjea r t

Brush competition with other 
plants for available water supplies 
also reduces forage yields, cuts live­
stock production, and increases soil 
erosion potential.

Intensive studies are needed to 
develop vegetation management 
systems that will result in more effi­
cient water use in forage production 
and increased water yields for cities 
and towns.

Watershed management studies 
have been proposed, by range scien­
tists with the Agricultural Experi­
ment Station, to be conducted in the 
Edwards Plateau, Rio Grande 
Plains, and Rolling Plains regions. 
Water consumption rates will be de­
termined for native brush and grass 
species to aid in estimating the im­
pact of vegetation control on water- 
use efficiency and forage produc­
tion.

Range management strategies 
will be tested to assess their influ-

ence on soil erosion and water yield 
and quality from range watersheds.

From this information, down­
stream impacts that result from'dif­
ferent management strategies can be 
estimated. And management sys­
tems can be developed for rangeland 
regions where vegetation manipula­
tion can result in favorable forage 
and water productions.

All Texans will benefit if the 
brush that has invaded our range- 
lands can be brought under control 
and appreciably diminished. Urban 
dwellers will benefit from more 
available water and an increased 
food supply.

Livestock growers on the im­
proved rangeland watersheds will be 
able to produce more cattle, sheep, 
or goats from increased forage sup­
plies and water.

And all of us will benefit in the 
long run from decreasing soil ero­
sion and the resultant silting of our 
waterways.

Pizza: A Slice of Nutrition
Pizza has an undeserved reputation 

as “junk food.” Yet, a quick nutri­
tional analysis of fast-food, frozen, or 
homemade recipes indicate that pizza 
can be a nutritional part of a bal­
anced diet.

Differences in pizza recipes can 
change the nutritional content. But in 
general, pizza contains substantial 
amounts of calcium, phosphorus, po­
tassium, Vitamin A, thiamin, ribofla­
vin, niacin, iron, and protein. The 
cheese provides protein, phosphorus, 
and calcium, while the crust contri­
butes thiamin, niacin, iron and ribo­
flavin. Vitamin A is in the cheese and 
tomato sauce.

Pizza’s one significant limitation is 
its high sodium content. Both mozzar­
ella cheese, tomato sauce, and sod­
ium-containing seasonings increase, 
sodium. A home recipe utilizing 
no-salt tomato sauce and a variety of 
herbs and spices can lower the sodium 
content.

Dieters might consider pizza occa­
sionally, that is if one does not over 
indulge. One slice of cheese pizza is 
about 145 calories, which makes it an 
alternative to low-calorie lunches. Ad­
ditional toppings, such as bell pep­
pers, mushrooms, ground or sliced 
meats, and mushrooms add extra 
calories and nutrients. ^

Deep-Dish Pizza
1 pkg. dry yeast
l ‘/2  cups warm water (105°-115°) 

divided
1 teaspoon salt
About 4 cups all-purpose flour
1 (15-oz.) can tomato sauce
Chopped onion
Ground Parmesan cheese
Ground oregano
1 pound Italian sausage, cooked and 

cut into slices

1 lb. shredded mozzarella cheese
Dissolve yeast in 1 cup water; add 

salt and enough flour to make a 
doughlike consistency. Add remaining 
Vi cup water; and more flour until 
dough is no longer sticky.

Turn dough out on a floured 
surface, and knead gently 6-8 times; 
let dough rest 5 minutes. Press evenly 
into a 15x10x1” pan or into 2-9” 
cakepans.

Spread tomato sauce over dough; 
sprinkle with onion, Parmesan cheese, 
and oregano. Arrange sausage on top; 
sprinkle mozzarella cheese over all. 
Bake at 425° for 30 minutes. Let stand 
10 minutes before cutting.

Many heifers bom late last winter or 
early spring will be a year old soon and 
vill be fadng the deadline for brucel­
losis vaccination.

A new regulation on brucellosis 
vaccinations was adopted by the Texas 
Animal Health Commission last Nov­
ember, points out Billy Reagor, county 
agent with the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service, The Texas A&M 
University System. The key part of the 
regulation focuses on the vaccination 
of heifers before they reach one year 
of age.

With heifers approaching this target 
date, producers must decide how such 
animals will be handled, says the 
agent. Their decision must be based 
on the provisions of the bmcellosis 
vaccination regulation, which applies 
to 113 eastern, coastal and northern 
counties.

Heifer calves born after Jan. 1, 
1984, which are between 4 and 12 
months of age and acquired and used 
for breeding, grazing, dairying or 
confinement in a dry lot not under 
quarantine must be officially vaccinat-

ed according to the amended regula­
tion.

Heifers calves bom after Jan. 1, 
1984, which are unvaccinated when 
they are over 12 months of age may 
change ownership only after being 
sprayed or consigned to a livestock 
market to be sprayed or “ S” branded 
prior to the sale; or consigned directly 
to slaughter, quarantined feedlot or 
quarantined pasture.

State funds are available for free 
vaccinations. Producers should con­
tact their own private veterinarian or 
their area Texas Animal Health Com­
mission office for complete details, 
office for complete details.

Livestock producers should make 
sure their calves are properly identi­
fied when vaccinated, adds the agent. 
A tattoo in the right ear is proof of 
vaccination, but the procedure must 
be done correctly. The person doing 
the vaccination should clean the ear 
carefully, rub the ink in thoroughly 
and press the tattoo pliers firmly.

A vaccinated calf properly identified 
is worth more, so producers should 
take this extra step now to benefit 
themselves and the cattle industry.

“ Shari Schreffler, a junior at Wills 
Point High School has been named to 
the Class AAA all-state voleyball team 
as a setter.

Prevention is best cure
The majority of cancers could be 

prevented if only each person cared 
enough to practice healthier habits.

Scientists say as many as 80 percent 
of all cancers are the result of lifestyle 
factors people can control but too often 
ignore.

Smoking, improper diets, excessive 
sunlight, some occupational hazards 
and assorted environmental agents all 
are implicated in many of the 100-plus 
malignant diseases called cancer. 
Combinations of these bad habits over

“hooked” after just three or four 
packs of cigarettes. In addition to the 
addictive factors, the nicotine is a 
powerful, poisonous stimulant which 
immediately affects the brain and 
central nervous system, then later

long periods boost an individual’s 
chances for cancer manyfold.

Studies show smoking now causes 
more than 30 percent of all cancer 
deaths and costs nearly $30 billion in 
medical care in the United States 
alone.

“ What a waste, particularly since 
we know how to prevent these and 
could do so for a fraction of what’s 
being spent on treating them,” la­
ments Dr. David T. Carr, chief of 
pulmonary diseases at The University 
of Texas M.D. Anderson Hospital and 
Tumor Institute at Houston.

Dr. Carr contends the epidemic of 
lung cancer “ is the worst medical 
disaster we face today.” Approxi­
mately 140,000 new cases are expect­
ed this year, making it the most 
prevalent type affecting men and 
women.

Only about 10 percent of lung 
fcancer patients live for five years or 
longer after diagnosis, although sever­
al recent reports demonstrate im­
proved survival for one particular 
type. Unfortunately, the bleak outlook 
for most lung cancer patients drags 
down the overall cure rate for all 
malignancies. Dr. Carr says.

Cigarette smoking and use of other 
tobacco products also contribute to 
cancers of the mouth, pharynx, larynx, 
esophagus, pancreas and bladder. 
Smokers have higher rates of heart 
attacks, strokes and chronic lung ail­
ments.

“ Many people erroneously think it 
won’t do any good for them to quit if 
they’ve been smoking for a long time. 
The fact is, regardless of how long 
someone has smoked, the risks for 
serious medical problems begin to 
decrease almost immediately after 
cessation,” Dr. Carr says.

Getting smokers to stop is only part 
of the prevention story. The other half 
involves convincing young people not 
to ever start this deadly habit.

Adolescents and teens may not 
appreciate the dangers of developing 
cancer in later life, but they can 
understand that smoking causes a 
type of drug addicition, bad breath 
and yellow stains on hands and teeth. 
Research shows most smokers are

slows digestion and reduces blood 
circulation.

The combination of smoking and 
heavy alcohol use or exposure to some 
occupational risks can increase greatly 
the chances of cancer.

The role of dietary factors has taken 
on increasing importance in recent 
years to the point where many medical 
specialists say 35 percent or more of 
all cancers appear to be related to 
what we eat.

“ High-fat diets are associated with 
much greater risks for colon and 
breast cancers, in particular, while 
consuming more fiber-containing 
foods along with those rich in vitamins 
A and C appear to protect against 
certain cancers,” explains Dr. Guy R. 
Newell, chairman of the Department 
of Cancer Prevention at M.D, Ander­
son.

The incidence of colon and rectal 
cancers is second only to lung cancers 
among all Americans. Breast cancer 
will affect almost one out of 10 women 
in the United States. Other risk factors 
associated with these common types 
include a family history of colorec­
tal and breast cancers.

The National Academy of Sciences’ 
National Research Council acknow­
ledged the increasing importance of 
diet and cancer when it made these 
recommendations:

Reduce consumption of total fats to 
30 percent or less of daily dietary 
intake by eating fewer fatty meats, 
whole-milk dairy products and butter.

Increase high-fiber foods like whole- 
grain cereals, bran products, sun­
flower seeds and brown rice.

Eat plenty of vegetables and fruits 
with high vitamin A and C contents, 
such as dark green and deep yellow 
vegetables along with those in the 
cabbage family and citrus fruits like 
oranges and grapefi'uits.

Avoid virtually all salt-cured, smok­
ed and salt-pickled foods like bacon, 
sausages, smoked fish and ham.

Practice moderation when drinking 
alcoholic beverages, especially if you 
smoke.

Studies are in progress in several 
^medical centers to see if giving extra 
doses of some synthetic vitamins may

boost protection against certain can­
cers. But Dr. Newell warns against 
anyone taking huge doses of vitamins 
because excessive vitamin A can cause 
liver damage and too much vitamin C 
may cause serious bone marrow 
changes.

Texans and others living in warm 
climates need to take special pre­
cautions against too much sun, includ­
ing wearing protective clothing and 
hats during the hottest part of the day 
and using sunscreen or sun-blocking 
products while swimming or partici­
pating in other outdoor activities. The 
skin also should be protected from 
high winds and prolonged exposure to 
frost and snow. Individuals with fair 
complexions are most vulnerable to 
skin cancers.

Common sense habits help make 
skin cancer the easiest cancer to 
prevent. The vast majority of skin 
cancers are highly curable. One 
exception is malignant melanoma, a 
type of skin cancer that usually starts 
from a mole-like growth and can 
spread quickly. That’s why any ob­
vious change in warts or moles ought 
to be checked promptly to improve the 
chances for successful treatments.

People also should take steps to 
minimize contact with pesticides, 
chemicals in the workplace and unnec­
essary X-rays.

“ Along with preaching the need for 
prevention, we must do better at 
educating everyone to listen and 
watch his or her own body. Heighten­
ed awareness that any abnormality-- 
lumps, bumps, bleeding, a change in 
some function, and certainly unex­
plained pains-should be investigated 
as soon as possible.

“ Unfortunately, many people still 
fear finding out they have cancer, yet 
most of these abnormal symptoms do 
not mean a malignancy. Getting the 
truth of what those signs indicate as 
quickly as possible is the best way to 
offer curative therapies,” Dr. Newall 
emphasizes.
