WTU summer rates 
go into effect no>v

The price of electricity to residential 
and commercial customers of West 
Texas Utilities Co. will increase slight­
ly this month as the company’s 
summer rates go into effect.

The summer-winter rate differential 
for the two classes of customers was 
proposed by the Public Utility Com­
mission of Texas staff during ne­
gotiations in WTU’s rate case last fall.

Beginning with May billings, resi­
dential and commercial customers will 
be charged ^^-cent more per kilowatt- 
hour. Residential base rates rise from 
3.22 cents to 3.97 cents per KWh, 
while commercial base rates rise from 
3.43 cents to 4.18 cents per KWh.

Coincidentally, there will be a fuel 
factor adjustment raising the cost of 
fuel from 3.14 cents per KWH to

3.5949 cents. This means mat residen­
tial rates, including fuel costs, will go 
from 6.36 cents per KWh to 7.5649 
cents, and commercial rates, including 
fuel costs, will go from 6.5 cents to 
7.77 cents per KWh.

The new base rates and fuel cost 
factor will be effective for bills 
rendered during the month of May. 
The summer rates continue through 
October.

The seasonal rate differential has 
been used by many companies for 
many years. The main reason is that 
the cost of service is higher during the 
peak usage season, or summer 
months. Also, higher rates serve as an 
incentive for customers to conserve 
and trim the peak demand.

Reports from 
Washington

When trade is not free or fair
Free trade is a two-way street. It requires trading partners who are 

committed to tree and open trade with one another This, unfortunately. 
IS not the case in our trade relations with Japan.

From automobiles, to cameras, to rice, a wide assortment of Japanese 
pnxlucts and convfiixiities^re .sold he/c. However. Japanese markets are 
essentially elased to many of the gcHuis we prtxluce and. as a result of these 
stringently-enforced trade barriers, we are saddled with a burgeoning trade 
deficit with this major trading partner.

The Japanese portion of our nation s trade deficit has inc reased dramat­
ically. from SIO billion in 1980 to over $.^7 billion more in gotxis and serv­
ices in the United States than we sold in Japan. This year our trade deficit 
with Japan is projected to reach $42 billion.

Such an imbalance is wrong and. as far as 1 am concerned, swift changes 
are in order.

While our free market system is essentially open to foreign-made 
prixiucts. the Japanese have made it difficult if not impossible for businesses 
and producers to compete fairly on Japanese turf. As a result of Japanese 
efforts to protect domestic industries. American businesses are faced with 
innumerable bureaucratic roadbliKks. including complicated and restrictive 
regulations as they try to do business in Japan. Certain items, including 
agricultural commodities, are subject to high tariff fees.

For example, the Japanese continue to restrict the import of high quali­
ty American beef. We did succeed, after long and arduous negotiations 
conducted last year, in gaining approval to gradually double our beef ex­
ports to Japan by 1988. The truth of the matter, however, is that American 
prixiucers could expt>rt and market far more beef at a more reasonable price 
than the .stringent quote imposed by the government of Japan allows.

This example repre.senis just the tip of the iceberg. My frustration with 
Japanese protectionism reached a breaking point this year amid reports of 
less than adequate progress in negotiations to improve our access to Japanese 
telecommunications markets, coupled with the announcement by Japan that 
It would “ limit" its annual auto shipments to 2.3 million units — an actual 
increase over levels in effect under the voluntary quota system of previous 
years.

The continued reluctance by Japan to significantly lower trade barriers 
and the acceleration of our merchandising trade deficit have led me to join 
with my equally frustrated colleagues in Congress urging the President to 
restrict Japanese imports unless they open their markets to us.

1 have always supported free trade because I realize if we resort to pro­
tectionist measures, other countries would retaliate in kind. Furthermore, 
an equitable and recipriK'al free trade system benefits all nations. However, 
it is vital that the fair and reciprtxral part of the trade equation be enforced.

The Japanese must understand that we can no longer tolerate stonewall­
ing or token efforts. Their trade barriers must come down.

AUSTIN — The surprising 
Texas Legislature last week 
departed its humdrum style 

,and set off on a course of ad­
venture, advancing horse and 
dog race gambling, alimony, 
and the Texas Water Plan.

The House of Representa­
tives partially butchered a 
sacred cow with an overwhelm­
ing vote to repeal the Texas 
blue laws.

Amid the legislative activi­
ties, two senators scuffled dur­
ing a filibuster, a House mem­
ber went on trial for influence 
peddling, and rumors circu­
lated that former Democratic 
congressman Kent Hance 
would jump political parties to 
run against Gov. Mark White.

All this from a Legislature 
some have called boring.

Meanwhile, the Senate Fi­
nance Committee approved a 
$6 increase in the Texas driv­
er’s license fee and to tax long 
distance phone calls within 
Texas, a measure that would 
bring more than $42 million to 
state coffers depleted by the 
dwindling price of domestic oil.

Parimutuel Gambling
The parimutuel gambling is­

sue, pronounced dead a few 
weeks ago by the House lead­
ership, was revived by a Sen­
ate committee which also ap­
proved greyhound racing for 
Texas.

The Senate version returns 
the compromises forged in ’83 
and omitted this session, lead­
ing to a stunning defeat in the 
House earlier this spring.

The bill calls for a November 
referendum on betting on horse 
and dog races, with county op­
tion elections required later. 
The state’s share, almost $30 
million over the next two years, 
will fund welfare, local parks, 
agriculture and water assis­
tance. Alimony

The full Senate voted to 
bring limited alimony pay­
ments to Texas, the only state 
not allowing such divorce pay­
ments.

The proposed law adds a new 
twist, alimony payments col­
lected by men. Other provisions 
hold payments at $1500 a 
month and only in marriages 
which had lasted 10 years or 
more and where a hardship is 
proved.

Except in special cases, the charges.
court would presume that ali­
mony could not be ordered for 
more than three years.

Blue Law Repeal
Finally, after years of try ­

ing, advocates of the Texas 
blue law repeal won a stunning 
victory in the House, a 102-40 
decision to scrap the ban on 
selling certain merchandise on 
consecutive weekend days.

If the House version passes 
the Senate, the ban would con­
tinue only for car dealers.

Proponents argued that to­
day’s two-paycheck families 
needed Sunday shopping time 
as an alternative.

Filibuster, Scuffle
The Gulf shrimping industry 

won a Senate victory over bay 
shrimpers, despite a 20-hour 
filibuster by opponents that 
collapsed only just before 
dawn.

I’m sure all of you could hardly 
believe the terrible devastated state of 
our beautiful little city after the recent 
storm. It will take years perhaps to 
remove and replace many of your trees 
and shrubs, but with continued effort 
you will be surprised how quickly they

Usually May brings warmer wea­
ther in our area, so take advantage of 
the cool days to complete spring 
planting of summer annuals, bulbs 
and vegetables. After setting out 
plants, it is best to shade them for a 
few days while they become establish­
ed. Especially they need this cover if 
very windy or hot. Uncover ^t night.

Watch for black spot and powdery 
mildew. These diseases are encour­
aged by wet foliage. When you water,

sprays are used.
Spend some time now in your rose 

garden for big dividends later in the 
year and in following years. Roses, 
being heavy feeders, require regular 
application of balanced fertilizer 
throughout their growing season. 
One-fourth cup of 8-8-8 per rose bush 
should be sufficient. Be sure the soil is 
moist at the time. Spread the ferti­
lizer over the surface, work into the 
top inch of soil and water thorough­
ly. Repeat every six to eight weeks 
until late summer. Use a soaker or 
other method to keep water off the 
leaves. Soak the soil to a depth of 8 to 
10 inches. A good mulch will protect 
the roots from extreme heat. Remove 
all spent flowers.

Divide and reset iris when bloom­
ing is over and before the weather gets 
so hot. You may want to wait until fall 
to reset. Do not cut back foliage unless 
resetting.

If you are interested in planting 
dahlias. May is the month to divide 
and plant the tubers in rich, loamy 
soil. Select a site that gets at least six 
hours of full sunlight each day and be 
sure the area is well drained. Cala- 
diums can provide a colorful show for 
the summer garden. They can be 
planted along annual beds or along 
walks, terreaces, and borders. They 
are also very striking because of the 
unusual nature of the foliage. Be sure 
they are kept moist.

Sign vandalism is dangerous

T

This is the beginning of a story 
about one of Texas’ most costly and 
potentially dangerous problems, 
highway sign vandalism.

More than $695,000 was spent last 
year replacing and repairing vanda­
lized signs across the state, and the 
potential for severe and often tragic 
accidents increases greatly as a result 
of a defaced or damaged sign.

“Thousands of signs are being 
replaced because of vandalism long 
before their normal life expectancy is 
reached,” according to Milton M. 
Dietert, chief engineer of the Texas 
State Department of Highways and 
Public Transportation’s Safety and 
Maintenance Operations Division.

“ Sign vandalism has been a major 
problem, not only because of the costs 
of replacing these signs but, more 
important, because a defaced or 
missing sign creates a very real traffic 
hazard,” he said.

“ In addition to defaced, mutilated 
or stolen signs, highway safety illu­
mination is also a favorite target of 
vandals. The department spent more 
than $129,000 last year to replace 
vandalized lighting,” Dietert said.

The 17 county area of District 7, 
headquartered in San Angelo, has its 
share of sign vandalism, too. Some 
$26,000 was spent last fiscal year just 
to replace signs, stolen or damaged.

H istorica l 
Com m ission 
g ives aw ards

Mrs. P.L. Childress and Mr. and

The Crockett County Museum re­
ceived the award for the best exhibit in 
museums with budgets under 
$25,000.00. This was for the veteran’s 
exhibit in our museum which opened 
last Memorial Day and was up until 
December. The gold-lettered certi­
ficate was presented to Mrs. Childress 
at the annual banquet.

Crockett County also received a 
“Certificate of Merit for Outstanding 
Accomplishments in the Field of 
Historical Preservation.” This was 
given for the restoration of the 
Emerald House and was presented to 
Mrs. Harrell.

Only a small percentage of the 254 
counties in Texas receive such recog­
nition each year from the Texas 
Historical Commission.

Dr. Curtis Tunnell, who has visited 
Ozona many times in the past, and 
helped with several historical projects, 
is Director of the Texas Historical 
Commission.

District Engineer D.R. Watson not­
ed that less than ten percent of the 
cost to replace damaged signs can be 
attributed to accidents, but some 70 
percent are the result of thefts, 
defacement or other vandalism. The
remaining 20 percent are worn out in 
service.

Sign vandalism occurs year ‘round, 
but the problem usually reaches its 
peak during the summer months, 
hunting season and election time, 
when political posters and stickers are 
often plastered on signs’ faces or 
posts.

Monetary costs, which are borne by 
Texas taxpayers, are only one side of 
the story. There is another, more 
serious, side that needs to be told.

Not too long ago in East Texas, a 
multiple fatality occurred when two 
cars met at a highway intersection. 
One of the cars didn’t stop for a stop 
sign-because the sign had been stolen 
only a short time before. The missing 
signs cost several human lives.

Texas law makes sign vandalism a 
crime, and persons apprehended can 
be fined up to $1,000 or impri­
soned for up to two years, or both. But 
thieves and vandals operate clandes­
tinely and are difficult to catch.

“There is another side to the 
story,” said District Engineer D.R. 
Watson. “ Every time a sign or light is 
stolen or damaged, it means the cost 
of replacement will have to be taken 
from money that would otherwise be 
used for highway repair. Obvious­
ly, for safety reasons replacement 
of such signs and devices must take 
priority.

“The vandal is first cousin to the 
litterbug,” he noted, “ but while the 
litterbug may be merely careless and 
irresponsible, the vandal is wantonly

destructive.”
The message is clear: theft and 

damage to highway signs and lights is 
costly in terms of lives and dollars. 
Leave them alone-they are there to 
help protect all of us.

Cold winter has 
hurt Arizona Ash

Arizona ash trees are slow to leaf 
out and put forth growth this spring. 
These problems are evident in all 
parts of west Texas that received 
winter temperatures below -5“ F. The 
winter hardiness of this tree has 
become suspect. Arizona ash were 
also slow to begin growth after the 
record snowfalls of November 1980.

That winter many trees split and 
splintered under the weight of the wet 
snow. Three out of the last five winters 
have severely damaged mature speci­
men of Arizona ash. This is unfor­
tunate because the tree has been 
planted almost as widely as the fiiiit- 
less mulberry. The fiiiitless mulberry, 
of course, did not suffer cold damage.

Most mature ash trees partially 
recovered from the 1980 snow during 
the summer of 1981. The summer 
drouths of 1982 and 1983 really didn’t 
help their recovery, but a large number 
of ash survived and prospered in spite 
of the situation with proper irriga­
tion. The extended cold period begin­
ning with Christmas Eve of 1983 
weakened ash trees. Not many people 
detected it, but the ash foliage last 
summer just wasn’t as luxuriant and 
full as it should have*l^n.’̂ The^lO°F 
last winter was the final straw for 
many trees. It killed large amounts of 
cambial tissue, that is the growth 
tissue, of limbs above ground and 
some roots below ground. As is the 
case with many tree problems, the 
events and circumstances responsible 
for the problem have been occurring 
over a period of time.

It would be a serious mistake to 
severely prune the trees now. It would 
be advantageous to wait and see just 
how much of the tree is alive and 
eventually leafs out. In the meantime 
patience will pay off. This is not to say 
that the trees should be neglected. 
They should be fertilized now. Use one 
pound of 21-0-0 (ammonium sulfate) 
per inch trunk diameter of the tree. 
Scatter the fertilizer at the dripline of 
the tree and water it in thoroughly. 
Exceeding this recommended rate, 
making the fertilizer application too 
near the trunk or failure to supply 
sufficient quantities of water at the

dripline for deep irrigation during this 
summer will compound the already 
severe problems of the tree.

During the months of July and 
August all of the dead wood should be 
removed from the trees. Stressed 
trees with dead wood in them are 
prime targets for borers, notably the 
red-headed ash borer. Dr. Charles 
Allen, Extension Entomologist, re­
commends spraying the trunks and 
scaffold limbs of Arizona ash if adult 
long-horned beetles are observed in 
June and July. Dursban, Lindane and 
Boresol are effective controls. Hose 
end sprayers do a good job of applying 
these chemicals.

It is not possible at this time to know 
exactly how much of individual trees 
will be alive during the next few 
months. We may lose significant 
portions of trees and even entire 
mature trees.

In the event that replanting is 
necessary, choose your next shade 
tree with care. Arizona ash are very 
large trees at maturity and may not be 
the best choice for all the landscape' 
situations they have previously been 
used for. Redbud, showy golden rain 
tree, Chinese pistache, lace bark elm, 
cedar elm, Texas red oak, live oak, 
honey locust, desert willow, soapberry 
and pecan are alternatives. Shade tree 
selection should be based on the 
mature height and spread of the tree, 
the site the tree is to occupy, the 
appearance and structural habitat of 
the tree and the amount of litter 
produced by the tree.

Every shade tree, including Ari­
zona ash and the alternatives listed 
above, has some undesirable charact- 
ertistics. It becomes a matter of 
personal choice as to which tree best 
fits the homeowner’s selection of 
priorities.

Glaucoma hides well because it 
works silently.

Without the necessary supply 
of blood, the optic nerve becomes 
damaged, resulting in a loss in the 
field of vision for the victim.

which sends impulses to the brain, 
dies and blindness results.

Glaucoma is one of the leading 
causes of blindness in this country. It 
need not be. The disease can be 
contained if diagnosed and treated 
soon enough. Early detection some­
times means looking back on the 
family genes (for some glaucoma is 
hereditary), observing the 40th birth­
day (glaucoma occurs most frequent- 
ly-but not only-in individuals over 
that age), and of course having the 
eyes tested for aqueous humor pres­
sure. Other signs of glaucoma may be 
loss of peripheral, or side, vision and 
delayed ability to adjust to semi­
darkness or low light levels.

The most common form of the dis­
ease is called open angle or chronic 
simple glaucoma. Usually inherited, it 
results from the failure of the eye to 
drain the aqueous humor fast enough. 
It most often affects both eyes, and 
generally can be controlled by drugs.
