It now appears that Mule­
shoe may have television ser­
vice by early next year.
At least, that’s the opinion of 

Joe Bryant, Lubbock radio and 
television executive.

Bryant is president of Bryant 
Radio and Television, Inc., which 
recently received a TV grant from 
the Federal Communications 
Commission.

Construction work on his com­
pany’s television station — KCBD 
TV — has already started in Lub­
bock. Completion of such a sta­
tion usually requires five to six 
months, which means that KCBD- 
TV may be able to begin opera­
tions by April of 1953.

The exact quality of television 
reception in the Muleshoe area 
remains to be seen. Engineers for 
KCBD-TV say that their station 
will have a radiated power of 
approximately 100 kilowatts, 
which means that it will be more 
than three times as powerful as 
TV stations now in operation at 
Fort Worth and Dallas.

The KCBD-TV engineers say 
that the station will give consis­
tent reliable coverage for mini­
mum radius of 53 miles from 
Lubbock. Beyond that distance, 
coverage will depend on several

factors — such as the receiving 
antenna and set, and the amount 
of electrical disturbance at the 
receiving location.

Muleshoe, which is about 69 
airline miles from Lubbock, 
lies outside the 53 mile mini­
mum radius. However,, KCED- 
TV is expected to provide sat­
isfactory coverage up to 75 
miles and more in many in­
stances. so it’s quite likely 
that residents of the Muleshoe 
area will have satisfactory ser­
vice.
The new Lubbock station will 

feature the latest RCA equipment 
throughout its studios, which 
will have more than 13.000 square 
feet of floor space. The trans 
mitting tower will be 786 fed 
high, and will be located adjft 
cent to the new studios on a 301 
acre plot in the southern out* 
skirts of Lubbock.

It is believed that nation widf 
television services will be avail­
able to KCBD-TV by the time 
construction of the station is com­
pleted. Lubbock will be tied te 
the network by means of micro- 
wave interconnection.

Other details regarding opera­
tions of KCBD-TV will be an­
nounced as developments occur.

BLOCHER'S BEST FRIEND 
IN FAVOR OF CLEMENCY

Last week The Journal printed 
a letter from Karl L. Lovelady, 
attorney for L. D. Stevens, who 
was given the death sentence for 
his participation in the murder 
of Josh Blocher, Progress recluse, 
last August. Later on, Clifton 
Livesay was assessed a life sen­
tence in the penitentiary for his 
part in the slaying. Lovelady 
sought assistance in bringing e 
plea to the Board of Pardon and 
Paroles and Governor Shivers, 
that Stevens’ sentence be com­
muted to life imprisonment. He 
is in Austin now to present the 
case. Now comes R. L. Brooks, 
near neighbor and friend of the 
murdered man, who presents The 
Journal with a copy of a letter he 
has written to the Governor, 
which we print below^

Dear Gov. Shivers:
I live in Progress. Joshua 

Blocher lived alone in a small 
cabin 200 feet from my store. I 
have known him since 1930, and 
have been with him almost daily 
for the last five years. He loafed 
daily at my place. I was the best 
friend thgit he had, doctored him 
when he was sick, waited on 
him at all times of the night, 
paid for his medicme, hauled 
him almost everywhere that I 
went.

He was a good man and his 
word was good. I don’t know of 
any man living that I would 
trust any more than I would 
Joshua Blocher. He gave land 
here in Progress for a Post Of­
fice, and land for the school. He 
always paid his taxes and voted 
and was very patriotic.

I was first state witness and 
last witness after the defense 
witness at each trial. Karl L. 
Lovelady was appointed by the 
Court to represent the said Lester 
D. Stevens. He was sentenced to 
die, which was a just and hon­
est verdict. Judge Bills’ instruc­
tions to the jury were that when 
two persons commit a crime, re­
gardless which one committed 
the murder, each one is equally 
involved.

Thomas Clifton Livesay’s folks 
were able to raise some money 
to retain lawyers to represent 
him, and his case was trans­
ferred from Muleshoe to Farwell, 
then to Tulia and finally to Has­
kell, and when tried he received 
a life sentence.

It seems to me that Lester D. 
Stevens and Thomas Clifton 
Livesay should receive the same 
sentence. They both are equally 
involved. Mr. Shivers, I have a 
feeling that you will do what 
you believe is just and honest.

Productivity of the thousands 
of acres of the Texas Plains was 

(-played up in an interesting art­
icle appearing in the November 
issue of the Buick Magazine, cir­
culated widely, throughout the 
United States.

The article points up the tre­
mendous cotton production of the 
twenty High Plains counties. It 
says that ten years ago, the 2,- 
560 irrigation wells watered less 
than 200,000 acres. Today 16,600 
wells foster productivity of 2,250,- 
000 acres.

Spacing Le ft To County Committee

Committeemen representing 
the 13 counties in the Hi-Plains 
Water Conservation District voted 
to require permits for drilling 
water wells and to leave well 
spacing in the hands of county 
committees. This action, taken at 
a meeting in the Hotel Jim Hall, 
Hereford. Texas, October 2, was 
a follow-up to recommendations 
made at recent county meetings 
in the district.

Only one dissenting report was 
submitted against the well per­
mit and spacing rule fiction. 
Parmer County farmers, Commit- j 
teemen Bruce Parr of Friona re-1 
ported, are opposed to any rule 
which would limit their freedom, 
in drilling wells. Parr said irrga- 
tion in Parmer County is a com-) 
paratively new development and 
farmers at present see no need 
for regulation.

In line with action taken at this 
meeting, officials of the district 
expect to hpve the well drilling 
permit req,'hem°nt in effect, 
probably b'- the first of the year 
and not later than Feb. 15. If 
farmers object to county com­
mittee’s ruling they may take 
their request for a drilling permit; 
to the district board, which m ay. 
call in professional engineering) 
assistance to work out a system 
of well spacing suited to the par­
ticular area.

Tom McFarland of Lubbock, 
manager of the Hi-Plains Water 
Conservation District, presided at 
the meeting. j

Speakers on the morning pro­

gram included W. L. Broadhurst 
of Austin, Tom Craig of Amaril­
lo, and Norris P. Swanson, irriga­
tion specialist With the Soil Con­
servation Service.

Broadhurst and Craig agreed 
in recommending the district em­
ploy professional engineering 
help in working out well spacing 
rules.

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Statewide Water Research Center Is 
Established On A . & M . College Campus

College Station, Oct. 8 — 
Establishment of a statewide 
Water Research and Information 
Center on the campus of the A. 
and M. College of Texas has 
been authorized by the board of 
directors of the Texas A. and M. 
College System with funds ap* 
propriated to get this major 
undertaking under way. The 
Center is designed to bring to­
gether and organize the vast 
amount of scattered information 
now existing on Texas water 
problems and to develop research 
programs needed to answer 
many problems still unsolved.

Action was taken by the board 
at its most recent meeting on 
a plan presented by Chancellor 
Gibb Gilchrist, which provided 
for starting this long-range pro­
gram with existing facilities and 
personnel of the A. and M. Col­
lege System. Governing body for 
the Center was established, with 
Chancellor Gilchrist as chairman 
and including the president of 
A. and M. College, the vice- 
chancellor for Agriculture and 
directors of the Agricultural Ex­
periment Station, Agricultural 
Extension Service, Engineering 
Experiment Station, Engineering 
Extension Service and Forest 
Service.
Johnston Is O rgan izer

Dr. J. R. Johnston, on loan from 
the Agricultural Experiment Sta­
tion, of which he is assistant di­
rector, was named as executive 
head of the new organization in 
its formative stages. He will es­
tablish an office in the System 
headquarters building on the A. 
and M. campus and organize the 
staff. A full time engineer to

work with Dr. Johnston will be 
employed jointly by the En­
gineering Experiment Station and 
Engineering Extension Service. 
An agricultural water specialist 
and the needed clerical staff will 
be supplied by the Agricultural 
Extension Service. Personnel to 
assemble and catalog maps, pub­
lications and other data will be 
supplied by the A. and M. Col­
lege.

This plan of attack was worked 
out over a period of eight months 
during which top executives of 
the Texas A. and M. College Sys­
tem met with officials of other 
govermental agencies concerned 
with Texas water problems, 
leaders of water associations and 
districts, representatives of in­
dustry, consulting engineers and 
others to determine the part 
which the System should take in 
the overall attack on water prob­
lems of the state. Throughout 
the conferences the need for as­
sembling, digesting and putting 
to use existing information and 
for organizing scattered research 
work in relation to water supply 
and use was given first priority.

It was agreed that the existing 
organization of the A. and M. 
System, with its research groups 
in engineering and agriculture, 
its statewide field forces of ex­
tension workers in both fields 
and its established library and 
laboratory facilities was suited 
to this work. The System recog­
nized at the same time that col­
lection and distribution of water 
information and research on 
problems of water supply and 
use were within its established 
responsibilities.

Dr. Johnston and his new or­
ganization will first analyze and 
pull together all work on water 
problems being done with the 
Texas A. and M. System. Next 
they will survey all organiza­
tions working on separate phases 
of water problems ^n Texas and 
study the work which they have 
done and now have under way. 
To Collect Written Material

The first big project of the new 
Center’s staff will be the collec­
tion of publications, papers, 
maps and other material repre­
senting the accumulated know­
ledge of all organizations and 
scientists on Texas water sup­
plies and problems. It is general­
ly agreed by authorities in the 
field that more information is 
available on Texas water than 
on the water resources of any 
similar area in the world, but 
that it is scattered and hidden 
away in organizational files and 
buried in technical reports so that 
it is at present of very little use 
to the state as a whole. Mem­
bers of the Center’s staff will 
visit headquarters of regional, 
state and national organizations, 
libraries, industrial concerns and 
others, seeking out this material 
and making arrangements for 
securing it.

As this material is accumulat-

ed and digested it will become 
the basis for publications in 
various general areas, some 
technical and many popular, to 
place useful information in the 
hands of those who need it in 
a form which will be suited to 
practical application. As it is de­
veloped, this collection will furn­
ish Texans for the first time with 
one central agency from which 
they may secure all existing in­
formation, technical and other­
wise, existing on the water re­
sources of Texas and their effi­
cient use.

\
Com plete M ans P lanned

Topographic maps and maps 
of underground structures involv­
ing water will be collected and 
organized so that their informa­
tion may be available when 
needed. It will then be possible 
to determine the additional map­
ping needed to fill in the gaps 
and a long range program will 
be organized to fill this import­
ant need. Provisions will be made 
for reproduction of maps and dia 
grams for those who need them 
at minimum cost.

After consultation with organ­
izations working on Texas water 
problems, the head of the Water 
Research and Information Center 
will work with the president of 
the System’s colleges on the 
establishment of special pro 
grams of study to equip men fcr 
work in this field, in which there 
is a serious shortage of techni­
cally trained men at this tirnp 
Both undergraduates and grad 
uate programs of study will be 
developed for work in many 
phases of water development and 
use, agricultural, industrial and

municipal. Short courses for 
those engaged in water develop­
ment will be organized, to make 
the latest information available 
and give training in new methods 
and equipment to those now em­
ployed in this field.

"This plan of work", Chancel­
lor Gilchrist told the board of di­
rectors in presenting the pro­
ject, “will not duplicate the work 
now being done by any govern­
mental or private agency, but 
will serve to pull together the 
scattered work now being done 
by many on Texas water prob­
lems. It will, furnish a center of 
information and training for 
technical people in the water bus­
iness and citizens throughout 
the state. We will undertake to 
furnish the information needed 
and do the research within our 
fields as a service which estab­
lished organizations have de­
clared to be their most serious 
need.”

National Alfalfa Breaks Ground 
On Big Lamar Chlorophyll Plant

LAMAR, COLO — Ground was 
broken here this week for the 
construction of a $1 million plant 
for the National Chlorophyll & 
Chemical Co.

The company said it would be 
tiie World’s largest plant for the 
continuous extraction of chlor- 
phyll. - —

J, C, Hearn, company presi­
dent, who SpOUti at the "round- 
breaking ceremonies, «aid the 
plant will have an annual ca­
pacity in excess of 100,000 lb. In 
1951, the entire industry in the 
U. S. produced approximately 60,- 
000 lbs. of ehlorohyll and the 
1952 production is estimated at 
95,000 pounds, he said.

Mr. Hearn also is president of 
the National Alfalfa Dehydrating 
& Milling Co., parent company 
of National Chlorophyll. Alfalfa 
meal is the principal source of 
chlorophyll.

Orders for new machinery for 
the new plant were placed some 
time ago, Mr. Hearn said, and 
it is expected that the machinery 
will be completed in time to en­
sure full operation by April of 
next year.

Initial Step
He said construction of the 

plant at Lamar marks the initial 
step in a long range program. 
Plans have already been drawn 
up for the building of additional 
units in other areas as demand 
for the product expands, he ad­
ded.
National Chlorophyll at present 

is operating a pilot plant and 
two small commercial facilities 
for the extraction of chlorophyll. 
These were originally built and 
developed by the parent com­

pany, National Alfalfa. All of the 
research developed by the par­
ent concern was turned over to 
National Chlorophyll when it was 
organized several months ago.

Mr. Hearn said “completion of 
the new plant will give Impetus 
to developing the vast potential 
of chlorophyll for medicinal uses 
in addition to its already known 
qualities” . He said if it has even 
wider uses in pharmaceutical and 
therapeutic fields than it has in 
the widely publicized field of 
odor control. Also, he noted, 
many possible industrial uses are 
being developed, including the 
addition of the product to paints, 
plastics and textiles.

National Chlorophyll has pio­
neered in extensive research in 
the refinement and production 
of chlorophyll, Mr. Hearn said. In 
addition, John C. Kephart, vice 
president in charge of research, 
has carried on activities in the 
development of new uses for the 
product.

Gov. Dan Thornton of Colorado 
spoke at the cornerstone cere­
monies, emphasizing the import­
ance of the new plant to the ec­
onomy of Colorado and the South­
west In general. Among other 
dignitaries present were Colo­
rado’s U. S. senators, a congress­
man and the lieutenant gover­
nor.

New York City, Oct. 17 — Ac­

cording to the Cycle Theory a 
business depression may be due 
during the next year or two. 
When at Wellesley, studying 
charts and statistics, I am in 
dined to agree with this school 
of thought. After, however, a 
visit to New York and seeing 
what the sales organizations are 
doing today, compared with 
twenty years ago, I believe that, 
barring World War III, there will 
be no return of conditions such 
as existed in 1932.

PROTECTION FOR ALL 
WORTHY CASES

There are several reasons for 
my mild optimism. (1) Real 
estate mortgages will be protect­
ed by the Federal Housing Agenc- 
cies. (2) Stock prices wll be bol­
stered by 50r/r margins. (3) Big 
business failures will be prevent­
ed by the RFC. (41 The banks 
are in a very strong position, and 
most of the large corporations 
have no loans outstanding, but 
rather big surpluses. (5) Farm­
ers are insured by price supports, 
and climate controls. The most 
damage will come from selfish 
labor leaders, heavy imports, and 
reckless price cutting.

The brightest factor, which I 
have in mind, never existed 
twenty years ago. I refer to the 
billions now being spent on wise 
advertising, salesmen training, 
and especially on conventions. 
During my visit here in New 
York City, I have seen some of 
the brains, the plannings, and 
the energy which are being 
spent on copy, color, space, type, 
and even models! When you 
read national advertisements in 
a great weekly, or in your local 
newspaper, you have no idea of 
the work spent in preparing tljose 
advertisements.

MARKETS NOW ARE 
ANALYZED

Even before writing these ad­
vertisements, both the product 
and the appeal have been tried 
out on thousands of housewives. 
Perhaps five different advertise­
ments would be selected out of 
forty copies submitted; then each 
of these five would be tried out 
on five thousand families. The 
reaction of these housewives de­
termines who are the best artists, 
photographers, copy writers and 
psychologists. In case of a de­
pression, this advertising will be 

increased as a factor

buy when the nation is again 
threatened with unemployment.

In addition to this newspaper, 
magazine, and similiar advertis­
ing; millions are being spent on 
radio and television. Modern 
television advertising did not ex­
ist twenty years ago. Not only 
is this a great factor today in ere 
atlng consumer buying, but 
plans are being laid for tele­
vision to serve in a most wonder­
ful capacity in case business 
should suddenly go into a tail 
spin.
CONVENTIONS FOR SALESMEN

Twenty years ago anyone 
couldn’t get a job at anything 
else could always try to sell 
something on commission. Now 
this is all changed. Eighty per­
cent of the salesmen being em­
ployed today have taken college 
courses on Business Administra­
tion. Before being allowed to sell, 
they are put through indi­
vidual plant training. Then once 
a year the leading concerns have 
great - conventions here in New 
York, or elsewhere. Preceding the 
last depression only about 150 
of these annual national conven­
tions were held. I learn today 
that over 585 are already plan­
ned for the next eight months. 
Moreover, plans are made so that 
this number could be doubled if 
unemployment should seriously 
return.

VISUAL DEMONSTRATIONS
At these conventions the sales 

forces not only hear speeches; 
but these speeches are illustrat­
ed by films, tape recorders, di­
oramas and “flop photos.” In 
short, when the last depression 
struck, the country was unpre­
pared with no economic army, 
navy, or air force. But, today we 
have in reserve for special use, 
in case of unemployment, a sales 
army, an advertising navy, and 
a radio-television air force. These 
can be thrown into activity at 
the drop of a hat.

So long as people are dishon­
est, inefficient or lazy, there will 
be business depression; the 
same as there are sickness when 
we abuse our health. As. however, 
new treatments and new drugs 
are reducing the death rate, so 
these new sales developments can 
prevent unemployment from be­
coming too severe. In other 
words, we are now building up 
an economic “ fire department” 
to prevent an economic canfla- 
gration. This, we never had be­
fore.

Social Security 
Man Here Oct. 29

“Am I required to pay the so­
cial security tax on my earnings 
after I am 65 years of age?” That 
question is frequently asked at 
the social security office.

“There is no age limit on the 
payment of taxes, and workers 
who continue to work on a job 
covered by social security after 
they reach age 65 must continue 
to pay the social security tax, re­
gardless of their age” , says John 
G. Hutton, manager of the Lub­
bock office of the Social Security 
Administration.

Manv employees, and employ­
ers alike, are confused on this 
noint. Some seem to believe that 
because the minimum age for 
entitlement to the retirement in­
surance is age 65, the taxes need 
not be paid after a worker reach­
es that age.

“This it not true,” Mr. Hutton 
emphasized. “Employers, their 
employees, and the self-employ­
ed pay the tax on their social 
security income even after ar 
application for the benefits har 
been filed. This is required, anc
