Henderson Recognized As Outstanding 
Conservation Rancher For 1992

Interested Crockett County citi­
zens, businessmen, pilots. Judge 
Kathryn Mayfield and several com­
missioners met Friday with Texas 
Department of Transportation offi­
cials John Greer, airport facility engi­
neer, and Bruce Ehly, airport facili­
ties planner, to hear updated informa­
tion and discussion concerning the 
future improvement of the airport.

Approximately three years ago 
West Texas Consultants, a Midland 
engineering firm, was hired with grant 
money by the county to do an engi­
neering study and airport layout plan 
to be submitted to the Federal Avia­
tion Administration for their approval. 
This plan, which was not complete, 
did not meet FFA standards and was 
discarded.

Bruce Ehly slated that a new air­
port layout plan report, which will be 
drawn up through the department, will 
be filed by September 1, 1993, and 
will cost approximately $10,000 to 
$20,000 depending on possible con­
struction of a new and longer runway 
with change in direction. Of this

amount, 90 percent will be funded by 
the state and 10 percent by the county. 
The current 5-year-plan has construc­
tion beginning in 1996 with final 
approval coming in May 1993.

Possible alternatives covered in 
the discussion were rebuilding and 
widening the existing runway with 
larger turnarounds at the ends, or 
building an entirely new longer run­
way in a slightly more northerly di­
rection with 600 foot clear ways at 
each end and a 30,000 pound aircraft 
weight limit. If the plan calls for a 
longer runway, more land will be re­
quired on the north end, and land- 
owner James Cleo Thompson has 
agreed to donate what ever is needed 
to carry out this plan.

Other improvements included 
either a Loran C or GPS approach 
system, three-way intensity lighting 
system to conserve energy and two- 
parallel taxi-ways which could be 
added later on.

Department engineer Bruce Ehly 
warned that if a new runway is con­
structed and rotated to a more north­
erly direction several of the existing 
hangers will have to be moved.

Sonny Henderson was recognized 
by the Crockett Soil and Water Con­
servation District as the Outstanding 
Conservation Rancher for 1992 at an 
awards banquet held in San Angelo on 
April 25.

Mr. Henderson has been a dis­
trict cooperator for 34 years and has 
continuously carried out an excellent 
overall ranch program to improve both 
livestock and rangeland. His live­
stock operation consists of cattle, sheep 
and goats. This diversification allows

for more efficient use of existing for­
ages and along with proper stocking, 
enhances range improvement

Grazing management and brush 
control have been the highest priority 
for Mr. Henderson. Deforced rotation 
grazing systems along with switch- 
back grazing systems have been initi­
ated on the 54CX) acres which he 
ranches. Aerial spraying, chaining and 
tree-dozing have been carried out 
extensively for the control of mes-

Rep. Bonilla Coming 
To Discuss Wooi Act

WASHINGTON- Congressman 
Henry Bonilla (R-TX-23) is traveling 
to wool and mohair country next week. 
The Congressman’s trip to the region 
will come in the wake of Administra­
tion budget cutting measures. One, 
specifically aimed at attacking the 
wool and mohair industry, would have 
a tremendous negative impact on many 
communities in District 23.

A United States Senate Bill, S.B. 
477, designed to terminate the Wool 
Act has been introduced by Sen. 
Russell Feingold, who sits on the 
Senate Agriculture Committee. Fein­
gold estimates several million dollars 
can be trimmed from the federal 
budget if his bill is passed.

Due to this economically devas­
tating proposal which targets mohair 
incentive payments. Congressman 
Bonilla has asked for members of the 
wool and mohair industry, as well as 
locally elected officials, to meet with 
him to discuss this critical issue.

The Congressman points out that 
the industry helps to employ some 
15,000 people in the United States 
and that wool and mohair are the 
dominate industries in this region of 
Texas.

“Over 80% of the mohair pro­
duced in Texas comes from my dis­
trict. Clearly, the wool an mohair 
industry is of vital economic impor­
tance to this state and any attempt to 
cut incentive payments to producers 
will only cost the region jobs,’’ said 
Bonilla.

“Producers of wool and mohair 
expect their Congressman to advo­
cate wasteful spending cuts to help 
balance the federal deficit, and this 
I’ll do. But I won’t do it on the backs 
of farming and ranching,” said Bonilla.

Congressman Bonilla will ad­
dress this issue during meetings in 
Rocksprings, Sonora and Ozona on 
Wednesday, April 7. The Ozona 
meeting will begin at 3:15 p.m. in the 
Crockett Room, next to the Ozona 
National Bank.

Billy Reagor, president of the 
Texas County Agricultural Agents' 
Association, and John Cosper, presi­
dent-elect of TCAAA and County 
Agent from Wharton County, attended 
a public issues leadership develop­
ment seminar March 10-13 at the 
National 4-H Center in Washington, 
D.C. State presidents of each Exten­
sion professional association from 
across the United Slates were in atten­
dance for the seminar.

Purposes of the seminar were:
’ To provide an active learning and 

practical application seminar of the 
public issues education process for 
Extension professionals;

To bring Extension's strengths, 
successes and capabilities into focus 
on high interest issues for decision 
makers;

To promote collaboration be­
tween ECOP (Extension Committee 
On Programming), ES-USDA (Ex­
tension Service - United States De- 
partmentof Agriculture), off-campus/ 
campus faculty and Extension admin­
istrators.

Primary emphasis was placed on 
"Public Issue Education", "Sustain­
able Agriculture Initiative" and 
"Communicating With Legislators".

Even though most of the legisla­
tors were busy in hearings, agents had 
an opportunity to visit with aides and 
staff persons on Wednesday prior to 
returning home.

These meetings provide insight 
into how Extension programs are car­
ried out in other states. Texas is highly 
respected by other states for its Exten­
sion Service.

county with 90 percent coming from 
the FAA, five percent from the state 
and five percent from the county. The 
county’s portion would include the 
donated v^ue of the land which would 
easily more than cover the five per­
cent

James Cleo Thcxnpson stated, 
“more companies with Uu’ger aircraft 
would come into Ozona, but don’t 
because of weight and length restric­
tions of our present runway.” He also 
pointed out that, “The economic

When it comes to the risks they 
take Texans differ from the U.S. popu­
lation, according to a report by the 
Texas Department of Health (TDH).

They are more likely to drive af­
ter drinking (5 percent of Texans, 
compared to 2 percent nationally) but 
also are more likely to use their seat 
belts (95 percent, compared to 88 
percent nadonallyX

Texans are only slightly less likely 
to be smokers (22 percent v. 23 per­
cent), but dramatically more of them 
lack health insurance (22 percent, 
compared to 15 percent nationally). 
Many Texans (15 percent) said they 
could not afford medical care.

Roger Diamond, of the TDH Pub­
lic Health Promotion Division, said 
that the annual Behavioral Risk Factor 
Surveillance (BRFS) report helps tc 
measure the state's progress toward 
certain health objectives for the year 
2000.

"In addition," Diamond said, "the 
survey results identify needs for which 
Texas' public health programs can be 
adapted. Combined with similar stud­
ies in other states, the BRFS contrib­
utes to an over-all health appraisal for 
the nation."

Conducted annually, the TDH 
survey asks randomly selected Tex­
ans about their lifestyles. The ques­
tionnaire includes such factors as seat 
belt usage, physical activity, weight, 
cholesterol levels, tobacco and alco­
hol use, mammograms, health care 
and AIDS prevention.

Of the 1,499 respondents to the 
1991 questionnaire, about one fourth 
were overweight, and more than half 
had sedentary lifestyles, both of which 
increase risk of heart disease.

However, 60 percent of the 1991

respondents had their cholesterol 
checked, and 44 percent of the fema’ ĵ 
respondents older than 50 had been 
screened with a mamogram within the 
past year.

"Perhaps because of greater pub­
lic awareness in Texas," Diamond said, 
"70 percent of Texans surveyed said 
they would work with an AIDS-in­
fected person, compared with 68 per­
cent among respondents 
nationwide." Also regarding AIDS, 85 
percent of parents of students not yet 
in high school said they favored AIDS 
education to begin in elementary 
schools.

Safe Disposal Of Household Cleaners

With all our concentration on 
recycling and waste reduction, let's 
not forget a potential sources of pol­
lutants in the U.S. today - household 
cleaners. Using products up is, of 
course, the best way to answer the 
disposal question. If you can't use it 
up, find someone to give the product 
to who can use it. If these two options 
arent' possible, proper dispos^ is a 
must.

The first step in safe disposal of 
household chemicals is to read the 
label. Some may require special han­
dling and must be treated as hazardous 
waste. F(Mtunately, however, most may 
be disposed of the same way they're 
used.

Water-solubleproducts, which are 
used or rinsed with water for cleaning, 
can be poured down the drain. This 
includes all-purpose cleaners, 
bleaches, dishwashing and laundry 
products, toilet bowl cleaners and 
water-based metal polishes and clean­
ers. Be sure and run the water when 
discarding. You can even dispose of 
water-soluble aerosol products such 
as spray starches or tub/tile cleaners 
by spraying them down the drain with 
running water.

One important warning when 
disposing of or using cleaners - never 
mix cleaning products, since certain 
combinations can release dangerous 
gases or even explode.

With down-the-drain disposal, 
these cleaning products will end up at 
a municipal sewage treatment plant or

in a household septic system, both of 
which are equipped to safely handle 
them. Water-soluble cleaning prod­
ucts are formulated to be treated in 
these systems and then safely released 
into the environment.

Items which require special han­
dling include solid cleaning products 
- soap bars, rinse agents, soap pads 
and towelettes. They may be disposed 
of in the trash. Solvent-based prod­
ucts, however, require more care. 
These are the items that are not mixed 
or rinsed with water, and include spot 
removers, some metal and furniture 
cleaners, and any product labeled as 
flammable.

Some communities - ours is one - 
have regulations and guidelines for 
handling hazardous household waste. 
For special instructions, contact the 
Crockett County Water Department. 
Again, the best disposal is to use the 
chemical yourself or give it to some­
one who will.

For a list of safe guidelines for 
disposing of household cleaning prod­
ucts, you can call the Crockett County 
Extension Office. The list has been 
developed by the Soap and Detergent 
Association and it is free of charge to 
anyone who's interested. Call us at 
392-2721 or come by our office, lo­
cated on the second floor of the Court­
house Annex.

Remember, don't let your "spring 
cleaning" become a hazard to the 
environment; dispose of your house­
hold cleaners safely and correctly.

Amoco, Exxon, Lead 
Top Ten State Oil and 
Gas Producers

Railroad Commission statistics 
show Amoco and Exxon to be the top 
oil and gas producers, respectively, in 
Texas for 1992, Commission Chair­
man JamesE. (Jim)Nugentannounced 
last week.

Amoco led all oil producers for 
the period with an average daily pro­
duction of 140,980 barrels, some 8.42 
percent of all oil produced in the state. 
Exxon Corp. took second place with 
an average daily production rate of 
111,767 barrels, some 6.67 percent of 
total state production. Other compa­
nies in the top ten included Shell 
Western E&P Inc., 79,691 bpd (bar­
rels per day), third; Texaco E&P Inc., 
75,809 bpd, fourth; Mobil Producing 
TX& N.M. Inc., 63,656 bpd, fifth; 
Chevron USA Inc. 59,625 bpd, sixth; 
Marathon Oil Company, 58,278 bpd, 
seventh; Amerada Hess Corp., 51,762 
bpd, eight; Union Pacific Resources 
Company,45,002bpd, ninth; and Oryx 
Energy Company, 36,804 bpd, tenth.

Nugent said Exxon Corp. was the 
top Texas gas producer for the period, 
averaging 652,124 Mcf (thousand 
cubic feet) per day which represented 
a 5.77 percent of total state produc­
tion. Mobil Producing TX. & N.M. 
Inc. was second, averaging 634,175 
Mcf per day, or 5.61 percent of all gas 
produced in the state. Other compa­
nies included Trans American Natural 
Gas Corp., 494,323 Mcf, third; Shell 
Western E&P Inc., 478,544 Mcf, 
fourth; Texaco E&P Inc., 410,140 Mcf, 
fifth; Phillips Petroleum Company, 
341,397 Mcf, sixth; Enron Oil & Gas 
Company, 336,633 Mcf, seventh; 
Chevron USA Inc., 333,914 Mcf, 
eighth; Amoco Production Company, 
268,103 Mcf, ninth; and Pennzoil 
Exploration & Prod. Company, 
249,534 Mcf, tenth.

The trucks have hauled 27,380 
cubic yards of material to cover the 
landfill with 18 inches of fill dirt and 
six inches of topsoil as part of the 
closure process. Now that the required 
amount of fill and topsoil has been 
placed at the landfill, the site must 
pass an inspection by a representative 
of the Texas WatCT Commission.

After the inspection, the soil will 
be seeded with several types of Ber­
muda grass.

Since 1980,heartattackand stroke 
deaths have steadily declined accord­
ing to a report from the American 
Heart Association, Texas Cardiovas­
cular Death Statistics. However, 
these and other cardiovascular dis­
eases remain the number one cause of 
death.

In 1991, 51,710 deaths in Texas 
were caused by heart and blood vessel 
diseases. Total deaths from cardio­
vascular diseases has dropped from 
41.4% in 1990 to 40.9% in 1991.

The cardiovascular related deaths

were broken down as follows: Hyper­
tension-2,278; Coronary heart dis­
ease "Heart Attack"-25,701; Rheu­
matic-218; Str(*e-8,399; Other dis­
eases of arteries-1,332; Other dis­
eases of endocardium-638; Ath- 
eroschlerosis-1,140; All other forms- 
-12,004.

In Crockett County in 1991 six of 
the 29 deaths recorded were cardio­
vascular related. This rq>resented 
20.69% of the county deaths. In 1986 
there were 21 cardiovascular related 
deaths of the 41 deaths receded. This 
rejx^sented 5\2% oi the county deaths 
were cardiovascular related that year.

Health care and related issues are 
receiving major attention during this 
session o f the Texas Legislature. It is 
my opinion that health carecost,availa- 
bility and health insurance affordabil­
ity are some of the most important 
issues facing Texas at this time. 
Governor Richards, along with sev- 
mal House and Senate members, have 
introduced bills that should provide 
betteraccessandaff(xrdabiiity for small 
employer/employee groups. Tlie 
Governor’s plan creates a statewide 
group purch^ing cooperative, which 
would {xovide a larger number of 
persons with health insurance, and 
make negotiating {Mice more effective 
with insurance companies, plus, jm'o- 
viding a larger total group to share the 
costs of the few insured who have 
major and costly health problems. One 
o f the major issues that is being de­
bated in the Governor’s plan, as well 
as most of the others that have been 
introduced, is the aspect of guarantee­
ing insurability. This means that even 
if  someone has a terminal illness, the 
insurance ccxnpany could not turn them 
down for insurance coverage if they 
ai^liedandpaidtheirpremium. Many 
of us feel that with guaranteed insura­
bility no one would feel it important to 
buy health insurance until they get 
sick and need it, thus, making the 
insurer group have more and meu-e 
sick clients, and less and less well 
clients, which would increase the cost 
of coverage drastically in a very short 

' period of time. It is a known fact that 
some individuals do not have health 
insurance through choice. Their pri­
orities in life are such that they had 
rath^ have a newer car - larger boat- 
or better htxne, than to spend their 
OKMiey on a health insurance premium.

A reception was held in the Capi­
tol for the U.S. Surgeon General, Dr. 
Antonia NotcUo, this past Tuesday. 
She was in Texas for a number of 
^leaking engagements, and spent a 
couple of hours visiting with we State 
Legislators in the Capitol The new 
Surgeon General will play a,major 
role in any national health care re­
form, and she discussed the various 
possibilities briefly with those of us 
who took time to visit with her. A few 
days earlier, a delegation from the 
nation of Ghana in West Africa were 
guests in the House Chamber. Discus­
sions with these Ghanaian representa­
tives was a vCTy enlight^ing experi­
ence, relating to their country’s phi­
losophy and challenges.

The pace in the Legislature is 
getting unbearably fast with a large

amount of time being ^ n t  in com­
mittees and subcommittee meetings 
and conferences. In addition to spend­
ing the time required in our assigned 
legislative committees, and these 
meetings last oftai until 9 or 10 P.M., 
we must also make {xesentatiems of 
our own legislation before oth^  
committees, which can consume hours. 
In the Agriculture Committee, one of 
my two committee assignments, we 
have passed out legislation in the past 
week that will expand the financing 
capability of the Texas Department of 
Agriculture’s lending capability for 
agriculture and ag-related enterprises. 
This would add value to the agricul­
tural products that we grow in Texas. 
This piece of legislation will be heard 
in the full Texas House in the next 
week or so and will be of great assis­
tance to rural communities, such as 
those in the 73rd District.

A number of pieces of legislation 
are pending that do all sorts of things 
- from how local counties determine 
what county officials they will have - 
to the squabble over the expansion of 
theDFW Airport. Trucking deregula­
tion is a major topic of discussion with 
both a Senate and House bill being 
introduced that will deregulate truck­
ing within the State of Texas. It is felt 
by those proposing the legislation that 
there will be more competition if the 
permitting and control system cur­
rently in place in the trucking indus­
try, which is operated by the Railroad 
Commission, is eliminated. Those 
who oppose this deregulation stress 
that this would likely be a shortlived 
reduction in rates until all the smaller, 
and newer mickers would go broke 
and go out of business because they 
priced their services too low. The 
detractors give the deregulation of 
airlines in the U.S. as a prime ex­
ample, stressing how many of the 
carriers have gone broke since they 
were deregulated and stress the fact 
that all but one or two of the airlines 
are in deep financial trouble and fewer 
and fewer airlines remain in business 
at all. This is because deregulation 
allowed them to set prices for fares

and the price competitiveness, which 
made the fares Iowa* and Iowa*, has 
damaged the industry. Mostissuesare 
just as complex as this, in that there is 
no clear-cut good w  bad or right way, 
v o ^  wrong way to vote on so many 
o f the issues facing the Legislature.

During the past week we have 
had a large number individuals and 
groups from the district visit the Leg­
islature, my staff and I. A cross sec­
tion of farmers-realUMs-school groups 
- tr u c k s  - nursing hom^long tom  
care providers - health care profes­
sionals - just to name a few, have 
visited and shared their ctme^os with 
us. This is extremely impmtant, in 
view of the fact that t h ^  are such a 
tremendous number o f different bills. 
We need your help in keeping us in- 
fcMined on those issues that come up 
that have an impact cm you, your 
business or your professkm.

In closing I want to mention a 
prime example o f what a seemingly 
simple act o f govem m ^t can cost the 
tax payCTS o f the state.

Comptroller Sharp, in his 
newest effmt to restructure state gov­
ernment (against the grain) had dis­
covered that this simple name change 
would cost tax payers of Texas iq[>- 
poximately $162,000.00over the next 
two year poiod. This, o f course, in- 
cludkl highway signs at facilities o v^  
the state - office supplies, printing 
changes - and etc. This week the 
House passed SB 372 by Senator 
Bivins that will rqieal that change in 
name for the agency, and make this 
saving possible. All the bill lacks to 
become a law at this time is the Gov­
ernor’s signature.

Texas Traffic Fatalities Decline in 1992

Remember our deadline: 
Monday at 5 p.m.

Traffic accidents killed few ^  
'pec^le in Texas during 1992 than in 
any other year since 1974, according 
to figures compiled by the Texas 
Department of Public Safety. Traffic 
deaths have declined during each of 
the past four years.

Last year, 2,690 fatal traffic acci­
dents claimed 3,057 lives - a 0.7 per­
cent reducticxi ^ m  the 3,079 deaths 
in 1991.

’’Although we are pleased that 
there has been a decrease in the num­
ber o f traffic deaths, we are still con- 
coned about the numbo* of lives lost 
because of traffic accidents,” DPS 
Director Col. James R. Wilson said. 
’’Some of those deaths could have 
been avoided if motorists and their 
passengers had adhered to our traffic 
laws.”

Ofthe traffic fatalities in 1992,40 
pocent (1,222) w o e  killed in alcohol 
or drug related accidents, a decrease 
from the 40.6 percent in 1991. Nearlv 
65 percent of all people killed in the 
front seats of passenger cars and light 
trucks were not wearing safety belts, 
and approximately 24 percent of the 
134 fatally injured motorcyclists were 
not wearing helmets.

The state’s death rate, 1.9 deaths 
per 100 million miles traveled, re­
mained the same as in 1991. The 
Texas Department of Transportation 
reported fhat 162,769 billion vehicle 
miles were traveled in Texas in 1992, 
which is a very slight reduction from 
1991.

“The DPS and other Texas law 
enforcement agencies will continue to

work hard to maintain a downward 
trend in traffic fatalities,” Wilson said. 
“The combination of legislation and 
increased societal pressure against 
drinking and driving, along with the 
increased use of safety belts, child 
safety seats and helmets by moux- 
cycle riders will help law enforcement 
agencies keep our streets and high­
ways safe.”
