Ozona Athletes Bring Home The Gold

Suspects Elude Officers
An intensive search for two men 

who fled on foot after abandoning a 
stolen car east ofOzona Saturday was 
called off shortly after midnight after 
officials learned the car had been 
stolen in Houston under circumstances 
that made it unlikely there would be 
any prosecution.

Local officers were notified by 
Sutton County that a stolen Pontiac 
Grand Prix occupied by two white 
males was westbound on I-10. A 
Crockett County deputy and a Crock­
ett County E>epartment of Public

Safety unit located the vehicle in the 
eastern part of the county and a high 
speed pursuit began westbound on 
Hwy. 290. The suspect vehicle ran 
through a fence on the Clayton Ranch 
east of Ozona and the suspects fled 
into the pasture.

The men were seen about 5:30 
p.m. along Hwy. 290 near the old Line 
Liquor Store. They again escaped into 
the pasture when pressed by officers.

Officers from Crockett, Sutton 
and Schleicher Counties were as­
sisted by DPS troopers, game wardens 
and U. S. Customs aircraft in the search.

Sutton Analyzes Proposed 
Constitutional Amendments

A civilian dog handler from San 
Angelo flew down and Joined the 
search with a bloodhound. Also as­
sisting were members of the Crockett 
County Fire Department and local 
ranchers.

After learning that prosecution 
was unlikely, Sutton County Sheriff 
Bill Webster and Crockett County 
Sheriff Jim Wilson called off the 
search.

"The pair of suspects have not 
been sighted since, and there have 
been no reprots of stolen vehicles that 
might be connected to them," Wilson 
said. "It is believed that they walked 
east into Sutton County and caught a 
ride along the highway."

The sun shone brightly on Ratliff 
Stadium in Odessa as Ozona’s own 
Steven Leal, Area 18 male track ath­
lete of the year, carried the Olympic 
Torch the last hundred yards around 
the stadium track to officially open the 
25th annual Area 18 Special Olympic 
games. The games were conducted 
between 336 male and female Special 
Olympic athletes from 11 different 
teams in the West Texas area.

Once again Ozona’s Special 
Olympic athletes represented them­
selves and the community well by 
earning four gold and two silver medals 
in the competition. Johnny Rodriguez 
started the day off by winning a silver 
medal in the softball throw with a 
heave of 3.94 meters. He was fol­
lowed to the ring by Luyita Fierro who 
unleashed a throw of 21.83 meters 
which was good for a silver medal as 
well. All eyes then were on Steven 
Leal as he stepped into the ring and 
propelled the softball to a meet best 
throw o f45.03 meters to earn his first 
gold medal.

Ozona’s athletes continued their 
precious metals collection in the after­
noon by picking up three gold medals 
in the running events. Johnny Ro­

driguez started the collections with a 
time of 11.47 seconds in his heat in the 
50 meter dash followed by Luyita 
Fierro with a time of 8.53 seconds in 
his. It was then time for the best time 
of the day in the 100 meter dash as 
Steven Leal burst out of the starting 
blocks at the crack of the starter’s gun 
and sailed across the finish line 13.36 
seconds later.

With his performance at the area 
games, Steven again qualified to ad­
vance to the Special Olympic Summer 
Games. These will be held again in 
Denton May 18-21. This is the fourth 
straight year that Steven has qualified 
to advance to the state level of compe­
tition.

One would be that the state of 
Texas has increasingly reduced its 
share of funding for the education of 
the children of Texas.

unfunded mandates to be carried out 
by the school districts of Texas.

The burden of funding the educa­
tion of the children of Texas has un­
fairly fallen on the shoulders of the 
State of Texas property owners.

The “Robin Hood” constitutional 
amendment plan is nothing m(M  ̂than 
the same unfair funding of education 
by property taxes.

I have noted that the state govern­
ment has made the statement that there 
are no other alternatives. That is a very 
unwise and simple statement coming 
from the representatives that we have 
elected to serve us.

With the experience of funding 
budgets in our district and serving as 
director on our CED, I do not under­
stand why the state has not explained 
how the money is going to be col­
lected and how it is going to be di­
vided. I think this is a fair question of 
our state government, and they very 
definitely will not answer this ques­
tion. Is it a secret?

For the benefit of Crockett 
County, we will definitely suffer if 
propositions 1 and 3 are passed, and 
therefore we estimate that we will lose 
approximately one-third of our tax 
income to the state. We would have to 
raise taxes considerably in order to 
offset the deficiency caused by the 
increased amount sent to the state for 
other schools.

A question to which noone knows 
the answer is, who is going to be the 
collection agency? Possibly the 
County Education District which 
serves Ozona, Iraan, Brackettville, Del 
Rio, Fort Stockton, Imperial, Marfa, 
Fort Davis, Valentine and Comstock 
would be the organizatitm that votes 
on the amount of taxes for each county. 
So, if this district above needed more 
money, then the directors of the above 
districts would vote on an increase. 
This part of the amendment has not 
been addressed.

How fair can this be for us if they 
have not interpreted the law? I say let 
them come up with a more equitable 
means of taxes and distribution.

College’s area, which stretches north­
ward to include Big Lake and west­
ward to include Iraan and Ft. Stock- 
ton.

Norris said that Midland College 
is currently offering courses in Big 
Lake, Ft. Stockton, and Iraan under 
two different arrangements. In Big 
Lake, the courses are offered at night, 
and each class meets twice each week. 
In Ft. Stockton, about twenty courses 
are being offered, and while the ma­
jority of the classes meet on a twice a 
week basis in the evening, courses in 
English, social studies, and several 
other areas are also offered to high 
school students concurrendy.

In explaining the concurrent high 
school-college enrollment concept, 
Norris said, “College students have 
reported for years that certain college 
courses were simply repeating high 
school courses. In recognition of this, 
the State of Texas granted, by law, 
permission for a public school district 
and an accredited college to enter an 
agreement whereby a high school 
student can earn both high school and 
college credit for selected courses.” 
Norris remarked that concurrent 
courses are more difficult to establish 
because the teacher must meet col­
lege teaching criteria (a master’s 
degree and eighteen advanced hours 
in the subject area) and the student 
must meet both the academic demands 
of the course taught in the high school 
area as well as the college area at the 
same time.

In response to questions asked 
concerning what courses will be of­
fered by the college, he explained that 
the college will be conducting a sur­
vey of the community to determine

what courses to offer. “Some of the 
more popular courses such as fresh­
man English, social studies, or gov­
ernment might be a starting-point,” he 
said. “It all depends on the response 
that we get.”

“I would recommend that we 
begin these courses in September on a 
two-night per week basis at first, then 
add to them as needed,” Norris said. 
“The only thing that we need from the 
school district is permission to use 
your facilities and a small amount of 
clerical help whert we begin enroll­
ment. Since we are just starting the 
program, 1 would not recommend 
considering the concurrent option at 
the present time.

The trustees also approved two 
requests for two middle school field 
trips. The seventh grade will make a 
trip to the Nimitz Museum and LBJ 
State Park as well as eating in an 
German restaurant in Fredricksburg. 
Students eligible for the trip are all 
seventh grade students who have 
successfully turned in all classroom 
assignments on time and have fol­
lowed all class rules as agreed upon 
prior to the school year.

Texas Wool Production Increased, Mohair 
Production Declined During 1992

AUSTIN - Slightly higher wool 
{Hices during 1992 encouraged Texas 
wool producers to shear a few more 
sheep and Iambs which led to an in­
crease in wool production. Signifi­
cantly lowCT prices for mohair ware 
discouraging to mohair produco^, 
leading to a decrease in mohair pro­
duction.

According to the annual report 
released by the Texas Agricultural 
Statistics So^ice, wool production 
totaled 17.60 million pounds, five 
percent above the previous year’s to­
tal. Texas jxoducers sheared 2.45 
million sheep and lambs during the 
year, five percent more than they did 
during 1991.Theavaage fleece weight 
was7.2 pounds- the same as last year.

Total value of the state’s wool 
production increased 22 percent from 
the previous year to $16.90 million. 
Price per pound averaged $.96, up 
from the average of $.83 during 1991.

Texas mohair production during 
1S>92 totaled 14.20 million pounds, 

(down four pocent from a year ago. 
'Producers clipped 2.00 million An­
gora goats with an average clip of 7.1 
pounds. Although the number of 
Angora goats clipped increased two 
percent from the previous year, the 
average clip at 7.1 pounds was down 
from the 7.5 pounds in 1991.

Value of the state’s mohair pro­
duction declined 36 percent to $ 1235 
million. Price perpoimdave*aged$.87,
down significantly from the $131 
average a year earlier.

United States shcmi wool produc­
tion during 1992 was 83.4 million 
pounds, down five pocent fimn a year 
earlier. Sheq) and lambs shorn during 
1992 totaled 10.6 million head, a 
decrease of four percent from 1991. 
Average fleece weight of shorn wool 
was 7.89 pounds per head, down 0.08 
pounds from 1991.

The average {Mice paid fcM* wool 
sold in 1992 was$.74 perpound, fw a 
total value ctf $603 million, up 28 
percent frem $473 million in 1991. 
There was 48.3 million pounds of 
domestic and foreign 24q>arel and 
carpet scoured raw wool stwed in the 
United States on Jan. 1,1993.

Mohair production in the five 
major producing states, Arizona, 
Michigan, New Mexico, Oklahoma 
and Texas, during 1992 was 15.6 
million pounds, down five percent 
from 1991. Goats and kids clipped, at 
2.25 million head, were up slightly 
from 1991. Avwage weight pa* head 
clii^)ed was 6.9 pounds, compared 
with 7.3 pounds a year earlier. Value 
of mohair production was $13.4 mil­
lion, down 36 pocent from 1991.
