Bobby Halydier Honored On Retirement
Bobby Halydier ended a 38-year 

career at Ozona National Bank Oct. 
27. Bank officials and directors, co­
workers and friends gathered to wish 
him well as he begins retirement.

Highlighting a recepticxi in the 
bank lobby was the presentation of 
gifts. First came the Golden Type­
writer Award, an actual typewriter 
painted gold. Real gold appeared in 
the form of a tie-tack made ofaSlO.OO 
gold piece given to Halydier by co- 
workers. A bronze sculpture by Mi­
chael Garman titled "Saddletramp" 
was a gift from the bank.

Retiring as a loan office, Halydier 
began working for the bank in 1956.

"I was wOTking at South Texas 
and Lowell Littleton came and asked 
if I'd like to go to work for him," 
Halydier recalled. The bank used only 
men tellers then, and HalydiCT was 
hired to work along with George 
Russell Jr., assistant cashi^, and J. W. 
Howell, cashier. Roy Thompson was 
assistant vice-president and Mr. Lit­
tleton executive vice-president at that 
time.

"Deposits were at four millicHi

and they were hoping to reach five 
million soon," he said.

"The radar base was the begin­
ning of growth of the bank, then came 
the big oil boom," said Halydier. Now 
the bank boasts deposits of over 
$74,000,000.

Time out for three years in the U. 
S. Army saw Halydier stationed in 
Germany two years and in Fort Polk, 
LA, for one year. But back in Ozona 
the bank held his position open, and he 
retumedTo work.

In time the method of operation 
changed from doing everything by 
hand. "We had no calculators, no 
computers," Halydier said of those 
early years at the bank.

For 17 years Halydier has driven 
from Mertztxi to work. "Gas was 45 or 
50 cents a gallon when I started this," 
he said. In all those years, he never hit 
a de^ , although one darted out and hit 
the back of his car once.

"I've had no car trouble, no flats; 
I do my own maintenance, and I've 
had a lot of luck," he said.

"It is a challenge to go across the

9 { is  J ^ £ o n y ,  O u r  'E c s t a s y
humiliating death. In the face of this 
death, coagulated blo(xi was actually 
forced through His pores and tell to 
the ground. Behind the mental and 
physical strain there was immense 
emotional stress. Christ was overcome 
with a mixture of grief and horror. In 
addition, there was infinite spiritual 
torment. Christ looked into the fur­
nace of wrath against sin. He knew He 
must bear the fury of death as the 
wages for sin.

But Christ endured this agony for 
people like you and me. He endured

mental torment so those who trust in 
His sacrifice for sin might have health 
of mind. He bore physical agony so
people like us might enjoy physical 
bliss in heaven.

Extension Office Asks Help With 4-H Mailings
Recently one of the Crockett 

County Extension Office’s computers 
literally went up in flames, and the 
entire computerized 4-H enrollment 
system was lost. While the staff be­
lieves most names and addresses are 
on file on good old p ^ r ,  there is the 
chance that some names were lost in 
the, smoke.

“If you do not receive any mail- 
outs from us, or have not been con­
tacted about projects you signed up 
for, it is absolutely necessary for you 
to let us know,” said Tedra Ulmer, 
County 4-H coordinates. Ulmer noted 
that most of the200 plus4-H members 
in the county have filled out current

enrollment fesms, but that some folks 
never seem to get their mail. “Once it 
leaves our office, we can’t promise 
you’ll receive it - but we can at leastbe 
sure you have an uf^to-date address 
and that you are signed up for the 
projects you’re interested in,” the agent 
said.

Every 4-H member is required to 
re-enroll each year - either by filling 
out a new enrollment ftxm available at 
school registration or the County 
Extension Office, or by calling the 
office at 392-2721. “If you do not have 
a ccsrect, current form on record, you 
are not enrolled and cannot participate 
in 4-H activities,” said Ulmer, who

noted that youth ages 8-18 may join at 
any time during the year.

To find out if you are enrolled in 
4-H, call or come by the Extension 
Office. 4-H and other activities con­
ducted by the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service serve people of all 
ages, regardless of socioeconomic 
level, race, color, sex, religion, na­
tional origin or disability.

Laurie Hale, Acting CED of the 
Crockett County Agricultural Stabili­
zation and Conservation Service 
(ASCS) said that the recently-en­
acted crop reform bill contains impor­
tant deadlines for those farmers con­
cerned with maintaining eligibility for 
the USDA benefits such as farm pro­
gram payments.

Tbe new law, signed by President 
Clinton on October 13, requires pro­
ducers of insurable crops to take out at 
least the minimum, catastrophic level 
of insurance to remain eligible for 
USDA benefits. Mrs. Hale said that 
while producers of fall-seeded crops 
have until early next year to sign up for 
catastrophic coverage and remain eli­
gible for benefits, those who wish 
“buy-up" coverage (mi their fall- 
seeded, insurable crops must do so by 
October 31. She urged these produc­
ers to check with their local private 
crop insurance agent to determine ap­
plicable crops and other cations.

“Buy-up” covCTage is available 
only through private crop insurance 
agents but farmers seeking only cata- 
strq)hic coverage may sign up within 
the next few months at either their 
local ASCS office or with private 
agents.

The new law—the Federal Crop 
Insurance Reform Act of 1994 com­
bines the crop insurance and disaster 
assistance programs into one program 
beginning with next year’s crops. Its 
provisions virtually eliminate the 
possibility of future crop disaster as­
sistance program.

Mrs. Hale said, however, that for 
1994 weather-related disasters the 
current ASCS crop disaster assistance 
program will continue much like it has 
in recent years. She said the target 
date for farmers to begin applying at 
county ASCS offices for partial reim­
bursement cm their 1994 weather- 
related crop losses is early December.

The 1994 program is similar to 
those in recent years in which farmers 
with crop insurance who suffered crop 
losses greater than 35 per cent of nor­
mal prcxluction (40% losses for those 
without crop insurance) would be eli­
gible fcM" partial reimbursement.

“The United States Department 
of Agriculture (USDA) prohibits 
discrimination in its program on the 
basis of race, color, national origin, 
sex, religion, age disability, political 
benefits, and marital or familial status."
