How can a good and power-
ful God allow suffering? 

That has always been a good 
and powerful question, and 
one asked most often and most 
poignantly in the midst of 
shock, pain, and perplexity.

The 
answer of the Christian faith is 
not easy, and it is given 
through tears. 

If God is absolutely good 
and powerful and loving, 
nothing less, how can he 
allow suffering?

Perhaps the deepest answer 
is itself an even more difficult 
question: "How can even a 
good, powerful, and loving 
God not allow suffering?" 

When God created human-
ity in his own image, he gave 
us the amazing gift which 
gives life and love meaning but 
which of necessity also opens 
us up to pain. He gave us free 
will. God gave us the capacity 
to choose good or to choose 
evil. Puppets dangling from a 
divine string would never 
make the wrong move or 
dance the wrong dance, but 
would their dancing have any 
meaning or joy at all? And if 
the terrible choice for hate and 
evil and despair were no 
option at all, would choosing 
for love and goodness and 
hope hold any real meaning or 
joy at all? 

In a free universe, our 
choices are invested with deep 

meaning. Would the love of 
your spouse so warm your 
heart if she had no real choice 
but to give it? Would the hugs 
of your three-year-old daugh-
ter so light up your life if there 
were no possibility that she 
might choose to turn away? 
Would our love of the God of 
all joy and light mean anything 
if he had not given us the free-
dom to choose to spurn him 
and follow evil and the Prince 
of Darkness instead? 

It's one thing to ask those 
questions when life seems 
good. It's quite another to ask 
them when the whole fabric of 
your universe seems to have 
been ripped into shreds and 
pain and evil and wickedness 
seem to be masters of the day. 
Most of us have seen those 
times. But thank God himself 
we have also seen the awesome 
power of goodness, fierce 
love, and nobility even in the 
midst of the deepest pain. 

How we wish there was 
another way, but God himself 
could not create a universe 
where we could see the beauty 
of the one without the terrible 
possibility of the other. Chris-
tianity asserts that ours is a

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The most disturbing thing about Monday's early 
morning meeting of the Muleshoe Area Hospital District 
Board isn't that a meeting had to be held. but rather that 
it had the appearance of being the "frosting on the cake." 

Granted, the hospital district's last regular meeting was 
one of the ugliest we've ever seen, but we did notice a 
bright moment or two within it. What we're talking about 
was new board member Ann McElroy's questions to 
MAHD's chief executive officer, Jim Bone, and to others 
speaking before the board. 

It was obvious that McElroy has yet to succumb to the 
temptation to which many public board members 
succumb, that of getting answers to questions prior to 
the actual meeting. Often, such answers come from an 
administrative officer under the board, and sometimes 
from other board members. 

And while there isn't anything wrong with either method 
of fact finding — unless the board members have a 
quorum present when this public business is being 
discussed — it creates at least the perception that 
business isn't actually being conducted within public 
view. 

It was obvious at Monday's meeting that the discussion 
of whether the way the hospital district's business 
practices should be reviewed by an outside entity had 
been thoroughly discussed prior to the meeting. Hence, 
the reference to cake frosting. All of the board's ''baking" 
appeared to have taken place prior to the meeting, and 
the only business conducted in public view was pure 
decoration. 

This was even more evident when you consider that 
one board member asked another if he had decided how 
to word his motion prior to the start of the meeting. 

The only item on Monday's agenda read, "Consider 
requesting Covenant Health System Regional Services 
to conduct an operations evaluation of Muleshoe Area 
Hospital District." The motion, second and vote were only 
a few seconds longer than the motion, second and vote 
to adjourn the meeting which immediately followed. 

We agree with the hospital board that an independent 
evaluation of the hospital and its operation would benefit 
the district. But, as were many in attendance Monday, 
we question how independent a study conducted by an 
entity as closely tied to MAHD and its administration as 
is Covenant can be. 

Many years ago, Mark Twain wrote about Tom Sawyer 
standing by as a group of boys whitewashed a fence for 
him. At Muleshoe Monday, it appeared that literature, if 
not history, is about to repeat itself.

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USDA announces CSP contracts 

U.S. 	Rep. 	Randy 
Neugebauer of Texas and a 
bipartisan group of House 
members are taking 
legislative steps to protect 
individual property rights in 
response to a recent United 
States Supreme Court 
decision regarding eminent 
domain. 

"The right to property is 
one of the most 
fundamental rights we 
possess." Neugebauer said. 
-No government should 
have the power to take a 
person's home or business 
so that another individual 
can have it for private use." 

Neugebauer is a co- 
sponsor 	of 	the 
Strengthening 	the 
Ownership of Private 
Property (STOPP) Act 
authored by Cong. Henry 
Bonilla (R-TX-23) that 
penalizes eminent domain 
abuses. 

The STOPP Act, H.R. 
3405, 	will 	prevent 
governments from taking 
property from one private 

• party and giving it to another 
private party. When abuses 
occur, the STOPP Act will 
prevent localities and states 
from receiving federal 
economic assistance on all 
economic development 
projects, not just those upon 
which abuses occur. 
Furthermore. the legislation 
will make state and local 
governments subject to the 
Uniform Relocation Act, 
which provides fair market 
value and moving expenses 
for citizens relocated by 
abuses. 

"The STOPP Act is a 
comprehensive piece of 
legislation that will correct a 
far-reaching decision with 
horrific consequences," said 
Bonilla. "I'm thankful for  

Congressman 
Neugebauer's assistance 
on this legislation. He is 
looking out for the average 
citizen in pursuit of the 
American Dream." 

Amendment VI to the 
U.S. Constitution, does 
allow private property to be 
taken from an individual. 
However, it requires that the 
property owner receive "just 
compensation" and that the 
property be "taken for public 
use." 

The 	Agriculture 
Committee will have 
jurisdiction over the STOPP 
Act. The chairman of that 
committee, Congressman 
Bob Goodlatte (R-VA), is a 
co-sponsor of the bill which 
should aide efforts to 
shepherd the bill through 
Congress.

U.S. Agriculture Dep. 
Secretary Chuck Conner 
has announced that USDA 
will 	offer 	12,700 
Conservation Security 
Program contracts across 
the nation. 

These 2005 contracts 
being offered translate into 
more than a $1 billion long-
term commitment to 
conservation over the next 
10 years. 

"CSP participants are 
conservation innovators. 
What they do today will lead 
to additional environmental 
benefits for the nation as 
they share their knowledge 
of conservation with others," 
said Conner at a CSP event 
in Carroll County, Maryland. 
-The program is offered 
nationally on working lands 
rewarding the nation's 
leading conservationists 
and providing incentives for 
them and others to do 
more." 

The CSP contracts 
offered cover about nine 
million acres of private land 
in the 220 watersheds 
nationwide. USDA expects 
to fully invest the $202  

million 	provided 	by 
Congress for this fiscal year. 
Environmental 
enhancement activities 
offered by applicants 
include improving soil 
quality, water quality, wildlife 
habitat management, 
nutrient 	and 	pest 
management. air quality 
management and on-farm 
energy management. 

Following the process 
outlined in the CSP sign-up 
notice published in the 
Federal Register on March 
25, applications will be 
offered according to the 
published 	enrollment 
categories, in order, until the 
funding is exhausted. 
USDA's Natural Resources 
Conservation Service will 
offer 	contracts 	to 
applications in enrollment 
categories A and B and 
subcategory C-1. 

The 	number 	of 
applications accepted by 
area states for each tier of 
conservation 
accomplishments, and the 
total projected contract 
costs, are as follows: 

New Mexico — 75  

applicants, $1,158,852; 
Oklahoma — 136 
applicants . $659,228; and 
Texas — 84 applicants, 
$6,476,076. 

NRCS also extended the 
comment period on the  

interim final rule for CSP to 
Sept. 9, 2005. This 
extension will give the public 
additional time to comment 
on key issues regarding 
implementation of the 
program.
