Health Flair Set For Tuesday
Crockett County citizens will have 

the chance to check cholesterol, vi­
sion, blood sugar, blood pressure and 
much more - for free - at this year’s 
health fair, which is set for next Tues­
day, Sept. 10, from 1 to 7 p.m.

This year’s event will be held at 
the Fair Park Convention Center, lo­
cated on Ave. AA, rather than at the 
civic center as in the past, in an at­
tempt to lessen crowding. There is no 
charge to attend or to have tests done. 
Persons of all ages are invited to learn 
more about everything from diet to 
breast cancer, as they enjoy a number 
of exhibits and activities.

Sponsored by the Family and 
Consumer Sciences Committee of the 
Texas Agricultural Extension Serv­
ice, the Health Fair is an annual event. 
“In the past we held it in the spring, but 
because of everyone having such busy 
schedules, the committee decided to 
move it to fall,” said Tedra Ulmer, 
County Extension Agent for Family 
and Consumer Sciences. Hours for the 
fair were also extended to make the 
fair more accessible to woiking folks.

The Health Fair is being dedi­
cated this year to former FCS commit­
tee member Veva Vargas, who is 
currently undergoing cancer treatment 
in Fort Worth. “Veva has been a major 
force in the success of the health fair 
for several years, and we truly miss 
her presence this year,” said Ulmer.

The agent said the Health Fair’s 
focus is on prevention and early detec­
tion of disease, through free testing, 
educational exhibits and the chance to 
visit with health care providers about 
possible symptoms, treatment and 
services available. It also gives resi­
dents an opportunity to monitor their 
own health and stay up with the latest 
in services available in the commu­
nity.

Ulmer noted that exhibitors are 
continuing to respond, and that the 
Crockett County Water Control and 
Emerald Water District will be repre­
sented with water-related exhibits, as 
well as the San Angelo AIDS Founda­
tion, with exhibits and information on 
prevention of this deadly disease.

Xi Sigma Omega Sorority will 
again sponsor a blood drive during the 
hours of the health fair.

The group esti­
mates out of every 200 persons they 
see at health fair, approximately 20 
serious vision problems or glaucoma 
cases are detected.

House Calls Home Health Care 
Agency will do testing fcff blood sugar 
- an important test in a community 
where diabetes is one of the most 
common chronic diseases.

Compassionate Care will provide 
blood pressure checks, and ABC Home 
Health Incorporated will provide both 
blood sugar andblood pressure checks.

Baker Durable Medical Equip­
ment and Health Foods will provide 
pulse oximetry testing. This test checks 
the amount of oxygen in a person’s 
blood. Owner Fred Baker says he’ll 
have the neatest wheelchair ever seen

in Ozona on display.
The Texas Department of Health/ 

Texas Tech University Health Sci­
ences Center will provide an educa­
tional exhibit on breast cancer. The 
exhibit will provide hands-on training 
in detecting lumps in one ’ s breast, and 
TDH/TTUHSC staff members will 
answer questions about cancer, in­
cluding prevention, detection and treat­
ment.

The Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion Service and its Better Living for 
Texans nutrition program will pro­
vide educational exhibits and infw- 
mation on nutrition and food safety, 
food buying and other topics. In addi­
tion, sign-up sheets and information 
for persMis interested in the Better 
Living for Texans program or the 
upcoming diabetes seminar will be 
available.

Other agencies and organizations 
are still being added to the list of 
exhibitors. If your organization or 
business is interested in participating, 
call Tedra Ulmer at the Crockett 
County Extension Office, 392-2721, 
by Thursday, Sept. 5, at 5 p.m.

School classes are also invited. 
To speed up the registration process, 
teachers should bring a class list to 
turn in at the door.

Volunteers are still needed to 
bring sandwiches, desserts and other 
food items for workers at the health 
fair. To aid in organization, please call 
Ulmer by Sept. 5.

English Promoted To Corporal

M ost W anted Pro

The Aug. 30 America's Most 

Wanted segment with the story of the 
murder of Dean Phillips resulted in 41 
calls. Chief Deputy Alton Davis said 
Tuesday.

Phillips died after being beaten 
when he went to close his laundry 
Christmas night of 1990. The coin 
box of the soft-drink machine in the 
laundry had been pried open and the 
empty coin container left on the floor, 
leading officers to believe Phillips had 
walked in on a burglary.

Investigators learned that a man 
asking directions to a laundromat was 
videoed at Maness Texaco. A sketch 
was made of the man and circulated 
throughout thecountry. The unknown 
suspect was later indicted for capital 
murder and a federal interstate flight 
warrant issued, enabling the FBI to 
enter the case.

An enhanced video image of the

suspect, who was wearing a K103 T- 
shirt, was shown during the FOX net­
work segment Saturday night. Twenty- 
seven of the 41 callers knew where 
K103 stations were located, but two 
of the callers from Oklahoma said 
they had shirts just like that of the 
suspect.

Fourteen of the callers, all from 
different parts of the country, gave 
information and names of possible 
suspects.

Information from the calls will be 
screened with some leads being inves­
tigated by the FBI and some by the 
Crockett County Sheriff s Department. 
"We will get with the FBI and decide 
who investigates what," said Davis. 
The Ozona office is the primary agency 
in the case with the FBI assisting, 
Davis explained.

"I didn’t get the smoking gun 
like I thought I'd get, but you never 
know," said Davis.

DPS Trooper Ben English an­
swers to Corporal English since his 
July 1 promotion.

Cpl. English was assigned to the 
Ozona office 10 years ago after gradu­
ating from the Texas Department of 
Public Safety’s Training Academy. 
The Uvalde native grew up in the Big 
Bend and graduated from Fort Stock- 
ton High School. He spent seven years 
in the Marines, and earned a degree in 
government from Angelo State Uni­
versity before entering the academy.

Last year, English spent 10 weeks 
in Austin as an instructor at the acad­
emy. He is qualified to instruct in 
firearms and police baton use, pursuit 
driving, defensive tactics, pepper spray 
use and officer survival. He is also a 
member of the DPS regional honor 
guard.

“Being a good police officer is 
85% caring for other people,” says 
English. This belief plus the motto 
“show up when you ’re least expected” 
make up his basic philosophy of law 
enforcement

The DPS Academy is every bit 
as tough as the Marine Corps, said 
English, who is pleased with Ae qual­
ity of recruits who come to Ozona. A 
drop in the age requirement which 
allows older, more experienced can­
didates to attend the academy has 
helped, English says.

“I’m very proud of our organiza­
tion and what we’re doing right now,” 
he said. The interaction between the 
DPS communication department and 
troopers also received a commenda­
tion. “I’ve been all over the state, and 
you don’t see interaction in other places 
like we do here. Everybody in this

office will do everything to help if you 
are out there and in trouble.

“Ozona should feel lucky to have 
the caliber of men who work for the 
sheriffs office,” he continued. Coop­
eration between the DPS and sheriff’s 
department is also high here accord­
ing to English. “You don’t see the 
interaction between the sheriffs of­
fice and troopers in other places.”

Being a trooper is “a young man ’ s 
game,” English says. He expects to 
retire at 50. Meanwhile, he stays fit 
with a regular workout schedule which 
includes running, working out with 
the heavy bag and weights, and mar­
tial arts defensive tactics.

English describes himself as an 
avid reader, amateur historian and a 
restorer of old vehicles. He and wife 
Cathy are devoted to their children, 
Levi, 8, and Ethan, 6. Cathy, in addi­
tion to being a wife and mother, works 
with Equinox, distributor of environ­
mentally friendly products, and fills in 
at the airport office and chamber from 
time to time. She is also writing a 
novel. The family is active in First 
Baptist Church.

Other members of Cpl. English’s 
family who live in Ozona are a sister, 
Tammy, who was bom the day he 
went into the Marine Corps, brother 
Lyndon and his wife Laurie and their 
children. Lyndon is a Crockett County 
deputy, “and I’m very proud of the job 
he’s doing,” said Cpl. English.

AUSTIN — D n m l^  teen-agers 
could call the police for a free ride 
rather than r i ^  making the drive 
home themselves, under a proposal 
adopted last week by a state Senate 
interim committee.

The prcqjosal — to be considered 
during the 1997 Texas Legislature 
— is part a list of law-toughening 
recommradations passed by the 
S^iate Interim Committee on Ju- 
vi^ile Drinking While Intoxicated 
Laws.

The comminee also voted to 
establish a zero-tolerance policy for 
minors, in which drivers under age 
21 caught with any alcohol in their 
system would face a first-offaise 
fine of up to $500, suspension of 
their license for up to 120 days, 
community service and alcohol- 
abuse awareness courses.

“Juvenile drinking is wrong, 
period. We all know 21 is the legal 
age to drink and nothing below. 
Juvenile drinking and driving is 
absolutely unacceptable behavior. 
It is a serious and deadly action and 
we in the Legislature mean business 
when we say it will no longer be 
tolerated,” said committee member 
Sen. Florence Shapiro, R-Plano.

Other recommendations by the 
committee include:

■ Increased punishn^nt for those 
who buy or provide alcohol to a 
minor; and

■ New rules restricting la te^ g h t 
driving for younger te^-agers.

Com m itt^ chairman Sen. Rcyce 
Vfest, D-Dallas, predicted a “trcn*ai- 
dous reduction” in underage drink­
ing if  the rcarmmendations become 
law.

Department of Public Safety 
record  show that in 1995, 158 
Texans between ages 16 and 20 
died in drunken driving accidrats. 
Also in 1995, 3,045 teoi-agers 
w ^  involved in traffic accidoits 
in which the drivers were drunk.

Busil Opposes Welfare Cuts
Gov. George W. Bush said last 

wedc that some Ibxans will “fall 
through the cracks” if the federal 
welfare bill signed into law by 
President Clinton cuts payments to 
older and disabled Americans.

Federal wdfare cuts totaling 
about $55 billion are plarmed over 
the next six years.

Bush also voiced concern for 
legal immigrants, whose boiefits 
face big cuts or elimination imder 
the legislation. He said he hopes 
Congress will revisit the welfare 
law, regardless erf* who wins the 
elections in November.

About 13,000 disabled ch ild r^  
and 61,000 legal immigrants who 
are elderly or disabled could lose 
Social Security benefits. Thou­
sands of legal immigrants also 
could lose food stamps.

What course Texas takes will 
depend on the final shape of the 
new welfare law. Requirements the 
new welfare law places on states 
could hurt Texas’ welfare reform 
plans which aim to move Texans 
off assistance and into jobs and job­
training programs.

“Unless we’re able to construct 
the system in a Texas fashion, it 
will ^m string our ability to get the 
job done properly,” Bush said.

AG Offers Enrollment Guides
Racial and ethic student wnoll- 

ment need not erode if Texas col­
leges and universities follow race- 
neutral guidelines recommended

last week by Texas Attorney Gen­
i a l  Dan Morales.

Morales said state colleges and 
universities could boost minority 
oirollmait, although a March 
fednal court ruling put limits on 
affirmative action.

In a letter to state higher educa­
tion officials. Morales said that in 
addition to sq>plicants* test scores 
and grades, sdtools should con­
sider age, gender, talents, military 
service, leadership, public service, 
hometown, enqrloymait histray, ex­
tracurricular activities, financial 
status and family socio-ecoitomic 
histtxy.

“Our young, minority diildien 
must know that with hard work, 
sacrifice, commitment and perse­
verance, educatimial and profes­
sional opportunities await them,” 
M orale said.

Maity Texas u n iv ^ tie s  includ­
ing the University of Texas and 
Texas A&M systems have already 
instituted some of the admission 
and sdiolarship criteria Morales 
recommended.

Other Capital Highlights
■ The Texas Insurance Checking 

Office, an affiliate of the Texas 
Insurance Advisory Association, 
has been hired by the state to collect 
and analyze infemnation about auto 
insurance rates set by the insurance 
companies. The Texas Departmrat 
of Insurance will use the data when 
the state sets its insurance rates 
each year. State law allows insurers 
to set their rates up to 30 percent 
above or 30 percent below the 
state’s benchnn^ rates.

■ Texas consumers and busi­
nesses should save at least $460 
million in insurance premiums next 
year because of liability rate reduc­
tion factors approved last week by 
Texas Insurance Commissioner El­
ton Bomer. The savings result from 
tort reform legislation passed by 
the 1995 Texas Legislature. Bomer 
2q)proved the continued use of the 
same percentage reductions issued 
last year on all lines of liability in­
surance for 1997.

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Lions Play Tough Against Yellowjackets

The Ozona Lions showed c(Mitin- 
ued improvement as they scrimmaged 
the District 15-AMenard Yellowjack­
ets under overcast skies in Menard last 
Thursday. The teams ended in a one- 
to-one tie with each scoring a touch­
down.

“We played a good team tonight,” 
said Ozona Coach Walter Hargrove 
after the scrimmage. “We did some 
good things. Overall, I’m really 
pleased.”

He told the team after the scrim­
mage, “Our aggressiveness was great, 
and our pursuit to the ball was great 
We created some fumbles, but we 
didn’t get all of them.”

Each team ran 40 plays with the 
ball placed on the 30-yard line. Me­
nard received the ball first and wasted 
little time in moving the ball do wnfield. 
One Yellowjacket opened up the 
scrimmage with a 28-yard run. Ozona 
was flagged for a pendty and a couple 
of plays later they scored on a 23-yard 
run.

Two other times Menard made it 
within the Lions’ 20-yard line, but the 
Lions stopped them. The Lion defense 
led by middle linebacker Robert Kelly 
stopped them once, recovering a Yel­
lowjacket fumble.

Ozona was not quite so fortunate 
as to score on their first set of plays, 
but they did show several bright spots. 
Ozona junior and quarterback Justin 
Browne scampered down the field on 
a 55-yard run. The Lions reached the 
Yellowjacket 8-yard line before being 
stopped. Senior Jon Sanchez received 
a pass good for 53 yards down to 
Menard’s 12-yard line. On a fourth 
down, the Lions were unable to con­
vert as a pass fell incomplete.

Ozona’s offensive line opened 
some good holes for running backs 
Brian Badillo and Darin Jackson.

In each team ’ s second set of plays, 
they both moved the ball some, and 
both teams fumbled some. Senior Pete 
Castaneda led the second varsity of­
fense with some good running at times. 
Brian Badillo ran for a 20-yard jaunt, 
and Eric Ramos caught a pass from 
Castaneda for 17 yards.

Menard’s coach Quinn Conley

agreed with Coach Hargrove to play 
one quarter of regulated football. 
Ozona received the ball first, starting 
on their own 30-yard line. They were 
unable to move the ball, and Matt 
Galindo punted the ball with Menard 
receiving it on their 31-yard line.

With short runs and a 30-yard 
pass completion, the Yellowjackets 
moved the ball down to the Lions’ 
10.5-yard line before the Lions stopped 
them.

Ozona started moving the ball 
with Browne at the helm. He com­
pleted a 14-yard pass to Pete Casta­
neda and a 23-yard pass to Jon San­
chez. Darin Jackson picked up yard­
age of 10 and 8 yards along with 
Badillo’s 8 yards.

The Lions got the ball down to the 
13-yard line; then the next pass fell 
incomplete. Ozona received a penalty 
with about 20 seconds left in the quar­
ter, and on the last play, Sanchez made 
a great catch at the god line and scored 
the winning touchdown. The scrim­
mage ended in a one-to-one tie.

Coach Hargrove was pleased with 
his team, especially with some major 
improvements made. Menard used 
some different plays and formations. 
“They did some things we needed to 
see,” Hargrove said.

Earlierin the afternoon, the Ozona 
gold team, which is made of freshmen 
and a few sophomores, scored a touch­
down. They were led by quarterback 
Ross Crawford. Randall Borrego ran 
the ball well including a40-yard touch­
down.

Automation Comes To Hunting/ 
Fishing License Sales

Handwritten licenses and lick and 
stick stamps became a thing of the past 
when hunting and fishing licenses for 
1996-97 went on sale statewide Aug. 
6 through the Texas Outdoor Connec­
tion. The new system enables outdoor 
enthusiasts to buy 63 different elec­
tronically general^ licenses, plus their 
replacements, Texas Conservation 
Passports and any required hunting 
and fishing stamps (applicable fees) 
through a small, on-line terminal 
similar to credit card equipment

Texas joins Oregon, Michigan, 
Idaho, Kentucky and Missouri in 
implementing an electronic license 
system. The Texas Parks & Wildlife 
Department sells approximately 3.5 
million hunting and fishing licenses 
annually through its 28 district of­
fices, more than 100 state parks and 
hundreds of retailers across Texas. 
This year, licenses wiU be available 
from more than 3,200 terminals in­
stalled at license outlets statewide.

In addition to the electronic, point- 
of-sale system, customers can utilize a 
toll-free license issuance service (1- 
800-TX-LIC-4-U) that serves both 
Texansandout-of-state residents. This 
allows customers to buy licenses by 
phone with credit cards 24 hours a 
day.

Equipment for the new electronic 
system consists of small, counter top 
units that are connected to the TPWD 
licensing database via telephone lines.

“Even if our system crashes at 
Parks & Wildlife or we lose the phone 
connection, the vendor still has the 
capability to issue licenses,” said 
Lynne Lange, TPWD license sales 
coordinator. “This doesn’t mean there 
won’t be lines. We’re always going to 
have peak times when people buy their 
licenses - we do over 50 percent of our 
business between mid-August and the 
end of September. But, if people aren’t 
in a hurry, they can use the 800 num­
ber any time, day or night.”

Lang predicts there will be some 
delays this year in processing license 
requests, due to retailers becoming 
familiar with the new system and new 
laws requiring collection of additional 
information, such as Social Security 
numbers. “Basically, we’re starting a

explained.

License buyers will no longer 
receive a picture stamp when purchas­
ing the privilege to pursue a particular 
activity which requires a state stamp. 
However, collector stamps are still 
available for purchase from any li­
cense vendor for $20 per set of eight 
Texas stamps. Federal Duck Stamps 
will continue to be available only in 
traditional stamp form.

With the opening of dove hunting 
season Sept. 1, the TPWD is remind­
ing hunters to be sure and renew their 
licenses before heading afield. And, in 
the process of making those renewals, 
hunters should take note of a new 
discount license package available this 
year that offers a substantial savings.

For the avid outdoors person, the 
Super Combo includes a resident 
combination hunting and fishing li­
cense, plus all seven state hunting and 
fishing stamps for $49. Sold sepa­
rately, the package is valued at $82.

Resident hunting and fishing li­
censes cost $ 19 apiece and a combina­
tion resident hunting/fishing costs $32.

The $40 Annual Public Hunting 
Permit that enables access to 1.4 mil­
lion acres of land to public hunting 
and some 1(X) public dove hunting 
lease areas is available through all 
license vendors or by calling the toll 
free number

Lifetime license holders will be 
receiving in the mail new license cards 
similar to a credit card which will 
enable them to get tags each year from 
any license deputy. A Lifetime Resi­
dent Combination Hunting and Fish­
ing license costs $1,000, and Lifetime 
Fishing or Lifetime Hunting license 
are $600 each.

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Fall Check List For Yards and Lawns

Trees, Shrubs & Vines
September: At first glance fall 

leaves may look like nothing more 
than a full day of raking waiting to be 
done, but they're really the ingredients 
of a great compost pile just waiting to 
be put to good use. Even if you don't 
have a lot of leaf-shedding trees of 
your own, many non-gardeners will 
gladly give you their leaves just for 
hauling them away. If you have a gar­
den shredder or grinder, you can chop 
your leaves up before adding them to 
your compost pile so they'll break 
down faster. This is also recom­
mended for any woody material over 
one-fourth inch in diameter. Left 
unchopped, large woody stems and 
limbs can be extremely slow to de­
compose.

Be sure to feed and water your 
roses this month. Unless it rains, you'll 
need to soak the soil around your roses 
about twice a week. Diluted fish emul­
sion applied as you water can help 
keep your roses healthy as they head 
into fall. This is also the time to keep 
an eye out for spider mites or fungal 
problems on your roses.

If you're adding new balled and 
burlapped trees to your garden this 
season, be sure to cut off the rope and 
burlap surrounding the root ball just 
prior to planting each tree. If this 
material is left around the tree, it can 
eventually girdle the root ball so much 
that the tree will die. Some gardeners 
think it's okay to leave the burlap on 
the root ball, assuming it will decom­
pose in the ground. Studies have 
shown such a breakdown can take 
years, during which time the roots of 
your trees can be severely constricted.

October: Be sure to keep newly 
planted woody specimens watered 
regularly. As these plants are devel­
oping their new root systems, they 
need to be watered once or twice a 
week. This frequent watering is usu­
ally necessary for the first two grow­
ing seasons so the roots may become 
fully developed. After that, these 
plants may be watered less frequently, 
but should still be given extra water if 
it doesn't rain every 10 to 14 days.

As you are adding new shrubs to 
your landscape, be sure to keep their 
mature size in mind as you do so. 
Rather than planting large shrubs 
which must ultimately be pruned on a 
regular basis to fit into a certain spot, 
try planting dwarf shrubs instead. 
Now available in a variety of selec­
tions, dwarf shrubs usually grow 1 to 
3 feet tall and wide, eliminating 
the need for constant trimming. 
Some of the most useful dwarf shrubs 
include dwarf yaupon, dwarf pome­
granate, dwarf Chinese holly, minia­
ture crepe myrtle, compact nandina 
and crimson pygmy barberry.

Lawns And 
Groundcovers

September: If you haven't already 
fed your St. Augustine or Bermuda 
lawn, now's the time to do so. Al­
though many gardeners don't think it's 
important to fertilize warm season 
lawns in the fall, doing so is actually 
a very important part of good lawn 
care. Fed now, your lawn will have 
the nutrients it needs for good growth 
next spring. Just be sure to follow the 
application rates on the fertilizer bag; 
too much food can actually damage, 
rather than help your lawn.

Keep watering your lawn if it 
doesn't rain regularly in your area. 
Early morning, rather than late 
evening watering is the best, as lawns 
which stay wet overnight can be 
susceptible to fungal diseases like 
brown patch.

If your Sl Augustine or Bermuda 
lawn looked a bit thin or weak this 
past season, try topdressing it with 
a thin layer of decomposed cow ma­
nure. Available from most garden 
centers, this material can transform

most lawns from so-so to superb con­
dition. Spread thinly over the grass so 
it settles down around the base of the 
turf, but still allows the blades to stick 
out. Manure is easily applied and 
relatively inexpensive. Avoid manure 
fresh from a farm or ranch however, 
as undecomposed manure can bum 
your lawn and may contain weed 
seeds which haven't been sterilized by 
the heat produced during the 
composting process.

October: If you've been mean­
ing to lay some new sod, now's the 
time to do so before the weather gets 
any cooler. Sod laid after this month 
is more easily injured by cold weather, 
as its roots may not have enough time 
to become established before winter. 
Be sure to level the ground before you 
lay the sod, as it's a lot less work to 
even out any lumps in the soil before 
the grass covers them, than it is later 
on after the turf is established.

Your lawn may still need mow­
ing for the first week or two of the 
month, but after that it will be time to 
winterize your mower. To get the 
longest life out of your mower, it's a 
good idea to drain all the gasoline out 
of the tank and to thoroughly clean the 
entire mower prior to storing it fw the 
winter. Of course you'll want to dis­
connect the wire to the spark plug be­
fore doing any work on your mower. 
This is also a good time to either get a 
new blade for your mower or get the 
existing one sharpened. That way 
you'll beat the spring msh and be ready 
to mow once the grass starts growing 
again next year.

November Trail Ride To R e v e a l. M ohair Velour G aining Favor
Wonders of Big Bend Ranch

Hunting lease income for Texas 
farmers and ranchers will be more im­
portant than ever this year with crop 
losses caused by the drought

Despite the dry weather, wildlife 
officials are predicting good deer and 
turkey hunting through much of the 
state this fall. Agriculture Commis­
sioner Rick Perry said.

"Although ranchers have sold off 
many of their cattle and other live­
stock due to a lack of feed, competi­
tion among wildlife species for exist­
ing forage remains acute," Perry said. 
"If dry conditions continue, wildlife 
officials say that a heavier than nor­
mal harvest may be required this year, 
particularly for white tailed deer, to 
prevent starvation and long-term dam­
age to habitats that support all spe­
cies.”

In Texas, spending on wildlife-re­
lated activities reached $3.6 billion, 
with hunting and fishing accounting 
for $2.5 billion, according to the lat­
est survey available - the U.S. Fish and 
Wildlife Service's 1991 National Sur­
vey of Fishing, Hunting and Wildlife 
Associated Recreation. Perry noted 
that much of this income goes to agri­
cultural producers, who manage rural 
properties, and to rural businesses.

"Since the last major drought in 
the '50s, wildlife-related activities 
have become big business for farm­
ers, ranchers and rural communities," 
Perry said. "Increasing numbers of 
hunters, fishing enthusiasts, birders, 
hikers and even wildflower admirers 
are flocking to the small towns of 
Texas to enjoy the outdoors. But this 
additional source of income will be 
threatened if drought conditions con­
tinue to affect crops, livestock and 
wildlife through another year."

Perry noted that urban residents 
also may be seeing more wildlife as 
species expand their search for food 
into cities.

As the sun sets over the 
Bofecillos Mountains, a cowboy re­
cites a poem about rodeoing and his 
pickup truck, while his audience of 
city folks gathered around the camp­
fire savors dutch oven cobbler and 
cowboy coffee. Welcome to the 
evening portion of the first-ever trail 
ride at Big Bend Ranch State Park, 
scheduled for Nov. 15-17.

The Texas Parks & Wildlife De­
partment is offering buckaroos on this 
trail ride and two future rides this win­
ter a chance to see up close the natu­
ral wonders of the state's largest paiic 
— an ecologically diverse property 
encompassing 270,000 acres of the 
Chihuahuan Desert in the remote Big 
Bend country.

Riders will enjoy nights around 
the campfire and sleep in the Sauceda 
Bunkhouse. They'll spend the day j - 
horseback riding the rugged ranch 
land on this educational trail ride that 
will stress the ranch's cultural and 
natural heritage.

Leading the trail ride will be Big 
Bend Ranch guide Jim Carr, a Hous­
ton photographer who has conducted 
photo workshops for TPWD at the 
ranch, and Lockhart photographer 
Peggy Paries. Carr says trail riders who 
bring along a camera will have a great 
opportunity to capture beautiful im­
ages of cottonwoods and other fall 
foliage, while learning about the 
ranch's colorful cultural and natural 
history.

"The main purpose for having a 
trail ride is to open up new areas of 
the park to tourism," Carr says. "On 
horseback is the only way to really see 
the park the way it's meant to be 
viewed. It'll be fun and educational."

Interpreting what the riders see 
along the trail and providing them 
with interesting vignettes along the 
way will be park ranger and naturalist 
David Alloway, a longtime resident of 
the Big Bend. The El Paso native will 
explain the park's unique geology and 
geography, as well as provide insight 
into the park's myriad desert plants 
and wildlife. Alloway, for instance, de­
lights in telling visitors; that the state 
park has more springs, more vegeta­
tion and more riparian areas than its 
better-known cousin. Big Bend Na­
tional Park just down the Rio Grande 
River.

Located "West of the Pecos" in 
mostly formidable, desert lands. Big 
Bend Ranch features more than 100 
springs and several waterfalls, pictur­
esque canyons, a collapsed volcanic 
dome, lava flows, prehistoric rock art 
and awe-inspiring vistas reminiscent 
of a scene from a Sam Peckinpaw 
movie. A small herd of longhorn cattle 
maintained by TPWD provides a vis­
ible link to the land's ranching tradi­
tion dating to pioneer days.

A part of the state park system

since 1988, TPWD has been making 
a concerted effort in recent years to 
provide the public with greater access 
to the park. Big Bend Ranch today 
hosts a number of annual events and 
workshops, such as authentic old West 
cattle drives each spring and fall and 
a desert survival workshop popular 
with the military, U.S. Customs per­
sonnel and avid outdoors enthusiasts. 
Two future trail rides are scheduled at 
the state park - one in December and 
another in February.

Plans for the November trail ride 
call for participants (there's a maxi­
mum of 20) to meet at 2 p.m. at Fort 
Leaton State H istorical Park in 
Presidio, where transportation to the 
ranch will be provided. That evening, 
cowboy singer Bill Davis will enter­
tain and tell stories around the camp­
fire.

On Saturday, after a hearty cow­
boy breakfast, riders will depart from 
Sauceda for a daylong ride to Fresno 
Canyon, located across from the col­
lapsed volcanic dome known as the 
Solitario, where they can experience 
the ecologically diverse back country 
and learn about the geography and ge­
ology of the region, such as erosion 
and volcanic uplift. Back at the bunk- 
house that evening, saddle-weary 
cowpokes can relax at another cow­
boy campfire and enjoy barbecue 
while listening to the Western music 
of Fort Davis cowboy entertainer Glen 
Mooreland.

KERRVILLE - Mohair produc­
ers learned here recently that the pro­
duction of mohair velour is gaining 
favor in the furnishings industry with 
three firms now making the product 

Madeline Daddiego, New York 
marketing director for the Mohair 
Council of America, told growers and 
council directors that three to five years 
ago, only one velour maker was in 
operation in the U. S. However, with 
interest growing in upholstery and 
other home furnishings products, two 
more firms have gotten into the busi­
ness.

‘The future potential looks good,” 
Daddiego said. “People are looking 
for new products.”

The outlook in the apparel indus­
try was described as “cautious”. The 
retail market has been soft, and retail­
ers are looking for some consumer 
excitement,” she said.

The mohair industry, which has 
traditionally attached itselif to fashion, 
is reaching out to find new uses for its 
fiber inventory, she said, noting that 
there is growing interest in blankets, 
throws, and other products for the 
home and carpet for the commercial 
or contract trade.

In order to help stimulate the 
movement of mohair into more do­
mestic channels, council directors 
amended the organization’s 1996-97 
budget to provide an additional 
$70,400 for domestic programs.

“The U.S. is still a huge market,” 
said outgoing president Layton Black 
of Goldth waite. Black and others visu­
alize mohair being used in socks, 
scarves, carpet and home and office 
furnishing products. "We cannot 
continue to be fashion driven,” he 
said.

Water-rich Leyva Canyon is the 
destination for trail riders on Sunday. 
Plenty of fall foliage, flowing springs 
and Native American caves typical of 
the ranch's canyonlands will highlight 
the nine-hour trip. Each day's ride, 
designed to accommodate experi­
enced as well as novice equestrians, 
will cover about 12 miles of rugged, 
scenic back country.

The cost of the trail ride is $425, 
or $416 for Texas Conservation Pass­
port holders. The price includes a 
mount, meals, tack, lodging and en­
tertainment. Riders must sign a waiver 
acknowledging they are physically 
able to participate in the activity.

Black resigned as council presi­
dent after taking a job with the "Texas 
Attorney General’s office in Austin. 
Lanny Leinweber of Mountain Home, 
the council’s vice president, will serve 
the remainder of Black’s term which 
ends in January.

Because much of American

mohair is exported, the council will 
continue to keep a strong presence in 
foreign maikets as well through such 
programs as the Market Access Pro­
gram (MAP) funded by the U. S. 
Department of Agriculture. The coun­
cil has received $75,000 to be used in 
cooperative overseas promotion pro­
grams in the United Kingdexn and 
Asia. Maricet development work also 
is being planned in Canada.

Despite reduced numbers of 
Angora goats because of drought and 
unfavorable economic conditions, 
world mohair production is estimated 
at 8.1 million kilos, or approximately 
17.86 million pounds. Of this total, U. 
S. production is expected to be 3.0 
million kilos, or about 6.6 million 
pounds. South African production is 
expected to be 5.1 million kilos, or 
about 11.2 million pounds, officials 
said. World mohair production is at a 
25-year low. The previous low in 1975- 
76 was 29 million pounds.

In Texas, mohair inventory was 
running from 4 million to 6.5 million 
pounds prior to the fall clip coming 
into the warehouse.

According to Donnie Laughlin, 
president of the Texas Wool and 
Mohair Warehouse Association, about 
1.5 million to 2.2 million pounds of 
spring adult remains unsold. “Produc­
ers are confused, disappointed and 
disgusted with the market,” Laughlin 
said. “This has been a tough year for 
them.”

In other business, the council’s 
directors learned from James Leo 
Greer of Rocksprings, president of the 
Texas Mohair Producers Board, that 
the board had received money from 
the sale of more than 480,000 pounds 
of mohair that had been sold since the 
volunteer checkoff program^ started 
on June 1. About 11 percent of the 
money collected has l ^ n  refunded, 
he said.

The council’s executive commit­
tee will meet on Nov. 14 at Sonora, 
and the council’s annual meeting will 
be held Jan. 23 at the Holiday Inn in 
San Angelo.
