A black bear captured in south­

western Crockett County May 30 
seems to be adjusting to his new home 
in the Black Gap Wildlife Manage­
ment Area south of Marathon. After 
being caught in a culvert trap, the bear 
was fitted with an electronic monitor­
ing device and transported to Black 
Gap.

Mary Humphrey, Texas Parks and 
Wildlife biologist from Sonora, said 
Tuesday that when the monitor 
checked on the bear early last week he 
was in a remote mountain range near 
the Mexican border in Black Gap not 
far from where he was released.

The bear, which weighed 172 
pounds, was first sighted at a ranch 
house on the Pecos River April 27. He 
returned for four consecutive nights 
between 5 and 7 p.m. and sometimes 
through the night. The bear discov­
ered a trash can containing dog food 
on the porch and raided it for a meal.

There was good cooperative ef­

fort between TPWD and the Texas 
Animal Damage Control in monitor­
ing and evaluating the ranch site, 
Humphrey said. The bear was first 
reported to the Texas Animal Damage 
Control.

A culvert trap on a trailer and two 
barrel traps (two 500 gallon barrels 
welded together) were brought to the 
area and baited, then re-baited with 
dry dog food, grease and sardines. 
Road kill was used for the third and 
final baiting.

Snares were not used because 
there was no emergency situation in 
this case, Humphrey said. However, 
they did want to remove the bear from 
the area before he got in trouble.

Humphrey believes the bear was 
trying to develop a home range and 
was making another round marking 
his territory the night he was trapped. 
He was in very good shape when he 
was captured, probably from eating 
vegetation, she said. There were no

Cloud Seeding Started
West Texas Weather Modifica­

tion Association’s cloud seeding 
program began its second year in this 
area on May 15. Crockett County’s 
Emerald Underground Water District 
became a member of the association 
last year. That was the first of a four- 
year contract the association made with 
Pat Sweeney, owner of Weather 
Modification Inc. of Fargo, ND.

Two planes, a Cheyenne and a 
Cessna 340, are flying an area which 
includes Crockett, Glasscock, Ster­
ling, Reagan, Irion, Schleicher, Sut­
ton and eastern Tom Green counties, 
said Dennis Clark, EUWD manager. 
The area covered includes 7.2 million 
acres at a cost of .042 cents per acre. 
Funding comes from the districts in­
volved plus $50,(XX) from the Univer­
sity of Texas, $40,000 from the City of 
San Angelo and $169,000 from an 
emergency appropriation by the State 
Legislature.

This area of the state is not the 
only one operating a weather modifi­
cation program this year, Clark said. 
The High Plains Underground Water 
Conservation District program in­
cludes 14 counties and 8 million acres. 
The Colorado River Municipal Water 
District at Big Spring includes six 
counties and 3.5 million acres. Eight 
counties and 5.4 million acres are in 
the South Texas Weather Modifica­

tion Association out of Pearsall.
Total appropriations by the state 

for all the associations is $550,000. 
State dollars for the, 1998-99 pro­
grams will include an additional four 
million in matching funds.

Cloud seeding will continue in 
this area through Sept. 15.

livestock deaths in thearea which could 
be assessed as bear kills, she said.

The black bear, species Ursas 
americanus, is listed as a threatened 
species at the federal level and as 
endangered with the state. These bears 
are historically native to Texas and 
probably move in from Mexico. Al­
though there are no definite numbers, 
“we have a pretty good resident num­
ber in the Big Bend,” Humphrey said.

Through the monitoring device, 
this bear will be used to provide infor­
mation to the TPWD. Personnel at 
Black Gap will monitor him weekly 
when they fly to do census research on 
desert big horn sheep.

Bears are also monitored in the 
Big Bend, and there is a woman in 
Mexico who is monitoring bears as 
part of a research project. She re­
ported that there are no signs of bear 
predation in livestock this spring be­

cause vegetation is so good.
This may keep the relocated bear 

where he is, Humphrey said. “He may 
set up a home range at Black Gap 
depending on how many other male 
bears are there.” With breeding sea­
son near, bears who already have 
staked out their territory at Black Gap 
could drive him away.

This bear has not shown much 
aggression, either at the ranch or when 
he was released, Humphrey said. 
Landowners where he was captured 
said the bear came near the house 
while they were out on the porch bar­
becuing. At Black Gap on the mmiing 
after his release when his tranquilizer 
had worn off, the bear walked away 
from observers, looking back a few 
times, Humphrey said.

With people moving out into the 
brush country, there are more people 
out now to see these animals, she said.

During the deployment, Suchil 
visited Australia, Bahrain, Hong Kong, 
Singapore and the United Arab Emir­
ates. USS Cowpens earned distinction 
as the only U.S. ship to conduct a 
community project in Bahrain, as well 
as community assist projects during 
their other port visits. The projects 
ranged from yard care and painting, to 
renovations and upkeep of rundown 
shelters and churches.

Homebuilders Need To Consider New Regulations

Anyone building their dream 
home in the country needs to consider 
new state regulations to keep their 
wastewater system from turning into a 
nightmare.

According to Dr. Bruce Lesikar, 
agricultural engineer with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service, the 
new on-site wastewater regulations, 
which went into effect in February, 
protect not only the environment but 
homeowners as well.

One-fourth of Texans, or about 4 
million people, presently use on-site 
wastewater treatment systems. More 
and more are being installed each year 
as people build homes in areas that do 
not have centralized collection sys­
tems.

Under the new state regulations, 
installers must be certified to put in 
either the traditional type of septic 
systems or the newer types of systems 
which provide additional treaunent of 
the wastewater. These may include a 
septic system and a drain field that 
utilizes some of the newer technolo­
gies such as pressurized distribution, 
sub-surface irrigation or spray irriga­
tion.

“The new set of regulations actu­
ally give guidance on how newer, al­
ternative technologies can be installed 
and operated so that they work cor­
rectly,” Lesikar said.

Installers also must stay up-to- 
date with regulations and the newer

systems that will protect the environ­
ment and the homeowner.

Site evaluators — who examine 
the site to determine which type of 
system will work best — also will 
have to be certified under the new 
regulations, he said. They are required 
to take eight hours of training annu­
ally.

Systems that are already installed 
under previous regulations are not 
really affected by these rules unless 
there is a problem and they have to 
undergo major renovation, he said. 
“Then you need to bring up those 
existing systems to current regula­
tions,” Lesikar added.

Permits have been required for 
systems for several years. If an agency 
in a county issues permits, fees may or 
may not increase. The fees charged by 
the Texas Natural Resource Conser­
vation Commission in areas not cov­
ered by a local permitting authority 
will increase to $200 for a single­
family residence.

Many Americans gain weight as 
adults, increasing their risk for high 
blood pressure, heart disease, stroke, 
diabetes, certain types of cancer, ar­
thritis, breathing problems and other 
illness. Frankly, being overweightcan 
be a hazard to your health - so most 
adults shouldn’t gain weight. Anyone 
who is overweight should try to lose 
weight, or at least try not to gain more.

If you’ve decided you need to 
lose weight - and you need to consult 
a health professional before taking 
any steps to do so - the most important 
first step is to take in less calories than 
you use.

What’s a calorie? It’s a measure 
of the energy or fuel value in foods. 
The number of calories each of us 
needs depends on our activity level 
and our body size, as well as our age. 
Our bodies need fewer calories as we 
age, especially if we become less ac­
tive. In other words, even to maintain 
and not gain weight, we may need to 
take in fewer calories.

That allows your body to use up 
the extra fat it has stored. There are 
three basic ways to accomplish this - 
eat foods with fewer calories, eat 
smaller amounts of the foods you’re 
used to eating, or increase your activ­
ity level...and the best way is probably 
to do all three.

Here are some basic weight loss 
tips. They’re not really hard. Change 
can be much easier if you work them 
in gradually and make them habits.

•Cut back on sweets, fried and 
other fatty foods. Eat a variety of foods, 
including vegetables, fruits and whole-

grain products. How do you know 
which foods and how much? Learn 
the food groups and servings from the 
Food Guide Pyramid, and follow those 
guidelines.

•Set a safe goal for yourself. Plan 
to lose no more than one to two pounds 
per week. Don’t weigh yourself every 
day, by the way - daily ups and downs 
can be depressing. Once weekly is 
enough.

•Don’t cut back on calories too 
much. It’s not safe to go below 800 
calories daily unless supervised by a 
physician. Especially if you have any 
health problems, you need to check 
with your doctor before making dras­
tic dietary changes.

•Try increasing physical activity 
in a moderate way, such as taking 
regular walks. A mile walk can bum as 
many as 100 calories. Start slowly, 
increasing gradually, and consult wi th 
your physician before starting suenu- 
ous exercise.

•Eat slowly and chew each bite 
thoroughly. If you eat fast, you don’t 
feel satisfied as quickly and are more 
likely to keep eating.

•Remember, you’re building good 
dietary habits that can help you main­
tain desirable weight and keep healthy 
for many years to come.

Plant Tips
from M&R Nursery

Let me take this 
opportunity to intro­
duce our "Plant Tips" 
article and the prin­
ciple behind writing 
them. The weekly 
articles reflect the 
current problems our 
customers bring to 
us weekly or they guide us with 
timely application of certain prod­
ucts, such as when to treat for 
grubworms.

Since Ozona's weekly problems 
may be somewhat different than 
those in San Angelo, we are looking 
forward to your input and question. 
All you need to do is give us a call 
(it's local now) and be sure to let us 
know that you are calling from 
Ozona. Myself, Mike Glaspie, or my 
partner, Ronnie Winkler, take turns 
writing the articles.

Now on to business. This week 
we are seeing quite a few trees, 
especially sycamores, being lunch 
for worms. If the tree is not an edible 
variety, you can use a systemic 
insecticide such as orthene. This 
will kill the insects it comes in con­
tact with, and incorporate itself into 
the leaves, and any insect that eats 
any part of that leaf within 10-14 
days will ingest the insecticide. This 
gives you twice the chances to kill 
the insects. Also if you had problems 
last year with brown patches in your 
St. Augustine or Fescue lawns, you 
need to start with preventative 
applications of Bayleton. This can be 
purchased in granular or liquid forms. 
Preventative applications are at 1/2 
the curative rates, so you can save 
money by not waiting until the dis­
ease starts. If you have any ques­
tion, please give us a call or come by.
