... A single car rollover east bound
on I-10 near the Sheffield exit, 1/4
mile east of mile marker 343, took the
life of Rosa B. Perez and injured her
husband, Rafael Perez Monday morn-
ing. The Perezes were returning to
their home in New Braunfels after a
holiday visit with their daughter in
Panora, CA.

“Both occupants were wearing
their seat belts, but the woman had her
seat reclined and it did not restrain her.
She was partially ejected from the
vehicle by the rollover, causing the
fatal injuries,” said DPS Cpl. Ben En-
glish.

Cpl. English reported that the
driver fell asleep at the wheel, leav-
ing the roadway on the right side, hit-
ting a reflector post and losing con-
trol of the vehicle. He then over cor-
rected causing the vehicle to cross the
east bound lane into the median skid-
ding sideways into a pronounced yaw
and eventually turning over five times.

What you can do about holiday or Y2K stress

Whether mild stress brought on
by a car that won’t start to the stress
of holidays or Y2K concerns to the
intense stress of losing a loved one,
everyone experiences it. Learning to
recognize the normal reactions and
emotions that stress may cause can
help you become more comfortable
and effective in coping with it. The
following information explains some
of the feelings and behaviors that can
result from stress.

Things to look for:

Behaviors

Having problems getting to sleep
or staying asleep

Isolating or withdrawing from
others

Keeping excessively busy and
preoccupied to avoid stressful
thoughts or situations

Losing interest in activities that
previously were enjoyable

Becoming overly alert or easily
startled

Experiencing increased conflicts
or tension with family members or
other people

Easily crying or becoming tear-
ful for no apparent reason

Eating noticeably more or less
than usual

Feelings

Feeling just “not myself,” out of
balance, or easily upset

Feeling a loss of interest in ev-
eryday activities

Feeling a sense of despair, hope-
lessness or emptiness about the future

Feeling anxious or fearful, espe-
cially in connection to sources of
stress

Feeling irritable, short-tempered,
or angry and resentful

Feeling depressed, sad or down
much of the time

Thoughts

Trouble concentrating or remem-
bering things

Difficulty making decisions

Frequently replaying stressful
events and circumstances in your
mind

Recurring dreams or even night-
mares related to sources of stress

Questioning of spiritual or reli-
gious beliefs

Health

If stress continues over time,
physical health can be adversely-af-
fected. It is common for headaches,
stomach or intestinal problems, colds,
viruses and increase in allergies to
occur more frequently. Also, pre-ex-
isting medical conditions such as
heart problems and high blood pres-
sure may be aggravated by prolonged
stress.

Mental Health

Stress may adversely affect men-
tal health as well as physical health.
Anxiety and depression can occur as
a result of stress. If you already have
a mental health problem, stress can
make it worse. How to cope and what
works

Stress can bring about physical,
mental and emotional fatigue. It is im-
portant to rememtzer that it can take
time to heal from the effects of stress.
However, using some proven tools to
cope with stress can help reduce the
intensity and duration of its effects.

For Yourself

Talk to others about how you are
feeling.

Don’t become isolated. Seek and
maintain connections with commu-
nity friends, relatives, coworkers or
church members. Talk about your
experiences with them.

Take time for recreation, relax-
ation or a favorite hobby.

Pay close attention to your physi-
cal health as prolonged stress can take
a toll on the body. Maintain a good
diet and get enough sleep. Physical
activity and exercise can help, too.

Upsetting times can cause some
people to use alcohol or drugs to cope
with stress. This way of coping
doesn’t help in the long run and is
likely to cause other problems.

For Your Family

Families should keep some rou-
tines in place such as regular meals,
certain enjoyable activities, and other
family rituals. This will help provide
a sense of order and normality.

Couples need to attend to their
relationship, as this is often over-
looked when one or both partners are
under stress. Take time to be alone
together, to talk about how you feel,
and to have fun together.

Take time to talk with your chil-
dren. Listen to what they have to say
and let them freely express their feel-
ings. Remember that children do not
have the same level of coping or un-
derstanding that you have.

People with a physical or men-
tal disability and older adults are es-
pecially vulnerable fo stress. You may
have many of the same reactions and
feelings already mentioned. How-
ever, some reactions to stress can be

_different or intensified, as described

below. It’s important to ask for sup-
port when you need it.

Feelings

Memories or feelings associated
with prior stressful events or situa-
tions.

Fear of dependency or lack of
self-sufficiency.

Worry about limited financial re-
sources and time to rebuild from
losses.

Fear of institutionalization.

Fear of a decline in physical or

mental health and reduced abilities.
. Behaviors

Withdrawing and isolating from
family and friends.

Concealing the full impact of the
stress.

Responding to challenges or ob-
stacles with apathy.

Appearing confused or disori-
ented.

Experiencing a decline in physi-
cal health.

Not making use of available re-
sources.

Where to find help

If stress causes or worsens anxi-

ety, depression or physical problems,
or interferes with regular activities in
some way, consult a physician or
mental health professional. Most phy-
sicians can make referrals to special-
ized care, including private and pub-
lic mental health services. You can
also contact the local provider of pub-
lic mental health services directly. If
you do not know the name of your
local provider of public mental health
services, contact the Texas Depart-
ment of Mental Health and Mental
Retardation Office of Consumer Ser-
vices Rights Protection at 800-252-
8154.

"Happy New Year! "That greeting
will be said and heard for at least the
first couple of weeks as a new year
gets under way. But the day cel-
ebrated as New Year's Day in mod-
ern America was not always January
1

The celebration of the new year is
the oldest of all holidays. It was first
observed in ancient Babylon about
4000 years ago. In the years around
2000 BC, Babylonians celebrated the
beginning of a new year on what is
now March 23, although they them-
selves had no written calendar.

Late March actually is a logical
choice for the beginning of a new
year. It is the time of year that spring
begins and new crops are planted.
January 1, on the other hand, has no
astronomical nor agricultural signifi-
cance. It is purely arbitrary.

The Babylonian new year celebra-
tion lasted for eleven days. Each day
had its own particular mode of cel-
ebration, but it is safe to say that mod-
ern New Year's Eve festivities pale in
comparison.

The Romans continued to observe
the new year on March 25, but their
calendar was continually tampered
with by various emperors so that the
calendar soon became out of synchro-
nization with the sun. ;

In order to set the calendar right,
the Roman senate, in 153 BC, de-
clared January 1 to be the beginning
of the new year. But tampering con-
tinued until Julius Caesar, in 46 BC,
established what was come to be
known as the Julian Calendar. It again
established January 1 as the new year.
But in order to synchronize the cal-
endar with the sun, Caesar had to let
the previous year drag on for 445
days.

Although in the first centuries AD
the Romans continued celebrating the
new year, the early Catholic Church
condemned the festivities as pagan-
ism. But as Christianity became more
widespread, the early church began
having its own religious observances
concurrently with many of the pagan
celebrations, and New Year's Day was

New Year’s traditions across the centuries

no different. New Year’s is still ob-
served as the Feast of Christ's Circum-

_cision by some denominations.

During the Middle Ages, the
Church remained opposed to celebrat-
ing New Year’s. January 1 has been
celebrated as a holiday by Western na-
tions for only dbout the past 400
years. :

Other traditions of the season in-
clude the making of New Year's reso-
lutions. That tradition also dates back
to the early Babylonians. Popular
modern resolutions might include the
promise to lose weight or quit smok-
ing. The early Babylonian's most
popular resolution was to return bor-
rowed farm equipment.

The Tournament of Roses Parade
dates back to 1886. In that year, mem-
bers of the Valley Hunt Club deco-
rated their carriages with flowers. It
celebrated the ripening of the orange
crop in California.

Although the Rose Bow! football
game was first played as a part of the
Tournament of Roses in 1902, it was
replaced by Roman chariot races the
following year. In 1916, the football
game returned as the sports center-
piece of the festival.

The tradition of using a baby to
signify the new year was begun in
Greece around 600 BC. It was their
tradition at that time to celebrate their
god of wine, Dionysus, by parading
a baby in a basket, representing the
annual rebirth of that god as the spirit
of fertility. Early Egyptians also used
a baby as a symbol of rebirth.

Although the early Christians de-
nounced the practice as pagan, the
popularity of the baby as a symbol of
rebirth forced the Church to reevalu-
ate its position. The Church finally
allowed its members to celebrate the
new year with a baby, which was to
symbolize the birth of the baby Jesus.

The use of an image of a baby with
a New Years banner as a symbolic
representation of the new year was
brought to early America by the Ger-
mans. They had used the effigy since
the fourteenth century.

Texas establishes concealed
handgun license reciprocity
with neighboring states

Residents of Louisiana, Okla-
héma and Arkansas with concealed
handgun licenses issued by their home
state now can legally carry concealed
handguns in Texas and vice versa.

Col. Dudley M. Thomas, direc-
tor of the Texas Department of Public
Safety, signed reciprocity agreements
w1th these states through which hc-
efisees can legally cross that stgte line
with théir coricealed handghins.”

This agreement will allow li-
censed Texans to travel freely in these
neighboring states while enjoying the
same or similar privileges their li-
censes given them at home. The reci-
procity agreements were made pos-
sible by 1997 changes to the state's
concealed handgun law.

Before traveling, license holders
should educate themselves about laws
in other states that govern where and
when they can legally carry their con-
cealed handguns.
